i’ lan several years in advance to 
effectively reduce cotton root rot 
lossea o f  cotton, he said. Root rot 
losses o f  cotton can be reduced, 
he said. However, a combination 
of practices carried out for a num­
ber o f years is necessary for best 
results.

Deep plowing this year will help 
in most cases to reiiuce the dis­
ease next year. The turning under 
o f  a large tonnage o f  organic mat­
ter prior Ui glow ing cotton will 
help. The growing o f resistant 
crops in rotation also helpe. How- 
ever, none o f  these arc a sure 
control when used alone. For ex­
ample, rains immediately follow­
ing deep plow'ing will tend to 
cancel out the benefits o f dis­
ease reduction. Too, Hoeer said, 
crop rotation helps little if suscep­
tible weeds grow  in resistant 
crops

“ Producing early cotton will, 
in most caoes, help the cotton to 
to escape root rot damage.

get from the soveiniiient aa a 
direct loan. A total o f $1.2 billion 
over the next six years for u.«e in 
direct loans by the V’ A was auth- 
orite<l.

The law provided a phase-out 
eligibility formula under which a 
veteran will be «digible for a Gl 
loan for  10 years from  the date o f 
his discharge from  his last period 
od wartime service, plus an add­
itional year o f elgihility for each 
three montha o f active wartime 
service, Sisson said.

Eligibility o f  a World War II 
veteran under the new law may 
not extend beyond July 25, 1967, 
ill any case, nor beyond January 
31, 1975, for any Korean veteran.
A veteran discharged because o f 
a service-connected disability will 
be eligible to apply until these 
final cu t-o ff datas.

The new law provides that elig- 
iblity shall not terminate in any 
case prior to July 25, 1962 for  a 
World War II veteran, nor prior 
to January 31, 1965, for a Korea 
veteran, the cu t-o ff dates under 
the old law.

Who Do Farm Program* Help Mo>t?

thThe above la the title o i an article released last mon 
by the Texas Department o f .Agriculture The artarle, written 
by John C. NX'Kite. Commissioner o f Agricultuie. has not 
received the attention it deserved in the press o f Texas.

The article began with the question: “ H ow  is it that the 
American farmer keeps getting it in the neck repeatedly and 
increasingly as being a burden on taxpayers a depressant on 
the econom y, a costly necessity for the nation ' “

The question deserves sober thinking, and straight-for­
ward answer The answer will depend upon the information 
which the responder has in his or her possession, and should 
be based upon facts —  not the misinformation which the 
metropolitan press has been passing out for many years.

If the facts are understood, it would be the general public 
—  not the farmer —  who would pay most dearly if the farm 
program should be abolished. The consumer should realize 
that the so-called “ surpluses’ * are the primary deterrent to 
increasing costs. There are other important benefits which the 
nation as a whole derive from  the present farm progrem .
