Organized in August 1892 by 
the Rev. J. W. Holaapple o f Wich­
ita Falla, the Fimt Chriatian 
Church had only a few member» 
in Memphis. As there was no 
building, the group, consisting of 
the families o f W. P. Beckham, 
W. M. Fore aad J. H. Morria, 
met each Sunday ia a atore build­
ing tq observe tbq Lord’s Supper, 
■Ing and gead the Elcrip-
tUiei.

In 1893, tlte Firat Baptist 
Church was built, and the Fimt 
Christian members met with the 
Baptists for Sunday School end 
services.

Rev. H. M. Bandy o f Amarillo 
came down as often as possible 
to preach for the church, and lat- 
er his succeasor, F. T. Denson, 
tame occ&>:Gnal!y to hold a meet 
ing.

In the spring o f 1893, Minister 
llolsapple came back and held a 
meeting, reviving the work he 
had started and adding several 
new memberi to the church.

The Presbyterian! erected their 
church building on 6th Street in 
1898 and as they were few in 
number, invited the members o f 
the Fimt Chriatian Church to 
worship with them. Minister Em­
manuel Dubbs o f Clarendon was 
the fim t regular pastor, and he 
preached one Sunday each month 
The story o f Bro. Dubbe’ life is 
as exciting as any Western story 
by Zane Gray. A t the time he 
was a young man, the Indian» 
were still making raids in this 
part o f the Panhandle. He wa.* 
in the Battle o f Adobe Walls and 
helped capture Indians in Pak 
Duro Canyon.

As an unpaid minister o f the 
Christian Church, he preacliml In 
dugouts and in early-day school 
houses over a wide area. He rode 
horseback to these places.

The two churches found thi» 
cooperative e ffort to be a happy 
one and they worked together In 
great harmony for many yearn.

The Open Meetings law is now 
in effect, as publicity during the 
past week informed the citisent 
o f Texas. It simply means that 
aessions o f public bodies financed 
by public funds shall be open tc 
the press st all times with these 
exceptions: (1 ) When the subject 
under discussion has to do with 
the hiring or firing o f an indivi­
dual; (2 ) When deliberations re­
late to planned purchase o f real 
estate, publicity about which 
woud cause land values to hike: 
(3 ) dcUberations on matters a f­
fecting aecurity; and (4 ) meet 
ings o f investigating committee* 
o f the legislature. This Open 
Meetings law, as passed by the 
legislature, hsis been in effect in 
this county as far as ws can re­
member. But the opposite has 
been recorded in many counties 
over the state; to the new law 
was passed Here we have open 
meetings (except when the above 
four problems were confronted) 
o f all public bodies. We are proud 
to report that we have been re­
m ind^ by different public offi- 
cals that a meeting was to be 
kald, and received an invitation 
to attend This included called 
sae.-b,ns. At such timss as our 
public bodiss hsd occasion to gc 
into “ exerutivs session”  (closed 
meeting), with the exception o f 
two times, a representative of 
this nearapaper was invited tc 
listen to the “ secret" discuseions 
before the sessios was again op­
ened. The understanding was hon­
ored. No notes would be tsdien 
by the reporter present. No pub­
lished information would be giv­
en about remarks and facts which 
were evaluated by the governing 
body. Wo adhered to thia confi­
dence. At the same time, private­
ly, we were better informed about 
the problems which regularly fact 
the officials we elect. The public 
should understand thia bask fact: 
after due deliberation in secret, 
the meeting is “ open." A vote 
will be taken, and recorded, about 
the decision upon any matter.

Histoiy Behind 
Geographical Names 
In County Sought
ResidenU o f Hall County were 

asked thb week to help solve 
tha mystery o f the origins o f 
several geographical names found 
on county maps.

The information is needed for 
a dictionary o f Texas place 
names, including Hall and the 
other 263 counties, to he pub­
lished soon by the East Texas 
State University pres#. Before 
Dr. Fred Tarpley, professor o f 
Flnglith at the university, eubmite 
his final manuscript, he Is appeal­
ing to county residents for as- 
sisunee in contributing informa­
tion about several names with 
unexplained origins.

With the following exceptions, 
the reason for the choice o f ap­
proximately 200 uaiiiee found on 
detailed maps o f the county have 
already been determined:

Baylor Creek, Berkle Creek, 
Bitter Creek, Eli, Elite, Finger 
Lake, Hancock Lake, Indian 
Creek, John Mann Creek, Jonah 
Creek, Mountain Creek, Oaks 
Creek, Parker Creek, Plaska.

Dr. Tarpley, who started hla 
research on Texas geographical 
names five years ago, has ex 
hansted material avaitabte to him 
in history books, newspaper files, 
student research, and intenriesn 
with county leaders. He is hoping 
that the story behind the naming 
o f the rommunities, creeks, and 
other geographical sites listed a- 
bove can be explained before his 
book goes to press.

I f  seed are treated on the 
farm the important thing is tc 
get s uniform covering o f tht 
protective fungicide over the seed 
coat. Thi# can be done with a 
homeade device which will turn 
bic the seed and mix the fungicide 
thoroughly with the seed being 
treated.

The county agent points out 
the need for using the proper 
dosage. Lower than recommended 
dosage may cause the treatment 
to be ineffecUve while excessive 
rates may damage the seed. Some 
diseases are borne inside the 
seed and must be treated by 
different methods.

Hooser advises that detailed in­
formation on chemical seed treat­
ment k  available at hia office.
