W'hat ia ahead in the new de­
cade for food products and pro­
cesses T How will consumers spend 
their food dollar? What will they 
want?

For one thing, the homemaker 
wants and ia willing to pay for 
“ instant”  heat-and-aerve and 
ready-to-cook foods, says Gwen­
dolyns Clyatt, ExUnsion consum­
er marketing specialist at Texas 
A «M  University.

Criteria fo r convenience foods 
is changing to quick serve and in­
stant foods instead o f foods to 
which only some degree o f pre­
paration has been added, Mrt. 
Clyatt axplaina.

For example, a packaged pud­
ding mix which requires stirring 
in milk and cooking is too old- 
hat and too much bother, aheaa3rs, 
so canned and froten instant pud­
dings arc high style.

Canned soups to which water 
must be added are loosing an in­
creasing percent o f their market 
to the soups with water in the 
can.

The second trend which the ape- 
cialist lists is that Americans will 
eat more meals away from home 
in the 1970’s.

Institutional food sales rose 30 
per cent from 1960 to 1966. Dur­
ing this same period aalea in food 
stores rose only 14 per cent Fore­
casters say 40 per cent o f the food 
dollar will be spent for meals away 
from home by 1978.

In 1962, about 25 per cent went 
for meals away from home. This 
figure jumped to 36 per cent by 
1966.

Mrs. Clyatt attributes this trend 
to: 1. homemakers working away 
from home; 2. increased leisure 
time; 3. improved technology; 4. 
decreased interest in learning how 
to rook.

Today 40 per cent o f all women 
more than 16 years old are in the 
American labor force. The largest

segment (67 per cent) o f women 
in the work force are married.

’Thirdly, feat fooda aervicea will 
increase In the 1970’a. More food 
chains are going into institutional 
foods; they’re opening franchiaed 
dining chains through faciUtias 
for on premise food consumption 
and taka-horns prepared foods.

Mrs. Clyatt says thia trend will 
continue and probably expand to 
most major companlaa.

Forecaatara predict that auper- 
markets «rill go haavlly into food 
sarvice operations, too, offaring 
all types o f prepared take-home 
foods from chicken dinners, fiah 
and chips, pisasa, and Chinase 
entrees to fancy gourmet meals 
completely prepared from appe­
tiser through desaert.

By the mid-1970’s. 60 per cent 
o f  the supermarkets will have 
luncheonettee and 84 per cent «rill 
have take-out food eervicee.

Mrs. Clyatt lists advances In 
food technology as the fourth ma­
jor trend. Scientists will make 
new products from fabricated 
foods. As a protein extender in 
meats, snacks, low-coat meatlike 
foods and beveragea, the soybean 
leads the parade, she says.

Great atrides art being made 
in the development o f cheeeelike, 
meat-like and cellular textures to 
he used in foods.
