It iwi't impor­
tant that our service and price« 
were Just aa good It is important 
that our boaine«a was snatebod 
from under our very notes.

Unsound business policy is that 
which appeals to town loyalty or 
which attempts to force a person’s 
bun ness by artificial means 
"Trade at Home*’ campaigns sel­
dom are worth the time and ef­
fort. A bank in a Panhandle com­
munity recently took advantage of 
Its monopolistic position to try to 
force customers to insure with its 
agency in consideration for loans 
It didn’t work. A chartsr was 
granted for a competitivs bank.

People will trade where they 
believe the best bargain is to be 
had.

The only sound way to keep 
their trade in Swisher county ia to 
make our prices and services so 
attractive thaS they can’t afford to

something by watching oar city 
competitors ’Tbey’re working 
harder than ever to draw in trade 
from rural areas They’re holler­
ing their smrea from tbe bouae- 
tops Tbey’re making nil kinds of 
attractive induceasents.

O ar challenge is this— we ean 
Bleat or better his competition or 
go out of buainaes.

Israel by way of Paris, France, 
where they were unable to leave 
the airport due to heavy rain. Af­
ter landing at Tel Aviv, they went 
by Taxi to Jerusalem where they 
stayed at a very lovely hotel and 
received excellent aervice. Variour 
tours took them to the wailing wall 
and to other parts of "Old Jerusa­
lem”. Miss Wrenn was most im­
pressed with their opportunity to 
follow the "Via Dolorosa”, Con­
tinuing on to Hebron, they visited 
the monostary at Bethlehem and 
Rachel’s tomb, the Church of the 
Nativity.

On another tour, they visited 
Jericho and the Dead Sea where 
they saw Laxarus’ tomb, the house 
of Mary and Martha, and excava­
tions of the ancient walla of Jeri­
cho.

Before the group could visit the 
sight of the finding of the Dead 
Sea ScroHs, they were stopped due 
to the danger of possible fighting

They also took s tour of various 
synogogues and museums. Viewed 
were the University Medical Cen­
ter, various government buildings, 
the president’s garden, the Shrine 
of the Book, where the Dead Sea

Scrolls art housed, and the Rocke­
feller Museum and Israeli Mu­
seum.

Their next tour was of the area 
surrounding the old city, to .Mt. 
Scopus on which the lovely uni­
versity sUnds, and to .Mt. Olivo 
where they enjoyed s breath­
taking view of Jerusalem seeing 
“Old Jerusalem” first. They also 
toured the parliament building 
called "Knesaeth”. Miss Wrenn 
stated that Jerusalem is a city of 
over 300,000 people with modem 
buildings and apartment houses 
more beautiful than those in Am­
erica.

After spending five days in 
Jerusalem, the group took a three 
day tour up into the northern and 
southern areas of Galilee. They 
spent some time on the Sea of 
Galilee at Tiberias. When in upper 
Galilee, they were only a few miles 
from Lebannon and Golan 
lleighta. There they saw bunkers 
and ruined tanka on the Arab side, 
left over from the 6-day War. Miaa 
Wrenn stated that they saw prac­
tically no indication of the fact 
that there was a war going on at 
that time. During a later portion 
of their trip, they saw Arab sold­
iers drilling but were not even 
paid the attention of the troops

One night was spent at a com­
mune called Kibuts Hashahar, the 
home of displaced persona. Here 
they noted most advanced fanning 
methods. Dus to irrigstion from 
the Sea of Galilee, there were lush 
crops of fruits (peaches, apples 
and apricots), vineyards, tobacco, 
cotton, soybeans, banana trees, 
grapefruit trees, orange trees.

millions of olive trees, and garden 
produce such as tomatoes, cucuns- 
hers and beans.

Their trip continued to the city 
of Acre, an ancient port even in 
the time of the Prophets, and on 
to Haifa, the seat of the religion 
known at Bahai, where they view­
ed a lovely temple, museum and 
garden.

They stated that Haifa was a 
modem, industrial city noted for 
its oil refineries, metal foundries, 
glass and fertiliser plants and tex­
tile manufacturers.

Continuing on their way to Cae- 
seria, the group stopped at an olive 
wood factory where Miss Wrsnn 
was able to obtain a piece of the 
raw olive wood exactly as it comes 
from the tree.

Back once mors in Tel Aviv, the 
travelers stayed in another lovely 
hotel with rooms facing the Medi­
terranean.

During their five-day stay there, 
they took a taxi tour to "Old Ja f­
fa”, the site of Jesus’ healing and 
of Jonah setting sail before being 
swallowed by the whale.

I.«st on their agenda was s bus- 
plane tour to Eilat on the Gulf 
of Eilat near the border. En route 
they stopped at Beershebs, the 
Capitol of the desert region of 
Negev.

