State Farm Economy Ha* Changed!

The agricultural economy in Texas has undergone some 
major changes during the past decade, and a reflection of some 
of these changes is fitting since Nov. 13-21 is Texas Tood and 
Fiber Abundance \Xieek.

.Agricultural producers in Texas, as elsewhere, are caught up 
m the cost-price squeeze, Charles K. Baker, I exas AES agri­
cultural economists points out in an article on the subject. Pro­
duction expenses rose 62 percent during the 1960's while 
realized gross farm income rose only 56 percent. Current op­
erating expenses such as feed, breeding stock, seed fertilizer, 
repairs, labor and operating capital accounted for 75 percent 
of the cost.

During the past five years, production costs have increased 
26 percent to hold net income gains to 1 1.8 percent— about 
half of the five-year advance in inflation (21.6 percent).

As would be expected under these circums.tances. changes 
have also taken place with regard to farm credit, explains the 
economist. Farm debt Has increased sharply since World \^ar 
11 and was one of the factors required to bring about great 
changes in Texas agriculture. There has been a marked shift 
from farm tenancy to part ownership of farms, a notable in­
crease in the number of larger farms, and a sharp decline in 
small farms.

U ith these changes have come an increase in the needs for 
farm credit and an increase in farm debts. Farm mortgage debt 
in Texas has risen from $ )I4  million in 1946 to $2 billion in 
1970. Non-real estate farm debt has also shown sharp increas­
es, totaling $1 24 billion in 1970 compared with $261 million 
in 1950.

Farm and ranch assets continue to spiral upward and on 
Jan. 1. 1971, totaled $29 2 billion, an increase of almost four 
percent from a year earlier. Increase in value of real estate ac­
counted for most of the gains.

Examining these sobering facts about the farm economy of 
thi* state makes one wonder what will be the outcome if this 
trend toward greater and greater debt and greater and greater 
operating costs should continue.

\)l’e celebrate tbe abundance of food and fiber during the 
special week in November when harvest season is upon us.

No bicycle -hall be used to carry 
more |>ersons at one time than 
the number for which it i.’ de­
signed and eejuipped.

Every person operating a bicy­
cle u|>on a roadway shall ride as 
near to the right side of the road­
way as praiticahle.

F’ersons riiliiig bicycles upen a 
roadway shall not ride more than 
two abreast except on paths of 
roadway set aside for the exclu­
sive use o f bicycles.

No person ojigrating a bicycle 
shall carry any package, bundle or 
article which prevents the driver 
form keeping at least one hand 
upon the handlebars.

Every bicycle when in use at 
night-time shall lie equipped with 
a lamp on the front which shall 
emit a white light visible from a 
distance of at least 500 feet to 
the front and with a red reflector 
which shall he visible from at 
lest 50 feet at the rear.

At the same time, it |ier- 
mits the llepnrtment of Airrieul- 
ture to exereis». a ehoiee in ad- 
justinir the proirram ahead of 
plantinir to make it the most e f­
fective for farmers,”  the secre­
tary pointed out.

Secy. Hardin further announc­
ed that again this year, furmen: 
will receive 8et-a-.ide payment.-; as 
soon as possible after July 1, 
because early payments have be­
come part and pari ei of the farm 
programs.

“ They have proved a benefit 
to the fanner and the agricul­
tural economy by helping the far­
mer meet production expen.ses, 
and with the commodity loan, 
market his products in an order­
ly manner,”  he stated.

My making it possible for far­
mers to plant crops in terms of 
market i>otentiul and productive 
capacity, while retaining program 
benefits, producers are able to 
plan their farm operations for 
the best possible return on their 
investment, he pointed out.

Participants in the 1972 feed 
grain program will be guaran­
teed a national average of $1.35 
per bushel on the production from 
one-half o f their corn base, the 
same as in 1971, and $2.29 per 
hundredweight on one-half of the 
farm’s grain sorghum base. Pro­
ducers will be guaranteed $1.10 
per bushel on one-half their bar­
ley base.

Because of the close relation­
ship between feed grains and soy­
beans the secretary also an- 
announced that the loan level for 
1972 crop soy beans will be at 
a national average $2.25 per 
bushel, No. 1 grade. 12.8-13.0 per 
cent moisture. Because of the 
limited supply of soybeans for 
the current 1971-72 marketing 
year and relatively strong pros­
pective prices, there will he no 
reseal program for the 1971 croji 
soybeans.

