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E D I T O R I A L
More On Farm Safety!

This week, July 25-31, is National Farm Safety W eek; and 
for residents of this area, there can be no greater concern than 
farm safety, for so much depends on the farming operation of 
our citizens.

Ilierc IS little doubt that the need for a safer environment 
in a farming or ranching operation is needed, necessary and in 
many instances most welcomed. However, habit, disinterest 
and a blind faith in luck tend to bring about a situation where 
little IS done to improve the operations as far as making them 
safer.

Whenever a choice presents itself between more productvity 
or safer operations at a lesser productivity, the choice is almost 
always for greater risk and more productivity.

This year, during National Farm Safety Week, farmers and 
ranchers are being asked to equip themselves and their em­
ployees and working family members with personal protective 
equipment.

The theme for this year's Farm Safety Week is "Protective 
Equipment— Your Defense Against Injury. ” Considering that 
farming is the third most dangerous occupation in America 
with 2,300 deaths and 190.000 disabeling injuries in 1971, 
something must be done to make farming a safer vocation. 
Farmers should seiiousiy consider personal protective equip­
ment in their own operations.

According to farm safety experts, agricultural workers may 
have a need for more types of protective equipment than the 
average construction worker. Some of the various kinds of per­
sonal protective equipment useful on the farm or ranch include: 
safety glasses or goggles, hard hats and bump caps, ear muffs 
and plugs for lengthy exposure to excessive noise, filter and 
cartridge respirators for work in heavy dust and chemicals, and 
protective clothing and safety shoes with metal toe caps and 
puncture resistant soles.

According to the Texas Safety Association, fires, drownings 
and machinery and tractor accidents are the major sources of 
accidental deaths on 1 exas farms and ranches. In our area, 
primarily machinery and tractor accidents are responsible. How­
ever, serious or even fatal accidents caused by animals are 
not uncommon.

But in all cauBM, over the state, the trend continues in an 
upward spiral as more and more deaths occur in nearly every 
category.

In Texas, last year, fire caused 35 deaths, followed by 29 
drownings 26 accident shootings, 26 machinery accidents, 22 
tractor accidents, 22 falls, and I 7 accidents involving animals.

Concerning the ages of the persons who rae being killed in 
accidents on Texas farms and ranches, figures leveal that four 
age groups have the highest number of accidental deaths. The 
largest number, occurred to persons between I 0 to 19 years of 
age. as 34 in this group were killed. Another high risk age 
group are those 60 to 69, a;i 30 persons in this group were 
killed. I wenty-eight persons between 50 and 59 years of age 
and 25 persons between 60 and 70 years of age lost their 
lives in accidents in 1971, according to records of the Texas 
Safety Association.

A  T.S.A. spokesman stated the tragedy of these 203 persons 
who died accidentally on Texas farms and ranches last year 
is that they could have been alive today had they taken prop­
er precautions, used personal protective equipment or been 
prepared for emergencies. Even 22 deaths of persons on 
tractors could have been prevented. Most of these died when 
tractors overturned, and in which neither roll-over protection 
devices nor sent belts were in use.

When a person operates a piece of machinery and is not 
familiar with the equipment's dangers, or is one who has op­
erated the equipment sp long he becomes careless, he falls into 
the category of becoming a victim of an accident.

It has long been noted that no one can prevent an accident 
from occunng except the accident victim himself. No one 
knows in a day-in day-out operation how many accidents are 
avoided by proper sate methods of operation.

Occasionally, freakish accidents occur, but for the most part, 
many of the accidents could have been easily avoided. Whethet 
or not these accidents ever occur lies with those engaged in 
farming and ranching operations.

This newspaper has written farm safety editorials, year in 
and year out. Editors and editorials do not prevent one acci­
dent. What prevents accidents is a safety consciousness, a de­
sire on the part of those potential accident victims to not be 
an accident victim. W e have been on the scene of tragic ac­
cidents so many times we dread the thought of another one.

R u ral L eg isla tor*
Having just read a compre­

hensive report from State Rep. 
Renal B. Rosson o f .Snyder on 
the third special session o f the 
(!2nd I>egislature, which ended 
July 7, following three weeks o f 
intensive work on budget mat­
ters, we are impressed by two 
things: (1) Budget matters were 
the only legislation considered 
during the session, with the ex­
ception of a few resolutions, and 
(2) in debate involving the ur- 
ha.i versus rural point o f view, 
the rural representation gave a 
go« d account o f itself.

