E D I T O R I A L
Party Loyalty And Suchlike . . .  !

\̂ ’e ve heard more talk about "Democrats for Nixon”  efforts 
than we have heard "Republicans for Nixon" in recent weeks, 
and when we received Secretary of Sate Bob Bullock s expla­
nation on this situation we felt it was most refreshing. Secretary 
of State Bullock makes the point that there is no such thing as 
a "Democrat for Nixon." There may be "ex-Democrats for 
Nixon," Bullock admtis.

Bullock s reasoning behind such statements is both sound 
and true. In this land of the free, where the privacy of the 
polling place is an American tradition us deeply ingrained in 
our system of government as freedom of worship and freedom 
of speech, and closely akin to both .any voter marks his bal­
lot as his own reasoning directs.

Secondly, there is a great fallacy in thinking because a per­
son votes foi one candidate or the other, then that person 
automatically becomes a member of the political party of which 
the candidate of the voter's choice is a member.

Regardless of how many efforts are made by the political 
parties to maintain ‘ ihe purity of the primary", there is no 
way in the Ameiican system cf flee election to make all voters 
who vole in primaries loyal to that party's nominee. Printing 
"party loyaltv ' pledges on the ballots won t do it. 1 here is no 
Way, short o f changing the Constitution itself, of requiring vo t­
ers to make binding committment to membership in any politi­
cal parly

Let us seriouslv examine the full scope of potential voters 
ai.d their arlationship to political parties. Basically, they can be 
divided into three camps. Democrats, Republicans and Inde­
pendents.

The Independents include the largest group of voters. A l­
though some voters do not realize they are actually indepen­
dent voters, their actions place them in this category. Indepen­
dents are iho^e who vote for the man, not the party, support 
the man, not the party, and by and large, offer no party sup­
port whatever

A  true Demo« rat or Republican, in the sense ot party af­
filiation. IS the »ofer w «o  not only votes for the candidates of 
his party, but works foi them, gives money to them and to his 
party uses he time, talents, and influence, and in so doing, 
performs an invaluable service for the American political sys­
tem.

Candidates and party-line loyalists reap the major financial 
reward tor their efforts in the political arena. I hey use the 
party machinery and the party prestige to gain public offices 
and to .«chiece public positions.
