Rural merchants could help by trying to have the merchan­

dise in sizes and styles that the shoppers need. Our communiti­
es all need to have stores which sell all items. If a shopper 
need shoes, for example, and they can only find them some- 
wheer else, then chances are good this shopper will buy a lot 
of other items on the same trip, to justify the cost of making 
the trip after shoes. This practice has long been recognized as 
the reason that so much of the shopping dollar is being spent 
out-of-town.

The big danger is that with transportation costs rising, shop­
pers will band together to help defray the cost, thus encourag­
ing some who normally shop at home to go out-of-town with 
their shopping dollar.

However, the economic fact remains, that traveling costs 
have risen to the point that there is no savings to shopping 
specials out-of-town, as there was live or 10 years ago. Shop-

The new Texas law esUblished 
lequirements regarding flam­
mability o f liquids, solids, self, 
pressurised containers (aerosols) 
end rhildren’s clothing in certain 
size ranges, in ao lition to any 
other huzardous hoiisehobl arli 
rles accessible to small children.

Texas has a provision In its 
regulations moving into large 
sizes, 7 to 14, and rhildren’s out 
er clothing through sise 14, which 
•.vill be implemented at a later 
date.

"When these go into effect, 
there will be regulations on all 
rhildren’s clothing through size 
14 except diapers and uniler 
wear,’ ’ said Ray.

Compliance dates for larger 
sizes o f sleepwear and outer 
garments will be announced, and 
manufacturers will again he given 
12 months to comply following 
the announcement. The dates 
will be in compliance with the 
new feder.nl Consumer Product 
Soafety Commisaion, once that 
body IS appointed and function­
ing.

The early need for sleepwear 
standards is apparent. Tests have 
shown that flimsy, night apparel 
burns foster, for instance, than 
the lody-fitting knit garment- 
when worn. Thus, the sleepwear 
may become more o f a torch than 
regular clothing when they catch 
on fire. And, in many cases, trim 
on the garments led to quicker 
ignition than similar garment.- 
without trim.

Hammable clothing was in­
volved in tJl per cent o f the pati

ents treated at the Shriners 
Hums Institute in Ualveston. The 
most tragic aspect o f this, say 
InstiluU- officials, is that 76 per 
cent o f these injuries could have 
been avoided. I f  flanie-retardunl 
clothing had been available, these 
tragedies might never have oc­
curred.

The long frilly nightgowns 
that little girls wear, and look 
very pretty in, are so flainniahle 
that if they come in contact with 
a flame, within 10 seconds the 
child will be severely burned. 
Such apparel easily goes up in 
flames when it comes in contact 
with an open ipace heater.

The .National Hum Infor­
mation Kxchange, in one o f their 
studies, report, that the injury 
»«•verity differencea In-tween 
clothing and non-clothing burns 
are shocking, ( ’ lolhing ignition 
\ictiiii8 were four times more 
likely to die than those spared 
clothing fire. Their burns cover­
ed nearly twice as much on the 
body surface, and six times more 
skin was burned full-thickne»» 
(totally «leinolished, requiring 
grafting). They spent an aver­
age o f 21 more days from burn 
to hospital discharge, and their 
medical costs were $5,000 hig­
her than the average no-clothing- 
ignition patient.

SOIL PRKl’ ARATIO N— Gar­
den soil needs to be loose and 
friable to pn*vcnt crusting dur­
ing dry spells. Dig up the soil 
and work in plenty o f sphagnum 
peat moss or compost. Apply a 
layer three or four inches deep 
over the entire lied and work in­
to a depth of six to eight inches. 
This will improve both heavy 
clay soils and Kght sandy soils.

SOIL INSKt’TS— .Vpplying an 
insecticide two to three weeks 
before planting your garden will 
eliminate most siril insect pro*- 
bleiiis. Recommended insecticides 
include chlordance and diazirton. 
Chlordance should be applied at 
three to six pounds of actual 
material per acre while diazinon 
should be applied at two to two-

AUSTIN, TKX.— "Futurf fin- 
atu'ini; o f public schools in Texas 
is the most talked about, but 
least understood, problem in the 
slate today,”  Sen, Pete Snelson 
told the West Texas Press .As­
sociation at their winter meeting 
in .Midland.

