morning, April 25.

“ There’ll be eighteen grass­
roots hearings throughout the 
state,’ ’ Madden said, “ and for the 
Amarillo area to get first crack, 
is a rart‘ and wonderful oppor­
tunity.”

Purpose of the public hearings, 
mandatory under rules govering 
the Commission, is to give Texas 
citixcns a voice in Constitutional 
revision by expressing their views 
before the drafting process be­
gins.

“ .A lot of public hearing draw 
only the aginners’’. Madden said, 
“ but not this time. We’re going 
to hear from folks who believe 
in Texas and in the people o f

Texas . . . folks who feel that we 
can govern ourselves construct­
ively.’ ’

The 37-man Commission is 
charged with studying the need 
for Constitutional change and re­
porting its recommendations to 
the members of the Texas Legis­
lature no later than November 
1, 1973. In January 1974, the 
Legislature will convene as a 
Constitutional Convention to pre­
pare the final document to sub­
mit to voters later than year.

“ The people have both the in­
itial responsibility of affording 
suggestions to the Commission 
through the public hearings and 
the final say-so when they accept 
or reject the proposabi next year.

“ The Commission’s recommen­
dations must reflect unmistak- 
ably the views of Texans who 
live under the State constitution. 
Otherwise, they’ ll go to the polls, 
vote no, and all our efforts will 
be for nothing.’ ’

Madden suggested that if con 
venient, presentations be made 
in written form, but he noted 
that this is not a requirement.

"Caution”  is the word to re­
member when you or a member 
o f your family encounter a pois­
onous snake. A person’s fear o f 
snakes could well be hw worst 
enemy in an actual encounter 
with any one o f the four pois- 
oiw>us snakes found in Texas, 
which include the rattlesnake, 
copperhead, cotton mouth, and 
toral snakes. The most prevalent 
in Texas is the rattlesnake.

Should you encounter a rat­
tler, the safest thing to do is to 
remain perfectly still or edge 
slowly away. The worst thing you 
could do is run, or shout, or make 
a quick motion. You only excite 
the snake, making it more apt to 
strike in self defense. The snake 
is not really the vicious and cun­
ning creature with a deep seated 
hatred o f m.sn that many people 
think. It is really a rather timid 
and retiring creature that only 
wants to be left alone. But the 
snake will react to man as it 
would to any big and threatening 
creature.

.\ctually, more people die of 
insect bites in Texas than sänke 
bites. Bees and wasps are moM. 
often the causes o f insect bite

deposit site, avoiding tendons, 
and apply suction.

Antivenin for the potent poison 
of the North .American Kastern 
Coral snake is available from the 
Texas State Department o f 
Health. The State Health Depart­
ment laboratory in .Austin, and 
laboratories in local health de­
partments at Dallas, Houston, 
Corpus Christi, and San .Antonio, 
serve as distribution centers for 
the antivenin. When a bite by a 
coral snake occurs, the physician 
or hospital should immediately re­
quest antivenin from the nearest 
distribution center. Administra­
tion o f antivenin is recommend­
ed within two hours of the bite. 
Other poison antivenins are avail­
able through commercial sources.

The treatment for poisonous 
snake bite can now be made a- 

! vailable on short notice anywhere 
in the state in emergency situa­
tions. State Health authorities 
hope local physicians and poison 
control centers will take note of 
the avalability of the anti-.snake
