Bigger College Bill 
For Local Parents

n e w  YORK, Aug l l -R e a i -  
■enti o f Hall County who have 
■ona and daughters going to col­
lege this fall are finding that 
their expenses will be much 
greater than they were last year. 
The coat of education has reach­
ed an all-time high.

According to a government 
survey of 2,400 colleges and 
univemities throughout the coun­
try, both public and private, al­
most every one has increased its 
rates.

The avearge cost of a year at 
a private college ia up slightly 
more than $200, which ia about 
7 percent more than last year. At 
public institutions the hike is $78, 
on avearge, a rise of 6 percent.

In some colleges, especially in 
the northeast, the increase is well 
above average. In some other 
areas it is less.

F>pecially hard-hit by the 
higher costs are local residents 
who have more than oi.« uff- 
spring going to college.

It ia calculated that the bill 
that Hall County parents will be 
shouldering this year for college 
expenses will add up to approxi­
mately $406,000.

The facts and figures on col­
lege costs and enrollments are 
based upon surveys and studies 
made by the U. S. Office o f Ed­
ucation, the Census Bureau and 
others.

They show that the college 
enrollment rate among young 
men, which had risen steadily in 
recent years, jiaralleling Ameri­
can involvement in A'ietnani. has 
fallen sh.-irply, ospeiially among 
white men.

On the other hand, there has 
been an increas<‘ in the enrol­
lment o f white woinen and of 
black students, male and female.

It is estimateil from the latest 
figures that there will be ap- 
provimntely 17<t vnung men and 
women in Hall County’s college 
contingent next semester.

F’or those o f them who will b>' 
going to publie colleges, the 
nverage cost will In- $1.492,

atatea the Office of Education. 
At private colleges the cost will 
be $3,281, on avearge.

Included in this are tuition, 
room and board, but not books, 
clothing, transportation, spend­
ing money and incidentals.. They 
could add up to an additional 
$500 or so.

The net outlay of $406,000 
facing Hall County familiea is 
based upon the assumption that 
half o f the local students will be 
going to public colleges and half 
to private ones.

Says
Anaplatmotii May Incraate 

In Cattle

Texas cattle owners should be 
on the alert for cases of anapas- 
mosis in their herds due to the 
increa.sing numbers of mosquitoes 
and horseflies which spread the 
disease.

“ Annplasmosis ia an infectious 
blood disease o f cattle and deer,” 
fays County Extension Agent W. 
B. Hooser. “ It is caused by a one- 
cclled parasite which attacks and 
destroys red blood cells, causing 
anemia and sometimes death.”

Cattle affected by anaplas- 
mosis frequently stand alone, a- 
way from the rest o f the herd. 
Early symptoms o f the disease 
include lack o f appetite, weight 
losa, and lowered milk production. 
Advanced symptoms include 
anemia, yellow skin and mucus 
membranes, difficult breathing 
and constipation.

If the disease is detected be­
fore the onset of advanced symp­
toms, animals can be effectively

treated.
Since the disease symptoms are 

similar to thoae o f  other cattle 
ailmenta, laboratory testing must 
be done to determine if the an- 
aplasnoosis parasite is present.

Hooser advises herd owners to 
contact their veterinarians for 
testing and treatment recom­
mendations. Measures such as 
vacunation or lowlevel feeding of 
antibiotics may be used to pre­
vent the disease— depanding on 
the recommended practices in a 
particular area.
