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Gross Farm 
buxime Shows 
Gain For 1972

NEW YORK, Oct. 12 _  Al­
though farming and ranching have 
not been the moat lucrative of 
occupationa in recent years. Hall 
Couii^ty’a agricultural community 
hai been making out better than 
moat, it appeara.

The majority o f local farmers 
held their own last year and a 
number o f them, e^iecially those 
with well-equipped, comtnercial- 
sised setups, ended up well ahead 
o f the previous year.

Credit for it ia attributed to 
record output, made possible by 
generally favorable weather 
conditions, by greater merchan- 
isation and by more intensive use 
o f fertiliaers and pesticides.

Gains were made in nearly 
every section o f the country. The 
Northeast, which was hit by heavy 
and continuous rains, was an ex­
ception.

The facta and figures, showing 
how local growers fared in rela­
tion to others, are contained in a 
survey released by the Standard 
Rate and Data Service.

It  reports total receipts in 
Hall County from farm operations 
in the past year at $15,643,000. 
Two years ago, when it made a 
similar survey, it listed the total 
at $13,809,000.

That was the gross amount, 
before deductions for operating 
costs and taxes.

Included in it are the carh re­
ceipts from the sale of farm 
goods, together with government 
payments and income in kind, 
which is the value o f products 
grown and consumed on the 
farm.

Gross Farm 
birome Shows 
Gain For 1972

NEW YORK, Oct. 12 —  Al­
though farming and ranching have 
not been the moat lucrative of 
orcupationa in recent yeara, Hall 
County’ !  agricultural comniunity 
haa been making out better than 
moat, it appear!.

The majority o f local farmera 
held their own laat year and a 
number o f them, especially those 
with well-equipped, commercial- 
aiaed setups, ended up well ahead 
o f the previoua year.

Credit for it ia attributed to 
record output, made possible by 
generally favorable weather 
conditions, by greater merchan- 
isation and by more intensive use 
o f fertilisers and pesticides.

Gains were made in nearly 
every section o f the country. The 
Northeast, which was hit hy heavy 
and continuous raina, was an ex­
ception.

The facta and figures, showing 
how local growers fared in rela­
tion to others, are contained in a 
survey released by the Standard 
Rate and Data Service.

It  reports total receipts in 
Hall County from farm operations 
in the past year at $15,643,000. 
Two yeara ago, when it made a 
similar survey, it listed the total 
at $13,809,000.

That was the gross amount, 
before deductions for operating 
costa and taxes.

Included in it are the cai-h re­
ceipts from the sale of farm 
goods, together with government 
payments and income in kind, 
which ia the value o f products 
grown and consumed on the 
farm.
