»ive unit and opened gapping 
holes allowing Alexander to make 
imns of 17 and 26 yards and 
Davis 10, and 14 yania Charles 
Ilryley found running tough on 
his side, but managed runs o f six, 
two and two yards during the 
drive.

Jim Ned came back after the 
kickoff by Charles Bryley, and 
made a first down to the 48.

The Indians attempted only two

passes all night, both thrown by 
HB Quinney, one went incom­
plete, and the other was nullified 
by a pass interference call a- 
guinst Memphis, moving the foot­
ball 26 yards down the field to 
the Memphis 22.

From here, Quinney skirted end 
on a pitchout, run over some 
tacklers and made 10 yards to 
the 12.

On the first down, Quinney 
tried the defensive right end of 
Memphis and wa.s met hard by 
h’red Alexander and ('andy Reyes 
gaining only one. He tried up the 
middle and was knocked back hard 
by a gang o f Cyclone tacklers. 
But on third down, Quinney took 
a pitchout after going into motion 
o f f  to the right, found daylight 
and roared into the endzone. 
Quinney booted the point after 
and the scoring was ¿1 over for 
the night, Jim Ned 7, Memphis 6.

Memphis marched back down 
the field, with FB Davis ripping 
out a big chung o f yardage and 
two pass completions from QB 
Miller to End James Beck, giving 
Memphis a first and goal to go on 
the 10.

Two plays netted four yards, 
then the third play was stopped 
by a penalty flag. With two 
seconds left on the halftime clock, 
Memphis tried to get a play o ff 
but time expired.
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During the third quarter, Mem­
phis was kept in poor field posi. 
lion by Jim Neds’ punting, until 
Memphis got rolling late in the 
period.

Staying on the ground, FB 
Davis made 9 yards, and QB Mil­
ler sneaked for a first down to 
the Memphis 37, HB Alexander 
made seven, and HB Bryley made 
five more, and a 15-yard penalty 
was assessed against Jim Ned 
fo r unsportsmanlike conduct 
(kicking), giving Memphis a first 
down on the 36 o f the Indians.

HB Alexander made three 
yards, then, FB Davis broke for 
10 to the 23yd. line.

Memphis tried another pass 
play, with HB Alexander the re­
ceiver, and Alexander got behind 
the two defenders, but the pass 
thrown, as Miller was trying to 
evade a tackier, came down a lit­
tle short and it was intercepted.
