Serious Crime In U. S. Skyrocketing!

Attorney General Edward H. Lrvi artnounced thia week 
that serious crime in the L'nited States rose I 7 percent —  the 
largest increase in 14 years

Crime spurted 19 percent in the hnal quarter of the 
year after recording advances of 15 percent in the first 
quarter, 16 percent for the first six months, and 16 percent 
for the first rune months.

In 19 73, by comparison, crime rose 6 percent on the 
heels of an actual decline of four percent in 1972

“These figures represent a dismal and tragic failure o n , 
the part of our present system of criminal justice,” Mr. Levi 
declared.

In breaking it down, suburban law enforcement agencies 
reported a 20 percent rise in crime, while the rural areas 
reported an increase of 21 percent. Cities with 100,000 o» 
more inhabitants reported an increase of 13 percent.

Martinson studied 2 31 reports on prison rehabilitatio’.' pro­
jects and came to the dismal —  but believable —  conclusion 
that nothing works.

His finc.i.igs (soon to be published in book form) are not 
popu':.r with prison reformers, most of whom have a pet 
theory of one kind or snother about how criminals can be 
treated and perhaps cured.

qu’ckly and sentenced to a relatively fixed term in jail.

We've been trying, with small success, to fit the punish­
ment to the criminal for a good many years now

It might be wiser to fit the punishment to the crime and 
make sure the punishment is swiftly and faithfully carried out.
