Absentee Voting Begins!

•As the d a te  of the N ovem ber 4, Special E jection on the eight 
Propositions o f the T exas C onstitu tion nears, the d a te  for the 
beginning of absentee ballo ting  has just passed , being O ctober 
15.

Eligible vo ters can reejuest absen tee  b a llo ts  from  their C oun­
ty C lerk 's  office now, if they will be unable to  vo te  in the v o t­
ing box of their residence com e T uesday, Nov. 4, for any rea­
son.

The big question is w hether or not T exas vo ters will turn 
out in significant num bers to  m ake the w hole thing of voting 
on a P roposed  C onstitu tion w orthw hile in the first place, or 
w hether or not the vo ters them selves actually  understand  what 
they are  vo ting  upon when they read the eight d ifferen t p ro ­
posals con tained  on the ballo t.

Take P roposition  No. I for exam ple. T he ballo t states: for 
o r against— T h e constitu tional am endm ent revising the separa - 1 
tion of pow ers, legislative, and  executive provisions of the 
T exas C onstitution.

Proposition  No. I contains four Articles. A rticle I and A rticle 
II p rov ides for the separation  of pow ers of the Legislative. 
Elxecutive and  Judicial branches, while A rticle III sets the size 
of the Senate at 3 I m em bers and  the H ouse a t I 50 m em bers, 
sets provisions concerning the organization and  p rocedure of 
the legislature, seta provisions on conflict of interest, continues 
the g o v ern o r's  pow er to veto bills or line item s on ap p ro p ria ­
tion bills, requires single-m em ber senatorial, representative, and 
congressional districts, provides a com pensation com m ission to 
set allow ances (sa la ries) received by m em bers of the legisla­
ture, provides for annual sessions of I 40 days in o d d -n u m b er­
ed years and  90  days in even-num bered years, and  a veto 
session of I 5 days upon request of three-fifths of the m em ber. . 
ship of each house, and  allows the legislature to m eet in o rg an ­
izational sessions p n o r to the convening of the legislature in 
regular session.

O f all the publicity “ poop” 

which flow» across the eo itor’» 
desk here a t The Diapatch, one 
we find of g rea t in terest is the 
“energy R eporter," a monthly ci- 
tixen new sletter distributed by the 
Federal Energy Adm inistration.

We read c f  advances, large and 
small, in the constant 'oattle to 
solve the nation’s energj- short­
age.

For example under a headline, 
“Crash Diet for Overweight C ars" 
is a short article rejiorting re- ' 
suits of a atudy showing how 
much energy can be gained by 
taking some of the weight out of 
America's automobiles.

If the average weight of our 
is reduced from the present 

3,600 pounds, car owners would 
save around 100 gallons of gaso 
line a year — or 2.1 million bar­
rels o f oil a day—about a third 
of vehicle fuel consumption.

The owner who drives 10,000 
miles annually saves np to 25 gal­
lon! in the average 1974 car be­
cause it uses 80 pounds of alum i­
num instead of heavier material.

Properly designed aluminum 
parla have been tested as safer 
too than some conventional equip­
ment —  an aluminum bumper 
which costa half as le u  and with 
stands impact better is just one 
example.

THE PR ESID E N T ’S TAX-

PROPOSALS
{•resident Ford »urprised the 

American public and many of his 
closest advisers with his propos­
ed 128 billion tax reduction pro- 
program. Althouirh it had been an 
open secret for weeks tha t he 
would ask for an extension of the 
tax cuts enacted last spring, only 
a few top officials had expected 
the request for such a dramatic 
increase.

I commend the President’s In­
tent. Each of us would like to 
keep more of our earnings rather 
than carry the present lax burd­
en. However, the President gave 
us the recipe for only half a loaf. 
In this instance half a loaf could 
be worse than no loaf a t all. The 
reality is that a U x cut a t  our 
present levels of spending could 
create economic disaster. Al­
though ’.he I*resident suggested 
specific areas in which tax cuts 
could be made, he did not sug­
gest specific areas in which tax 
cuts could be made, he did not 
suggest specific spending pro­
grams that could be reduced. It 
would have been politically un­
popular to do so, and it is also an 
extremely difficult task.

The President did say the Con­
gress and the Administration 
must work together to reduce 
spending. 1 agree. I will support , 
these efforts. He also said much I 
of the programs were already on 
sU tute booka These programs j 
must be examined closely, and 
time is very short if we are to . 
enact U x cuts to become effec- i 
tive next January.

I hope the President will soon 
offer specific suggestions concern­
ing how the nstionsl budget can 
be reduced and the national debt 
diminished.

CRAIN STANDARDS ACT
Recent indictments of Indivi­

duals for llegal grain in'^peclion 
practices in New Orleans and oth­
e r ports have raised loud cries j 
for federal or tU te  operation of 
tho inspection program. I think : 
th a t the majority of the American • 
public knows that government in ­

volvement is not necessarily the 
boat way to  solve a problem. In 
fact, governm ent attem pts to 
solve relatively isolated piaiblenis 
caused by a small m inority fre­
quently make operations for the 
m ajority of honest businessmen 
ever more burdensome.

The House Agriculture Com 
mittee, of which 1 am s  member, 
has Just completed an extensive 
schedule o f hearings concerning 
the scope of the grain inspection 
problem and will shortly be fash 
ioning a bill to deal with irre­
gularities tha t have been uncov­
ered.

When the committee actually 
begins to d ra ft the bill’s language 
I will support strengthening cri­
minal penalties in the present 
Grain S tandards .Act, ns well as 
several o ther minor changes. 1 
will do w hatever I can to assure 
that governm ent involvement is 
held to an absolute minimum.
