Congressman Jack Hightow-
er today said he was deeply
pleased with favorable con-
gressional action for the se-
cond time this week on bills
that are important to farm-
ers and ranchers in the 18th
Congressional District,

~The House of Representa-
tives this afternoon passed
the Packers and Stockyards
Act, only three days after it
had passed the Conference
Report on the Beef Research
and 'lnformntion Act,

Hightower was co-sponsor
of both bills and was author
of one of the principal a-
mendments to the Packers
and Stockyards Act.

The initial Packers and
Stockyards  bill  approved
March 31 by the House Agri-
culture Committee contained
an amendment sponsored by
the Congressman that would

require prompt payment by
purchasers of livestock for
slaughter,

During consideration of the
bill today on the House floor
Hightower further amended

the prompt - payment pro-
visions to clarify the point
that the purchaser may use
the U. S. mail to send a check
to the seller if the seller had
not been present at the point
of transfer of possession to

demand payment within the
specified time, The House-
approved bill provides for

payment by the close of bus-
iness on the second day.

In a speech delivered on
the House floor the Congress-
man said the bill was intend-
ed to be neither pro-producer
nor pro-packer, but was in-
tended to produce a safe and
assured market for producer,
packer and consumer.

Hightower said the benefits
to the producer are obvious
and that the bill would be
beneficial for packers by pro-
viding uniformity to the mul-
tiplicity of state bonding
laws that now confront them.

He said the almost unan-

Jack Hightower
Announces a
Bill Approval

(Washington, D. C,)
Congressman Jack Hightower
on May 3 announced final
House approval of the Beef
Research and Information Act
which he co-sponsored.

The Conference Report on
the bill, H. R. 7656, passed
by a margin of 200 to 170
and is expected to clear the
Senate with no difficulty.

“The victory today was es-
pecially satisfying,” Hightow-
er said, “and represents the
culmination of several months
of hard work by individuals,
agriculturai organizations and
a majority of the House Agri-
culture Committee.”

Hightower singled out
Charles E. Ball of Amarillo,
Executive Vice President of
the Texas Cattle Feeders As-
sociation, and O. J, Barron,
Jr. of Spur, Chairman of the

Beef Development Task-
force, as two constituents
who played important roles

in helping get the measure
enacted .

The bill was approved ini-
tially by the House of Repre-
sentatives October 2 last year
and by the Senate December
2. It suffered a setbhack De-
cember 15 when the House
voted overwhelmoingly to re-
commit the Conference Re-
port by a vote of 263 to 112,

Hightower said the only
difference in the Conference
Report approved today and
the earlier version was with
respect to the voting proce-
dures.

“The Conference Report
approved today contained the
language of the original
House - approved bill,” the
Congressman said. “It pro-
vides for all eligible voters to
register at least 10 days prior
to a referendum to be con-
ducted by the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture, The
Beef Board would become op-
erational only if two thirds of
those voting agreed and a
majority of the beef proce-
dures voted.”

The Congressman said
there had been intense lob-
bying against the bill by or-
ganized consumer groups and
most recently by various la-
bor organizations.

The bill as approved re-
commends that the Sccretary
of Agriculture name five con-
sumer advisors to the board.

Hightower said the bill was
not a government handout,
but provided Congressional
affirmation to the concept
that the beef industry should
have the opportunity to help
itself.

City Hunt Law

Deletion Approved

AUSTIN — Effective the
1976-77 hunting season, city
law authorities will be respon-
sible for enforcing no-hunting
regulations inside their cor-
porate limits.

That duty previously fell
on Texas Parks and W'ldlife
Department game wardens.

P&W Commission mem-
bers meeting in April to adopt
changes in the state's game
and fish proclamations, a-
greed with staff recommen-
dations that city growth rates
are overtaking once rural, but
still huntable habitat.

By eliminating the word-
ing in the proclamation rela-
tive to a closed season on all
game birds and animals within
the corporate limits of any
city, “the burden of enforce-
ment will fall back on city
police, Henry Burkett, P&
WD law enforcement division
director said.

Burkett noted, however,
that game laws in the 233 re-
gulatory counties throughout
Texas will still be enforced
by P&WD game wardens.

“There will be no change
in our enforcement of all
game and fish laws. The on-
ly change is that wardens
will no longer be enforcing
ordinances on hunting in city
limits,” Burkett said.

The deletion recommenda-
tion approved by the P&W
Commission will take effect
with the opening of the var-
ious hunting seasons later this
year.

