Wherever home vegetables are
growing, at least one insect pest
can usually be found——the cabbage
looper.

Although its name indicates that
it feeds on cabbage, this insect is
also a major pest of caulifower,
broccoli, lettuce, beans, and to-
matoes as well as numerous other
crops, points out Carl Esser, county
agent for the Texas Agriculture
Extension Service.

The worms are light green in
color and have thin, white stripes
running the length of their bodies.
The tail end of the pest is larger
than the head portion.

Full-grown loopers are about
.one—and-a-half inches long. They
move with a looping action, hence
the name "loopers".

Cabbage loopers are foliage
feeders and give leaves a "buckshot"
appearance where they are active,
explains Esser. Heavy numbers can
completely strip plants of their
leaves.

Several insecticides will ef-
fectively control cabbage loopers
if control measures are taken when
the small worms are first detected.
Control of large loopers become more
difficult.

Among recommended insecticides
are Bacillus thuringiensis, carbaryl
(Sevin), dibrom (Naled) and endosul-
fan (Thiodan). Esser advises read-
ing the label on all products and
following directions closely. Parti-
cular, attention should be given to
restrictions on dosages and days from
last application to harvest

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TEXAS SHEEPMAN
TESTIFIES

There is ample evidence avail-
able to prove that sodium monofluor-
acetate, or Compound 1080, should
be registered for predator control,
so testified Dr. Percy R. Turner,
first vice president of the Texas
Sheep and Goat Raiser's Association,
in his testimony before the U.S.
House' of Representatives' Committee
on Agriculture concerning legislation
to extend the Federal Insecticide,
Fungicide and Rodenticide Act. Ap-
pearing in behalf of the National
Wool Growers Association as well as
the Texas Sheep and Goat Raisers'
Association, Dr. Turner advised the
committee that is was certianly not
the FIFRA Act itself which caused
the problems to the Sheep Producer
but the Environmental Protection
Agency. The Agency acted without
due authority when they removed the
registration of certain chemical
toxicants for predator control. Dr.
Turner went on to point out that the
sheep and goat industry may have
suffered as much as a 50 million
dollar loss to predators here in the
United States. Much of this loss is
blamed on the inability of the
Livestock producers to use chemicals
for coyote control.

Dr. Turner pointed out that
there is data that shows the negative
relationship of coyote density and
that of sheep and goats, and also
there is data showing a positive re-
lationship of coyote density and
producer estimates of losses due to
predators. Dr. Turner's information
came from work conducted by Dr.
Maurice Shelton and Dr. John Klindt
on the interrelationship of coycte
density and certain livestock and

game species in Texas. One of the
main points that Dr. Turner emphasized
was that the suspension of the regist-
ration order states that there are
known alternatives to the use of
toxicants. These known alternatives

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such as traps, snares, denning and
aerial hunting, are being used but
dre inadequate to do the job and are
very expensive in terms of cost per
coyote. He further explained that
one of the closing statements in the
order to suspend registration notes
that the order would not affect
supply of staple foods. Dr. Turner
stated that lamb may not be a staple
foodstuff, but it is a food enjoyed
by many persons, and the supply is
being profoundly affected by this
order. We have already had one lamb
slaughter facility closed in the Mid-
west this year because of lack of
lamb.- The primary cause of the de-
crease in sheep and goat numbers is
due to predators. He continued that
the questions raised by EPA in regard
to at least one toxicant has been
answered in a manner favorable to
registration of the toxicant. It is
now time that registration of sodium
monofluoracetate, or Compound 1080,
bhe reconsidered Turner stated.

Dr. Turner was one of well over
25 persons who testified in four days
of hearings before the House Agri-
culture Committee. The purpose of the
hearings was to determine whether or
not the FIFRA Act of 1972 should be
extended or terminated. Much of the
testimony indicated that the Act was
well conceived and well written, but
it was felt the EPA had certainly
stepped out of line in their inter-
pretation of the law and something
nust be done to control the EPA and
make it function as directed by the
Act.
