They work m ostly 
a t n igh t but sometimes in  the day­
l ig h t  hours. I f  you see any sign  
o f  p lan ts  o r tr e e s  being eaten t r y  
to  catch the ants working. I f  you 
do, fo l lo w  the t r a i l  o f  ants to  th e ir  
h o le . Use any good "an t b a r t"  and 
sp rin k le  h ea v ily  in  a c i r c l e  about 
four f e e t  across w ith  the h o le  in  the 
cen ter. Use an e x tra  heavy dose fo r  
3 to  6 inches around the h o le . There 
s t i l l  remains noth ing s a fe r  and b e t te r  
tha t chlordane but thanks to  i r r e ­
sponsib le  and a rb ita ry  ru lin g s  by the 
fe d e ra l beurocracy you may no lon ger 
ab le to  but. i t .  So buy whatever 
you can fin d  and use i t .

much care . To be the b es t and h ea v is t 
le a fe d , even the mesquite should 
be fed . L ike anything th a t grow s-trees  
w ith  ample food  and water are h eav ie r 
greener and grow fa s te r .  There are 
many good ways to  do th is .

There are f e r t i l i z e r  spikes you 
sim ply d r iv e  in  the ground, f e r t i l i z e r  
p e l l e t s ,  to  be used in  ro o t feeders  
th a t both feed  and water a t ro o t le v e l  
or ju s t  to  s p r in le  any good a l l  pur­
pose f e r t i l i z e r  around the tr e e  from 
th e "d r ip  l in e " (o u te r  edge o f  lea ves ) 
to  the tr e e  trunk and the tr e e  w i l l  
be fed  as. i t  i s  watered.

I f  your tr e e  has webs in  i t ,  i t  
should be sprayed when webs are f i r s t  
found. Web worms arfe more p le n t i fu l  
and e a r l i e r  th is  year than eve r . 
Mulberry tr e e s  are hardest h i t  but 
the c a t e r p i l la r s  from the web have 
eaten : peach, lagustrum, and many 
o ther as w e l l  as house p lan ts . They 
w i l l  even f in d  th e ir  was in to  the 
house in  some in stan ces . For the good 
o f  the t r e e  and your n eighbors , you 
should spray. Army worms are bad in  
pecan tr e e s . They can s t r ip  a tr e e  
bare in  a very  short tim e. There is
a good crop o f  pecans th is  yea r------
p ro te c t  them by spraying.
