Packing the Perfect Picnic

From the first signs of summer
through Labor Day and beyond. one
of America’s favorite pastimes is pic-
nicking. Whether it's part of an out-
ing for two or 200. a picnic can be a
simple, perfect way to enjoy the out-
doors during the warm weather.

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Venomous Evaluations

Snake bites cause
considerable panic but
are rarely fatal.
Improper emergency
medical care and manage-—
ment. however.
a relatively
incident into a
medical emergency.

In fact., snake bites
can cause considerable
pandemonium among emerg-
ency care personnel
because most health-care
providers at all 1levels
have 1little experience
with these bites. accord-
ing to Dr. Hugh A.
Frank, founder of the
regional burn center at
the University of Cali-
fornia San Diego. To
minimize the number of
cases that escalate into
medical emergencies each
year, physicians through-
out the country are
recommending changes in
the wav snake bites are
treated initially.

"Since the snake's
poison is essentially
its digestive enzvme. it
will tend to digest the
tissue into which it has
been iniected. Depending
on the amount of toxin
injected. there is
usually a rapid progres—
sion of swelling," Frank
said at a program on
wound management presen—
ted by the UCSD School
of Medicine.

Proper care in the
field. he said, includes
application of a tourni-
quet with enough pressure

can turn
minor
real

to obstruct venous
return and lymphatic
flow. thus delaving

absorption of the poison.
The tourniquet must not

be applied so tightly,
however. that it obstru-
cts arterial inflow.
Also. the pressure

should be released every
15 to 20 minutes to let

some blood circulate
through the affected
area.

too tight can be consid-
erable damage. as can
soaking the bitten area
in ice water," Frank
said. The wound should
be kept cool, bossibly
with an ice pack, to
slow absorption of the
poison, but the overuse
of cold can cause a lot
of damage."

Tourniquet application
is a somewhat controver-
sial issue. with some
physicians preferring
the use of blood pressure
cuffs when available.
After bearing witness to
too many poor outcomes
caused by overconstric-
tion, Dr. William Banner,
Jr. of the University of
Utah School of Medicine
now shuns using even the
term "tourniquet."

Instead, if the wound
is seen fairly soon
after the bite occurs.

he prefers inflating the
blood pressure cuff on
affected limbs to lympha-
tic pressures, about
20mmHg to 25mmHqg. This
supposeldy retards
venom entry into the
body's circulatory
svstem. He also agrees
that cold can do conside-—
rable damage and does
not recommend the use of
cold pvacks or ice at
all.

If a tourniquet has
already been applied
before EMS personnel
reach the patient., it is
important not to remove
it too quickly. A
sudden surge of venom
into the circulatory
system can cause a
patient to go into shock
within two to three

minutes. "You can find

yourself in big trouble.

He recommends establis-
hing an IV hydrating the
patient for shock,
placing a blood pressure
cuff higher up on the
extremity, inflating it
to lymphatic pressures

and then releasing the

tourniquet.
The biggest change in
recommended treatment

involves initial attempts
to remove the venom from
the victims. "The
X-marks-the-spot, cowboy
movie approach" to
lancing and extracting
venom from poisonous
snake bites is no longer
recommended ; Banner
said, and "people are
getting away from taking
a knife and doing open
explorations."

He indicated that the
only qgadget that mav be
useful for EMS teams
attempting to remove
venom is a device called
the "Extractor". After
the fang mark is minimal-
ly lanced, the extractor
is applied to the site,
at which time it produces

a negative pressure.
This device can be
"marginally" helpful in

removing venom if applied
within 30 to 60 minutes
after the bite occures.
"Much 1like the debate
over ipecac and gastric
lavage for poison inges-—
tions, vou can't expect
to get a qgreat deal of
venom out," he said.

Since incisions can
cause damage to ma’jor
vessels, nerves or
tendons, particularly on

the hand or foot,

ions should be minimized.
He also noted that,
when possible. they
should be made only by
emergency medical person-

nel with a fair amount |

of anatomical knowledge.

One myth
with snake bites
emergency first-aid care
is that the
should take a "belt"
liguor before the incis-
ion is made. but accord-
ing to Frank.

The snake Dbite
needs to be elevated to
heart level and immobili-
zed, Frank said. next,
an IV infusion of balan-
ced salt solution should
be started, and oxygen
and appropriate vasopres-—
sors should be made
available. In moderate
to severe cases of
envenomation, a @ central
venous line should be
placed to monitor pres-
sure. A respirator and
renal dialysis should be
available case of
respiratory or renal
failure.

