government vehicles. I'm sure 
this would not apply to 
"Emergency" runs. This man 
was in a hurry to catch 
the train. He could have 
been in place earlier except 
for either personal neg­
ligence or lack of coor­
dination in his job structure.

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" SUNSHINE” LAWS ENDANGERED
In 1973 the "reform" Texas Legis­

lature passed House Bill 3, the Texas 
Open Meetings Act, and House Bill 6, 
the Texas Open Records Act. Together, 
they changed the face of government in 
Texas, making government more respon­
sive and accountable to taxpayers. Sec­
recy became the exception rather than 
the rule.

In fact, after studying "sunshine" 
laws across the country, the Southern 
Governmental Monitoring Project of the 
Southern Regional Council issued a re­
port citing the Texas open records 
and open meetings laws as giving Texas 
on of the most comperhensive frame­
works for open governemnt in the coun­
try.

Now, several lobbying organizations 
and legislators are threatening to 
weaken those important laws.

1.OPEN MEETINGS

The Texas Municipal League, a lob­
bying organization for local govern­
ment officials, wants to remove the 
"conspiracy" clause from the open 
meeting law.

The Open Meetings Act provides 
that it is a misdemeanor to call, close, 
or participate in an illegally closed 
meeting OR to "Conspire to circumvent 
the provisions of the Act by meeting 
in numbers of less than a quorum for 
the purpose of secret deliberation in 
contravention of the Act."
2. OPEN RECORDS

Sen. Ike Harris of Dallas has in­
troduced two amendments, which would 
I close up access to governmental re­
cords. Th first, SB263, would allow 
la governmental body to charge the 
public for access to governmental 
records. Charges for such access are 
Ito be determinded solely by the agency 
itself,taking into account salaries, 
equipment expense, and reproduction 
Icosts.

Presently, the law only allows a- 
|gencies to charge for reproducing 
copies. The State Board of Control 
¡has determinded that a "reasonable" 
charge is $.55 for the first page of 
a document and $.15 for each succed- 
ing page. Common Cause feels that 
even that price is a little high,

considering the fact that neighborhood 
print shops can make a profit charging 
less per copy.

However, the Harris proposal will 
allow an agency to charge merely for 
looking at a document. Sec. 6252-17 
(a) would be amended to read that "a 
governmental body may charge a per­

son requesting public information 
the actual cost of providing access 
to the information. Costs shall be 
determined as accurately as possible, 
considering, for example, salaries 
of personnel, equipment maintenance, 
and reproduction cost." This would be 
a very undesireable change because it 
would make monitoring government re­
cords prohibitively expensive.

Apparently, somebody has decided 
that while a frontal attack on open 
government may be unsuccessful, they 
may succeed in fixing it so that 
the only ones who can benefit from 
"openness" are the wealthy.

Sen. Harris has also introduced 
another amendment (SB 262)which would 
make the audit working papers of all 
governmental bodies closed. Presently 
only the audit working papers of the 
State Auditor are closed.

Common Cause does not think that 
the extension is justified. In fact, 
we think that the current exemption 
for the State Auditor should be de­
leted .

There is currently no way for the 
public to monitor the work of the 
tax-paid auditor. There is plenty of 
evidence that the public needs to be 
able to better scrutinize the State 
Auditor's work. Recent allegations of 
mishandling of funds in the office 
of the Senate Secretary is only the 
most recent example of the failure of 
the State Auditor to catch mismanage­
ment of tax dollars. Another is the 
scandal of the mortage negotiated 
by the State Bar for its new Law 
Center when it did not have the power 
to enter into state debt.

There are already exemptions in 
the law for intra-agency memoranda 
and protections against invasions of

privacy. Therefore, we think a very 
good case can be made that audit 
papers deserve no exemption from pub­
lic scrutany. At the very least, we 
should have a better understanding of 
what audit work papers are in a govern­
mental context before they are exclud­
ed from public view. Perhaps with 
better public scrutiny, government 
accounting firms.

The penalty for both 
violations is a fine of not more than 
$500 and/or imprisonment in the county 
jail for not more that six, (6) months.
It is the second penalty which is 

addressed in aproposed amendment by 
the Texas Municipal League. The TML 
proposes to repeal that section en­
tirely.
Common Cause is strongly against 

such a proposal. The importance of 
the public1s business being conducted 
in the public warrants strong language 
to provide incentive for public offi­
cials not to even think of trying to 
meet in closed sessions.

