A lready th ere  are web worms in  
t r e e s .  These p es ts  th a t form erly  were 
found in  pecan tr e e s  in  la t e  Ju ly and 
August now are in  many kinds o f  tre e s  
and i t  i s  not y e t  May. I t  goes w ithout 
saying th a t when the f i r s t  worms or 
webs are seen i t  i s  fu l l y  tim e to  spray. 
Any good in s e c t ic id e  p rop er ly  ap p lied  
w i l l  do. Diaznon i s  perhaps the b es t. 
Spectrac ide  i s  the most popular brand 
name o f  th is  chem ical. This is  not a 
chem ical to  be toyed w ith . I t  i s  to x ic  
and should be ap p lied  w ith  care . I f  
you have worms in  your tr e e s  you should 
be f a i r  to  your neighbors and spray 
your tr e e s  l e s t  you fu rn ish  a source 
o f  worms th a t devour th e ir  t r e e s .  I f  
every  person would spray as soon as 
the worms appear, c o n tro l would be a 
sim ple m atter. I f  th is  is  not done, 
by mid-summer our c i t y  w i l l  be dotted  
w ith  eye sores o f  tr e e s  covered and 
consumed by web worms. Spray your 
tr e e s  they are worth i t .

Among the fu e ls  to  be te s ted  
are heavy o i l s  and r e f in e r y  bottoms, 
cannel coa l and l i g n i t e .  These fu e ls  
are not w id e ly  used in  South Texas 
and cou ld p o s s ib le  add m ill io n s  o f  

¡d o lla r s  annually to  the area exonomy. 
By-products o f  the process are 

e lem ental sulphur, lim e and ash. A l l  
o f  the products w i l l  be a v a ila b le  fo r  

¡use in  chem ical, a g r ic u ltu ra l and con­
s tru c tion  a p p lic a t io n s .

The b as ic  process fo r  the Chem ically 
A c t iv e  F lu id iz ed  Bed (CAFB) was develop  
ed and demonstrated by Esso Research 
Center, Abingdon (ERCA), United  King­
dom. Fos te r Wheeler Engery Corporation  
(FWEC), an in te rn a t io n a l firm  o f  spe­
c ia l i s t s  in  process design  and u t i l i t y  
equipment, w ith  headquarters in  L iv in g ­
ston, New Jersey , developed  and added 
a sulphur recovery  system to  the p ro ­
cess. FWEC w i l l  p rov id e  the equipment 
and machinery fo r  the dem onstration 
p lan t "a t  c o s t" to  CPL.

The Envirnomental P ro te c t io n  Agency 
In d u s tr ia l Envirnomental Research Lab 
in  North C aro lina  w i l l  p rov id e  environ ­
mental assessment, and fincance en­
g in e e r in g , design  and fu e ls  fo r  an 18- 
month t e s t  p er io d .

CPL and th ree  companies o f  C en tra l 
and South West Corporation  w i l l  share 
con stru ction  and opera tion  cos ts  fo r  
the f i r s t  s ix  months o f  the U n it 's  
opera tion . CPL i s  p r o je c t  manager and 
w i l l  p rov id e  h a lf  o f  th is  cos t and 
take over r e s p o n s ib i l i t y  fo r  opera tion  
a f t e r  the i n i t i a l  six-month t e s t  p er iod  

C en tra l and South West i s  the parent 
I company o f  CPL, Pu b lic  S erv ice  Com­
pany o f  Oklahoma, Southwestern E le c t r ic  
Power Company and West Texas U t i l i t i e s  

|Company.
The u n it scheduled fo r  La Palma re ­

p re s e n ts  a s ca lin g  up o f  the sm all

t e s t  u n it in  England. I f  the La Palma 
u n it in d ica te s  the process to  be 
econom ica lly  fe a s ib le ,  the next step  
would be to  develop  a u n it la rg e  enough 
to  fu e l a 240 ,000-k ilow att power p la n t. 
La Palm a's number fou r u n it i s  ra ted  
a t 20 ,000 -k ilow atts  o f  e l e c t r i c a l  power.

In a d d ition  to  the g a s i f ic a t io n  p ro ­
j e c t ,  CPL has been a c t iv e  in  supporting 
research  in to  o th er forms o f  energy.

CPL has supported fu s ion  research  
s ince the m id-1950's and i s  p a r t ia l l y  
funding the U n iv e rs ity  o f  Texas r e ­
search in to  geotherm al power production  
a long the the Texas G u lf Coast. The 
f i r s t  exp lo ra to ry  w e ll f o r  th is  p ro ­
je c t  is  expected to  be d r i l l e d  la t e r  
th is  year.

CPL has used natu ra l gas fo r  b o i le r  
fu e l most i f  i t s  s ix ty -y e a r  h is to ry , 
but is  now eqipped to  burn o i l  a t  i t s  
e ig h t  major power s ta t io n s . Coal and 
nuclear fu e ls  w i l l  begin  to  come in to  
the CPL fu e l mix beginn ing in  1980 
when C o le to  Creek and South Texas 
P ro je c ts  are put in to  opera tion .
