
SENATOR TOWER EXPLAINS HIS VIEWS —

FOLLOWING THE SENATOR'S QUESTION AND ANSWER SESSION, THE 
SENATOR VISITED WITH GUESTS DURING THE REFRESHMENT HOUR.

U nited  S ta te  Senator, John Tower, was guest o f  the 
B r a c k e t t v i l l e  Chamber o f  Commerce t h i s  pas t  Wednesday, a t  
an in fo rm a l m eeting a t  the B r a c k e t t v i l l e  Country Club.

Senator Tower was g r e e te d  by a "packed house" a t  the 
Country Club meeting and negated speeches by opening the 
s ess ion  t o  q u es t ion s  and answersfrom l o c a l  r e s id e n ts .

The f o l l o w in g  a re  some o f  the answers he gave to  q u es t ­
ions  f i e l d e d  from the f l o o r :

GUN CONTROL: " In  my v iew  th ere  w i l l  not be any a d d i t io n ­
a l  gun c o n t r o l  b i l l s  in  the Senate in  the next y e a r ,  my own 
v iew  i s  th a t  we should more v ig o r o u s ly  p rosecu te  and pun­
ish  those c r im in a ls  th a t  commit cr imes w ith  guns, and we 
should not take guns away from law -ab idd ing  c i t i z e n s  " .

PRESIDENT CARTER'S STATEMENT THAT THE U.S. BOUGHT AND 
PAID FOR TEXAS: " I  w ro te  him a l e t t e r  and in formed him
th a t  Texas was bought by the b lood  o f  p a t r io t i s m  and not by 
Yankee d o l l a r s " .

ALIENS: "They take jobs  away from our own r e s id e n ts  and
c i t i z e n s .  We have a lrea d y  seen what the impact i s  on our 
border  s c h o o ls " .

PANAMA CANAL: "Opposed and I  d o n ' t  b e l i e v e  i t  w i l l  pass
the S en a te . "

TAX ON LARGE CARS: "Lady, I  c a n ' t  even g e t  in  some o f
those la r g e  cars  m y s e l f ! "

in t e r e s t  m yse l f  in !  I  th ink  we should b u i ld  s e v e r a l  r e ­
f i n e r i e s  in  downtown Boston.

h i s t o r y .  Our p ra y e r  i s  th a t  you not 
o n ly  be in formed but th a t  you be en- 
couraqed in  knowing th a t  F a i th  M iss ion  
i s  workincf because the Gospel o f  Jesus 
C h r is t  works.

A b r i e f  H is to r y

I t  was in  the  f a l l  o f  1962 th a t  
A l l e n  E h le r s ,  h is  w i f e  Charlene, and his 
young son Timothy found them se lves  in  
Del R io ,  Texas. Th is  was a f t e r  s i x  
months in  Spanish Language School in

the R io  Grande V a l l e y  and one yea r  in  
M e x ic o 's  i n t e r i o r  on the m iss ion  f i e l d .  
During t h i s  t ime they  encountered e ve ry  
human malady a fa m i ly  can exp e r ien ce  in  
th a t  len g th  o f  t im e . I t  was in  Del 
R io  th a t  God spoke to  Mr. E h lers  in  a 
v i s i o n  o f  a bo rder  m iss ion  where the 
poor o f  o ld  Mexico cou ld  be fe d  p h y s i ­
c a l l y  as w e l l  as s p i r i t u a l l y .  A t  th a t  
t ime the E h l e r 's  owned $25, a small 
t r a i l e r ,  and a c a r ,  t e m p o ra r i ly  out o f  
commission. In the l i g h t  o f  what he 
had seen in  the  v i s i o n  i t  h a rd ly  seemed 
s i g n i f i c a n t ,  but in  f a i t h ,  b e l i e v in g  
he had r e c e iv e d  a word from God, he 
sowed h is  $25 in t o  h a l f  a month's ren t  
f o r  b u i ld in g  in  which s e r v i c e s  could 
be h e ld .  I t  was enough f o r  God to  
b le s s  and im m edia te ly  and m iracu lou s ly  
He began to  supp ly . Word spread and 
soon p r o v is io n  began t o  f l o w  in  to  the 
needs o f  the new m iss ion ; 100 pounds 
o f  beans, c l o th in g ,  a s to v e  and on and 
on to  make the new m iss ion  a success 
w ith  some f o r t y  p eop le  having  been fed  
and hav ing  heard the Gospel o f  the Lord| 
Jesus C h r is t  in  the f i r s t  s e r v i c e .
F a i th  M iss ion  now stands on i t ' s  own 
p ro p e r ty  a m ult i-thousand d o l l a r  b u i ld ­
in g .  An o p e ra t io n  in v o lv in g  many l i v e s  
and m in is t e r in g  to  thousands o f  peop le  
monthly, d i r e c t l y  as w e l l  as through 
many o th e r  sm all e f f e c t i v e  outreach 
works, th a t  w i l l  be d e sc r ib ed  in  fu tu re ]  
a r t i c l e s .  The V is io n  Continues as the 
Lord Jesus C h r is t  con tinues  t o  lead .

