The survey revealed that dur-
ing the five year period, 76,056
sheep in Texas grazed 116,000
acres of kleingrass. Of these,
2,440 contracted swellhead and
1.2 percent or 973 animals died.
Weaned lambs and suckling lambs
appeared to be the most ‘suscept-
able.

During the same 5 year period
28,031 goats grazed Kleingrass
142 were affected and 92 died.
Again, weaned kids and suckling
kids were most susceptable.

According to the study, swell-
head has occurred from March to
November. It occurred most often
in July and August during or
after periods of plant stress.
There is also some indication
that it may occur more frequently
following thundershowers during
dry periods. Additional data
needs to be obtained to confirm
this relationship.

Although the occurrence of
swellhead and the resulting death
losses have been low compared to
the total number of animals and
acres of Kleingrass grazed, death
losses have been very signifi-
cant on some ranches.

The study revealed that 384
livestock producers grazed Klein-
grass with sheep and/or goats
Frome1973to: 19477,; ~79  producexrs
had one or more cases of swell-
head. Eight producers had 57.6
percent of the death losses;
