Government is to be the servant of the
people--this has long since become' a
myth. Comes now a new bureaucracy. We
all feel medical service is too ex-
pensive. There is scarely a person who
had had any hospital experience but
that he feels the doctors fees and
hospital costs are exorbitant. This I
an in total agreement with. There is a
rising tide of opinion among the non-
thinking people demanding government m
medical services. Any clear thinking
perosn knows this will only increase
the cose. Now that Kinney County has
come under the umbrella of a medical
bureaucracy we can get a glimpse of
the cost. What real medical service
will $100,000 buy? Clinic services two
days a week by "specialists" in certain

fields--if there are ten patients a day.

Patients are to be charged on the basis
"of ability to pay" according to guide-
lines established by the giant give
away agency in Washington. This means
few people will pay. The program will
likely mean the loss of witherome or
both doctors, who came to serve the
people of Brackettville two days a
week. It entails ties with the hospital
and doctoos of Eagle Pass which is to-
tally untenable and impractical. We are
called to vote for directors of the
bureau and will be handed a ballot of
names one in a hundred people of
Brackettville ever heard of--yet we are
to entrust to their hands the medical
well being of out boys and girls and
elderly. Given the $100,00 we could
have a full time doctor, a well staffed
chinic and even add hospital rooms. So

CONTROVERSIES AHEAD

allow the PResident to ask for gasoline
reationing if a 20 percent oil shortage
developed, with other conservation aut-
hority if a shortage of 10 percent last-
ed a month or more. However, we said
in our legislation that either House
of the Congress could veto a rationing
plan. The Administration does not like
this restriction and may try to get it
removed in the Senate.

The House has passed a windfall
profits tax, which I opposed, and the
signs are that the Senate will modify
our bill and perhaps provide that oil c
ompanies could reatin larger shares of
profits if they invested the money in
exploration and more development of
domestic oil supplies. We in the House

MILITARY BILLS AHEAD

The House Armed Services Committee,
on which I serve, is awaiting floor ac-

tion on our military appropriations and
construction bills. It may well be that
thae President will ask even more money
for defense in an effort to reassure
doubting Senators about the wisdom of
ratifying the Strategic Arms Limitation
Treaty. It appears that the Senate will
take some convincing on Soviet inten-
tons before it approves the Treaty.
Controversy exists over whether the
Soviet Union has combat troops in Cuba
and whether this should be per-
tinent to the SALT Treaty debate. Cer-
tainly a careful watch on the situation
is essential, because we do not want
adverse action against our country or
any other nation in our hemisphere.

BUDGET STILL AT ISSUE

As one of those who has introduced
legislation to begin progress toward
a balanced budget, I am greatly con-
cerned about the costs of government.

I readily accept the need for adjusting’
Social Security payments, military and
veteran's pensions and federal employee’
pPay scales as inflation increases its
burden on the American people, but I
believe we must vigilatnly seek ways

to cut waste in Federal programs and
pPayrolls. When I presided over the
Committee of the Whole House last week
as we considered foreign aid, I again
felt we must give priority to problems
at home over generosity abroad.

There is a wide range of other
problems, ranging from sugar price
support legilsation to hospital cost
containment, from rail passenger ser- -
vce to final action on the new Depart-
ment of Education, and scores of other
issues. It certainly is going to be
a busy fall season for the Cngress,
and I shall keep you posted on its
progress.

COMPTROLLER OF PUBLIC ACCOUNTS
BOB BULLOCK - COMPTROLLER

Austin-- Private Businiess laid state
employees in the shade when it came ‘to
taking home state money this year,
State Comptroller Bob Bullock report-—
ed Friday.

"Private businesses got nearly
every third dollar we spent,' Bullock
said as the state closed its books
on this budget this year.

Bullock said 226,000 private firms
and individuals were paid $2.5 billion
for goods and services they sold the
state--'"" everything from lead pencils
to trucks."

He said that 170,000 state employee
took home a total of $1.9 billion in
salary and benefits or almost 10
percent less than was paid to business.

"These hard dollar figures just don't
bear out any idea that state employees
are our biggest expense,' Bullock
said.

