That controversial measure, known as the Shannon amendment, had
the vacking of thedomestic leather goods industry and, openly or
otherwise, orgainzed labor. It was strongly opposed by all major
livestock industry orgainzations, including the Texas Sheep and
Goat Raiser's Association.

That the House would consider the needs of western livestock
producers over the demands of a predominately eastern-oriented
industry was a gratifying step toward reason on the part of the
legislators. That stockmen's legitimate needs prevailed over the
pleas of organized labor was not:only gratifying but.seomewhat
surprising. £ '

At that, the decision was by no means a runaway affair--the mea-
sure fell by only about two dozen votes. It had been proposed as
as amendment to a bill re-authorizing federal export limitation
authority in general, and was prompted by claims from the leather
goods industry that a shortage of hides was forcing up leather
prices to the detriment of domestic manufacturers forced to com-
pete with less expensive imports.

The wories were legitimate--to a point. It's true that much of
the domestic leather goods industry has been in a slump lately, and
also true that leather prices have risen along with improved cattle
prices. Opponents of the measure have pointed out, however, that
higher leather prices are really not to blame for the industry's
woes--in fact, the cost of leather makes up only a very small per-
centage of the finished price of most manufactured leather goods an
apparel. Indeed,it's been noted that leather prices have actually
fallen several times in recent years while the finished cost of
leather goods have climbed merrily along. .

Where does the fault lie? Partly in outdated machinery and
technology and partly in outrageous union labor demand. Both of
these problems can be traced in turn directly to the government.
mostly federal but in some cases state government, too. Government
regulations and tax policies have virtually guaranteed a shortage
of investment capital desperately needed to update factories. The
same government that blessed the industry with these problems also
blessed it with labor laws lopsided enough to scare off what in-
vestments might otherwise have been forthcoming, not to mention
strangling the industry outright.

The proposed amendment, then, would have been an attempt to
dilute the problems caused by government meddling with another
generous dose of government meddling. In addition, it would have
deprived the U.S. economy of a much-needed export commodity valued
at an estimated $600 million dollars annually.

Fortunately, someone caught on. Who know? Maybe it'll start a
trend!
