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DROUGHT CONTINUES EFFECT ON
SOUTHWEST AGRICULTURE

UVALDE--The continuing heat wave
continues its effect on the re-
gion's agricultural production.
However, some positive notes
creep in amidst otherwise glo-
omy forecasts, according to Jose
G. Pena, Management Economist
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service in Uvalde.
Milo harvesting is nearing
its peak. Some dry land farmers

report averaging up to 2,500 lbs.

per acre while irrigation is
producing 4,500 to 5,000 1bs. to
the acre. The $4.60 price per
hundred weight is very encourag-
ing. Many farmer expected $3.80
‘to $3.90 per cwt. at planting
time. Some observers feel the

price may eventually go to $5.00.

The area's first cotton bale
was delivered for ginning early
last week. These short seasons

varieties, forced to early ma-
turity by intense heat and dry
conditions, are expected to pro-

duce poorer yields than last
season. But overall, the cotton
crop outlook appears bright.

Cattle liquidation continues
since pastures are dry and cun
scalded. Many calves " aned
for October marketing a2t 400-
SOOfpounds are being sold now a

at substantially lower weights.
The beef cattle market had show-
ed signs of recovery after DES-
treated cattle were eliminated
from the system. But this liqui-
dation has stabilized the price
and the expected increases have
not materialized.

Corn yields are also predict-
ed to be lower. The late spring
freezes and the May storms had
a devastating effect to the young

~-corn plants and now the the heat
wave forced early maturity before

the full crop was set. Although
ears appear fully developed, some
endosperms haven't completely
matured, so lighter yields are
expected. Early surveys show

that farmers will average around
75 to 80 bushels per acre as com-
pared to last year's average of
over 100 bushels.

The fall vegetable prospect
isn't encouraging. The substan-
tial amount of moisture needed
to irrigate corn and cotton has

DROUGHT THREATENS PECAN CROPS

UVALDE——Pecans are currently ex-
periencing serious water short-
age problems across the state

and particularly in Southwest
Texas.

Growth in may young trees has
been slowed and a horticulturist
with the Texas Agricutlural Ex-
tension Service warns that mature
trees may have short crops or
produce smaller than usual nuts
this year.

Dr. George R. MeEachern says
that trees growing in sandy or
shallow soil are having the great-
est difficulty and irrigation is
proving to be essential during
this unusually dry year.

"It is improtant to maintain
a relatively uniform soil mois-
ture level throughout the grow-
ing season fromi!April to October"
McEachern stresses. "Early spring,
when growth begins, mid-summer,

when the nut develops, and early
fall, as the kernal develops,
are very important irrigation
periods for pecan bearing trees.'
Productive treesa he empha-
sizes, require a minimum of 32
inches of water per season if
they are on good soil.
"Homeowners should apply two
inches per day to lawn trees if
over two weeks of drought occurs"
he says. '""This includes most areas
of the state. Trees on:;ishallow
or sandy soil will ‘neéd“more fre-
quent irrigation. Howejgr, home-
owners should not allow;sprink-
lers to spray the foliage be-
cause it can cause saltidburn."
The Texas A&M University hor-
ticulturist recommendsxghe fol-
lowing rule of thumb forx pecan
irrigation: 4-gallons of water
per day during July and “August

for first-year trees, 87gallons
a day for second-yeay txees, and

16 gallons of water per day for
third-year trees. Large trees will
use over 100 gallons of water
daily during those months.
McEachern says commerical
pecan growers in Texas commonly
use flood, drip sprinkler or bub-
ble irrigation to supply water
to their trees. Some of these
methods can be used effectively
by homeowners. Consult your
county extension agent for more
details.
