FICUS.. Moraceahe

There are about 800 species of 
the genus Ficus (Latin for "Fig") 
Most of these are navtives of the 
warmer parts of the world. Several 
of them make good house plants, 
but not the edible Fig. The Ficus 
most often used indoors are prized 
for their evergreen foliage. One 
such species of the Ficus is the 
Benjamia or Weeping Fig. It is 
a small, graceful tree, useful 
when young to mix with other plan­
tings. It will eventually grow 
to about 6 feet in height with 
its weeping, treelike appearance. 
Weeping Figs need medium light 
and does best in warm room temper­
atures. It needs moderately 
watering, allwoing only the top 
1/2 inch of the potting mixture 
to dryout between waterings.
Apply standard liquid fertilizer 
every two weeks during the active 
growing season.

Every now and then the people win a big 
one. This was the case for the veterans 
in South Texas when the Office of Man­
agement and Budget backed off threats 
to transfer vital veteran's services 
from San Antonio to Houston.

I may be that the OMB was not fami- 
liat with the size of Texas when it 
suggested that veterans in the 60 coun­
ties served by San Antonio simply 
shift over to Houston. I thought this 
was particularly remarkable in view of s 
the fact that only San Diego and Norfolk 
Virginia have larger concentrations of 
seriously disabled veterans than San 
Antonio. It has never been a secret 
that the 23rd Disttrict has a great num­
ber of veterans who have paid their 
dues to the nation.

When I went to the floor of the 
House of Representavites to fight this 
proposal, I was immediately joined by 
Representatives G.V."Sonny" Montgomery, 
the able and powerful Chairman of 
the House Veterans Affairs Committee.

"I certainly will look into this 
matter," he assured me during our con 
versation.

The next day I was informed by the 
Chairman that he had indeed contacted 
the OMB and that OMB Director David 
Stockman had directed the Veterans Ad­
ministration not to move the services 
until Congress decides what it wants 
to do. He said fif the Appropriations 
Committee includes funding for the 
service offices, the VA and the OMB will 
not object.

While nothing is ever certain in 
Congress, the HOuse has traditionally 
been the champion of services to 
veterans and I would expect that every 
consideration will be given this mat­
ter. In the meantime, I am delighted 
to announce that these services will 
continue to be available much closer 
to home.

NEW LEGISLATION

I am pleased to report that I have 
co-sponsored a bill to extend the Older 
Americans Act for a three-year period. 
This legislation provides many services

for this nation's elderly which, taken 
together, enable them to remain self- 
sufficient and valued contributors to 
our society. It proposes modest speng- 
ing for home-delivered meals to those 
most in need and would establish a 
new national tull-free information hot­
line for senior citizens. I hope our 
nation never reaches the point that we 
would neglect older persons, whose 
knowledge and experience are vital to 
the well-being of us all and who have 
contributed so much to making our coun 
try what it is today.

I have also joined with Congressman 
Charles Rose, Chairman of the House 
Agriculture Subcommittee on Tobacco 
Peanuts, in sponsoring a bill to assure 
adequate supplies of peanuts and pea­
nut products t o meet the food needs of 
consumers at reasonable prices. The 
bill is sponsored by the National Pea­
nut Growers, and many South Texans haved 
contacted my office in favor of it.
The bill was referred to the House 
Agriculture committee and I will report 
later on its progress.

CUTS IN EDUCATION

Look for a major battle when the 
Administration's proposal for a major 
shift in national education policy comes 
up for debate in the House Education 
and Labor committee. Under the legis­
lation, a single block grant to the 
states would replace 44 separate pro­
grams and the funding amount would be 
reduced to $1 billion next year. Some 
educators are already warning that the 
new, wider latitude given the states 
may result in even greater reductions 
particularly to big-city districts 
with large numbers of poor children.
The other side of the argument is that 
the reduction in overhead now involved 
in federal supervision of the program 
may help make up the difference.

PRESIDENT REAGAN
I think we were all relieved that the 
President looked so well during the 
appearance before the House of Repre­
sentatives. We had all read that he was 
in good health after the tragic shoot­
ing incident, but it was good to know 
that he had recovered so rapidly. He 
did a good job in outlining the economic 
difficulties facing our nation. Debate 
over the budget began las week, but 
there were no votes. I will discuss the 
budget at length next week.

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SCREWWORM WATCH

Continued success of the screwworm 
eradication program depends on in­
dividual livestock producer cooper­
ation, Dr. John Holcombe, executive 
director, Texas Animal Health Com­
mission, Austin, said recently.

"This is the time of the year we 
would normally expect to see an in­
crease in screwworms throughout this 
area. Except for two cases reported 
this year, there is no major problem. 
But we don11 want to become complacent 
Those two cases, one in El Paso, the 
other in Sonora, remind us we can 
get in trouble again if we don't con­
tinue our area surveillance efforts," 
Dr. Holcombe said.

