<10W, 20W /20, 30 or 10W /40 
are Society of Automotive 
Engineers designations di­
rectly relating to the vis­
cosity of a particular lubri­
cant. The lower the viscosi­
ty, the easier the oil will 
flow, so you’ll want, gen­
erally, a low number for 
cold operation, higher for 
warm. A “W” simply means, 
say experts at Gulf Oil, 
that the product has been 
tested at low temperature 
and is a “winter grade”. A 
product with two designa­
tions such as 10W /40 indi­
cates that the product is 
multi-viscosity. That means 

, that when cold, the product 
performs like a 10W fluid, 
and when warmed as the en­
gine operating temperature 
increases, performs like an 
SAE 40 product.

Today’s changes in 
telecommunications

For most customers, the FCC 
changes effective January 1 will have 
little impact. In fact, you probably 
won't be affected immediately unless 
you move, disconnect or change 
your service in some way. If you plan 
to alter your phone service, here are 
some areas of change you should 
know about.

Bell PhoneCenters
Bell PhoneCenters are no longer a

part of Southwestern Bell. Now the 
Southwestern Bell business office is 
the place to call for starting, stop­
ping, moving or changing your 
service. Residence customers may 
call (toll-free) 1 + 951-1100 for billing 
questions or orders.

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GROWERS NEEDED FOR SOIL 
FERTILITY DEMONSTRATIONS
Proper fertilization helps insure a 
respectable crop yield while in­
creasing resistance to drought, 
disease, and insects. But how 
much fertilizer is sufficient?

Soil Testing has long been re­
cognized as the best barometer for 
determining nutrient needs of any 
cropland. According to a Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
agronomist, soil testing is even 
more important in this time of 
rising costs and uncertain prices.

"We must test soils prior 
to fertilization to determine what 
is already in the soil and what nu­
trients should be added, based on 
our yield expectations," pointsout 
Dr. Noble Kearney. "Soil testing 
is a reliable means of predicting 
nutrient needs of crops."

However, Kearney says differ­
ent soil testing labs may show 
different results and recommenda­
tions since they use three differ­
ent concepts. These include the 
cation saturation ratio, nutrient 
maintenance, and sufficiency level.

Most university soil testing 
labs make recommendations based on 
the sufficiency level, or soil test 
calibrations that reveal no yield 
response to an applied nutrient 
when the soil tests above a certain 
level.

In an eight-year study that 
concluded in 1982, a Nebraska re­
searcher found no significant yield 
differences for corn by following 
the recommendations of different 
soil testing labs. Yet, large 
differences existed in the cost 
per acre for the amout of fertili­
zer, amounting to over 100 percent 
in some cases. The lowest fertili­
zer cost per acre was from the Uni­
versity of Nebraska lab which made 
its recommendations based on the 
sufficiency level concept. Texas 
A&M's lab follows the same proce­
dure.

Kearney stresses that grower's 
assistance is very critical in 
developing certain soil test reco­
mmendations for crop fertilization.

"In order for the Texas A&M

s o il  testing laboratory to generate 
recommendations using the s u ff i­
ciency le v e l concept, information 
on y ie ld  responses from producers 
is  essen tia l,"  he emphasizes.
"Some o f th is information is  de­
rived  from Experiment Station test 
p lo ts , county resu lt demonstrations 
and production unit y ie ld s . But 
the bulk o f th is information even­
tu a lly  comes from producers in  
d iffe ren t parts o f the s ta te ."

Kearney says producers can 
help fin e  tune s o il  test recommen­
dations by taking representative 
s o il  smaples, f e r t i l i z in g  according 
to those recommendations and repo­
rtin g  resu lts (y ie ld s , f e r t i l i z e r  
amounts and costs) to county Exten­
sion agents o f the lab.
Kearney is  enxious to discuss s o il  
testing and s o il  f e r t i l i t y  with 
South west Texas growers. He's 
also looking forward to in it ia t in g  
f e r t i l i t y  demonstrations on farms
throughout the region which can help 
increase p ro fits  by con tro llin g  input 
cos ts .
