DIAMONDS THROUGH THE AGES

Our neighbor gave 
us the good word 

about heat pumps.

T he beauty of one of the  
w orld’s m ost precious gem s— 
the diam ond—h as captivated  
kings, queens, nobility  and  
o th er celebrated  gift-g ivers 
through the centuries.

T he Koh-i-noor is probably 
th e  best know n of all d ia ­
m ond gems. T here  is a  trad i­
tion th a t  it w as taken  in 1304 
from the R ajah  of M alwa, in 
India, whose fam ily had  held 
it for centuries. I t  is believed 
to have been guarded  with 
o ther treasures a t Delhi until 
1739, when it w as carried off 
by N adir S h ah  of Persia, and 
e v e n tu a l ly  p r e s e n te d  to  
Queen Victoria of E ngland, 
in 1850. It weighed 186 car­
a ts . Today, recu t to 108.93 
carats, it is am ong the E ng­
lish crown jewels.

The G reat Mogul w as the 
l a r g e s t  I n d i a n  d ia m o n d  
k n o w n . T h e  ro u g h  s to n e  
weighed 817 cara ts , bu t in ­
expert cu tting  reduced it to 
287 1/2 cara ts . T he Orloof, 
now part of the  Soviet d ia ­
m ond treasury , w as one of 
th e  R u ssian  crow n jew els. 
Legend say s th a t  it w as one 
of the eyes of the  H indu gold 
SRI-RANGA in a Temple in 
SIRANGEM . It was eventu­
a lly  sold to C oun t Orloof, 
once a favorite of C atherine 
the  G reat and presented to 
the Queen. As cut, the stone 
weighs 199.8 carats.

The celebrated Regent, or 
P itt Diamond, which weighed 
410 cara ts  in the rough, was 
found in India in 1701 and 
l a t e r  p u r c h a s e d  by  S i r  
_Thomaŝ hUJ_who_^

th e  F re n c h  c row n . L ater, 
N apoleon had  it set in his 
sword hilt.

T he diam ond is first known 
to have  found its place in an  
e n g a g e m e n t r in g  in 1477. 
M axim ilian  of A ustria  had  
asked his advisors for help in 
choosing  a proper en g ag e­
m ent ring  for h is betrothed, 
M ary of Burgundy. T heir ad­
vice: “Give her a  diam ond.”

T he diam ond h as  since re­
m ained the symbol of betroth­
al for m any  reasons. Its very 
n a m e  — fro m  th e  G re e k  
adamas, m eaning inconquer- 
ab le—suggests the  trium ph 
and e ternity  o f love. Like the 
passion of love, some say, it 
“sends forth a  flam e w ithout 
the aid of fire.”

This Land 
Is Your Land

Garry Mauro

When I visited Israel last summer. I was struck with the similarity 
between the Israeli southern desert and the Trans-Pecos region of West 
Texas.

My first impression was confirmed recently by two Israeli engineers who 
traveled to Far West Texas with me. They agreed that the widely separated 
areas have similar ecologies, and these engineers pointed out that Texas 
farmers may be able to use Israeli farming techniques to improve our own 
farmland in the Trans-Pecos. This and their other conclusions are in a report 
that is the first phase of a project to make our public lands dedicated to 
education more valuable.

My first goal as Texas Land Commissioner is to find way s to make more 
money for the schoolchildren of Texas from our Permanent.School Fund 
lands. Second, we hope to demonstrate better use of our state’s precious 
water resources, and third, we want to produce more food and fiber for the 
state.

Tahal Consulting Engineers Ltd. of Tel A\i\ have gone over data 
collected by the General Land Office staff, studying hydrology, soils, 
topography and other areas of engineering interest to put together this report 
which designates two state-owned tracts in West Lexas as possible 
experimental farming areas.

The two tracts were chosen for their suitability to show irrigation and 
crop production through the use of brackish (salty ) water. One tract is 
located near the city of El Paso, and the other is located 23 miles southwest of 
Pecos in Reeves County.

The General Land Office manages more than 800.000 acres in West 
Texas that produce less than S3 per acre per year. That's because nearly 
200.000 acres have proven to be unleasable. with much of the remaining 
acreage suitable only for grazing.

It is the policy of the General l.and Office to determine the highest and 
best use of all state lands to be sure that we earn as much money for the state 
as we can. The land in the Trans-Pecos can be productive if we apply the 
expertise that has been used in Israel to move their desert back 75 miles.

During my visit to Israel last summer. I saw highly productive land 
where once there had only been desert. The technology used to do this was 
created here at our Texas universities-Texas A&M University. Sul Ross 
University. Texas Tech University and the University of Texas—and 
perfected by necessity by the Israelis. These l  exas universities will be called 
on to help us perfect it here.

The project is the first to take place under the auspices ol the Lexas- 
Israeli Exchange, a program created to promote the exchange of ideas and 
technology between the state of Texas and the state of Israel.

We hope to begin the second phase of the West Lexas project in 45 day s, 
with a team of Tahal consultants coming to Texas to work with stale 
agencies, our universities and the Governor's Office to help us decide whether 
there are sound economical and technical reasons to develop the two tracts 
using salty water.

The report says we can develop crops (like certain salt-tolerant 
vegetables) or perennials (such as pecans, almonds or pistachios). I he 
question now is whether it can be done at a profit for the schoolchildren of 
Texas. The second phase of the project w ill cost an estimated $90.000. but it is 
verv much in keeping with my intention to increase the productivity of the 
Permanent School Fund lands in the I rans-Pecos.

This plan is not an academic exercise but an exercise in making money. 
If successful, it will produce a fruitful project not only lor lexas farmers but 
for the schoolchildren of Texas. It is another step in our efforts to manage our 
state lands like a business-an income-producing business that does its best by 
aggressive management to serve as a partial solution to the state's current 
fiscal crisis.

TYPES OF ARTHRITIS
O steoarth ritis is a de­

generative jo in t disease, and 
the  most common form of 
a rth ritis . Rheum atoid a r­
th ritis  is a potentially crip­
pling disease, and not as com­
mon. The cause of rh eu m a­
toid a rth ritis  is unknown, and 
its effects can bring pain, 
stiffness, inflam m ation, swel­
ling and som etim es destruc­
tion of joints.

O steoarth ritis  affects the 
weight bearing  jo in ts such as 
hips, knees and the  spine.
Sym ptom s vary, and in the 
early  stages one may experi­
ence stiffness when first get­
ting  up, or discomfort in a 
change of w eather. In ad ­
vanced stages, pa tien ts ex­
perience pain and swelling.
