Dear Editor:

I realize it is not the policy of
a newspaper to accept anonymous
letters, however, for reasons you
will wunderstand I prefer not to
sign my name to this letter. I do
80 1in order not to offend friends
and acquaintances in our small
community. This is something that
must be discussed in the open.

I am referring to the problem of
teenage alcohol abuse. I sincerely
care about these young people, and
the example they are setting for
our younger children. I know that
some people are aware of this
problem, but others are not, and
they need to be, before the
situation becomes worse for our
community.

I frequently take out cof town
business guests to Acuna for
dinner. I am apalled at the number
of drunk teenagers I see from

surrounding communities. They go
to the bars and discos there. I
often see Brackettville students

there. Some, not all, are
extremely drunk. Consider the
dangers of young people unescorted
in Mexico late at night and driving
home on our highways.

At the recent Frontier Fair
dance, I saw many high school and
junior high students drinking
alcohol openly in the Civie Center.
Is this not against the law?
Several students have been in
serious trouble for possession of
alcohol on school property. I
realize there are always going to
be some students who will drink,
but this problem has grown to be

extreme. Alcohol abuse is not only
at special events, but an everyday
problem.

Let me make clear that these are
all kids we know and 1love. They
are our "good kids". Some of their
parents are very worried, but many
others seem not to care or are
closing their eyes to the
situation. Parents need to get

" their heads out of the sand. To

relieve my conscience, I must ¢try
to speak out. I do not do this in
a critical way, but because I care
about these young people.

I would like to see our laws
concerning "minors in possession"
and "contributing to the
delinquency of a minor"™ enforced.

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TAXES DRIVE UP THE COST

|[OF GASOLINE FOR MOTORISTS

AUSTIN, Texas -- In recent months,
Texans pulling into their 1local
service stations for gasoline have
been confronted with rising pump
prices, partially due to the recent
nickel hike in the state's motor
fuels tax. And there's more bad
news: Increased federal excise
taxes on gasoline 1loom in the
future.

Motor fuel is one of the most
heavily taxed commodities in the
nation, according to the Texas 0il
Marketers Association, and those
taxes continue to grow. Effective
January 1, 1987, the state gasoline
tax jumped from 10 cents to 15
cents, in a move designed to aid
Texas' crippled budget. That means
that the state motor fuels tax has
tripled in less than five years.

Today, Texans pumping gasoline
into their vehicles, pay the 15
cents state excise tax and 9.1

cents in federal excise tax for a
total of 24.1 cents in combined
taxes. , ;

But officials of the Austin-based
trade association predict that
federal excise taxes will also rise

gallon of state and federal
gasoline taxes. Or, in other
words, more than 33 percent of the

price for a $1.00 per gallon
purchase would be paid in taxes.
"What motorists should realize,"
said Allred, "is that when the
cost of petroleum products
eventually rises, those increased
taxes will still be with us. For
instance, earlier in the year, over

a one-month period of time, some
major suppliers raised their
wholesale prices 8 cents. That

CATHOLIC CHURCH HISTORY

As far as can be gathered from the meager records

available, Brackettville was first visited by a priest
about 1875. Fr. Ed. Kelly and Fr. M. Murphy labored
strenuously here and in the surrounding missions for
some years. The stone church which still serves the
parish was:built by Fr. Kelly and blessed in 1879 by
Biship Pellicer, first Bishop of San Antonio. The
Rev. Austin Heyburn was assistant to Fr. Kelly.

The Rev. L. Genolin visited this mission territory for
several months in 1878. After the departure of Fr.
Kelly, Fr. Heyburn continued the work until Sept.
1881. The Rev. F. Wicart succeeded him and remained
until Dec. 5, 1882. 1In the early part of 1884 the
name of Fr. F. Schmelzer appears but only for a few

months.

