"Dainty Maidenhair Fern"

A container or hanging basket of 
Maidenhair Fern will add charm to a 
room or patio. The dainty graceful 
pattern of the fronds makes it a 
most beautiful and useful plant for 
indoor or outdoor gardening.
Maidenhair Ferns are easy to grow 

as house plants when the following 
tips are observed: They need
plenty of open light, but not 
direct sun, and you should be 
careful of watering them, keeping 
them moist and not over watering, 
and provide good drainage. 
Leaflets of this fern are soft and 
thin and are sensitive to 
atmospheric conditions. It is 
natural for oldest leaves to turn 
brown and die. If this happens, it 
is a sign that the plant is 
entering a rest period. When this 
takes place, shear o- r all of the 
leaves and withold watering except 
for just a small amount to keep the 
soil moist. Do not fertilize until 
new growth starts to appear. The 
dormant period lasts about a month, 
and soon you will have a thriving 
plant.

A routine check of a suspicious 
vehicle by two local U.S. Border 
Patrol Agents at approx. 1:00 a.m. 
on Tuesday, March 31st led to the 
arrest of two Bandera County 
residents on felony charges of 
Possession of Marijuana.

The two Border Patrol Agents, 
Gregory Sharp and Steven Lamascus, 
were on routine patrol on Highway 
33^ when they noticed the vehicle, 
a 1968 Ford pickup, in an area 
known to be used by smugglers of 
illegal aliens to make their 
pickups. The vehicle also fit the 
profile of vehicles commonly used 
by smugglers so the two agents 
decided to check it out. During 
the subsequent investigation they 
discovered a brown paper bag 
containing almost a pound of 
marijuana and arrested the driver, 
Marie Lisa McBeth, 29, and her 
husband, Arthur Wayne McBeth, 34, 
both of Vanderpool, Texas on the 
Possession of Marijuana charges. 
The two suspects were first taken 
to the Border Patrol station in 
Brackettville for. processing and 
the case was later turned over to 
the Kinney County Sheriff's 
Department. They were arrested and 
booked into the county jail and 
magistrated later that same day 
before Justice of the Peaqe, Alvin 
Hall who set bond on, each at 
$25,000.00. They were released 
after surety bonds in the amount of 
$50,000.00 was posted.

District Court convened on 
Monday, April 6th with District 
Judge George Thurmond hearing two 
felony cases. The first case heard 
was that of Antonio Pedro Reynaga, 
35, of Uvalde, Texas who was 
charged with Felony. DWI stemming 
from an automobile accident on Hwy. 
90 at the intersection of Hwy. 131 
in January of this year. Reynaga 
received a 2 year sentence to the 
Texas Department of Corrections on 
a plea bargain agreement between 
his attorney and District Attorney 
Tom Lee.

The second case heard was that of
Cecil Raymond Ferguson, Jr., a 
Tennessee man, who is in jail on 
charges of Possession of Cocaine, a 
felony. Ferguson asked for and was 
appointed an attorney by Judge 
Thurmond. Naturally the countv

will have to pay for all attorney 
fees for this suspect. His trial 
has been scheduled for later this 
month. He is currently on parole 
from TDC for a prior drug 
conviction in which he received a 
15 year sentence.
A burglary that occured at the 

Fort Clark Springs Golf & Country 
Club on Monday night, April 6th, 
caused losses in property and 
damage in the amoung of $6,557.50. 
It is believed that the burglars 
entered through an unlocked window 
on the east side of the building 
sometime between 6:30 p.m. and 
10:30 p.m. This time span is based 
on the fact that an employee was at 
the Club House at 6:30 p.m. and the 
crime was discovered at 10:30 p.m. 
by Ft. Clark Security officers on 
routine patrol. The case is under 
investigation with no suspects at 
this time.
Another costly theft occured at 

Ft. Clark on Tuesday afternoon, 
April 7th. This one involved Mr. & 
Mrs. Maurice G. Martineau of Fox 
Lake, Illinois who were staying at 
the Masters Apartments across the 
creek from the Golf & Country Club. 
They came to my office Thursday 
afternoon to report the theft of a 
diamond ring belonging to Mrs. 
Martineau valued at almost 
$10,000.00. This case is also 
under investigation and there is a 
suspect that we are trying to 
locate at the time of this writing.

A stolen car was recovered 
Tuesday morning on Ft. Clark. The 
vehicle was in the possession of 
two San Antonio juveniles, a 15 
year old boy and a 14 year, old 
girl. The girl was reported as a 
missing person in the TCIC 
computer. The owner of the car as 
well as family members of the two 
juveniles were notified’ and
appropriate action taken by all 
parties involved. The youngsters 
stated that they had come to Ft. 
Clark to visit friends. Both had a 
long history of juvenile crime 
problems.

Dear Editor,
In reading the comments to the 

editor, I can see that this 
oommunity can and will get involved 
in issues that are pertinent to the 
community. I feel the same way in 
matters that involve my department 
and services rendered to the 
community.

