There 1is an old saying that I
suppose has some truth in it, as
most old sayings do. The one I
refer to is; "Even a blind hog will
find an acorn every once in
awhile,"

Effective law enforcement is a
combination of manpower,
professional techniques, hours of
investigation, and a good dose of
the "blind hog's" technique, luck.

Well, we put all those ingredients
together this past week and solved
three crimes that occured in our

county recently.

The first case was the theft of a
tire and rim valued at $120.00.
The property was stolen from the
rear of a van belonging to Francis
Larson, a longtime Kinney County
resident, while the van was parked
in the parking lot of the Ft. Clark
Restaurant. The theft was reported
to the Sheriff's Department the
night of December 3, 1987 and we
had the stolen tire and rim located
a few days later at a local service
station. Subsequent investigation
led to the arrest of a 17 year old
Spofford youth by yours truly on
Friday, December 11th. A meeting
between the victim, the suspect,
and his mother was held in my
office on Monday, December 14th and
an agreement was reached whereby
the suspect will work off the costs
of restitution to the victim and no
formal charges will be filed. All
concerned feel that this agreement
is in the best interest of justice.

The second and third cases were
related in that they were committed
by the same persons though a couple
of days apart. First, the Gordon
Lackey ranch home was burglarized
on. Thursday, December 10th and a

purse containing over $100.00 and
valuable documents and papers was
taken along with various food
items. Evidence at the scene
indicated that the crime was
committed by at least two
footwalkers, possibly illegal
aliens. Deputy Sheriff David Luna,
myself and U.S. Border Patrol

Agents Steven LaMascus and Ronnie
Hobbs responded to the call and the
burglars were tracked away from the
house heading in a northerly
direction though the trail was lost
in heavy grass and brush some 600
yards north of the house. We
continued the search until dark and
put out an APB with a description

.approximately 8:00 p.m.

of the tracks found at the scene.
On Saturday morning, December
12th, U.S. Border Patrol Agents
contacted Deputy Sheriff Luna to
advise him that they had
apprehended two illegal aliens that
had property in their possession
that could have been stolen. The
subsequent investigation indicated
that the stolen property had been
taken from a hunting camp in the
Brackettville area. We also felt
that the two might have been
involved in the Lackey burglary
because the tread on their shoes
matched the tracks found at the
scene of the earlier crime. To
make a long story short, we
interrogated the two until
Saturday
before we had obtained a statement
from them admitting to the Lackey
burglary and the hunting camp
burglary. The purse and some of
the money taken from the Lackey
burglary was recovered and the
owners of the property taken from
the hunting camp were contacted and
identified the "jam box" and bottle

of whiskey as being those taken
from their camp. They had not even
reported the theft and were

somewhat surprised when approached
and asked if they could identify

- the stolen property.

The two illegal Mexican Nationals
have been formally charged with
Burglary of a Habitation in the
Lackey burglary and bonds have been
set by Justice of the Peace Alvin
Hall at $5,000.00 each. They will
be held in the county jail in lieu
of those bonds until such time that
they have been taken through the
Judicial process concerning the 1st
Degree Felony crimes.

We are currently investigating a
rash of gasoline thefts on Ft.
Clark and in Brackettville. The
M.O. (method of operation) is
similar in all the cases though it

is possible that the thefts could
have been committed by more than
one person and the crimes
unrelated. We do have some
suspects in the cases and plan to
utilize those all important
techniques, hours of field
investigation, and last but

certainly not least, borrow that
all important technique used by the
old blind hog, luck.

Long before the colonists came to
America, 0l1d World medicine had
been based on herbs and an
underlying belief on magic . and
witcheraft.

With the challenging hazards of
unopened trails, unknown rivers and
untamed forests many a pioneer
arrived at his homesite with only a
gun, a few tools, a broken down
horsecart and his hands and head.

He was dependent on the land for
food, medicine and comforts.
Knowing about plants and the ways
of nature, meant the difference
between 1life or death. There are
hundreds of well known herbs and
field plants. Some are helpful but
others may be poisonous and - the
pioneers had to know the
difference.

Tea and coffee were expensive
commodities and hard to come by, so
the settlers substituted herbs from
the woods such as sassafras, spice
barks, tansy, catnip, dried
persimmons, leaves and many others
for tea. For coffee they used
parched corn, acorns, peas, locust
seeds, chicory root and others.
Also all kinds of homemade wines
were used.

The early cabins were damp, few
windows and dirt floor. Herbs were
collected and hung on the walls and
rafters. There were a 1lot of
remedies used for colds, and we
still haven't found the cure.

Mid-wives were the only help the

new mother had and she collected a
lot of herbs and could brew tea for
almost every illness.

The settlers somehow knew whether
to use the leaves, bark or roots
but with ¢trial and error and a
little faith, they seemed to get
the job done.

The Indians were more successful
in their treatment of wounds and
the pioneers learned from them.

Many simple remedies were passed
on Dby '"hearsay" and goes as far
back as ancient Egypt. Science now
agrees that some of the remedies
are useful,

From Germany came the knowledge
of how to use herbs to prevent
spoilage of meats and gas.

For hundreds of @ years the
knowledge of making oils and
perfumes was passed from generation
to generation. Even in the pioneer
days the search for beauty was
carried on. Beauty aids could be
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found everywhere.

Plants were used to control pests
in the garden. Plants were used as
lucky charms to ward off evil
spirits, to make one more lovable
and to insure success in all
things. Plants were used as
insecticides also.

By experiment the early settlers
developed the making of dyes
although they were not as permanent
as those of today.

The different foods were eaten
because they were beneficial to the
settlers for certain conditions.

Teeth were taken care of by the
use of salt and soda which is still
used today.

Soap was made in the backyard

over an open fire by mixing water, -

grease, and lye. Lye was made by
pouring water over wood ashes in
the "ash hopper" and catching -the
drippings.

Salves and ointments were made at
home, as were candles and incense.

All in all the early settlers did
without super markets, drug stores

-and doctors. They must have ' been

successful or we wouldn't all be
here to write or read this column.

He was trying to
get up but apparently could not use
his back legs. The bullet had torn
a hole across his back and white
striffen was stringing from ‘both
sides  of the wound. It was

apparent to me that his back was .

broken. I put down my gun, took
out my knife and walked up to the
buck. I grabbed one antler and
threw him down putting my foot on
the other. I took my knife to cut
his throat. I cut the throat and
with a great "wish" he laid down as
though dead. I decided I'd let him

lIie just a minute and went to get-

my gun so it would be close by.

I heard.a noise and when I turned-

around the deer was running into
some trees. That day and the next
afternoon: I combed the pasture but
never found the deer. Sure = he
died, I'd cut his windpipe and

gullet.

This experience showed several
things. It's so easy to Dbe
presumptuous and mistaken.

Regardless of looks and actions,
the deers back was not broken.
Regardless of appearance and
actions I did not really cut his
throat. I'd missed the jugular.
Sometimes experience leads to
arrogance and then to mistakes.
Sure, I made several mistakes. I
put my gun down too far from the
wounded deer. I presumed his back
was broken when 1t was simply

stunned. I presumed he was dead-

because his lungs loudly emptied
themselves. As I think about the
incident, it was one big stupid
mistake.

It's certainly better to be sure
rather than presumptuous. Taking
the time to be certain will form a
better basis for proper results.
It never pays to be presumptious.’
