A pplications fo r emergency farm 
loans fo r lo sses  caused by fre e z e , 
wind, excessive ra in , s le e t  and 
h a il March 28 through Ju ly  13, 1987 
are being accepted a t the Farmers 
Home Administration (FmHA) o ff ic e  
located in Uvalde, FtoHA County 
Supervisor Edmund L. Persyn, J r .  
said today.

Uvalde, Kinney, and Real Counties 
are three o f  40 in  Texas re cen tly  
named by Secretary  o f  A griculture 
Richard E. Lyng as e l ig ib le  for 
loans to  cover part o f  actual 
production lo sses  resu ltin g  from 
the free z e , wind, excessive ra in , 
s le e t  and h a il March 28 through 
Ju ly  13, 1987.

Edmund L. Persyn, J r .  said 
farmers may be e l ig ib le  for loans 
o f  up to  80 percent o f  th e ir  actual 
lo sses  or the operating loan needed 
to continue in business or 
$500,000, whichever is  l e s s .  For 
farmers unable to obtain c re d it  
from private commercial lend ers, 
the in te re s t  ra te  i s  4 .5  percent.

"As a general ru le , a farmer must 
have suffered at le a s t  a 30 percent 
lo s s  o f  production and be unable to 
secure c re d it  from other sources to 
be e l ig ib le  for an FlnHA emergency 
lo an ,"  Edmund L. Persyn, J r .  sa id . 
Farmers p artic ip a tin g  in the PIK or 
Federal Crop Insurance programs 
w ill have to figure in proceeds 
from those programs in determining 
th e ir  lo s s .

"A pplications for loans under 
th is  emergency designation w ill be 
accepted u n til October 3 , 1988 but
the farmers should apply as soon as 
p o ssib le . Delays in applying could 
create  backlogs in processing and 
possibly over into the new farming 
season," Edmund L. Persyn, J r .

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The C iv il War had many nanes 
including, "The war between the 
s ta te s " ,  "th e  war o f  re b e ll io n " , i t

' could also have been ca lled  "the 
great ra ilro ad  war".

The f in a l outcome o f  the war 
between brothers was mainly 
influenced by "th e iron horse" on 
both s id e s , the north and the 
south.

As a r e s u lt  both the north and 
south spent a lo t  o f  time blowing up 
each o th ers ra ilro a d s .

General Herman Haupt, a West 
Point graduate, was general manager 
o f  construction  on the new Trans­
continental Northern P a c ific  
Railroad, and took care o f i t s  
problems. One o f  the worst 
problems both sid es faced was 
keeping the bridges open over the 
many r iv e r s . The C iv il War proved 
to be a tra in in g  ground for 
ra ilroad  men o f  the future 
e sp ec ia lly  in the settlem ent o f  the 
west.

So ld iers o f  the Army o f  the 
Rappahannock, under the command of 
Major General Irv in  McDowell and 
h is  aide-de-canp Colonel Herman 
Haupt, b u ilt  a noted railroad 
t r e s t le  over the Potomac Creek in 
V irg in ia . I t  took nine days to 
build the t r e s t le  and i t  contained 
more than two m illion  fe e t  o f 
lumber, cu t from woodlands near the 
s i t e .  The so ld ie rs  were poorly 
equipped, d id n 't have the proper 
to o ls , very l i t t l e  food and the 
weather was ra in y . The finished 
t r e s t le  was a wonder and a marvel 
e sp ec ia lly  fo r the European 
o f f ic e r s  who had come to the United 
S ta te s  to witness the C iv il War. 
The stru ctu re  was against a l l  
m ilita ry  sc ie n ce . I t  was made o f 
round s t ic k s  cut from the woods 
with the bark s t i l l  on them. The 
le g s  o f  the t r e s t le  was braced with 
round poles. I t  was four s to r ie s ,  
three o f  t r e s t l e  and one o f  c r ib  
work.

I The to ta l  height from the deepesti 
Dart o f  the stream to  the r a i l  was [ 
nearly e ig h t f e e t .  I t  carried  ten 
to twenty heavy ra ilro ad  tra in s  
from both d ire c tio n s  and survived 
several storms and flood s. When 
Lincoln saw i t  he said , "That man 
Haupt has b u il t  a bridge across 
Potomac Creek, about four-hundred 

« fe e t  long, and upon my word. 
Gentlemen, th ere i s  nothing on i t  
but beanpoles and co rn sta lk s".

A su b stitu te  tru ss  bridge was.

TH E  KINNEY CA VALR YM AN

b u ilt  to replace th is  "beanpole and 
corn stalk" bridge when i t  was 
needed over Potomac Creek. I t  was 
completed early  in 1863 and 
in sta lle d  without delaying a sin g le  
t r a in ,  although t r a f f i c  was heavy 
during construction .

This ra ilroad  b u ilt  a sp ecia l car 
for President Lincoln. I t  was 
finished in time to carry  h is  body 
fo r b u ria l in S p rin g fie ld , I l l in o is  
when he was assassinated .

Twenty te le v is io n  
s ta tio n s  did week-long sp ecia ls  on 
the importance o f  b reast cancer 
screenings; and p a rticu la r ly , the 
importance o f mammography
examinations for asymptomatic women 
over the age o f 35. Women fhom a ll  
over the s ta te  were urged to c a l l  
the American Cancer Society  to 
receiv e  information on how they 
could receiv e  a low -cost, low-dose 
screening mammography examination. 
Five-thousand telephone bank 
volunteers handled nearly 110,000 
c a l l s .  Nearly 300 mammography 
cen ters participated  and i t  i s  
estimated th at 70,000 examinations

w ill be done. F inal re su lts  w ill 
be av a ilab le  th is  f a l l ,  however, so 
far 200 breast cancers have been 
d etected .

Public awareness o f  the 
importance o f  early  b reast cancer 
d etection  increased d ram atically . 
According to the Texas - P o ll, 
awareness increased from 59% in 
1986 to  74% in 1987. Researchers 
with the Texas P o ll summarize the 
p ro je c t as follow s:
