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C O MM I S S I ONE R’S C O U R T  MEETS*.

The April 11, 1988 Commissioners
; Meeting was oalled to order at 9:02 
a.m. with a quorum present. The 
March 1988 minutes and b i l ls  were 
approved as was the Treasurer's 
Report.

Mr. Carl Esser, thanked the Court 
for use o f  the Civic Center during 
the January Stock Show and with Mr. 
James Crumley asked for  a raise for 

secretary. It  was
decided
that the Soil Conservation Service 
would pay the increase.

Mr. Lee Lawson, Road Supervisor, 
discussed the road gate and ca ttle  
guard conditions on Chapman Road. 
It  was suggested to inform 
landowners that the County w ill 
maintain the raods but fee ls  they 
are not responsible for  the gates.

Contracts on the agenda to 
approve and execute for T itle  III  
Nutrition and Supportive Services, 
Omnibus Hunger Act, USDA Cash, 
T itle  XX meals and JTPA were 
tabled. Also tabled was the 
cemetery addition land acquisition , 
the salary Increase request for the 
Deputy-Tax Assessor/Collector and 
the grounds maintenance contract.

A discussion was held on whether 
to put low water crossings back on 
Las Moras Slough. It  was 
recommended that the stone walls be 
knocked down for better water flow. 
It  was noted that as these are City

Roads, the City is  responsible, but 
; the County w ill help accomplish 
flood control.

The Commissioners were asked 
about an employment policy  and 
whether to implement a step pay 
system for employees. The employee 
handbook now being used wad 
declared okay, but needed updating. 
I t  was recalled that an employee 
step system was tried a few years 
ago with no success.

Tully Shahan, procured an 
estimate for roo f repairs and paint 
in the Civic Center. He also 
explained what e le c tr ica l repairs 
were being done and what s t i l l  had 
to be done.

Approval was made to allocate 
funds for a ll  the repairs and to 
amend the budget . for voter 
registration  cards and election  
lin e  items. The purchase o f  needed 
shelving for the Judge's o f f ic e  was 

. also approved.
Vito La Gioia asked the 

Commissioners why the e le ctr ica l 
repairs were done by someone out o f 
town when he has done work for the 
Commissioners before. He wondered 
i f  something was wrong with his 
work. They replied that he was not 
overlooked but was thought o f  as a 
plumber before an e lectr ic ia n . 
They agreed to put out bids so he 

/  would have an opportunity to do the 
work.

P A G E S

Commissioner Slubar states the 
problems with the County Swimpark 
and the repairs needed. It  was 
motioned and approved to advertise 
for bids for  replacement or repairs 
to the pool.

Mrs. Kathy Bader was present with 
other community members to remind 
the Court that there is  community 
support and that they would like to 
see the pool open again this year 
with a possible recreation program 
to be started hopefully.

The Commissioners resumed their 
meeting after lunch by taking an 
on -site  tour o f the dams north o f 
town with the City Managers, to 
discuss what to do for weed and 
shrub control. The City said they 
would help with cutting the brush 
down and poisoning the foot system 
before i t  causes damage to the 
dams.

The Commissioners were asked to 
formulate a policy for indigent 
burials. An indigent burial 
o f f ic e r  was appointed and i t  was 
approved for guidelines to be set 
aocording to the residency 
requirement.

The K.C. Ambulance Service has 
asked for the use o f  the Civic 
Center for a fund raiser play to be 
held in May and for rehearsals. It 
was approved.

Voting in the referendum w ill 
take place in County Extension 
O ffices during normal business 
hours on May 10, points out Carl 
Esser, County Agent with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service and 
the Texas AM University System.

However, producers and beef
importers who are unable to vote in 
person may request an absentee 
ba llot from Dr. Milo Shult, Beef 
Referendum State Extension
Coordinator, System Building 105A,
Texas A&M University, College 
Station, Texas 77843; telephone 
(409) 845-7907.

Absentee ba llots w ill be
available through April 29 and must 
be marked and returned to the 
County Extension O ffice serving the 
county o f  voter residence by the 
close o f  business on May 3, says 
Mr. Esser.

When requesting an absentee 
b a llo t , an individual must provide 
his or .her name or name o f  company 
i f  voting for a business, mailing 
address, telephone number and

county o f  residence or the county 
where the business headquarters is  
located .

