We are currently investigating a case of 
aninal cruelty involving the failure of the 
owner of several horses, a donkey, and goats, 
to provide adequate feed and shelter for the 
animals. The suspect in the case has been 
investigated previously for the sane offense 
and sone of the sane aninals. The Bureau of 
Land Hanagenent was involved in the prior 
investigation because sone of the aninals 
were "adopted” by the suspect under the BLM 
"Adopt a Wild Horse" progran. In this case, 
as well as the other, the aninals involved 
were locked in a pen without feed or water 
and several of then died. The survivors were 
skin and bones and nay not survive. Cruelty 
to Aninals is a Class A Misdeneanor providing 
a penalty upon conviction for a tern not to 
exceed one year; or (3) both such fine and 
inprisonnent.

Another case currently under investigation 
by the Sheriff's Department is that of an 
alleged kidnapping and robbery of a 50 year 
old San Antonio based Internal Revenue 
Service Agent. 11.S. Border Patrol Agents on 
routine patrol along Hwy. 1572 discovered a 
burning vehicle at approximately 1:50 am the 
morning of Wednesday, June 1st and reported 
the find to the Sheriff's Office. Shortly 
thereafter another Border Patrol Agent 
traveling along Hwy. 90 approximately 10 
miles east of Brackettville came upon a lone 
white male walking along the highway. Upon 
questioning by the agent the man claimed to 
be the owner of the burning vehicle and 
stated that he had been kidnapped in San 
Antonio the afternoon of Tuesday, May 31st. 
He was brought to the Sheriff's Office for 
further investigation and questioning in the 
matter. The man related a story of abduction 
and terror as he was forced at gunpoint to 
drive from San Antonio west along Highway 90 
to the roadside park approximately 6 miles 
east of Brackettville. He was then forced to 
lie down in the rear of the vehicle and place 
a coat over his head. His abductor then 
drove him around for several hours before 
stopping the vehicle on Hwy. 1572 and telling 
the victim to run and not look back or he 
would be killed. The victim stated that soon

after he heard a popping noise and turned to 
look and saw his 1988 Chevrolet Blazer on 
fire. His abductor was nowhere to be seen. 
The victim then started walking along Hwy. 90 
until picked up by the Border Patrol Agent. 
Due to the fact that the crime originated in 
San Antonio and that the man is an IRS Agent, 
both the San Antonio Police Department and 
the F.B.I. have been called into the case 
investigation. At the time of this writing 
the vehicle is awaiting crime evidence 
technicians from the F.B.I. to arrive for an 
evidence search. The victim, who was 
unharmed, was returned to San Antonio by his 
wife.

Ft. Davis was used as a military past to 
protect the frontier. Ft. Davis was built 
in the 1800*s and used by both cavalry and 
infantry units. In the I960's the Fort was 
rebuilt by modern day contractors under the 
supervision of a historical expert. To keep 
the walls from falling apart concrete was 
mixed with the adobe, using plans obtained at 
the National Park Service headquarters in 
Washington. The cost of reconstruction was 
about $22,000 which was considerably more 
than the original cost.

At that time the work was done by the 
soldiers themselves, who were paid about 
thirty cents a day.

There are many stories of the early days of 
the old Fort Davis.

Perhaps the story of Indian Emily was the 
most celebrated. According to legend an 
Indian girl who was a maid on the Fort fell 
in love with an officer. Her tribe was 
planning a surprise attack on the Fort and 
she braved the wrath of her own people to 
warn the officer with whom she was in love. 
She was shot in the massacre by her own 
people. In the 1930's her grave could still 
be seen marked by a stone engraved with her 
name.

Another story relates the episode of a lost 
patrol that was never found.

When you drive through the Davis Mountains 
on the way to Ft. Davis, it isn't hard to 
imagine all the stories of the time of 
Victoria and the hardship and dangers the 
traveler suffered on the way to California. 
Even as late as 1936, Limpia Creek was 
forded twenty two times between Balmorhea and 
Ft. Davis.

In the present time you drive along so 
quick you don't even notice where the highway 
crosses the little creek.

At the present time the Fort tries to show 
the people an inkling of what it must have 
been like in the 1800's.

The nearby town of Ft. Davis is steeped in 
legend with interesting citizens living 
there, and ofcourse the observatory on a 
nearby mountain recently was in the news as a 
place to view Haley's Comet.
