CITY COUNCIL PASS 
NEW LANDFILL ORDINANCE

The City of Brackettville met in special session, Monday, July 16, 
1990 and passed ordinance #1990-7. This ordinance establishes certain 
regulations and fees regarding the landfill located about three (3) 
miles southeast of the City of Brackettville on Highway 131. This 
ordinance is subdivided into sections as follows: definitions,
regulations, fee schedule, emergencies and exceptions, violations,

NEW MUNICIPAL JUDGE APPOINTED I
penalty, days and hours of operation, and miscellaneous. The 
provisions of this ordinance shall apply to all persons, associations, \ 
corporations, partnerships, joint ventures or other legal form of 
entity entitled to use the Brackettville landfill as eligible user. 
This ordinance defines household garbage, brush, industrial waste, 
commercial or contract hauler, Brackettville landfill and eligible 
user. All contract or commercial haulers are prohibited access to or 
use of the landfill for any purpose or reason without a permit. Large 
animals, including but not limited to horses snd cows, are prohibited 
from being dumped at the landfill. Tires are not permitted to be 
dumped at landfill.

The following rates will be charged to users of the landfill:
Trunk-------- $2.00/car trunk load
Pick-up------- $5.00/pick-up load (1 ton

or less)
Small Trailer—  $5.00/small trailer load 

(less than 16 ft long)
Large Trailer— $15-00/large trailer load 

(16 ft or longer)
Bob-Tail Truck— $15.00/bob-tail truck load 
Dump Truck---- $15.00/dump truck load

All individuals will be charged a set rate of $5.00 per month for four 
trips in one month. Individuals exceeding this amount will be charged 
an additional rate as stated in the fee schedule.

REFLECTIONS
BY REV. PR EST O N  TAYLO R  
F IRST  B A P T IST  CHURCH

Several years ago, my wife and our two 
children left Argentina because of the death of 
her Dad and critical illness of another family 
member.

As I returned to our house after seeing 
the family leave, the "Home" had changed into 
nothing more than an empty house. A cutting 
feeling of despair settled upon me. Big, tough 
me! Grief gripped me. There I stood— my face 
bathed with tears. Totally devastated.

Death, a sudden move with new 
surroundings, a family break-up, and a dozen 
other events can send arrows of a lonely 
feeling through a person. What’s the answer to 
this gnawing feeling of helplessness?

Work helps drive away the enemy of 
loneliness. When my family left me for the 
States, I plunged into three months of work 
that consumed fourteen hours a day, seven days 
a week. Work helps one keep his sanity.

Friends prove helpful in times of 
aloneness. Concerning friends, Shakespeare 
said: "Grapple them to thy soul with hoops of 
steel." Meet them in God's House— or any place 
where true, lasting, wholesome friendships may 
be formed.

Reading proves to be a good antidote to 
loneliness. Good books help. Try the Bible a 
few minutes each day. Episcopalian Keith 
Miller's book, The Taste of New Wine, is super 
reading. I have a couple of books that might 
be helpful. Ask the Kinney County Librarian 
for suggestions.

Try God! He is the best solution to the 
evil of loneliness and despair that you may 
have. God and all that God in Christ by the 
power of the Holy Spirit is— well, He holds the 
solution to every problem in life, death, and 
eternity. Don't try to squeeze through life by 
squeezing God out.

The youngest individual Olympic winner was American Marjorie Gestring 
who took the springboard diving title at the age of 13 years 268 days at 
the 1936 Olympics.
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Horace Greeley was a famous journalist in 
the middle of the nineteenth century. He was 
born in Amhert, New Hampshire where he lived 
on a farm. Horace left the farm and was 
determined to make his fortune as a newspaper 
man.

After he failed at being a farmer, he 
finally joined the Whig Party and, with their 

i help and a few stockholders, started the "New 
York Tribune." Greeley was against slavery, 
fought for the rights of immigrants, snd wasn't 
In favor of the Mexican War.

He is credited by the public with the 
famous quote, "Go west young man and grow up 
with the country!" However, he did say he 
would endorse the idea.

In 1854 Greeley quit the Whig Party. His 
support went to Lincoln's nomination of the 
Radical Republicans.

After the war, Greeley became more 
unpopular for his support of amnesty for the 
South. He even signed a. ball bond for 
Jefferson Davis and advocated black suffrage.

* After challenging Ulysses S. Grant's 
second presidental election in 1872, Greeley 
died a broken man in spirit in Pleasantville, 
New York in November of the same year.

During his lifetime he was admired by the 
North and hated In the South. The power of his 
writings, down-home humor and fiery editorials 
make his writings among the most powerful 
forces of that time.

g. ALL garbage hauled to the landfill must be fully covered.

