The Apos­
tle  Paul in h is ep is tle s  places 
Christians into two distinct catego­
ries; they are either carnal or spir­
itual, and they are either babes in 
Christ or they have grown to be 
m ature  C h ris tian s . U sing  the 
human example of a baby needing 
milk, so the new Christian needs 
"milk", which is basic Bible doc­
trine. Through a steady diet of 
Bible doctrine, the Christian grows

through adolescence and on to 
adult m aturity. Thus spiritual 
growth is progressive, and it has 
nothing to do with the physical age 
of the Christian. Just as a baby 
cannot handle complex theological 
doctrine (Hebrews 5:12-14).

But spirituality and car­
nality are not progressive. Any 
Christian, regardless of spiritual 
development, is either spiritual or 
carnal at any given moment! A 
new Christian can be spiritual or 
carnal at any hour of the day, just 
as can a mature, adult Christian. 
In the context o f the Scripture 
quoted above, "spiritual" simply 
means that the Christian's mind is 
controlled by the Holy Spirit and is 
producing the "fruit" of the Spirit 
(Galatians 5:22-23); carnal simply 
means that his mind is controlled 
by his old sin nature and is produc-

ing human good and personal sin. 
The next study will deal with how 
to be sp ir itu a l and how to be 
carnal.

"But I say, walk by the 
spirit, and you will not carry out 
the desire of the flesh. For the 
flesh sets its desire against the 
Spirit, and the Spirit against the 
flesh; for these are in opposition to 
one another, so that you may not 
do the th ings that you please" 
(Galatians 5:16-17). The Apostle 
Paul is speaking o f the internal 
conflict which every Christian has; 
w hether his mind w ill be con­
trolled by the Holy Spirit, or by 
his old sin nature. (I say "mind" 
here  since every th ing  we do 
proceeds from a mental attitude). 
Our sin nature produces the mental 
attitudes produced when the Holy 
Spirit controls our mind; "But the 
fru it o f  the S p irit is love, joy , 
peace, patience, kindness, good­
ness, faithfulness, gentleness, self- 
contro l,,," (Galatians 5:22-23). 
When we are controlled by the sin 
nature, we are "carnal" or fleshly; 
when we are contro lled  by the 
Holy Spirit, we are "spiritual." 
Now, at any given moment of time 
we are either 100% carnal, or we 
are 100% spiritual. So, how do 
we become carnal? It is easy; if 
we just wait awhile, we will think 
a sin. At that point the Holy Spirit 
is "grieved" or "quenched", and 
we are carnal. I John 1:9 tells us 
how to be spiritual; "if we confess 
our sins, He is faithful and right­
eous to forgive us our sins and to 
cleanse us from all unrighteous­
ness." "Confess" means to name

three female personnel. Females 
never served on active duty with 
the U .S . A rm y ho rse  cavalry. 
However, should there be a horse 
cavalry in the U .S. Army now, 
there would be the possibility that 
females would be included. One 
of the young ladies pictured above, 
Lance Corporal Mary Hatfield, 
was and is noe of the better riders 
then and today. S taff Sergeant 
Hatfield, USAF, was the guideon 
bearer for the un it, and did an 
o u ts tan d in g  jo b . R aising  and 
lowering the company or troop 
flag (guideon) while riding a horse 
du ring  a g a llop  in  the correct 
manner, and twirling it when the 
need arose, takes a lot of riding 
skill and coordination. In addi­
tion, when riding thru the sabre 
targets at a full gallop and using 
the guideon instead o f a sabre, 
takes more skill.

This unit o f cavalry put 
on a number o f mounted cavalry 
d em o n stra tio n s at F o rt Clark 
Springs during the late 1970's and 
early 1980's. These demonstra­
tions included drill, sabre targets, 
mounted pistol and carbine firing 
at targets, while at a full gallop, 
mounted attack of an Infantry unit 
from Laredo, and parades.

Shown in the photo lined 
up on the South side of the Fort 
Clark stables, with the old com­
missary building in the backgound, 
are from  le ft to righ t; Capt. 
Wallace L. Morgan, Lance Corpo­
ral Mary Hatfield, Lance Corporal 
Bobby H atfie ld , Trooper Andy 
Roundtree, Sergeant Bob Lane, 
Trooper Brenda Mystka, Trooper

Incidently, this unit was Company 
K, not troop K. The reason being 
that this unit portrayed a unit of 
cavalry during the era that the 
term Troop had not yet replaced 
the term  Company, in Cavalry 
organization.