They were treated to scenic 
drives over nigged mountains, 
through desert, past craters, and 
learned a new meaning of the 
word “wilderness” as they saw 
first hand the extreme desolation 
of the countryside.

New Guide For 
Insect Control 
Now Available
Grain crops are subject to in­

sect attack from the time of plant­
ing until maturity. Some of the 
attackers are hard to control, 
points out County Agent W. B.
Hooaer, but carefully aelerted and 
properly timed insecticide treat­
ments usually arc effective in re­
ducing yield losses.

As an aid to grain producers in 
their fight against insect peats, 
entomologist! of the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension .Service have 
made available 1  revised insect 
control guide.

The publication, M P-3 39, “Tex- 
aa Guide for Controlling Inaects 
and Mites on Com, Sorghums, and 
Small Graina,” is now available at 
the County Agent’s office, he said.

The major changes in t'ue new 
guide, he said, include detailed 
and extensive recommendations 
for controlling pests which live in 
the soil; recommendations for 
greenbug and mite control on 
grain aorghum and changes in re­
commendations dictated by cur­
rent rcaearch findings, new label 
clearancea and label cancellations.

The use of pesticides continues 
to be studied from many angles, 
notes the county agent, and

changes and revisions must be 
made to reflect them. Our Exten­
sion publications are used aa one 
method to paaa this information 
on to those who need and use it, 
explains Houser.

Copies of many useful publica­
tions are available at county ex­
tension offices which reflect the 
changing times in agriculture and 
are helpful to those who live in the 
city as well aa in the country, says 
the county agent.

Section 1. That Section .’>2,

“.Section 62. (a) Except aa , 
otherwise provided by this | 
section, the I/egialature shall' 
have no power to authorize 
any county, city, town or other 
political corporation or sub­
division of the State to lend 
its credit or to grant public 
money or thing of value in aid 
of, or to any individual, asso­
ciation or corporation what­
soever, or to t^ome a stock­
holder in such corporation, as­
sociation or company.

“(b) Under Legislative pro­
vision, any county, any politi­
cal subdivision of a county, 
any number of adjoining coun­
ties, or any political subdivi­
sion of the .State, or any de­
fined district now or hereafter 
to be described and defined 
within the State of Texas, and 
which may or may not in­
clude, towns, villages or mu­
nicipal corporations, upon a 
vote of two-thirds majority of 
the resident property taxpay­
ers voting thereon who are 
qualified electors of such dis-

trict or territory to be af- 
fe< te<l thereby, in addition to 
all other debts, may issue 
iMiiids or otherwise lend itf 
cri'dit in any amount not to 
•Kceed one-fourth of the as­
sessed valuation of the real 
property of such district or 
territory, except that the total 
lionded imiebtedness of any 
city or town shall never ex- 
reetl the limits imposed by 
other provisions of this Con­
stitution, and levy and collect 
taxes to pay the interest 
thereon and provide a sinking 
fund for the redemption there­
of, as the I.egislature may 
authorise, and in such manner 
as it may authorise the same, 
for the following purposes to 
wit:

"(1 ) The improvement of 
rivers, creeks, and streams to 
prevent overflows, and to per­
mit of navigation thereof, or 
irrigation thereof, or in aid of 
such purposes.

“(2) The ronstniction and 
maintenance of pools, lakes, 
reservoirs, dams, canals and 
waterway  ̂ for the purposes of 
irrigation, drainage or navi­
gation. or in aid thereof.

"(.'(( The construction, main­
tenance and operation of ma- 
cadamizeil, graveled or paved

roads and turnpikes, or in aid 
thereof.

"(c) Notwithstanding the 
pnivisions of Subsection (b)

Just s year ago Texas was at 
the crossroads in establishing 
meat snd poultry inspection pro 
gram, but since that time the 
Texas State llepartment of Health 
ha* made the turn and moved 
ahead in providing necessary in­
spection.

Faced with the responsibility of 
adequate state inspection or hav­
ing the federal government *ake 
over the program, th* Texas Ltg 
islature passed s  new Texas Meat 
and Poultry Act effective S«pt. 2, 
1989. The new law parallels mini' 
mum federal inspection require 
ments, which still apply on all red 
meat and poultry processed for 
interstate shipments. Authority 
for the new state inspection pro­
gram was invested in the Division 
of Veterinary Public Health of th* 
Texas State Department of 
Health.

With an estimated 2.200 meat 
establishments in Texas requir 
ing continuous surveillance, the 
job is no small one. Cost of the 
project was set at $2 million the 
first year and $3.6 million the se­
cond. The federal government 
reys half.