Set-aside payments for a farm 
will be determined by multiply­
ing one-half the feed grain base 
times the farm yield times the 
payment per bu.shel. .As in 1971, 
participants in the 1972 set- 
aside program will receive the full 
payment regardless o f what they 
plant on their acreage, except 
for quota crops. However, the 
1970 .Act provides that farmers 
who plant less than 46 per cent 
of their feed grain base in 1972 
to feed grain, wheat or soybeans, 
will have their 1973 base reduced 
by the amount of the underplant­
ing up to 20 per cent of the base. 
I f  no feed grain or authorired 
substitute crops are planted for 
three consecutive years, the en­
tire has», is removed from the 
farm. -All base acreage lost by 
farms will he placed in a national 
pool for reallocation to other 
farms which plant feed grain.

Having met the set-aside and 
conserving base acreage reouire- 
ments for feed grain, however, a 
producer may plant as much feed 
grain acreage as he wishes, or a.s 
much of any other crop not re­
stricted by quota.

Acreage whieh is not planted 
due to a natural disaster, or a 
condition beyond the control of 
the producer, will be considered 
planted to feed grain to preserve 
the base, and any producer who 
makes a set-aside hut eleeti* to 
receive no paynn-nt will not suf­
fer loss of Imse.

As in the 1971 program, a pro­
ducer may participate in the 1972 
feed grain program on any farm

Credit Corporation.

Simultaneously with his an­
nouncement of the 1972 feed 
grain program. Secretary Hardin 
also announced the upland cotton 
program for 1972. The secretary 
said fanners who take advantage

Before Memphis was finally de­
cided on as the County Seat of 
Hall County, there was consider­
able furor and near bloodshed 
several times. Kach of the three 
communities employed lawyers to 
represent them. J. C. .Sherwin 
was Salisbury’s choiw, Ben H. 
Kelly spoke for Memphis, and Jim 
Cecil pleaded l.uikeview's cause.

1). H. Davenport of Lakeview 
had in his possession a copy of 
The Hall County Record in which

J. C. Holmes, editor at that time, 
urifed sidtinjr aside a park, near 
the mountain just west of town 
(Salisbury), for the Court House 
site, so sure was he that Salisbury 
would be selected as the County 
Seat.

Inez Baker in her fine history 
of Hall ('ounty teila of the conten­
tion. “ When it became evident 
that Memphis would control the 
irreatest nunrber of votes, the 
promoters o f Salisbury’s cause in­
fluenced a number of the Mem­
phis siKners to erase their names 
from the petition and thus delay 
the oi-Kanization. Mr. J. C. Mont- 
(fomery o f .Memphis accompanied 
by several others went to Salis­
bury and demanded the petition 
which Mr. Simpson was j{l«d to 
deliver to them. Kanirers were 
called from Qiianah by a friKhten- 
ed citizen o f Salisbury that day 
but no real trouble developed.”  

‘ ‘ .Another mass meetiny was 
held at the old .Shoe Bar head-

quartara on Oaks Creek May 4 
at which time final details for or- 
iranization were completed. How­
ever, for another month, the 
excitement continued as the Salis­
bury and Memphis papers took up 
the fiyht. Mrs. Baker continues to 
descrilM- the ‘touchy situation’. 
“ Kach town beyan a building pro­
gram. I-aborers were brought into 
Salisbury whose votes the pro­
moters expected to control; Mem­
phis issued town lots to all cow­
boys who would promise to vote 
for Memphis as the County Seat. 
I.akeview invited former citizens 
to return an«l participate in the 
election. The Lakeview community 
l>ased its claim on location and it 
was nearest to Goat Island the 
Kt'ographical center of the Cou­
nty.”

‘ ‘On election day, all voting 
boxes were closely guarded by 
representatives from each conten­
ding and great anxiety prevailed 
but the day passed without in­
cident. The final tabulation of the 
votes revealed the following; 
.Memphis 84; (..akeview 43, and 
Salisbury 19. Since Memphis was 
located in the northeast corner of 
the county special legislation was 
neces.«ary to sustain the election.”

“ At the time, I-awrence Sulli­
van Ross was governor of Texas 
which office he held from Janu­
ary 18, 1887 to January 20, 1891. 
Memphis now being legally the 
County Seat, a building for Cou­

nty business transactions was 
needed. So, as a temporary Court 
House, a frame building located 
on the north side of the town 
Square was rented from W. F. 
Batchelor for $20 a month. In 
August 1890, the building was 
Iiurchased by the city for $1200.

At the first meeting of the 
Commissioners’ Court, the follow­
ing officers were present; Judge 
J, H. Ijifferty ; Commissioners I’, 
N. Wolfarth, J. B. Pope, P. M. 
Harrison, and J. H. Drury; Cou­
nty Clerk, S. A. Simpson and 
Sheriff C. A. Embree.

At the above session, it was de­
cided that all records pertaining 
to Hall County be procured and 
that all funds belonging to the 
county be obtained by Treasurer 
Wilburn. Also, it was decided 
that various firms be contacted 
relative to the purchase of record 
books and a safe.