Point No. 2 seema especially

important to us because, although 
the urban-rural line has been fin­
ely balanced in the House o f Re­
presentatives, that balance is al­
ready swinging toward the ur­
ban areas, with a much stronger 
swing o f weight to the larger cit­
ies due in the next session as a 
result of redistricting.

•According to Rep. Rosson’s re­
port. a typical example o f the 
rural-city conflict came late one 
night when debate wa.s being 
heard on the appropriations for 
the Texas ,A&M University ex­
tension service programs and a 
member proposed an amendment 
to take one-half o f the funds 
from the predator animal con­
trol funds and transfer it to the 
rodent control funds in which 
cities are the primary beneficiary.

Mr. Rosson says the .Appropria­
tions chairman was about to ac­
cept the amendment on voice 
vote, not knowing the full ex­
tent of the rural areas’ predator 
problem, when the (Rosson) a- 
king with the representative from 
Fort Stockton and other rural 
legislators rose to oppose any 
move to divert predator funds.

“ We had so little time,’ ’ Rosson 
continued, “ that our effort fell 
short by four votes; however, af­
ter the situation had l>een ex­
plained to members of the con­
ference committee, we were able 
to get the funds restored to the 
prtdator control program.”

“ The urban people,”  Rosson 
added, “ were also able to secure 
some additional funds for fight­
ing rat.s.”

What it all amounted to, of 
course, was a battle over funds 
for the control o f coyotes and ot­
her predators in the rural areas 
and for the control of rats in the 
urban areas. Much to the credit 
o f the legislators from the rural 
areas, it can he said that they did 
not lose the fight.

t!.. Ti xas Safety Association.

Joe L. :ónetana, vice president 
foi- I 'in':, and Kanch Activities 
for the s.ateW'ide safety uroup. 
dii-cusionj- Texas Farm and Kanch 
tsafety \V k, said thL-, week that 
accid.-ii^a; deaths took the lives of 
ii03 pa rsone in l'J7l in rural arene
if  the state.

‘ Om of the most surprisinK 
factors in last year’s accidental 
deaths is the larjce number o f per­
sons who were killed by fires, ex­
plosion.- and burns, ’ ’ he said.

The TSA vice president stated 
that 35 deaths were recorded 
v.hich were a result o f fires, ex- 
jilosion or burns. The safety 
trroup spokesman said the fijfures 
point up the need for farm and 
ranch families to-provide adequ­
ate protection against the dangrers 
o f tire.

Other leadintf causes o f acci­
dental death last year on Texas 
farms und ranches included till 
drowning«. 2S accidental shoot- 
injfS, 26 machinery accidents, 22 
tractor accidents, 22 falls, and 17 
acciden* involving animals.

“ These figures on accidental 
deaths in rural areas of the state 
durin^ 1971 show a continuing 
ward treml -if deaths in nearly 
every category, ’ ’said Smetana.

The safety spokesman also 
said that four age groups have 
the highest number o f accidental 
deaths. The large-t number o f ac­
cidental deaths occurred to per­
sons between 10 and 19 years of 
age. Thirty-four persons were 
killed last year in that age group.

“ .Another o f the apparent high- 
risk groups are persons between 
the ages of 60 and 69. Thirty per­
sons in this age group lost their 
lives in farm and ranch accidents 
last year," said Smetana.

Twenty-eight persons between 
60 and 59 years o f age and 25 
persons between 70 and 79 years 
o f  age lost their lives in accidents 
in 1971.

‘“rhe great tragedy of all these 
deaths is that none o f them have 
to occur.”  he said. “ Every single 
one o f the 203 persons who died 
accidentally last year could have 
been alive today if they had tak­
en proper precautrons, u.ied per­
sonal protective equipment or 
been prepared for emergenciet."

’Twenty-two persons were kill­
ed in accidents invo'ving tractors. 
Most o f tlh-se accidents were in­
cidents in which the tractor ov­
erturned and in which neither 
roll-over protection devices ivo»- 
seat belu were in use The use 
o f  these items could have pre­
vented most, if not .ill, o f these 
deaths, according to Smetana.

Twenty-six persons lost their 
lives in accidents involving mach­
inery. Thef*' too are classed as 
needlessly lost lives. In most cas­
es the individual violated some 
basic safety rule regarding the

machine and its operation. Per­
sons responsible for the opera­
tion o f farm machinery need to 
make sure that they are familiar 
with all the details of safe opera 
tion. Those who have employees 
on the farm who run machinery 
should insure that ever>' person 
who operates the machine linow 
its dangers and how to operate 
it safely, Smetant said.