"The courts have said that the 
Wealth o f a school district can­
not be the criteria for future 
finuncinK.” he explained. “ And 
all future school financing in the 
state is affected by the court 
suit on the Kdgewood district of 
San Antonio. Ihiblic school fin­
ancing has been challenged in the 
courts in 30 states.”

He compared Edgewood with 
Odessa’s school district. Odessa 
has pupils. 1,1119 teac­
hers with a starting salary of 
H7.445. Edgewood has 22.134 
students, 806 teachers with a 
starting salary o f $6,000. This 
i< not the “ equality”  promised 
under the 14th .Amendment, the 
courts have ruled— and the U. S. 
Supreme Courts is looking at the 
appeals on this and other States 
casea

The U. S. Supreme Court de­
cision will write the next puldic 
school financing formulas in Te­
xas. Snelson added, which might 
force a special session o f the Te- 
xa.s Legi>lature— after this 6.'trd 
regular session has adjourned.

He speculated on the future of 
school districts— pointing out 
that ideas have ranged from a 
“ statewide school district”  to 
more "consolulations o f school 
districts” — unitiling all di«tricts 
in counties and statewide “ pro­
perty assessments at true market 
value.”

Snelson, vice-chairman of the 
Senate Education Committee, 
quoted an El Paso newspaper 
clipping which said: “ We are 
watching the demise of public 
education in Texas,”

“ The wealth o f Texas as a 
whole will determine our future 
laws on public education,”  Snel­
son concluded— and asked these 
questions: “ What will be the e f­
fect on the sUte tax structure' 
W'hat will it do to consolidation 
o f 1,100 school districts'”  and 
'W ill there be room for local 

enrichment programs'"

Constitutional Panel Picked
l.egisl.Htors have until the end 

o f the week to lodge their ob­
jections to the 37-iiieniber Texas 
Constitutional Revision Commis­
sion selected by the state’s top 
six officials.

In order to reject the shite, a 
majority o f both houses would 
have to signify their objections 
with the Secretary o f State. Ap­
parently, a relatively sumII num- 
k-er o f objections will be lodged, 
although complaints on equality 
o f the representation on the Com­
mission were lodged by blacks. 
Republicans, women, youth and 
a West Texas. .Mexican-Ameri­
cans were also among signers of 
the objection petition.

Former State Court Chief 
Justice AV. Calvert was named 
chairman o f the Commission 
which must report its recom­
mendations to the l.egiilature by 
November, Mrs. Malcolm Milburn 
o f Austin, former Republican 
state vice chairman, is Commis­
sion vice chairman. ’The Legis­
lature will sit as a constitutional 
convention next year, using the 
Clommission’s work as it.s start­
ing point.

The Commission includes four 
Republicans, foui women, three 
blacks and three Mexican-Ameri- 
cans. Neither group was satisfied 
with its numerical representation, 
although individuals named by 
the selection committee generally 
drew commendation.

Calvert is expected to call the 
group together soon after the 
Legislature’s “ veto period” ex­
pires. Members were warned they 
may as well be prepared to bloi k 
o ff  at least half their time for 
the next year to the revision task.

Newsmen's Privilege Bill
Hearings on the “ free flow of 

inforn'ation”  bill, commonly cal­
led the newsmen’s privilege, was 
changed to March 6, at 2 p. m. 
in the lieutenant Governor’s 
committee room.

Sales Tax Recommendations
Tens o f millions o f dollars in 

sales tax collections are not find­
ing their way into the state trea­
sury. a Senate committee report­
ed last week.

Former Sen. Joe Christie said 
the final report o f the interim 
committee to study the sales tax 
reveals “ glaring deficiencies in 
the way sales taxes now are col­
lected."

Christie said the report is not 
meant as an attack on the office 
of the comptroller, the state’s 
chief tax collector, but as an ef­
fort to suggest better and more 
efficient ways to get maximum 
yield out of the liKTStive and 
sensitive sales tax.