Several Counties
Lose Brucellosis
Area Status

Fifteen counties improved
their status in the national
brucellosis program, but 13
other counties slipped back a
step during the past month,
the U, S. Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) reports,

Gaining top status as certi-
fied brucellosis - free on
April 29, were Mason County,
Illinois, and Ector, Mason,
Terrell and Ward counties,
Texas. Ten additional Texas
counties moved from non-cer-
tified to modified - certified
status, These are Calhoun,
Culberson, Delta, Duval, Hid-
algo, Jim Wells, Tom Green,

San Patricio, Upton and
Uvalde.
Three counties lost certi-

fied free status dropping to
modified - certified classifica-
tion. They are Pope County,
Arkansas; Bentson County,
Idaho, and El Paso County,
Texas.

In addition, 10 counties in
Texas lost brucellosis status
are now non-certified areas.
These are Cherokee, Hopkins,
Houston, Jefferson, Karnes,
Liberty, Lubbock, Nueces, Re-
fugio, and Upshur,

Officials of USDA’s Animal
and Plant Health Inspection
Service (APHIS) explain that
counties lose status in the na-
tional brucellosis eradaction
program when herds in the
county fail to meet required
testing schedules. The re-
quirement for maintaining
status stipulate that:

An infected herd must be
retested within six months.

If an infected animal is
found through the market
cattle identification system
the herd or origin must be
tested or quarantined within
30 days. If quarantined, the
herd must be tested within six

months.
Dairy herds must be blood
tested within 30 days after a

positive brucellosis milk ring
test has been reported
A county does not lose its

status for failing to meet
testing schedules if the state
has initialed legal steps a-
gainst a delinquent livestock
owner, When status is lost,
a county may regain status

when the deficiencies are cor-
rected.

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Land Damaged
Oil Spills Can
Be Reclaimed

The oil spill - one of the
oil industry’s messiest prob-
lems - may be easier to
handle in the future, thanks
to a method developed in
Texas,

The process uses microor-
ganisms in the soil that can
“clean up” oil spilled on the
land, Dr. Fred Turner, a soil
scientist with the Texas Agri-
cultural Experiment Station
(TAES), says certain micro-
organisms have the ability
to clean up the soil by break-
ing down the carbon rich
crude oil and, in contrast to
previous methods, the natural
process s relatively low cost.

This long - standing prob-
lem has been with us for
more than a century; that's
how long Texas has been pro-
ducing oil. For many years
Texas has been one of the
nation’s major oil-producing
states and today produces
about one and one Jquarter
billion barrels of oil annually.
Oil has brought immense re-
venues to the state put not
without certain penalties,

An oil spill can happen in
many different ways. When
you realize that millions of
barrels of oil are produced
and transported thousands of
miles in the state each year,
the wonder is that there is
so little spillage.

One cause of oil spillage
during transport is a break in
a pipeline. Such breaks are
caused accidentially by mach-
inery or through natural che-
mical processes.

In any case, when the pipe-
line breaks, the oil under
high pressure flows onto the
surrounding soil. It kills all
vegetation and renders the
soi] useless for growing plants
for years.

In the past, once the land
had been contaminated by
oil, crops, grasses, trees
or even weeds would grow
there and the land would
remain unsightly and unpro-
ductive

Because landowners had
no way to reclaim such land
covered by oil, they just had
to wait while nature slowly
“doctored” the land.

“Now'', Turner says, “Our
research shows that in many
soils naturally - occurring mi-
croorganisms can be encour-
aged by the proper fertilizers.

no

Where such microorganisms
are not present, they can now
be added by applying specific
cultured strains in conjune-
tion with the fertilizer.

“The fertilizer supplies the
microbes with the necessary
nitrogen and phosphorous
needed to decompose the or-
ganic material in the oil. The
organisms work best when
the soil contains just the
right amount of moisture, Us-
ually this is the amount that's
also best for plant growth.”

The organisms work ouick’
ly at reclaiming contaminated
land. Scientists have found
that in most cases they can
return the land to its normal
usefulness within one year.

In addition to its potential
usefulness to individual land-
owners, this technique, while
under development, is of
value to industrial interests
since many oil spills occur
near factories and industrial
gites. Exxon Research and En-
gineering Company helped
fund and cooperated with
Turner’s research because of
their concern for the envir-
onment,

An additional area of re-
lated research would be the
reclamation of land sterilized
by salt water spills. These,
too, are a problem in Texas.
One intriguing possibility is
the use of salt tolerant plants,
such as salt cedar and marsh
grass, as the frst step in re-
claiming the land.