"In very severe cases,
some physicians have
recommended total excis-
ion of the bite area.
but it really is not
necessary and 1in fact
may be more damaging to
the patient than the
bite itself," Frank
said.

Davy Crockett

August 17 marks the birth
anniversary of Davy Crockett,
legendary American frontiers-
man, politician and adventurer.
Crockett was born in Hawkins
County, Tenn., in 1786. He
first made a name for himself
fighting in the Creek War from
1813 to 1815, a U.S. victory
over Creek Indians in Tennes-
see who were actually British
allies.

Crockett was elected to the
Tennessee legislature in 1821
and served for two terms. He
then was elected to the U.S.
Congress in 1827 and served
two consecutive terms. He lost
the - election in 1831 but was
elected to serve a final term in
1833.

Crockett perhaps is best
known for his last contribution
to his country. He was part of
the American forces that per-
ished on March 6.

EMERGENCY HAYING AND GRAZING

Borden County has been approved for emergency
haying and grazing of ACR and CU for pay effective
immediately. Interested producers must come to
the county office to designate the acreage to be
hayed or grazed and sign a register prior to any
haying or grazing.

Producers need to keep the following provisions
in mind:
1A The emergency haying and grazing period
begins immediately and ends December 31, 1990.
2. Hay or grazing may be sold to anyone at any
price.
3. After haying or grazing, producers may plant
another approved cover for haying or grazing.
4. Producers shall not:

a. Remove cover to the extent that the land

is not adequately protected from wind and water
erosion.

b. Harvest the approved cover for grain or
seed.
c. Hay or graze land that has been irrigated

this year.

This authority does not apply to land enrolled
in CRP.

ACP
Remember that we are operating ACP with a
continuous signup period. When you recognize

that you need ACP cost sharing that is when you
need to file an application. The county committee
each month reviews each request on file and if
funds are available, will approve as many requests
as possible. The August and September committee
meetings will be devoted to obligating as much of
the outstanding ACP funds as possible in this
fiscal year. - :
P MEASUREMENT SERVICE

Well, here it is the first of August, the skies
have been cloudy for three weeks, and no slides
have been flown for the county. The September 1
deadline to complete measurement service rapidly

approaches. Were it not for the requests we
completed on the ground, we would be in a worse
predicament.

As soon as slides come,
possible to complete the requests by September 1.
In the event we are unable to timely service the
request, we will be forced into cancelling your
request, refunding your measuring service fee and
requiring you to certify your acreages by Septem-—
ber 1.

1988 AND 1989 OVERPAYMENTS

A few 1988 and 1989 overpayments were made to
producers due in large part to the restriction on
producers receiving both deficiency and disaster
payments on the same pound or bushel on the farm.
These overpayments are due and payable on July
35, -1.9907 Notices have gone out and reminder
letters every 30 days will continue until the
overpayment is repaid. Thirty days will Dbe
allowed for the overpayment before interest
accrues. After 30 days, interest of 9 percent
will apply. If the repayment is not made within
90 days, an additional 3 percent interest will
be added. A prompt payment will save you money

and us a lot of paperwork.
FAILED ACRES

Program crop acreages that fail due to natural
causes must be treated properly to receive plant-
ing credit. Do not mechanically destroy failed
program crop acres until the following has occur-
red:

1. Notify the crop insurance agent of the

loss, crop appraisal, and furnish apprai-
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sal to ASCS, if applicable.
2. File form ASCS-574 with ASCS after crop
acreages have been reported.

3. ASCS will make a field visit to measure
total acres of crop that failed and
review insurance appraisal, if applicable.

4. ASCS will release the failed acres to

producer for disposition.

A producer without crop insurance may request. a
crop appraisal on failed acres. ASCS wil appra-
ise at the rate of $25 for the first plot and $5
for each additional plot. The only reason for an
ASCS appraisal would be for disaster purposes in
the event a disaster program is approved later.

ACR MAINTENANCE

All ACR and CU for pay must be maintained until
December 31, 1990. By maintained, we mean kept
free of weeds and' protected from wind and water
erosion. If you planned to- fall-seed your ACR,
please notify the county office when these acres
have been seeded.