Without Sec. 4(b), Art. 6252-17, 
V.T.C.S. (the comspiracy section), 
the public has no remedy for officials 
who secretly meet in numbers of less 
than a quorum, hammer out important 
decisions behind closed doors, and 
then meen tin a public meeting for 
a pro forma ratification of decisions 
they have already made in secret. 
Without Sec. 4(b), their gathering is 
not a meeting under the law's defini­
tion; therefore, they have not vio­
lated it.
The TML cites certain ambiguities 

in the conspiracy section as grounds 
for it repeal. The ambiguity lies with 
the use of "meeting" in the law as 
both a verb and a noun. This could 
be cleared up with a simple amendment 
to substitute other words for the 
word "meeting" in Sec. 4(b), if the 
TML were serious in their concern.
We fear that they are not. Deleting 
the entire phase is moie like cutting 
off a leg to cure a sore toe. We 
suspect the only ones with a "sore 
toe" are TML's lawyers, quibbling a- 
bout the nuances of word meanings as 
they go in circles.

Open meetings 
endangered

For reasons difficult to understand, the 
Texas Municipal League wants to take the 
teeth out of the state open meetings law.

The TML wants removal of the conspira­
cy clause of the law. The organization ap­
parently feels elected officials ought to be 
able to discuss public business informally 
without violation of the law.

The conspiracy clause is part (b) of a two- 
part “Violations and Penalties’’ section. It 
states:

“Any member or group of members of a 
governing body who conspire to circumvent 
the provisions of this Act by meeting in 
numbers less than a quorum for the purpose 
of secret deliberations in contravention of 
this Act shall be guilty of a misdemeanor 
and on conviction is punishable by a fine of 
not less than $100 nor more than S500 or im­
prisonment in the county jail for not less 
than one month nor more than six months or 
both.”

One might quarrel with the inelegant lan­
guage of the clause, but its meaning is per­

fectly clear: Elected officials can’t huddle 
in small groups secretly to discuss the pub­
lic's business.

The law does not prohibit prayer break­
fasts or Christmas parties or other non-pub­
lic activities, and goes to some pains to say 
so in the first section of the act.

If the TML is worried about the word 
“ conspiracy.” it is a legal word, generally 
defined as an agreement to commit some 
offense combined with an overt act in fur­
therance of the offense contemplated.

The conspiracy clause is in the law to 
force public officials to keep the public’s 
business public. If its existence irritates 
some public officials — and the TML’s oppo­
sition is a sign that it does — that simply 
proves the law is working the way it should.

Without a conspiracy clause, city councils 
and other bodies would have an easy time 
keeping the public at bay. All they’d have to 
do to have secret meetings is avoid a quo­
rum.

The TML is the creature of the incorporat­
ed cities. One of those cities is Austin, gov­
erned by a council with a pretty good record 
for open government. Austin, and other 
TML members, should demand the TML 
back off. fast. Mayor Jeff Friedman, a 
member of the TML board, said he does not 
support the TML in this matter, and that is 
good to hear.

If the TML persists and finds a sponsor for 
its proposal, it should be beaten down by 
legislators who remember the open meet­
ings law was strengthened for one reason: 
Pubiic access to government.

Judges and plain folks will have 
no difficulty understanding what Sec. 
4 (b) means. It means that government 
officials can't close up meetings 
over the technically of whether or 
not there is a quorum present.

There is absolutely no evidence 
that this section has caused govern­
ment officials any problems. We know 
of no one who has been hauled into 
court for a meeting over a cup of 
coffee. Meanwhile, the conspiracy 
clause stands as a guardian and a 
warning that the public's business 
will be conducted out in the open- 
with no ifs, and, or buts about it.

Rep. DeWitt Hale of Corpus Christi 
is also urging that the list of exemp 
tions formthe open meetings require­
ment be lengthened, The law currently 
outlines eleven basic instances 
when governmental bodies may close 
their meetings, including discussions 
with personnel, grand jury deliber­
ations, and discussions about the pur 
chase of property, to name a few.

Increasing the exemptions list is 
not necessary. As matter of fact, 
the state of Flordia operates nicely 
with no exemptions at all from the 
open meetings law. "No Problems," 
says its Lieutenant Governor.
Also , Rep. Hale has led one as- 

sualt on the open meetings law this 
session, when he pushed for a House 
rule which would have allowed for 
closed House committee sessions 
simply upon a motion of the House... 
The attempt failed when the House 
leadership was forced to compromise- 
the new rule now requires the closed 
meeting proposal to be a resolution, 
which must be sent through the com­
mittee process and voted on in a re­
cord vote. Common Cause feels that 
if this is ever attempted, it will 
still violate House Bill 3 as passed 
in 1973, and we intend to challenge 
it in court.