DECORATION SEMINAR
U V A LD E--- Getting wall and win­

dow decorations they have wanted at 
a price tag they can afford has long 
been a goal for Southwest Texas home 
makers.

Experts on the subject will host 
two seminars at two Southwest Texas 
locations next week in order to tell 
area homemakers how to get those 
wondrous walls and windows at rea­
sonable prices.

The first seminar will be held in 
Uvalde at the Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Research and Extension 
Center, Nov. 15, beginning at 10 A M . 
A second identical session will be 
held Nov. 17, in Sonora at the 4-H 
Center, also beginning at 10 AM.

The Wondrous Walls and Windows 
Seminar is sponsored by the Family 
Living Task Force of the Southwest 
Texas Agricultural Resources (Star) 
program. Presentations on luxury 
decorating at low cost, wall hangings, 
window treatments and wall treatment 
all will be presented.

Expertise on these decorating sub­
jects will be provided by six persons 
including two private decorators, Juch 
Glasscock of Hondo and Charla Adams 
of Carrizo Springs. County Exten­
sion Agents Gaye Bippert of Hondo, 
Quen McMurry of Carrizo Springs, 
Becky Rogers of Uvalde and Pat 
Anderson of Uvalde also will make 
presentations.

Other program participants include 
Dawn Kirkpatrick of Uvalde, program 
chairman for the STAR Family Living 
Task Force and Velda Zerr of Hondo, 
chairman of the STAR Family Living 
Task Force.

The STAR program was organized 
in 1973 by a group of leaders from 
Southwest Texas who expresses a con­
cern for the problems and potential 
for the area. The program is design 
ed to improve and increase the con­
tribution of agriculture and home eco­
nomics to the total economy of the 
area through the speedy application of 
agricultural and home economics tech 
nology.

SMALL FARMS S T I L L  RULE
FOR SOUTHWEST TEXAS

UVALDE --  Recent national farming 
trends have been toward fewer and 
larger farms, but the area commonly 
known as Southwest Texas is remain­
ing an exception to the rule with an 
abundance of small, family farms 

The 1974 Census of Agriculture, 
which defines and records a farming 
operation as one with sales over 
$2, 500 annually, reports that there 
are still 8,180 farming operations in 
a 19 county area served by the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service.

Of that figure, Medina County , 
claims the largest number with 1, 303 
farms; Atascosa County is next with 
1,129 and Bexar third with 1,014. Th 
breakdown of farm numbers for other 
counties in the area are; the following: 
Bandera 3 95, Comal 498, Dimmit 210, 
Edwards 227, Frio 478, Kendall 498, 
Kerr 396, Kimble 331, Kinney 93,
La Salle 266, Maverick 134, Real 145, 
Sutton 156, Uvalde 459, Val Verde 195 
and Zavala 253.

Washington, D.C. —  Senator L loyd  
entsen on F r id a y  announced h is  support 
f o r  l e g i s l a t i o n  th a t  would cut commercial 
a i r  s e r v i c e  between the U.S. and any 
country  th a t  a id s  and abets  in t e r n a t io n ­
a l  t e r ro r is m .

Bentsen p r e v io u s ly  has authored two 
b i l l s ,  making t e r r o r is m  in  t h i s  country  
a f e d e r a l  crime and p r o v id in g  f o r  econo­
mic sanc tion s  a g a in s t  o th e r  c o u n tr ie s  
th a t  harbor t e r r o r i s t s .  On F r id a y  he 
jo in e d  in  cosponsor ing  a b i l l  by Senator 
Abraham R i b i c o f f  (D-Conn.) to  se ve r  com­
m erc ia l  a i r  t i e s ,  d is cou rage  t r a v e l  by 
Americans, deny munitions e x p o r t  l ic e n se s  
and bar the s a le  o r  t r a n s f e r  o f  nu c lear  
m a te r ia l ,  f a c i l i t i e s  o r  tech n o lo gy  t o  an' 
n a t ion  th a t  a id s  t e r r o r i s t s .