IN other state spending, grants to
other levels of government--mostly
school districts--accounted for
1 $3.2 billion or 37 percent of the

$8.6 billions budget.
BE Bullock said that "we don't know

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Convicted Child Abusers??

Should a convicted Child abuser be
allowed to work in a day care center?
SHould a person be caring for your
children who has been found guilty of

a person? Are convicted felons good
guides for the raising of children?
These are three issues of main points
of interest to be discussed when the
Texas Department of Human Resources
(TDHR) holds a public hearing to revise
the minimum standards at the Holiday
Inn, Market Square, 318 West Durango,
San Antonio on September 25. The
hearings begin at 1:00 p.m. and again
at 7:00 p.m.

State laws regulating the care of
children require TDHR to periodically
review the standards for care of child-
ren outside of their own home. The
San Antonio hearing is one of twelve
to be held across the state to review
the standards. The state agency has
made an attempt to reduce standards
by delteing unnecessary requirements,
duplications and informational narra-
tive.

The only substantive changes pro-
posed by the state agency that can be
veiwed as more stringent are those
standards which relate to the char-
acter and investigation of employees
of centers caring for children. TDHR
has received many recommendations from
day care centers, advisory groups and
individuals pointing out the need for
more careful screening of indiciduals
in the child caring business.

The proposed standards include sec-
tions prohibiting three specific types
of criminals from caring for children
Peson who have been convicted within
the preceding ten years of any felony,
any misdemanor classified as an of-
fense against the perosn or a violation
of any law enacted to protect children.

The propsed regulations will also
provide a method of showing proof
of rehabilitaiton, should a variance
to the standards be requested. Addi-
tionally, any direct child care emplo-
yee who is under the indictment or
official alleging commission of the
above crimes would be reassigned or
removed pending resolution of the
charges, according to the new standard.

MOST PEOPLE WANT TO WORK........

Most people on welfare want to work
if they can, and employees who hire
them now will receive new tax incen-
tives.

Jerome Chapman, commissioner of
the Texas Department of Human Resource
(DHR) , said employers may claim a
federal tac credit of up to $3,000
in wages paid the first year to these
workers. They may claim $1,500 of what
is paid in the second year. In Texas
1,845 tax credits have been authorized
so dar this year.

A tax credit had been available fo
several years to employers hiring
wlefare recipients enrolled in the
Work Incentive program (WIN), or those
receiving assistance from the Aid to
Families with Dependent Children pro-
gram. Thise tax credits,however, were
only 20 percent of wages, and other
provisions were not as liberal as con-
tained in the new law.

The WIN program trains AFDC reci-
pients in job skills and then helps
them find work. It is jointly ad-
ministered by DHR and the Texas employ-
ment Commission.

"This new tax break is a great
incentive for the private sector to
help itselfwhile reducing welfare costs
at the same time," Thapman said.

"And it also give many people who went
to get off welfare a chance to do so."
To qualify for tax credits, an

employer must:

--Hire the worker for a new job or
one that had been vacant. The employer
cannot put a welfare recipient into
a job for which laid-off workers are
awaiting re-call. Nor can the employer
put the welfare recipient in a job that
opens up because of layoffs, strikes,
or lockouts. Neither can the employer
provide a job by cutting wages, hours
or benefits of other workers.

--Pay at least the minimum wag and
follow health, safety, child labor,
and worker conpesation laws.

--Pay workers hired under the pro-
gram the same wages and benefits as
those in like jobs in the same firm.

) —--Retain those hired under the WIN
program on the payroll for at least

30 days. If the emploer hires a person
in the AFDC program who for some rea-
son is not in the WIN program, the
employer can get a tax break if the
person hired has been drawing AFDC
assistance for at least 90 days.

ON THE BALLOT

(H.J.R. 108)

House Joint Resolution
108 proposes an amend-
ment to the Texas Consti-
tution relating to the ap-
pointment and terms of
notaries public. The pro-
posed amendment would:

—Require the Secretary

of State to appoint a
convenient number of
Notaries Public for
the state; and

—Authorize terms of of-

fice of Notaries Public
of not less than two
years nor more than
four years.