Texas Animal Health Commission 
personnel are continuing their efforts 
to monitor fly traps and to inform 
individual livestock producers in 
regard to the situation. "But it all 
comes doen to the individual live 
stock producer. He is the one who 
must continue to check his livestock 
regularly, and submit suspected screw 
worm samples to the fly laboratory 
at Mission, " Dr. Holcombe said.

Jack schwartz of Leakey and Joe 
Bloodworth of Del Rio are two TAHC 
personnel working with livstock pro­
ducers. Schwartz is in charge of the 
TAHC screwworm eradication program 
and Bloodworth is inspector and field 
man for the TAHC.

"We have seen an increase in re­
cent weeks in the number of suspected 
screwworm samples submitted to the 
Mission fly lab. This is good news, 
and we want to emphasize this should 
continue. We are getting good cooper 
ation from producers, especially in 
the affected areas, but we also need 
help from other cattlemen, too in 
sending samples," Schwarz said.

Kits for submitting samples are 
avaialbe from TAHC area offices and 
other outlets. They can be mailed 
postage-free.

Search For A Lonely Legend
The search is on  for a 

lon ely  legend roam ing the  
South African bush. The e f ­
fort to  find and capture one  
o f  the w orld ’s m ost extraor­
d in a r y  a n im a ls ,  a K in g  
c h e e t a h ,  is  t a k in g  p la c e  
m a in ly  in  t h e  K ru g er  
N ational Park, where three 
verified sightings have been  
reported in the past four 
years.

With the sleek  racing 
lines o f  the cheetah , body  
m arkings m ore like a le o ­
pard’s, and broad tiger-like 
stripes along its back, the  
big cat is a sc ien tific  puzzle. 
N o t a single King cheetah has 
ever been captured alive for 
detailed stu dy: indeed, since  
192 7  no m ore than 26 pelts 
and on e  skull are know n to  
have been preserved. R e­
ported sightings were spaced  
years apart.

B r it i s h - b o r n  e x p lo r e r  
Paul B ottriell and his A u st­
ralian w ife Lena have spent 
m ore than three years re­
searching the King cheetah. 
But th ey  still have m ore  
questions than answers. Is 
the anim al a m ore noctur­
nal sub-species o f  the ordi­
nary cheetah , living in m ore 
densely w ood ed  habitat? Is 
it an aberrant form  in which

the markings o f  individuals 
found over thousands o f  
square m iles are strikingly  
similar?

Or is it the unthinkable — 
the progeny o f  a leopard  
and a cheetah? Leopards are 
k n o w n  t o  k i l l  c h e e t a h s .  
H owever, Paul B ottriell says 
laboratory analysis o f  a 
King ch eetah ’s hair show s it 
to  be closer to  a leopard’s. 
And he claim s that m ost o f  
the King cheetah skins he 
has studied are bigger than  
the fine ly -spotted  pelts o f  
norm al adult cheetahs.

Y et on  tw o o f  the three 
o c c a s io n s  K in g  c h e e t a h s  
have been photographed, 
th ey  have been in the com ­
pany o f  cheetahs w ith stan­
dard markings, supporting  
the view  that the King is a 
rarely but regularly occuring  
m utation.

If they  can capture one, 
Paul and Lena Bottriell say 
th ey  have been offered the  
use o f  properties, stocked  
w ith antelopes and other  
prey anim als, suitable for  
studying the habits o f  the  
legendary King. Their dream  
is to  capture a pair o f  King 
c h e e t a h s  — b r e e d in g  them  
so  that the m ystery can 
finally be solved.

These line drawings of two cheetah skins, the King (left' 
and the common cheetah, were made by Paul Bosman, 
a leading South African wild life artist. He describes 
the King cheetah skins as very beautiful, the background 
not as dark as that of the common cheetah so that the 
bold black markings show up vividly, with the hair longer 
and d a rk e r th an  th e  n orm al ch eetah 's . O n ly  fo u r  
mounted skins of King cheetahs are on display in muse­
ums: Two in the British Museum of Natural History in 
London, one in the Natal Museum, Pietermaritzburg, 
and another in Cape Town's South African Museum.

TEXAS SHEEP & GOAT 
RAISERS ASSOCIATION

In what one association spokesman calls 
a "l&Sfe resort" effort to overcome un­
fair marketing practices, the National 
Wool Growers Assn, recently filed a 
countervailing duties petition against 
New Zealand and Australian lamb meat 
imports.

NWGA has tried unsuccessfully for 
years to get a handle on unrestrained 
lamb imports, primarily from New Zea+ 
land. The latest action is an outgrow­
th of revelations by the USDA's Foreign 
Agriculture Service and NWGA's own in­
vestigators that the exporting nations 
pay outright subsidies on lamb meat 
shipped to the U .S.

In practical terms, the subsidy al­
lows imported lamb to sell in the U.S. 
at an artifuically low price and gives 
the imported product an unfair compet­
itive advantage over domestic lamb.

U.S.law provides for a "counter­
vailing duty" or compensation tax on 
such subsidized imports. The tax, equal 
to the amount of subsidy, simply takes 
up the slack between the subsidized 
price and waht the imported product 
would sell for unaided on an open mar­
ket.