It must be remembered that at this period only a few
priests labored in a vast territory. They went from
mission to mission planting the seed here and there,

building little churches and visiting them at
irregular intervals, and for the most part, these
wandering missionaries had no fixed abode. Their home

*ﬁ'was wherever they happened to be. For this reason
records are difficult to trace since entries regarding
one place frequently were recorded in another. For
instance, many of the older records of Uvalde are
found at Eagle Pass.

The difficult nature of missionary work in the
Western Section of the diocese induced Bishop Neraz to
appeal to the Oblate Fathers, and in 1884 they began
their great work which has continued and expanded down
to the present time.

Brackettville was among the missions placed in
charge of the Oblate Fathers and for the most part
they have cared for it since that time, but there were
intervals when it was entrusted to others. For
instance, the Rev. J.B. Rowe was resident pastor there
for some time at the beginning of the century and in
later years we find the names of Rev. Peter Boivin,
Rev. G.B. Martin, Rev. E. Marco and Rev. James
" Ericson. The following Oblate Fathers have been

resident pastors in more recent years: Rev. Pierre
Tonson, Rev. Patrick Ward, Rev. F.X. Gagnon, Rev. A.A.
Cartier, Rev. Eloy Fuentes, and the present pastor,
Rev. Jose Prieto, who was appointed in February 1949.

The fortunes of the parish have waxed and waned
considerably with those of Fort Clark (established in
1852), the military post adjacent to Brackettville,. to
which the pastors have acted as chaplains. At times
there were many Catholics stationed there and again
there were times when there were many civilian
employees, but the Fort has been closed since 1944.

The Mission Church of St. Blase at Spofford, ten
miles distant, has been served from Brackettville for
many years.

However, I would like to take a few
lines to address those who enjoy
this particular hobby. Kites can
be fun, but they can also be
dangerous. Please be sure that you
fly your kite in an open area.
This region has mostly open areas,
so finding a place is easy. Keep
your kite, at all times, away from I
electrical lines, power poles, and
telephone lines.

If your kite becomes entangled in
such a place, cut the string and
count your losses. Most of the
time, the kite would be too damaged
to try to recover anyway. Also the
kite would be damaged by trying to
pull it down. And the risks of
attempting a "rescue" are great.
If the conditions are right, the
string can act as a conductor for
the static electricity given off by
the lines. Trees can also be
formidable adversaries. They may
appear to be an easy climb to
retrieve a kite, but may actually
be the cause of much sorrow.

The 1long and short of it is...if
it gets hung up, hang it up. Kites |
are easy to replace...you aren't.
Oh yeah, don't play Benjamin
Franklin. For being so smart, he
definitely played it dumb!

SALES RISE IN TEXAS

During the fourth quarter 1986,
the rate of existing home sales in
Texas increased 16.4%, over the
This increase
follows declines of 9.6% and 4.1%
in the first two quarters, and a
slight increase of 1.7% in the
third quarter, according to Bill
Stinson, president of the Texas
Association of Realtors (TAR).

"ITn view of the economic
conditions adversely affecting us
last year, this is a surprisingly
strong performance for Texas,"
Stinson said. "Tnvestor interest
is one factor in this increase and
an indicator of strong faith in
Texas' economy."

On a seasonally-adjusted annual
basis,®* the rate of existing home
sales in Texas rose to 257,600
units during the fourth quarter of
1986, compared to 221,300 units in
the same three-month period in
1985.

Texas ranked third in the nation
in overall resale activity, behind
California and Pennsylvania. Forty
states experienced increases in
resale activity. The sales rate
for the nation as a whole was up
154 over fourth quarter 1985,
hitting an all time record level of
4,370,000. The last record was set
in the fourth quarter of 1978.

Texas may well have the oldest
town .on the American Continent.
This is not just another tall Texas
tale, but one based on research at
the University of Texas. There has
been a village at the confluence of
the Rio Grande and Concho rivers
for more than 10,000 years.