The problem that I encounter most 
frequently is making comments about 
an issue that may be construed as 
political in nature. I refrain 
from getting involved in local 
politics. The information that I 
will communicate to you is general 
in nature and may concern problems 
that you may have encountered in 
the community.
When we ¿re asked to handle a 

legal problem, we look at all facts 
and statements made in order to 
determine probable cause. 
Sometimes we take no action because 
the facts are not there. We in no 
way can use hearsay information to 
determine probable cause. When we 
fail to take action some factions 
of the community feel it is 
political. This happens in all the 
communities.

We have been working very closely 
with your local law enforcement 
agencies in order to solve the 
assaults by poison at the school, 
also the burglaries that were 
committed in Fort Clark. The 
investigations are just about 
completed and will be presented to 
the District Attorney for 
prosecution.

How do you, as a community feel 
about the program of early release 
for good behavior in prison? Some 
of these people have been out only 
for a very short period of time 
before they commit another crime. 
It happened here in Brackettville. 
That is the example I made in my 
last statements, as to how we do 
business here in our community will 
have an impact statewide.

I, and other law enforcement 
professionals object to early 
release of any person convicted of 
a crime. It is my opinion that 
once a person has been convicted 
and sentence passed, that person 
must serve out the full punishment. 
It does not matter if it is jail, 
prison or probation, all are forms 
of punishment.

On the 30th and 31st of last 
month, I attended a meeting in 
Austin that addressed the issue of 
using probation as a means of 
easing the overcrowding at the 
Texas Department of Corrections. I 
will keep you informed about that 
meeting.

On the subject of probation, 
currently about 30 persons in 
Brackettville are under supervision 
of the department. Some of these 
people I know quite well and are 
not hardened criminals, but the 
laws of this state must be obeyed 
and enforced.

Probation is a form of punishment 
that is imposed by the court. Most 
violations are for DWI and for a 
period of two years. My Probation 
Officers enforce these terms of 
probation stated by penal law and 
the court. We do not make up these 
terms, we cannot subtract nor add 
to the court order. Some people 
object very vividly to these terms 
because of the intrusion into their 
private lives. Probation can be 
difficult and embarrassing for 
some.
How can you make a difference in 

what happens in our criminal 
justice system? Use your right of 
petition and make your opinion 
known. Write to your elected 
officials or contact your local 
ones and say what needs to be said. 
If you do not vote or do not care 
in community problems, they just 
pray that you won't get injured by 
a drunken driver or assaulted in 
your home. We Texans are known for 
our independence and our 
willingness to get involved. Let's 
continue to state our opinions, and 
those that disagree, let us respect 
their right to disagree.

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TRACKS
ALONG THE 

TRAIL
BY DORTHY PAYNE

At the cost of over fifty- 
thousand dollars Charles William 
Post became the greatest rainmaker 
of all time.

This amazing man came from a 
family of pioneers. His father 
Charles Rollin Post was a forty- 
niner, who went to California over 
the Sante Fe Trail and took part in 
the Pikes Peak Rush.

Charles William was born in 
Springfield, 111., October 12, 
1854, the oldest of three brothers. 
In Springfield his father was a 
grain dealer. At thirteen the boy 
was sent to the 111. Industrial 
University in Urbana, which was 
later , to become the University of 
Illinois. Two years at the 
University was enough for the 
restless fifteen year old boy and 
he proceeded to acquire a job and 
left school.

He left this job to serve in the 
Illinois Guard, and from there 
decided to strike out on his own. 
With a partner and one thousand 
dollars borrowed from his mother, 
he opened a hardware store in 
Independence, Kansas. One year 
later he sold out after doubling 
his capital.

For the next eight years we find 
him working for a farm machinery 
company, where he became manager 
and along with a friend perfected a 
seed planter and acquired one of 
many patents he was to obtain for 
his various inventions.

In 1886 his health broke and 
sometime along here he visited Fort 
Worth and heard about the wide open 
spaces beyond, towards the West. 
But before he could do anything 
about it he had a relapse and had 
to leave the family real estate 
business in Fort Worth and return 
to Battle Creek, Michigan.
While in Texas, Post had become 

acquainted with chicory, a 
substitute for coffee, and after a 
years work in Michigan he developed 
a mixture of wheat, bran and 
molasses to which he named 
"postum". After a wide and
elaborate sells program, "postum" 
was in, and from there he soon 
developed "grape-nuts".

In Battle Creek he build a great 
hotel and put up ideal housing for 
his employees. Here he 
experimented and learned a lot he

could use for another plan that had 
been on his mind for a long time.