Once the absentee ba llot is  
received, i t  is  important to read 
the accompanying instructions and i 
to follow  them properly, Mr. Esser 
emphasizes. The absentee voter 
must return the ba llot to the 
County Extension O ffice in the 
county o f  residence or location o f 
business headquarters. The ba llot 
must be in the special envelope 
that is  provided and the voter must 

. put his or her name and address on 
the outside o f  that envelope. 
Failure to follow  these procedures 
w ill make the vote invalid .

E ligible voters are a ll  producers 
and importers o f  ca ttle  who owned 
or acquired ca tt le , beef or beef 
products during the period o f 
October 1, 1986, through March 31,
1988. This includes 4-H, FFA and 
other youth who owned ca ttle  during 
the designated period o f time, Mr. 
Esser points out.

Ballots w ill be counted by the 
Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation Service. . The ASCS 
also w ill determine e l ig ib i l i t y  o f 
challenged voters and b a llo ts , and 

; report referendum resu lts.

WELL REGI ST RA T ION NOW REQUIRED

All w ells, including hand dug and 
shallow ones in the Edwards 
Underground Water D istrict must be 
registered with the Texas Water 
Commission.

The water commission is  
in itia tin g  the well registration 
program in cooperation with the 
EUWD in support o f  the proposed 
drought management plan.

The program was authorized under 
House B ill 1942, enacted by the 

' Legislature last summer. The b i l l  
also authorizes the water d is tr ic t  
to develop and enact a drought 

' management plan by Sept. 1
Water Commission spokesman B ill 

Colbert said property owners have 
been required to register water 
wells for at least 20 years, but 
the regulation has been hard to 
enforce.

H.B. 1942 strengthens the 
requirements, and property owners 

‘ who f. 11 to register their wells 
. may be subject to penalties, he 

said.
Colbert said the water commission 

is  in itia tin g  the registration  
program to get a jump on 
implementation o f  the drought 
management plan in the f a l l .

"I t  became apparent, during the 
Jessica McClure thing, that there 
are a lo t  o f  wells that are not 
registered and a lo t  o f wells that 
are not plugged," Colbert said, 
referring to the Midland tot who 
f e l l  into an unplugged well last 
f a l l .

STATEWIDE PROGRAM
Colbert said the loca l program is  

part o f  a statewide well 
registration  e f fo r t .

Water well registration  forms 
have been mailed to well owners in 
the water d is tr ic t  in Uvalde, 
Medina, Bexar, Comal and Hays 
counties.

Well owners are asked to identify  
well ownership; well location ; to 
provide basic data on well depth, 
diameter and construction; and give 
information on the amount and type 
o f  water use.

Colbert said a ll  w ells, including 
shallow, hand-dug ones, must be 
registered. That includes 
municipal w ells, irriga tion  wells 
and stock tank w ells. He said a 
form should be f i l le d  out leg ib ly  
and completely for  each well and 
that the wel l  owner or agent should

sign the form and return i t  to the 
Edwards Underground Water D istrict 
at P.0. Box 15830, San Antonio, TX 
78212.

Well owners who have not received 
a form or who need additional forms 
should ca ll the water d is tr it  at 
(512) 222-2204 or 1-800-292-1047, 
or contact the Texas Water 
Commission at (512)463-8273.

Registration forms also are 
available at c ity  clerk o ffic e s  in 
Uvalde, Sabinal, Hondo, 
Castroville, San Antonio, New 
Braunfels, San Marcos and Kyle, and 
from loca l county Agricultural 
Extension agents and Soil 
Conservation Service o f f ic e s .

The information w ill be used to 
develop a more detailed analysis o f 
water use in the EUWD.

If. the boy can 't bring himself to 
ask the g ir l  what she plans to 
wear, he is  safe in sending white 
flowers. Flowers are worn various 
ways with evening clothes. I f  they 
are to be worn on the shoulder or 
waist for dancing, the right side 
keeps them fresh. Many g ir ls  these 
days prefer wrist corsages for a 
night o f  dancing. It  is  usually 
safe to send a wrist corsage i f  you 
are unsure o f  the type o f gown the 
g ir l  is  wearing. A wrist corsage 
can easily  be worn pinned to the 
shoulder or waist and should always 
be sent with f lo r is t  pins for the 
purpose included. A corsage is  
worn stem down. The g ir l  should 
pin in on h erself, or with 
assistance from her mother.