Each separate violation shall constitute a separate offense.
The dumping ground-will be open for dumping by eligible users on 

Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Friday, and Saturday of each week from the 
hours of 10:00 AM to 6:00 PM (CLOSED ON THURSDAYS AND SUNDAYS AND ANY 
DESIGNATED CITY HOLIDAYS).

We have received some much needed rain and it 
was nice to get relief from the heat as well. 
Be sure, though, the heat and dryness will be 
back. As a way to conserve water around the 
home, try adding mulch to your gardens and 
beds. This one practice can separate the super 
gardener form an average one. particularly 
during dry periods. This is a valuable 
cultural practice and does more than just save 
water. Good mulch can reduce soil pecking, 
blowing and washing suppress weeds, keep the 
soil moist, regulate soil temperature, add 
organic matter and keep vegeteble fruits, such 
as squash, off the ground and free of many 
diseases.
Mulch can aid in the home landscape as well. 
They Improve plant growth, enhance the 
appearance of the landscape and reduce 
maintenance. With the summer's heat drying 
gardens and landscape, the most Important 
functions of mulch is prevention of evaporation 
from the soil surface. Because of the reduced 
evaporation, the soil moisture level remains 
more constant, which promotes root growth. 
Mulches also modify soil temperatures in home 
gardens. Summer mulches cool the soil and 
create a better growing environment under the 
plants. Most weed seed require light to 
germinate, and a thick layer of mulch will help 
shade them out and can reduce weed problems by 
90^ or more.

SPONSORED WEDNESDAY

Val Verde Memorial Hospital in cooperation 
with the South Texas Blood Bank, will sponsor a 
blood drive on Wednesday, August 1st, 10 A.M. - 
6 P.M. in the Lab Conference Room at the 
hospital.

Potential donors must be between the ages 
of 17 and 72 (17 year-olds must have written 
parental consent); be in good general health; 
must weigh at least 110 pounds; and must not 
have donated blood within the previous eight 
weeks. When a potential donor arrives the day 
of the blood drive, they will be given a brief 
questionnaire and asked to complete it. 
Answers to these questions will help the 
technicians determine whether or not you are a 
suitable donor. If you meet the requirements 
for donating blood, you will then be given a 
mini-physical consisting of pulse, temperature, 
blood pressure and iron level check. This 
initial screening process and physical exam 
takes approximately 15 minutes. Once a 
potential donor has passed the screening and 
exam, the actual donation process only takes 8 
to ten minutes.

It has been estimated that only 5# of all 
eligible blood donors actually take the time to 
give. Today, when blood banks are required by 
federal law to follow strict guidelines for 
safety, and when valuable health Information 
may be obtained through tests that must be 
performed on every pint of blood, there are 
very few reasons NOT to donate. Giving blood

is safe. Giving blood is necessary. Most 
Important, giving blood saves lives. YOU can 
help maintain the lifeline of healthy blood by 
becoming a regular donor.

"For his eyes sre upon the ways of man, and he seeth all his 
goings.

The above photographs represent the beginning, and the current U.S. 
Army general purpose, cargo and troop transport trucks. The older 
model truck, serial number AH956, was at one time In use at Fort 
Clark, Texas. This vehicle Is a M1917 Liberty. The tires on It ere 
solid rubber, and It h8S just one headlight, right In the center, 
located up on the dash cowling, or on top of the firewall.
Fort Clark was the final military assignment for this old vehicle, as 
it was outdated 8nd outmoded. So, it was sold to the highest bidder, 
in the civillian market.

The "Liberty" found a new usefulness on the Seargeant Ranch, located 
In Kinney County. Kinney County Judge Tommy Seargeant said that as a 
youngster, the experience of driving this truck around the rsnch was

one of his greater experiences. He even used It to knock down brush 
and trees. In 1970 the "Liberty" was donated to the U.S. Army for 
display in the military vehicle museum at Fort Sam Houston, Texas. It 
was donated in the name of Albert James Seargeant and Major Billy M. 
Seargeant, U.S.A.F. The Army rebuilt the truck to look as though it 
had just arrived new from the factory.

The photograph of the other U.S. Army truck, is quite a contrast. It 
is termed as a 5 ton vehicle, powered by a diesel engine. Quite a 
difference from even the World War Two 2 and 1/2 ton cargo trucks. 
This vehicle is even almost comfortable to ride in, over all types of 
terrain, even when loaded with troops or cargo. I did say "almost". 
This vehicle is in use, assigned to the 1*t1st Mechanized Infantry 
Regiment, of the ^9th Armored Devision, Texas Army National Guard, at 
Camp Bullis, Texas.