Re­
member, a good synthetic engine 
oil, like Mobil 1, flows easily at 35 
degrees below zero F. for easier 
starting and faster lubrication. 
Sluggish running may suggest a 
tuneup.

Check drive belts, hoses and flu­
ids: OK on window-washer? Radia­
tor coolant full? Remember, it isn’t 
just an antifreeze, but helps pre­
vent rust and corrosion; renew 
every two years at least.

One of the most charming tradi­
tions of the holiday season is the 
real Christmas tree. Knowing a few 
facts can help make yours even more 
delightful.

A féw simple care tips can en­
hance your enjoyment of your 
Christmas tree and keep it fresh 
and fragrant throughout the holi­
day season.

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A Brighter Outlook fo r  South Texas
by Bernard Weinstein and Harold 
Gross

For five years, the South 
Texas econom y ree led  from  
co llapsing  in v estm en t, ris in g  
unem ploym ent, and capacity  
reductions at petrochemical and 
manufacturing plants. Per capita 
income fell from  three percent 
above the national average to 11 
percent below. A fter years of 
growth, there was a deep sense of 
frustration at such a turn of events. 
Today, frustration has turned to 
hope, as a broad based recovery is 
underway, and there 's an upbeat 
outlook for growth in the 1990's. 
Those feelings are justified for a 
number of reasons:

* The P o rt o f  C orpus 
Christi is the deepest on 
the Gulf of Mexico and is 
the six th  busiest in the 
nation. Since 1987, the 
volume of freight passing 
th rough  the p o rt has 
increased from  60 tons 
per year to more than 70 
tons per year, and further 
gains are expected. The 
Port of Corpus Christi is 
now  a m ulti-m odal 
facility, and because the 
port incorporates a for­
eign trade zone—one of 
nine in South Texas, the 
area has attracted 15 new 
businesses.
* The Enterprise Zone in 
Victoria has just landed a 
new 186,000 sq ft plastics 
m anufacturing facility. 
This $7 million state-of- 
th e -a rt p lan t w ill soon 
em ploy more than 300 
people. Enterprise zones 
across South Texas are 
w itn essin g  s im ila r 
growth.
* Over the past two years, 
h o rizo n ta l d r illin g  has

created thousands of jobs 
in the South Texas oil 
patch, with oil and gas 
production up 680 and 
238 percent respectively. 
Four hundred additional 
wells are scheduled to be 
drilled in 39 South Texas 
counties during the next 
several months. In addi­
tion , the petrochem ical 
industry  has launched 
more than $660 million of 
plant expansions in South 
Texas since June.
* The Rio Grand Valley 
area is the fastest growing 
area o f Texas, w ith 
annual regional growth of 
about four percent, well 
above the national aver­
age of two and one-half 
percent. Manufacturing 
is strong in South Texas 
and during the last year 
over 62,000 manufactur­
ing jo b s  in d iversified  
in d u strie s  have been 
created in Texas. Since 
each 100 manufacturing 
jo b s  sp in o ff 64 new 
non-manufacturing jobs, 
the economic growth is 
apparent.
* E xpansion  o f  the 
"M aquiladora” plants in 
the low er Rio G rand 
Valley, the US Navy 
"homeport" in Ingleside, 
and the opening o f the 
Texas in to  econom ic 
recovery . The Texas 
S tate A quarium , in 
Corpus Christi is bringing 
more than 400 jobs and 
$25 m illion to the area 
economy.
R ecent events in the 

Middle East are also improving the 
econom ic p rospects for South 
Texas. Higher world oil prices 
will stimulate natural gas produc­

tion as businesses and homes 
across the nation change their fuel 
use patterns. The South Texas 
region has natu ral gas in 
abundance and stands to realize a 
substantial windfall. For example, 
in a recent study we determined 
that $25 oil would push natural gas 
production up 20 percent by 1993.

Local cham bers of 
commerce and port authorities 
deserve praise for their aggressive 
industrial development programs — 
even in the face o f econom ic 
adversity . C entral Pow er and 
Light Company should also re­
ceive h igh m arks for its work 
promoting industrial partnerships 
and working closely with commu­
nities to bring in new jobs.

Speaking o f CPL, an 
am ple supply o f e lec tric ity  at 
reasonable cost is im portant to 
business and industrial develop­
ment. The addition of the south 
Texas N uclear P lan t gives the 
region enough generating capacity 
for new in d u stria l p lants and 
expansions w ell into the 21st 
century, while other parts of the 
nation are facing power shortages.