Passage of the new legislation 
meant a training program had to 
be established fast to meet the 
need for trained inspector*. State 
Health Commissioner Dr. James 
E. Peavy, I>eputy Commissioner 
Dr. J .  B. Copeland snd Dr. A. B. 
Rich, director of the Division of 
Veterinary Public Health, had 
seen this need developing snd were 
ready with a solution. On the day 
the new law went into effect, s 
training program abo was ready. 
The State Veterinary Meat In 
spection School began its opera­
tion in Yoakum. R. C. Hall. 
D.V.M., coordinates the program 
from iW. Rich’s office, snd Louis 
Roening, D.M.V., is training of­
ficer. By the end of the first year 
this September, the school expects 
to have turned out 240 meat in­
spector*.

Dr. Boening said five different 
courses have been established; 1. 
basic slaughter; 2. advanced 
slaughter; S. procevsing; 4. poul­
try inspection; and, 6. veterinary 
orientation. A new, specially- 
designed school is on the drawing 
boards for the continuously- 
operating program. Inspectors who 
finish the initial training have re­
ceived further training under vet-

eran inspectors 
slaughter houses.

Recently added to Dr. Boening's 
faculty was Envin Jemelka, D.V 

formerly with the veterinary 
medicine program in San Anton- 

Lcon Barrett, a lay meat in­
spector, is on the training staff 
and Mrs. Virgie Rutledge, office 
secretary, has given instruction in 
non-professional categories such as 
record keeping and filing. Some 
federal representatives have help­
ed with classroom instruction.

In addition to class work, train­
ing has been given in federal and 
state inspected packing houses lo­
cated in a 50-mile radius of Yoa­
kum.

M'hile the lobster is no speed 
demon, he has been known to tra­
vel 97 miles in 27 days.

Several years ago, I was fishing 
near an angler who made extreme­
ly long casts. His boat was far 
from shore and he was whipping 
himself to death trying to drop 
his lure close to the bank.

Oreussionally he caught a bass. 
Then he fought that buss through 
60 yards of good ba. water. This 
of course cun ruin the area for 
further fishing . . .  at least for 
the time being.

Actually, he wa- so fur out ‘hat 
his fish had many opportunities to 
get entangled in ubmurged brush 
—and did.

At times long casts are fine— 
such as working with tcuut and 
red fish on the coast. Hut, for 
fre.sh water fishing a cast over 
50 feet usually is UM-less. If you 
keep writhin this distance you don’t 
disturb much water, or scare away 
many fish.

Rod M ake* D if f s r e n c e
Some good fishermen insist on 

making long casts. Hut most of 
these distance shots are for show. 
A light-action rod puts the lure 
there, but when a fish hits, that 
same light-action rod will T>end 
almost double getting him in— 
providing you're lucky enough to 
set the hook in time.

Naturally, the farther away the 
lure the longer it takes to firmly 
Set the hook. A split wcond some 
times determines whether or not

you latch on to the lunker or he 
expels the hook.

It is much easier to set the hook 
with a medium action rod, al­
though most of us favor the light 
action one for casting.

Un the other hand, a light rod 
is just no bueno for worm fish­
ing. Neither is a l"'ig rod! Most 
of the best worm fis'enner ore 
fer a stick about fi’ <• feet long 
and not over five mid a half feet. 
This gives them a rod with sufti- 
• lent backbone to set the bool; ami 
get that big ol.i b" t-i the top u.s 
quickly as possible.

W h e r e  L o n g  C a s ts  Help  
When fishing from the sboie, 

longer rusts may be helpful. In 
fact, most of the time you’ll need 
to put the lure out close to a weed 
bed or to a point, or just boyoud 
u drop-off.

Sornetim«'- those who fish stand­
ing in the Isiat find it to their 
advantage to make a long cast. 
This !s particularly true if the wat 
er iK gin-clear and very calm.

Angler number two just drops 
the same kind of lure over the 
side of the boat, or maybe tosses 
it out about 10 feet. He lifts his 
rod tip and jiggles the lure two or 
three times, and he has a fish. 
Both methods work.

They usually wind up the day 
with about the same success. Of 
course the one who fishes close 
to the boat isn’t nearly as tired 
at day’s end. (Which means he 
gets to clean the fish.)

L on g  C a s t*  S t r a ig h te n  Lin e
7'here is one definite advantage 

in making an occasional long i-ast. 
It plays out t>»e line so that you 
can wind it buck tightly on the 
spoiil. On the other hand, there is 
more likelihood of a backlash on 
a lung cast.

There is no firm rule you can 
follow on long or short easts, but 
generally speaking you can wind 
up with just as much pouiidage 
on a short cast and not work near­
ly so hard.