Furthermore, Sheriff Embree 
was instructed to board his pri­
soners with the Sheriff of Donley 
County unit a proper jail could be 
provided in Memphis. In 1891, a 
two-storied building of native 
brick was erected two blocks 
south of the Square to serve as 
the first county jail. This origi­
nal building was replaced by a 
more modern slraucture in 1916. 
The Pauley Jail & Manufacturing 
Co. had the contract for both 
buildings.

That same year, 1891, bonds
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amounting to $44,796 were voted 
for the erection of a Court House 
and a jail. J. H. W’hite of Vernon 
was awarded the contract for the 
building May 16, 1891. The Court 
House was an old-fashioned struc­
ture three stories high, built with 
brick made at the Memphis kiln 
east of the town. The cost was to 
be $34,590 and the corner stone 
was laid June 6,1892 by the Mas­
onic Lodge members of Memphis 
with the following officers o ffi­
ciating: J, N. Browning, Worship-

The sentence wa: affirmed by 
the (ieiieral t'ourt of .Appeals, 
Deeemher 17. 1892 but W. R. 
(Mill) Curtis, owner of the Dia­
mond Tall Ranch, never ceased to 
Indieve in hi» ruiige Iiosk, Pat 
Wolfarth, and finally »eeur»'d his 
pardon. Signing that pardon was 
one o f th<‘ lu.st offieial acts of 
(iovernor Charles A. Culberson.

In May lS9li, during the .spring 
term of court, another murder 
wa.* brought to the attention of 
the Grand Jury, .ludge W. M. 
Pardue and W. F. Scarborough 
were arrested by S. S. (Scot) 
Montgomery who wa» Hall <’ou- 
iity Sheriff at the time and 
brought before the Grand Jury 
changed with the murder o f John 
R. Jones. D. A. Gnindy was Cou­
nty Clerk at that ti.nie and very' 
carefully recorded the testimony 
of the various witne cs.

It seem« there were several eye 
wilnes-se.* in The W ilkinson Saloon 
on a certain Sunday evening when 
John K. Jones was heard to make 
.'curilous remarks about Mrs. Par- 
due, the wife of the accused, and 
•Mrs. Scarborough mother o f W'. 
F. Scarborough. Furthermore, 
Jones threatened to kill the two 
men. Being a man of a violent 
and dangerous character who 
might carry out these threat», 
Paidue and Scarhoroug'h thought 
to 'beat him to the draw, so to 
speak.

.lone.' wa: mortally wounded by 
three pistol -ihots and died ten 
hours later. There is no record of 
the trail of Pardue and Scar- 
tmrough in the Hall County Court 
House because of a change of ve­
nue. The two men were tried in 
Hardeman County at Quanuh. A l­
so, there is no record of another 
Hall County murder which occur- 
ed around the turn of the cen­

tury with the killing o f a farmer 
named Bull by a neighbor farmer 
named Belcher.

There was, however, one mur­
der trail the preliminary proceed­
ings o f which Were conducted in 
the Hull County Court House. It 
uttrueted more attention and 
cuu.'ed im>re excitement even than 
the Pat W'olfarth trial. That one 
concerned the .State of Texas vs. 
John Beal Sneed and B. B. Bpt- 
ing for the murder o f .Albert G. 
Boyce. The actual murder took 
place in .Amarillo but because both 
the Boyce and Sneed funiilies were 
.socially iiruiiiineiit in .Amarillo, 
the trail was trun-iferreil to Hull 
County.

B. H. Kpting was implicated be- 
cau.*e he supposeilly aided Sneed 
in setting up temporary residence 
in a vacant house so he could 
murder the intended victim on 
hi.* way home in the evening. 
Heal Sneed claimed us his motive 
for the killing of ,A1 Boyce the 
)>rotection of *he .sanctity o f his 
home im|)lying that A1 Boyce had 
been courting his wife.

The murder had been romiuitt- 
ed in the fall of 1912 on or ab­
out September 14. Beal Sneed 
XVR8 indicted by the District Court 
o f Potter County Septmber 2(’>,- 
1912 but he was not tried in Hall 
County as was K’»ting. By further 
change o f venue, Sneed’s case 
wa.' transferred to Wilhargrer Cou­
nty and the trail held in Vernon. 
Sneed's allegation against Boyce 
was found to he true and Sneed 
wa.“ clenreil o f all charge*.

H. B. Kpting was also freed of 
blame as a eonsirator in the ease. 
His most able battery o f lawyers 
K. G. Fires & Diggs, Browne and 
Hawkins, J. M. Klliott, McLonn, 
Scott, .McLean and Bradley claim- 
■ d that Kpting had no knowledge 
o f Sneed’s intentions and that the 
indictment be "siiiiashed and held 
for naught” .