“ Perhaps the great, d o f the 
tragedies are the drowniiigs Kv 
ery farmer and rancher in thi. 
state should consider it a solemn 
duty to teueh every member of 
his family how to swim as a first 
precaution against such an acci­
dent. In addition, flotation de­
vices and other life saving equip­
ment should be kept near stock 
ponds, creeks, swimming holes and 
uther places o f water recreation 
en the farm or ranch. Dangerous 
water areas should be declared 
out o f bounds and should be 
fenced o f f  for adequate protec­
tion,”  said the TSA spokesman.

Smetana also had the following 
suggestions for safer farm and 
ranch operations.

Safety Precaution«
• Keep all guards and shields 

in place when operating machin­
ery or power tools o f any kind.

• Equip your tractor with a 
protective frame or crush resist­
ant cab.

• Always fasten safety belts 
when driving or riding. Insist that 
others do the same.

• Be prepared for emergencies 
such as hre, flood, blizxard, wind­
storm, sudden illness and injury.

• Install fire extinguishers in 
buildings, on motor vehicles, trac­
tors, and self-propelled aijuip- 
ment.

• Applying pesticides and other 
agricultural chemicals, wear pro­
tective clothing, chemical respira­
tors, and gloves.

• Keep pesticides in a suitable 
storage area, inaccessible to small 
children and animals.

• Protect small children and all 
others by covering tank openings, 
and fencing dangerous areas such 
as manure lagoons and farm 
ponda.

• Check electrical wiring, use 
proper size fuses.

•Wear safety shoes, especially 
for repair and construction jobs, 
machinery operations and ma­
terials handling.

• I*rotect your eyes with gla.ss- 
es or guggles with safety lenses.

• P ^ tect your head with an 
industrial type “ hard”  Hat or 
“ bump”  cap.

• Spare your hands on rough 
jobs with heavy-duty gloves. Wear 
rubber gloves when handling 
chemicals, petroleum products and 
solvents. Use good hand lotions 
to prevent chapping.

The 1970 Census o f Housing 

counted 2,617 housinn unite in 
Hell County, end 1,876 house 
holds hed at least one television 
set (939 U HP-equipped), Re­
presenting 71.7 per cent, the 
Bureau of the Census, U. S. l)e 
partment o f Commerce, announc­
ed last week. The figures are 
from the first report for Texas 
which presents detailed statistics 
on housing for each county.

The report shows that in the 
county:

There were 2,120 housing un­
its with air conditioning (1,631 
with room units and 489 with a 
central system), 1,336 units with 
a clothes washing machine, 740 
with a clothes dryer, and 498 with 
a dishwasher.

The 1970 population was 6,016, 
with an average o f 2.8 persons 
per housing unit.

A total o f 1,926 housing units 
were built before 1949, 238 dur­
ing the 1950’s, 182 during 1960- 
64, and 173 within the five ye­
ars preceding the April 1970 cen­
sus.

Utility gas was used to cook 
the meals in 1,203 households, 
electricity in another 678, and 
bottled, tank, or 1.P gas in yet 
another 188.

There were 2,179 housing un­
its with complete kitchen faci­
lities and 2,182 with complete 
bathrooms, both fur the exclusive 
use o f the households. The num­
ber o f bedrooms in all housing 
units ranged from one (in 277 
units) to four or more (in 191 
un.ts).

Owners occupied 1,661 units, 
renters 623 units, and a total uf 
835 units were vacant year round 
with 10 for sale and 1.14 for 
rent.

and winter,”  Royce Frisbie of the 
Soil Conservation Service said.

“ Recent rains have caused some 
damage to cropland in the Hall- 
Chi Idreas Soil and Water Con­
servation Distriqt,”  Frisbie said.

“ Now would be a good time to 
start planning to replace old 
standard terraces with parallel 
tenaces,”  he indicated.

Uoat-ahare assistance ou build­
ing new parallel terraces can be 
obtained through the Great Pla­
ins Conservation Program, and 
the REAP Program. A special 
RE.AP project has been approved 
for portions o f the Loikeview 
Watershed immediately above 
flood water retarding structures. 
Cost-sharing up to 80 per cent is 
available for cionservation me­
asures in the special project area.