"There a re  those  who m ain ta in  th a t  
th e re  i s  no d e fen se  a g a in s t  the random 
d e p r iv a t io n s  o f  determ ined t e r r o r i s t s , "  
the Senator s a id  in  Senate remarks.

" I t  i s  not enough f o r  us to  e s t a b l i s h  
s t e a d fa s t  o p p o s i t io n  in  in t e r n a t io n a l  
t e r r o r is m  as a n a t io n a l  p r i o r i t y .  We 
must a ls o  demand the a c t i v e  co o p e ra t io n  
o f  a l l  n a t ion s  in  r e s i s t i n g  t e r r o r is m  
and in  d e a l in g  e f f e c t i v e l y  w ith  appre­
hended t e r r o r i s t s ,  an a larm ina number,, 
o f  them re p e a t  o f f e n d e r s ,  " Bentsen 
sa id .

The Senator c i t e d  a S ta te  Department 
survey o f  w estern  n a t io n s  which showed 
th a t  o f  146 peop le  c l a s s i f i e d  as i n t e r ­
n a t io n a l  t e r r o r i s t s  who had been a r r e s t ­
ed through 1975, 140 were known to  have 
been r e le a s e d ,  most as the  r e s u l t  o f  
fu r th e r  a c ts  o f  t e r r o r is m  such as h i ­
jackings..

" T h e r e fo r e ,  f o r  the s e c u r i t y  o f  our 
own c i t i z e n s . ,  we must be p repared  to  
impose san c t ion s  a ga in s t  c o u n t r ie s  p r o ­
v id in g  re fu g e  f o r  t e r r o r i s t s  and make 
p u b l ic  l i s t s  o f  c o u n t r ie s  cons id ered  
dangerous f o r  t r a v e l , "  Senator Bentsen 
s a id .

i s  made, then a s tuden t must fa c e  the 
f a c t  th a t  c o l l e g e  c o s t s .  T u i t io n  a lone 
can range from $60 per  sem ester f o r  a 
f u l l  t ime studen t in  a s t a t e  c o l l e g e  to  
$60 an hour in  a p r i v a t e  sc h o o l .  Costs 
f o r  room & board , v a r io u s  f e e s ,  t r a n s ­
p o r t a t io n  c o s t  money and books have to  
be co n s id e red  when f i g u r in g  the f i n a l  
c o s t  o f  c o l l e g e .  H igher edu ca t ion  i s  
e x p e n s iv e .

For those  studen ts  who a re  p lann ing  
to  go t o  c o l l e g e  th e re  i s  a way. Loans,| 
s c h o lo r s h ip s , and g ran ts  are  a v a i l a b l e .  
For example, the N a t io n a l  D i r e c t  Studeni 
Loan i s  a lon g  term, low i n t e r e s t  (3%) 
F ed e ra l  Loan, which i s  a v a i l a b l e  t o  s tu ­
den ts . The payments b eg in  n ine months 
a f t e r  the s tuden t com pletes h is  s tu d ie s  
o r  ceases  to  be a t  l e a s t  a h a l f  t ime 
s tuden t. The monthly payments can not 
be l e s s  than $30 per  month. Payments 
may be l a r g e r  depending upon the amount 
borrowed.

A Grant i s  a g i f t  to  a student by a 
sch oo l ,  in d i v id u a l ,  o r  o r g a n iz a t io n  to  
h e lp  a s tuden t con tin ue  h is  educa t ion .
One example i s  the Supplemental Educat­
ion  O pportu n ity  Grant. The SEOG does 
not r e q u i r e  repayment p r o v id in g  the stu-| 
dent remains p r o p e r ly  e n r o l l e d .  Grants 
under the SEOG program range between 
$200 and $1,500. Another typ e  o f  g ran t  
i s  the Texas P u b l ic  Education Grant.
The TPEG i s  sponsored by the S ta te  
L e g i s la t u r e  and i s  in tended  to  a id  
students  dem onstra t ing  ou ts tan d in g  p e r ­
formance in  t h e i r  f i e l d s .