A temporary provision
of the proposed constitu-
tional amendment provides
that the amendment would
take effect January 1,
1980; that each person
who was appointed a
notary public before Janu-
ary 1, 1980, would con-
tinue to serve as a notary
public for the term for
which the person was ap-
pointed; and that this tem-
porary provision would ex-
pire January 1, 1982.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment to provide
for the appointment of
notaries public for the
state and for a term of
not less than two years
nor. more than four
yvears as provided by
law.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

(H.J.R. 133)

House Joint Resolution
133 proposes an amend-
ment to the Texas Consti-
tution to provide for legis-
lative review of the pro-
cess of rulemaking by
agencies in the executive
department. The proposed
amendment would allow
the Legislature to enact
laws:

—To provide for legis-
lative review of the
process of rulemaking
by agencies in the
executive department;

—To prescribe condi-
tions for rules to take
effect;

—To provide for suspen-
sion, repeal, or expira-
tion of rules;

—To prescribe proce-
dures: and

—To delegate powers to
either or both houses
or to committees of
either or both houses.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
hallot as follows:

“The constitutional

amendment to provide
for legislative review of

the process of rulemak-
ing by ‘agencies in the
executive department.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

(S.J.R. 13)

Senate Joint Resolution
13 proposes an amendment
to the Texas Constitution
authorizing the Legisla-
ture to provide for the
guarantee of loans used to
purchase farm and ranch
real estate for qualified
borrowers. The proposed
amendment would allow
the Legislature to provide
for, issue, and sell general
obligation bonds called
“Farm and Ranch Loan
Security Bonds” of the
State of Texas not to ex-
ceed 10 million dollars. All
money received from the
sale of such bonds would
be deposited in a separate
fund with the State Treas-
urer and administered by
the commissioner of agri-
culture without further
appropriations. These
funds would be used to
guarantee loans for the
purchase of farm and
ranch real estate. The com-
missioner of agriculture
would use these funds, un-
der provisions to be pre-
scribed by the Legislature
for the purpose of guaran-
teeing loans used for the
purchase of farm and
ranch real estate, to ac-
quire real estate mort-
gages or deeds of trust on
lands purchased with
guaranteed loans. These
funds would also be used
to advance to the borrower
a percentage of the prin-
cipal and interest due. The
Legislature may also au-
thorize the commissioner
of agriculture to sell at
foreclosure any land ac-
quired in the manner au-
thorized by this amend-
ment. The commissioner of
agriculture would be re-
quired to charge at least 6
percent interest on such
loans. The proposed
amendment appropriates
an amount that is suffici-
ent to pay the principal
and interest on the bonds
that mature or become due

.during the fiscal year less

the amount in the interest
and sinking fund at the
close of the prior fiscal
year.

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the
ballot as follows:

“The constitutional
amendment authorizing
the legislature to pro-
vide for the guarantee
of loans for purchase of
farm and ranch real es-
tate for qualified bor-
rowers by the sale of
general obligation bonds:

WRONG ANSWERS

Dear Dr. Pettey: Do eye
doctors depend on the an-
swers given in the eye exami-
nation to prescribe eyeglas-
ses? I'm always afraid I might
answer wrong.

No, we don’t, not entirely
But your answers are highly
useful. We cannot ‘‘see
through your eyes”; there-
fore, we need your percep-
tion—your description of what
it looks like to you. Your
answers (the subjective ex-
amination) and what we find
through examination without
questions (the objective ex-
amination), are combined in
reaching our decision (diag-
nosis) on what to do-—or
what NOT to do—for you.
What NOT to do is just as
important as what TO do.
One major aspect of the diag-
nosis is of course whether or
not to refer the patient to
some other doctor for a pro-
blem not in the vision care

field. :
Your answers are important

to your eye welfare. Keep
giving them to the best of
your ability.

A DIABETIC

Dear Dr. Pettey: My optom-
etrist sent me for a physical
examination even before he
had finished testing my eyes
recently. Could he tell I had
become diabetic? He told me
to come back after the
physical.