NWGA spokesman Dan Murphy says the 
association's investigation indicates 
that the New Zealand subsidy runs about 
15-20 percent of dollar value, Austra­
lia's about 10-15 percent. In other 
words, our American producers are 
having to compete with an imported pro 
duct that sells for an average of 15 
cents on the dollar cheaper than it 
should.

The decision of whether or not to 
im pose countervailing duties rests 
with the federal government and will 
follow a government investigation into 
NWGA's charges. Murphy says that the 
investigation itself could prove valu­
able to the domestic lamb industry even 
if the feds rule against correcting the 
imbalance. Government investigators, 
he explains, will have access to records 
and information denied NWGA, "and may 
come up with a good deal more than we 
found." That information would be of 
considerable benefit in any future at­
tempts to legislate a limit on lamb im­
ports.

A 1979 bill to establish a lamb 
import quota died under pressure from 
the Carter Administration, but Murphy 
says another such measure may be in 
troduced by late this year or early 
next year.

Meanwhile, the U.S. sheep industry 
continues to suffer the multiple in­
dignities of subsidized competion from 
abroad compounded by longstanding 
government policies which aggravate the 
critical labor shortage, favor predators 
over their hapless prey and threaten 
to take millions of acres of rangeland 
out of prductive use on the whim of 
envirnomentals radicals. The Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raiser's Assn/ feels it's high 
time Washington removed some of the 
artificial impediments preventing the 
U.S. sheep industry from realizing its 
priductive potential.

Call her Patricia A llison , 
though that’s not her real name. 
She’s been k Registered Nurse 
for 12 years, practicing her pro­
fession with the only doctor  
there is in this West Texas 
county.

Patricia says that people in 
her county need at least one  
m ore physician to handle the 
load, but none will com e. It’s the 
old problem  — m ost doctors 
want to go where the m oney is 
and the lights are brightest. How  
are you going to lure them back 
to the country, after they’ve seen 
the River Oaks country club?

Texas has plenty o f  medical 
talent. Our need is to spread it 
more evenly around the state, to 
people living in poor neighbor­
hoods and out to people living in 
the small towns and rural coun­

ties. Right now, more than 70% 
o f  Texas counties have been 
found to be “medically under- 
served,” meaning they have a 
flat-out shortage o f  doctors, or 
they have a lot o f  elderly people 
and poor people with no medical 
facilities to cope with their 
chronic health problem s. A few  
counties still have no doctor at 
all, much less a hospital or 
clinic.

What to do? One sensible so­
lution is to make better use o f  
the talents o f  Patricia A llison. 
She is one o f  more than 500 spe­
cially-trained, veteran nurses 
who have gone back to school to 
becom e “Advanced Nurse Prac­
titioners.” As a result o f  these 
education programs, nurses like 
Patricia are qualified to perform  
many o f  the routine medical

services that doctors now have 
to do — they can diagnose the 
minor illnesses, administer pre­
ventive care, counsel with pa­
tients and handle minor office  
surgery.

These super-skilled nurses 
can take up som e o f  the slack in 
areas o f  doctor shortages, serv­
ing as sort o f  “surrogate doc­
tors” in strict collaboration with 
a supervising physician. And the 
com munities can afford them, 
since an Advanced Nurse Practi­
tioner’s average salary is under 
$20,000, rather than the $80,000  
average yearly incom e o f  
doctors.

Thirty-six states have 
adopted such a plan, and now  
Rep. Craig W ashington and Sen. 
Chet Brooks have proposed HB 
1059 and SB 575, which would  
allow Advanced Nurse Practi­
tioners to get to work for us in 
Texas.

But the bill is stuck in com ­
m ittee, because the d octor’s 
lobby, the Texas Medical A ssoci­
ation, is out to kill it. “Only 
doctors can do what doctors 
d o ,” they assert, claiming that 
nurses can handle bedpans but 
are not qualified to “play doc­
tor.” TM A lobbyists say that 
nurses will make mistakes and 
destroy the public’s trust in the 
medical profession.

Hold on, say the nurses. First 
o f  all, w e’re being trained by 
som e o f  the very professors who 
train you, and we might even 
show you a trick or two. Sec­
ond , w e’re not talking about 
performing brain surgery or di­
agnosing rare cancers; we would  
handle things like flu cases, cuts 
and bruises, physical exam s, ini­
tial patient screenings and some 
consultations. Third, even this 
work would be supervised by a 
physician. According to the 
nurses, various studies show that 
60% or more o f  the cases that 
walk in a doctor’s o ffice  can eas­
ily be handled by a nurse practi­
tioner, and at about half the cost 
a doctor would charge.

W hat’s your opinion? Is HB 
1059 a good prescription for 
som e o f  our health needs in 
Texas? The A N P  bill has passed 
the Senate, but it is locked in the 
Government Organization C om ­
mittee o f  the H ouse right now, 
and you can tell them what you 
think about it by writing to the 
com mittee chairman at this ad­
dress: Rep.