Presidio, Texas is situated at
the meeting of the two rivers, and
Ojinaga, Mexico, is located on the
Mexican side. Cabeza de Vaca in
his wanderings stopped here, built
a cross on a nearby mountain and
called it "Las Cruces". In 1581 it
was called La Junta (The Junction),
because the Rio Concho and the Rio
Grande came together just above the
settlement.

Four miles east of present
Presidio, the Mission Del Apostal
Santiago, one of the missions

established by Father Fray Nicilos

This was also the
approximate site of Presidio Del
Norte De La Junta, established by
Capitan Alonzo Rubin De Celis in
1759-90. The name Presidio is
retained by the present town and
county. :

In this vicinity the missions San
Antonio De Las Poliques, San
Francisco De Las Jaimez, Santa
Maria La Redonde, San  Pedro
Aleandara, El1 Apostol Santiago, and
San Christobal were first
established by Don Juan Dominques
De Mendosa and Padre Fray Nicolos
Lopez and maintained by the
Franciscans to serve the Apache,
Natagas, Farones, Puliques,
Julines, Jamanos, Jumas and other
Indian tribes, administrated and
controlled in 1746 by the Custodia
of New Mexico.

In 1848, Ben Leaton bought the
abandoned Mission Del Apostal
Santiago and renamed it @ Fort
Leaton. He was the first Anglo
American farmer in west Texas and.

he restored the place and held
perpetual open house. It was used
as home and headquarters for the
United States Army on the Border,
among other things.

No one knows whether Ben Leaton's
stay in the country was good or
bad, but he certainly had a great
influence. At least the many

- starving and thirsty travelers who

came to his door were never turned
away.

Recently I had occasion to be in
Presidio on a pleasant spring day
and the settlement was
enough, but during its long history
Presidio witnessed many exciting
incidents.

Perhaps one of the most
interesting incidents was when
Pancho Villa operated in and around
Ojinaga, Mexico, Jjust across the
Rio Grande from Presidio. It seems
some of the revolutionists . crossed
the river and did a little raiding
on the quietus. Ranchers in the
area were beginning to feel the
effects of the revolution. United
States troops were stationed at
various points along the river, but
south of Presidio the terrorizing
and smuggling went on. Horses and
cattle were exchanged for guns and
ammunition.

Pancho Villas forces in 1913
began to enlarge, as the peons had
it all figured out that if they
signed up they would get free
frijoles and wouldn't have to turn
a hand, except when the time came
to fight.
far enough

After the Juarez fracas he moved
again to Chihuahua. The wealthy
Mexican ranchers fled with their
fortune to Ojinaga and thence into
Texas for protection. The American
mining companies likewise tried to
take out what they could while the
taking was good.

The road to Ojinaga from
Chihuahua was crowded with refugees
of every description.

In these days and times it is not
uncommon to read of some peace
officer somewhere being accused of

violating the civil rights of
someone he has arrested. This does
not mean that peace officers are
more aggressive or brutal than they
used to be, in fact the huge
majority of peace officers these
days go to dangerous extremes to
avoid injuring a person they have
to arrest, often placing themselves
in jeopardy of physical injury and
even death.
appeared in the January-February
issue of the Police Times. The
author, Peter J. Pranzo, is a
Lieutenant with the New York City
Police . Department. The article
puts in perspective the peace
officers side of the issue. It is
titled: "POLICE BRUTALITY"
vs.
"NECESSARY FORCE"

Today's police departments have
been widely criticized as to the
un-necessary use of physical force.
These accusations are an ongoing
process of a function of our
modern-day society that seems never
to be satisfied. These left and
right wingers alike, will either be
for total strict law enforcement,
up until the death penalty, or vow
for a slap on the wrist, with
rehabilitation for armed robbers,
murderers, and rapists.

This melee falls nothing short of
a political football game, swinging
forward and backward, twisting and
bending towards the most favorable
public opinion. It might hinge on
upcoming elections or appointments,
reflecting a mood of voters. This
configuration of a city, town, or
village administration can change
overnight by one mistake, by one
police officer involved in a single
incident. A hero one day would
merely be sacrificed the next, if
circumstances are of such a nature
as to alleviate any angry
neighborhood, misled by a quick
selling press media.