Finally his dream was about to 
come true, and he bought most of 
the land in Garza County, Texas on 
the high plains above the caprock 
for about three and a half dollars 
an acre. He bought part of the 
Slaughter Ranch, the Curry Comb, 
the Everett Trust, H.D. Woodruff 
Trust, McCutcheon Trust, O.S. 
Ranch, and several other smaller 
pieces of land.
On his visit to the Curry Comb 

his new neighbors threw a Bar-B-Que 
and listened to his wild talk about 
building a town in the middle of 
nowhere with his own water-works 
and electric light plant.

His talk proved not to be so far 
out of line, because in October, 
1906, he began to make his dream 
come true. He broke his newly 
acquired ranches up into farms, and 
staked out the new town in what he 
thought was the middle of Garza 
County. He set up a corporation 
chartered in the state of Texas, 
calling it the Double U Company 
with headquarters in Battle Creek, 
with a Board of Directors, namely, 
H.C. Hawk of Battle Creek and H.B. 
Herd and Noah Harding of Fort Worth 
and Post.

Frieght was hauled from Big 
Springs across country in 24 new 
wagons traveling through Gail and 
Tahoka, Texas.
When March, 1907 rolled around, a 

commissary, three houses, a barn, 
well and windmill were already 
built, and a planing mill was 
already cutting lumber, and he 
named all this Post City.

About this time the surveyors 
found that Posts new toy was not in 
the middle of Garza County but was 
eleven miles off center and since 
the law demanded the county seat 
must not be more than five miles 
from the center, further work was 
stopped.
On May 10, Post started tearing 

down his new toy and by the 19th, 
Post City was moved lock, stock and 
barrel to a new location within 
five miles of the center of the 
county and three miles from the 
caprock.

Until his death Charles Post put 
all his strenght into Post City 
which became an oasis on the 
plains, with flowers up and down 
the middle of main street and 
hundreds of trees. Under the 
guidance of this unusual man, the 
town soon had all the conveniences 
of a city, with factories and other 
corporations. The Garza Sheet 
Company is still turning out good 
sturdy sheets with which all Texas 
housewives are familiar.

In spite of Posts pracaibility he

went on the biggest rainmaking 
spree of them all. In the 1890's 
just about everyone who wasn't 
eating regular went around the 
countryside trying to get people 
interested in his rain-making 
skills.
Posts Farms were sadly in need of 

rain, so he decided not to hire a 
rain-maker he knew nothing about-. 
He became one himself, and like 
everything else he did, 
it with a will.
First he tried kites, 

so, with two pound 
dynamite tied to their 
stationed his men six

he went at

fifteen or 
pieces of 

tails, and 
or seven 

miles apart, but no rain. His next 
idea was based on the fact that 
during the Civil War, it always 
seemed to rain after a big battle. 
Post staged his own battle, lining 
his men up in twelve groups who at 
intervals set off dynamite on a 
rock and ran, but again no rain. 
He didn't give up and a week or so 
later arranged another battle, 
firing two hundred and fifty shots, 
but no rain. Ten or twelve hours 
later it did actually rain, and 
rained off and on for a week or 
two, and Post felt he had been 
successful.

In July he staged another so 
called battle, but got only a light 
sprinkle. In August he tried 
again, setting! up a battle line two 
miles long with scattered blasts 
and after an hour, rain began to 
fall and the last shots were fired 
in the rain, and in October another 
battle and more rain five hours 
afterward.

After the first of the year, 
which was 1912, Post staged eight 
more battles. This time he was 
very scientific, his engineer 
mapped out fifteen firing stations 
on a two mile front on the caprock.

For such an undertaking he needed 
plenty of dynamite so he conferred 
with Du Pont and they agreed to 
supply half the material for 
advertising purposes. At the last 
minute Du Pont refused to furnish 
caps and fuses so Post furnished 
them himself, but Du Pont did 
furnish about 12,000 pounds of 
dynamite and Post went on with his 
plans to use 3,000 pounds per 
battle.
After this battle, hail was the 

result, hail as big as hens eggs, 
and Post figured he had the rain­
making market cornered.

The next battle, and the next, 
were fired only hours apart, 
resulting in a very light sprinkle 
after the second charge.

At the next battle, no rain fell.

Post blamed it on the bad batch of 
dynamite Du Pont had sent, so he 
wrote them to come and get what was 
left.

The next four firings, no rain, 
good or bad dynamite, the next two 
battles, still no rain.
Up until the summer of 1912, Post 

had been keeping his dynamite in 
town, but during the summer he kept 
it on the caprock at a place called 
the "chimneys". In 1913, he built 
a new concrete magazine about eight 
miles from town. On June 4th, 
began his first battle of that
summer, result, a little rain two 
or three days later. Two weeks 
later another battle lasting three 
hours, and although no rain fell on 
Post City, it did rain twenty miles 
to the Southeast. Post staged only 
three battles in 1913 and died in 
the spring of 1914. Since the 
spring of 1910 until his death, he 
had put on twenty-three battles 
costing over fifty-thousand 
dollars.

After the death of Charles 
William Post, his heirs sold some