In most cases i t  is  customary for

g ir ls  to give the boys 
boutonnieres, however, sometimes 
the boutonniere is  included with
the flowers fo r  the g ir ls ----
sometimes as a g i f t  from the 
f lo r is t .  The g ir l  inserts i t  in 
her escorts buttonhole i f  he has 
one, or pins i t  to his le f t  lap el. 
The co lor o f  the boutonniere should 
be determined by his selection  o f  
evening wear. I f  he is  wearing a 
dark su it, a white or red carnation 
is  suitable. I f  he is  wearing a. 
black tux with black accessories, 
red or white is  suitable. A white 
tux with red, pink or mauve 
accessories? Choose flowers to 
match those accessories. Your 
choice o f  flowers may be, 
carnations, roses, tiny mums, 
l i l i e s  o f  the va lley , babys breath 
or any suitable small flower, 
though roses and carnations are 
usually the flower o f  choice.

What About Table Manners!
At large banquets, guests may 

begin eating a fter the invocation 
has been delivered and several o f 
the guests in your immediate 
seating area have been served (at 
least 3 out o f  6 ). This prevents 
the food from becoming co ld . A 
gentleman always sees that the 
ladies at his table are served and. 
have been made comfortable before 
he begins to eat. Napkins are 1 
always placed open in the lap 
before any food or beverage is  
touched.

A b it  o f  bread may be used to 
push food onto a fork i f  need be, 
but never the fingers. However,j 
never use the bread to sop gravy or 
ju ice  from the plate.

I f  you must leave the table for 
any reason, no explanation is  
necessary, simply say "may I be 
excused". When you return, no 
comment is  necessary, simply take 
your place.

Ladies approach their chairs and 
s it  from the l e f t .  Gentlemen rise  
when a lady enters or leaves a room 
or table. The gentlemen seat the 
ladies to their right and remain 
standing until a l l  ladies in their 
general area are seated. Elbows on 
the table are permissable between 
courses but not while one is  
eating. Place cards áre never 
changed by the guest, only by the 
hostess.

jjhai About Dance Manners?
The f ir s t  dance and the la s t , at 

least, are reserved for the 
gentleman or lady who issued your 
invitation . It  is  the gentlemans 
responsib ility  to see that a ll  
ladies are kept dancing. This 
should not be considered an excuse 
for  jealousy on the part o f  his 
date, nor should he use i t  as an

excuse for ignoring her. She i s ¡ 
his f ir s t  resp on sib ility . A boy 
asks for a dance by saying, "may I 
have this dance?" Boys on the stag 
line may cut in but once a g ir l  has 
been cut in upon, she should not 
permit another partner to interrupt 
the dance. A boy, o f  course, 
always thanks the g ir l  for the, 
dance and the g ir l  indicates she 
has enjoyed i t  too, even i f  her 
toes have been stepped on.

Hr. Dave Blair discussed with the 
Commissioners the fe a s ib ility  o f  
moving the Courthouse clockworks to 
the seoond floor  from the f i f t h .

Sheriff Norman Hooten suggests 
that ground maintenance sweep grass 
clippings and informs the Court 
that the ground has settled where a 
plumbing pipe was fixed last winter 
and needs to be f i l le d  so grass can 
be planted. Sheriff Hooten 
questioned whether trash pickup 
days have changed as i t  was picked 
up less often now. Judge Seargeant 
states i t ' s  s t i l l  every morning and 
maintenance w ill be instructed to 
do so d a ily . Sheriff Hooten also 
states the lock system broke down 
over the weekend and his s ta ff  is  
working hard at keeping security.

The meeting adjourned at 6:43 
p.m.

Our investigation continues into 
the armed robbery that occurred at 
F ritter Park 6 miles East o f 
B rackettville on Easter Sunday with 
more d eta ils  o f  the crime coming to 
lig h t as the three suspects in the 
crime are questioned by peaoe 
o f f io e r s . On Saturday, April 16th 
we were informed by the father o f  
the only female suspect that his 
daughter, Angela Ann (Pope) Cagle, 
17, and her husband 18 year old 
Ricky Cagle w ill sign Waiver o f  
Extradition forms sometime next 
week. The pair are currently being 
held in Winchester, Tennessee where 
they jtere captured on Wednesday, 
April 6th. Their waiving o f 
extradition w ill allow us to go to 
Tennessee and transport them back 
to Texas fo r  tr ia l without having 
to go through the complicated, time 
consuming extradition proceedings. 
Travel arrangements are now being 
made for  Texas Ranger John Allen o f  
Del Rio and myself to f ly  to 
Tennessee in a Texas Department o f  
Public Safety airplane to pick up 
the pair o f  young suspects. This 

!method o f  travel w ill allow us to 
'make the .trip  and return in one day 
and w ill be a considerable savings 
to Kinrtfey County as we w ill only 
have to pay fo r  fuel co s ts .