South Texas also enjoys a 
significant electric power price 
advantage compared to most re­
gions. Rates average two to three 
times more in New York, Califor­
nia, and Illinois. Regional rates 
also are competitive with other of 
Texas and su rround ing  states. 
This p rice  advantage should 
widen.

Many coal-buming utili­
ties are facing rising costs when 
C ongress enacts acid rain 
legislation, and some regions are 
paying a prem ium  for oil to 
generate electric power. What's 
more, South Texas now relies on a 
diversity of clean fuels - nuclear, 
natural gas, and clean coal, which 
will save billions of dollars in fuel 
costs and help clean the environ­
ment.

As we look back on the 
prev ious decade, the severe

regional economic downturn may 
have been a blessing in disguise, 
because hard times brought the 
region to concerted action. We 
are seeing exceptional leadership 
to make the economy even broad­
er-based. Finally, the prospects of 
higher prices, and, of course, an 
ample, competitive power supply 
base, gives South Texas the 
economic drawing power it needs. 
Indeed, we are much more confi­
dent of a stronger economy in the 
years to Come.

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In 1913 a nationw ide  
furor was created by the secretary 
of the Society for the Suppression 
of vice, on an unemployed press 
agent, over his painting of a young 
girl about to skinny dip.

The painting "September 
Morn", by Paul Chabos was un­
veiled in the Paris Salon of 1912. 
When reproductions went on sale 
the next year in 1913, in New 
York, things began to happen. 
One copy appeared in an art store 
window on West 46th Street. It 
was brought to the attention  of 
Anthony Comstock, the Secretary 
of the Society for the Suppression 
of Vice. He was widely known as 
the enemy o f gamblers, brothel 
owners and o th e r ev il doers. 
Comstock claim ed to have de­
stroyed 160 tons of obscene litera­
ture and he was no ted  fo r his 
furious raids.

You couldn't miss seeing 
him as he was five  foo t ten , 
weighed 210 pounds and was 
always dressed in a black frock 
coat, with a Bible in his pocket. 
He always w ore m utton-chop 
whiskers, and with blazing eyes.

He walked into the 46th 
Street shop and ordered the paint­
ing "Septem ber M orn" taken 
down, which the trembling clerk 
did.

When the owner of the art 
shop came back from lunch, he put 
the painting back and the battle 
was on.

Meanwhile, a Hollywood 
press agent had spotted the picture 
in the art shop and ta lked  the 
owner into helping him pull a 
stunt, which would help the art 
shop owner get rid of his prints he 
was trying to sell for 10 cents.

But Comstock didn't bite 
un til R eichenbach went to his 
office and took Comstock to see 
the paintings the press agent had 
hired a group of little newsboys to 
make fun of the picture.

When the press agent and 
Comstock arrived, he got the New 
York Times to run a protesting 
headline: "COMSTOCK DOOMS 
SEPTEM BER M O RN ." The 
headline caused a big sale of 
p rin ts , calendars, cigarbands, 
candy boxes , all with nude paint­
ings on them. Sailors had her 
tattoed on their chests.

The last time the painting 
appeared was in the New York 
Tim es in 1957, w ith the an­
nouncem ent that "Septem ber 
Mom" could be seen in the Metro­
politan Museum of Art, as a his­
torical curiosity. With age comes 
respect.

CAUSE FIRES!!

The U.S. Consumer 
Product Safety commission esti­
mates that approximately 14,000 
clothes-dryer-related fires occur 
when lint builds up in the filter or 
the exhaust duct. Under certain 
conditions, when lint blocks the 
flow of air, excessive heat build-up 
may cause a fire in some dryers. 
To prevent fires:
* Clean the lint filter regularly 
and make sure the dryer is 
operating properly. Clean the 
filter after each load of clothes, 
while the dryer is operating, check 
the outside exhaust to make sure 
exhaust air is escaping normally. 
If it is not, look inside both ends 
of the duct and remove any lint. If 
there are signs that the dryer's 
temperature control thermostat 
needs servicing.
* Check the exhaust duct more 
often if you have a plastic, flexible 
duct. This type of duct is more 
apt to trap lint than ducting without 
ridges.
* Closely follow manufactures' 
instructions for new installations. 
Most manufacturers that get their 
clo thes dryers approved by 
Underwriters Laboratories specify 
the use of metal exhaust duct. If 
metal duct is not available at the 
retailer, check other places such as 
hardware or builder supply stores. 
If you are having the dryer in­
stalled, insist upon metal duct 
unless the installer has verified that 
the manufacturer permits the use 
of plastic duct.