Persons interested in doing 
parallel terraces should contact 
the Soil Conservation Service so 
that plans can he developed in 
time to get the work done this 
tall and winter.

Frisbie stated that a great deal 
o f  engineering survey work has 
to be done and the system de 
signed before construction worl( 
can begin, therefore, he urges 
farmers to start making plans 
now for work to be done this 
fall and winter.

MeMurray with Mrs. Tom .Me­
Murray o f Decatur and Mrs. M. 
E. Gough o f Hyattsville, Md., 
(Clyde and Janet’s mothers) have 
just returned from a two-week 
camping trip touring Missouri, 
including Branson, I.ake o f the’ 
Ozarks, St. Louis, Hannibal, Jef­
ferson City and Kansas City. A 
highlight in their trip was a visit 
to the Daniel Boone home at De­
fiance, Mo. At the age o f 66, 
Daniel and his youngest son.
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Nathan, built a four-story Geor- 
gian-styie. The home was begun 
in 1803 and completed in 1810. 
Daniel supervised construction o f 
the house and hand-crafted many
parts o f the structure himself. 
The blue limestone o f  the 214 —  
feet thick walls was quarried in 
the area and brought to the site 
o f  the house by oxen where Dan­
iel directed the laying o f  the
walls. The walls were built that 
thick with gun ports because o f 
danger o f Indian attack. All
beams and other woodwork in the 
house are o f black walnut from 
the adjacent woods and were 
hewn and finished by hand. Five 
walnut fireplaces in the house 
were carved by Daniel himself. 
The only nails in the house are in 
the walnut floors and were hand 
made.

The house rests in beautiful 
Femme Osage Valley near De­
fiance, not too far from St. Ix>uis. 
This is the land Daniel came to 
in 1799 before the Louisian Pur­
chase as “ syndic”  o f Spanish rul­
ed Missouri territory. With 560 
other families from Kentucky, he 
snd his wife, Rebecca, came to 
settle the peaceful valley A made 
it flourish. They left Kentucky 
IS a rage, because Daniel felt the

state had “ cheated" him and his 
friends out o f their land there. 
Daniel vowed he would never re­
turn to Kentucky and did only 
once to bring back some funitnre 
he had left behind.

The valley and its stream re­
ceived their names from Daniel. 
Aa legend has it, when he arriv­
ed, he was greeted by a small 
band o f Osage Indiana, at that 
time, the only inhabitants o f the 
region. An Indian woman in the 
party fell into the swollen stream 
and drowned. Daniel’s remark o f 
"Femme Osage" (Osage woman) 
gave the valley and stream the 
name they atill bear.

Daniel and Rebecca lived in 
this house with Nat)uin, his wife, 
and their 11 children until they 
died. Daniel died in his bed a f­
ter a short illness, when he was 
86 years o f  age on Sept. 26, 18- 
20.

“ A bubble burster— Did you 
know that Daniel Boone— trail- 
blazer, Indian fighter, scout, 
trapper, surveyor, state legislator 
o f West Virginia, judge, depict­
ed by P'ess Parker on T. V, to be 
9 feet tall, waa only five feet, 
five or six inches tall” , Mrs. Me­
Murray concluded.

Jim W'est o f Andrews was visit­
ing in Heritage Hall a few days 
ago. He will be remembered as 
the son o f Howard and Willie 
Bell who (operated a cafe here 
several years. They moved to 
Dimmitt about 10 years ago 
wrhere Howard is still living. Jim 
graduated in the class o f  1954 
from MHS and then was a gradu­
ate o f West Texas State. He is 
now teaching in high school at 
.Andrews. His brother, Billy, is 
now teaching in Conroe and his 
older brother, Bobby, is living in 
Dimmitt.

Another scht»ol teacher visiting 
in Heritage Hall was Barbara 
W'aybourn o f Childress. .She was 
a graduate o f Matador H i g h  
School in 1957, Uught school at 
Dickens and has been teaching 
in the Childress schools for the 
past five years. I did find out

Chester L. Cunningham, whose 
address is P. O. Box M, Estelline, 
Texas, has been designated as the 
hearing official. Hearing proced­
ures are outlined in the policy.

The policy also provides that 
there will be no identification of 
or discrimination against any stu­
dent unable to pay the full cost 
o f a lunch.

A complete copy o f the policy 
is on file in each school and in the 
office o f the Estelline superin­
tendent where it may be reviewed 
by any interested patron.