Well, even if he could, he
certainly did proceed proper-
ly. Assuming he could tell
you had developed diabetes
since he last examined your
eyes, it is not within his
professional scope to diag-
nose the condition to you.
It is his duty to recognize a
problem and see to it that
you go immediately to your
physician whose job it is to
examine, diagnose, discuss his
findings with you, and re-
commend proper care.

Back to your question: In
most cases, internal eye-signs
and symptoms do reflect the
existence of some physical
problems, including diabetes.
Your optometrist obviously
observed signs he felt in-
dicated the possibility of the
problem; else he would not
have been so quick to refer
you for other care. He is
certainly trained thoroughly
in detection of the abnormal.
And, since he sees many
patients who have never been
to a physician, he has posi-
tion and opportunity—unique
in the health care field—
to alert those who may need
medical or dental care. He
dutifully referred you and, as
a result, your life may have
been spared, or at least

extended.

We haven’t always had a problem in this country with over-
regulation by government. But we sure have one today.

The first regulatory law wasn’t enacted by Congress until
1887, the 100th anniversary of our Constitution—and 111
years after the Declaration of Independence was signed.

That law, the Act to Regulate
Commerce, created the Interstate
Commerce Commission which
was the first and for 27 years the
only independent regulatory
agency in the Federal Govern-
ment.

The Federal Trade Commis-
sion was next, established in 1914.
Then came other regulatory
agencies: the Federal Power Com-
mission, 1920; the Food and Drug
Administration, 1930; the Securities and Exchange Commis-
sion, 1934; the Federal Communications Commission, 1934;
the Civil Acronautics Board, 1938.

For more than 80 years, from the time of the first federal
regulatory law in 1887 until this decade, government was
concerned primarily with economic regulation.

Most of the mechanism for economic regulation was in
place by the beginning of World War I1.

But a wholly new type of government regulation came with
the beginning of the 1970s: social regulation. Establishment of
such agencies as the Environmental Protection Agency, 1970;
the Consumer Product Safety Commission, 1972; and the
Occupational Safety and Health Administration; 1973, have
madec it a whole new ballgame.

The CAB, for example, has jurisdiction over a few hundred
firms. The ICC over a few thousand. But EPA, CPSC and
OSHA have an impact on hundreds of thousands of firms,
non-profit oreanizations and state and local governments.

L.et me show vou the impact of this new field of regulation.

The Federal Register is the book in which new government
regulations are published.

In 1955 some ten-thousand pages were published each year
in the Federal Register. By 1970, 15 years later, that number
had grown to 20,000. Seven short years later, following the
advent of social regulation, the number of pages in the

Federal Register had mushroomed to 70,000.

As Chairman of the Joint Economic Committee, | have
held hearings to investigate the economic impact of govern-
ment regulation.

A study conducted for my hearings revealed that govern-
ment regulation will cost business. taxpayers and consumers
$102.7 billién in fiscal 1979.

As a result of the hearings | recently’introduced legislation
that speaks to some aspects of over-regulation. And I intend
to press for enactment of that legislation in the coming
months.

I have introduced a bill which would help to reduce regula-
tory cost by imposing a ceiling on the costs federal agencies
can impose on the private sector. The goal is to reduce those
costs by S percent a year for the next five years.

Witnesses testified at my hearings that conflicting federal
regulations often put them in impossible situations. The owner
of a sausage company testified: “‘In our plant, USDA (U.S.
Department of Agriculture) requires that our sausage kitchen
floors be washed repeatedly for sanitary purposes, yet OSHA
(Occupational Safety and Health Administration) rules that
floors must be dry. What is a man to do?”’

Last year the Senate approved a bill 1 introduced that has
the President secking out federal regulations that work at
cross-purposes and eliminate the one which makes the least
sense.

I am also going after some of the specific paperwork and
red tape that accompany regulation. For example, the Federal
Housing Administration, the Veterans Administration and
the Farmers Home Administration cach have their own
individual mortgage and note torms. I've introduced a bill to
require them to adopt a universal form.

I have formed a Joint Economic Committee staff task force
to search-out further regulation reducing initiatives. In future
months | expect 1o offer additional legislation in my efforts
to cut the government's regulatory giant down to size.