Only on TV does law enforcement
look 80 easy. In real instances,
criminals do not wish to Dbe

arrested. They do not put their
hands out, waiting ¢to be
handcuffed. These felons run,
fight, kick, punch, and kill just
to avoid apprehension. Some
instigate, telling the police
officer to kill them. exclaiming

* or disease.

they'll "never give up!" Most have
nothing to lose. Prison is not new
to them, while crime being a way of
life.

You never know what type of
criminal you're dealing with. They
could be first-time offenders,
first time being caught, or first-
hand killers. Many have rap sheets
that are taller than themselves. A
police officer must apprehend these
criminals to protect the public.
No one 1is there to see what a
challenge this could be.

No one knows the strength
necessary to overtake someone who
has been caught disobeying the law.
Everyone feels that a gun in the
holster should be enough to keep
perpetrators at bay. A police
officer knows how untrue this
statement is. Each criminal is an
individual as is each person. What
is necessary force for one to
apprehend certainly may not be
enough for the next.

Who is the judge of this? Who
has the right to say what "should"
have transpired during an arrest?
That decision was left up to the
police officer; and now, after the
Jjob is done, he may be told. WL
could have been done differently."

How does this affect the police
officer on his next tour of duty?
Should he use different methods,
debug his mind of all he's been
taught, leave his life hanging on
the line with a person who may have

nothing to 1lose by killing the
officer while he (the police
officer) trys to persuade the

criminal to come calmly? These are
things the public cannot relate to.
These are the things many really do
not understand.

At times, the police frequently
arrest persons who have been
injured in fights or as a result of
accidents, or who may be suffering
from some infirmity, prior injury,
On occasion police use
physical force to subdue a person
in order to effect an arrest, and
injuries may result. Prisoners are
sometimes injured in jail as a
result of fights with other
prisoners or falls due to
intoxication, fainting or epileptic
attacks.

The public is inclined to look
upon the injury and illness of
prisoners with suspicion and to
believe that these are evidence of
police brutality. Because of this
attitude, it is doubly important
that the police give careful
attention to injured or ill
prisoners and detain no one in jail
who is in a critical condition.
Police officers are not trained to
judge the extent of an injury or
seriousness of an illness, thus he

-must be*sure that the prisoner be

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examined by a physician.

The commanding officer should be
informed when injured and ill
prisoners are brought to
headquarters or when the fact is
discovered in jail, and necessary
steps are to be taken to safeguard
the life and health of such

prisoners. They should be sent to
a hospital or examined by a
physician, and should not be held

in jail except on the written
consent of the physician.

A suitable injured - prisoner
report should be filed, protecting
the prisoner as well as the police
by recording the physician's
incarceration, showing an
examination was made and necessary
treatment given.

Who  judges police incidents
whereby an allegation of police
brutality has been put forth?
Civilian complaint review boards
have failed to satisfy police
departments as well as the public.

Police officers may have to make

@ life or death decision in a
matter of seconds. To use deadly
physical force or not? To hit or
not? To use a baton or night-stick

or not? No matter what his or her
decision, they stand to be
criticized, penalized, fired or

even jailed by people who have days
or months to decide if a police
officer over-reacted, or used a
little too much force, possible to
save his or her own life.

While others are trying to
analyze the situation, public
sympathy is bleeding towards the
criminal, due to press releases and
one-sided news coverage, while
malice spills towards the police
officer who only did his job. Let
these arbitrators, or members .of
their families, one day be mugged,
robbed, raped, assaulted for their
wallet, or held at gunpoint. Then
and only then will they be calling
for an officer to apprehend their
attacker with whatever means
possible, "within the law!" Only
then will they begin to understand,
while taking quite a different view
of "Police Brutality" or "Necessary
Force".