William Bruoe Chandler, the 21 
year old primary suspect in the 
case has caused considerable 
problems for  Val Verde County 
S h e r iff 's  Department o f f i c ia ls  as 
he has slashed his arms on two 
occasions and swallowed a razor 
blade on Friday night, April 16th. 
He has been placed in a padded c e ll  
and is  under 24 hour guard since 
the incidents. He has made threats 
to attempt escape since his capture 
by DPS Troopers in Big Springs, 
Texas on April 9th.

(Five additional days 
for  post d is tr ic t  competition in 
UlL events may only be granted by 
the commissioner o f  education.)

2. A student may miss no more than
nine days in any semester for 
extra-curricular a c t iv it ie s .
(Local)

3. Non-school related clubs and 
organizations, such as FFA, Boy . 
Scouts, Girl Scouts, 4-H, e t c . ,  
approved by the state may petition  
the lo ca l school trustees for 
extra-curricular status. In doing 
so, they agree to abide by the 
state and loca l rules regarding 
supervision, absences, and conduct. 
The D istrict w ill require the same, 
not more stringent, rules for  
participation as for  school 
sponsored a c t iv it ie s .

4. Students who participate in 
extra-ourricular events are 
required to attend classes the day 
prior to the event. Student 
absences the day a fter an event are 
questioned c lose ly  to ascertain i f  
they were "Just too tired  to come 
to school."

Below are outlined requirements for 
sponsors o f  sohool related events:

1. The sponsor is  responsible for 
cheoking e l ig ib i l i t y .

2. The sponsor is  responsible for 
tracking extra-curricular days, and 
informing students o f  the number o f 
days remaining.

3. The sponsor is - responsible for 
notifying school administrators and 
teachers o f  student absences for

events. N otification  w ill be in 
advance o f  the absence.

4. The sponsor w ill not permit
in e lig ib le  students, whether 
through grades or exoessive
absences to attend events.

5. The sponsor is  responsible for 
the student until that student is  
released to his/her parents a fter a 
written note is  received by the | 
sponsor.

Since the school cannot assure 
cooperation from non-school 
sponsors o f  non-school extra­
curricular events, the following is
suggested:

1. Students attending non-school
related events sanctioned by 
looa lly  recognized clubs or
organizations w ill be considered 
under the supervision o f  their 
parents, and/or sponsor.

2. The parents w ill n otify  the 
school prior to the event o f  the 
day(s) the student w ill be 
attending the event.

3. The principal w ill use his 
d iscretion  in assigning sick days, 
or extra-curricular days. However, 
i f  there is  evidence that a child 
attended an event, or any portion 
o f  an event, on a day he/she .also 
was siok the day w ill count as an 
extra-curricular day. Evidence o f  
manipulation o f  sick  days to extend 
extra-ourricular days w ill be 
brought to the attention o f  the 
superintendent.

4. Dootor's v is it s  during these 
absences w ill be treated as 
excused, i f  a d octor 's  excuse is  
presented at the time the student 
returns to c la ss .

5. V iolations, or preception o f  
v io la tion s, o f  the above rules by 
parents, or sponsor w ill be 
reported in writing to the d is tr ic t  
superintendent. The superintendent 
w ill notify  the Board o f  Trustees, 
the immediate supervisor o f  the 
sponsor, and the appropriate state 
and national organizations, as well 
as, the Texas Education Agency.

6. Persistent v io la tion  o f  rules by 
various individuals within a group 
may resu lt in withdrawl o f  loca l 
sanctions for the organization. 
Subsequent absences w ill be 
unexcused.

T E X A N S  PLAN NATI ON’S LARGEST  TRASH CLEANUP

More than 20,000 volunteers w ill 
comb 2,400 miles o f  Texas r ig h t-o f-  
way, bar ditches and culverts 
Saturday (April 23) in the largest 
trash cleanup in the nation.

The third annual "Great Texas 
Trash-Off," sponsored by the State 
Department o f  Highways and Public 
Transportation, employs the e fforts  
o f  1,200 Adopt-A-Highway groups 
across the state. During last 
year’ s Trash-Off, 16,843 volunteers 
cleaned up 2,484 miles o f  highway, 
co llectin g  1,633,720 gallons of- 
trash.

"This year's Trash-Off w ill 
involve 5,200 more volunteers and 
7,600 more bags o f trash," said Don 
Clark, d irector o f  the highway 
department’ s travel and information 
d iv ision .

"Our f ir s t  p riority  is  to get the 
bottles out o f  the bluebonnets. By 
combining the energy o f a ll  the 
Adopt-A-Highway groups, we aim to 
remind Texans that trash belongs in 
a trash can -  not along our 
highways. I t ’ s unsightly, unsafe, 
and an expense Texas taxpayers 
should not have to bear."

The highway department began an 
aggressive war against l i t t e r  in

1985 with the tough-talking DON’ T 
MESS WITH TEXAS program. The f ir s t  
o f  it s  kind in the U.S. to speak 
d irectly  to "habitual" lit te re rs , 
DON'T MESS WITH TEXAS is  credited 
with a 54i reduction in trash on 
Texas highways in just two years.

For the second year, volunteers 
in community a ff i l ia te s  o f  Keep 
Texas Beautiful, the Texas 
Conservation Foundation, the 
General Land O ffice and the Lower 
Colorado River Authority w ill jo in  
forces with the highway department 
to clean Texas beaches, lakes, and 
c ity  streets and parks.

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TRACKS
ALONG THE 

TRAIL
BY DORTHY PAYNE

The f ir s t  and most famous 
pathway to the West was the Sante 
Fe T rail. It  opened in 1823 and' 
was followed by two decades o f the 
Oregon and California trailways. 
Only the Sante Fe Trail began in 
the United States and ended in 
Mexico, a foreign country. The 
variety o f  language, culture and 
scenery had a very great appeal to 
overlanders on their way West.

William Becknell, a merchant, 
opened the T rail. He saw the 
promise o f  the future to be 
realized in the Sante Fe Trail and 
took advantage o f i t .  Within a 
short time the trade on the Trail 
balooned into a m illion dollar a- 
year business.

Weather conditions, heat, lack o f  
water, the m ilitary, Indian 
depraditions and other problems 
plagued the Trail for the f ir s t  
twenty-five years.

General Stephen Watts Kearny led 
an army over the mountain branch o f 
the Sante Fe in 1846 which was the 
f ir s t  year o f  the Mexican War, and j 
brought both ends o f  the tra il  ! 
under American ru le . Forts were!'
added and m ilitary supplies became! 
a big business. Stage coach and 
mail trade was started. More 
varied types o f  travelers began to 
be seen. Once there had been only 
merchants and their associates, but 
now by 1840, p riests , nuns, and a 
few immigrants began to travel. In 
the 1870's the railroads came 
across Kansas and into the
Southwest. When the tra il  reached 
Las Vegas, New Mexico in the 
1870's, the tra il  was greatly 
shortened.

Travelers usually waited until 
April to start out on the Trail 
because they had to be sure o f  feed 
for their stock. Besides, when the 
grasses began to green i t  marked 
the end o f the blizzards. No one 
wanted to be caught on the Trail in 
a snow storm.

The original starting point o f 
the Trail was the l i t t l e  river town 
o f  Franklin, Missouri in the|. 
central part o f  the state. In 
Western Kansas the Trail s p lit , one 
traveling the Cimmaron cut o f f  or 
else the mountain route. The Trail 
extended 750 miles from the Kansas' 
City area to Sante Fe. Further 
West the tra il  divided again. One 
road followed the North bank o f  the 
Arkansas, led to Bents Fort in 
Colorado and dropped South to Sante 
Fe. The other route crossed andj
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recrossed the Arkansas and into the 
Lakin v ic in ity . This was the: 
famous cu to ff to the Cimmaron River 
and through Southeast Kansas. This( 
route was shorter but the lack o f 
water and the threat o f  Indians' 
made i t  the more dangerous o f  the 
two. The two ways met in La Junta 
(Watrous) New Mexico and continued 
on into Sante Fe as a single t r a i l .

The plaza at Sante Fe marked the 
end o f the Sante Fe T rail. As one 
o f  the oldest h istorica l s ites  in 
America i t  dates back to 1610. 
Here in the open in this plaza, 
merchants unloaded their wares. 
Soon they began to use rented 
buildings around the plaza for 
storage. Before 1846, one end o f 
the Palace o f  the Governors was 
given over to the traders.

In the hey day o f  the Sante Fe 
T rail, lo ca l residents called the 
Plaza "The United States", because 
Americans dominated business there..
