An Army Field "Smithy”
at work.

Blacksmiths were necessary to the
U.S. Army, since they started
using horse drawn equipment, and
then mounted soldiers. The first
mounted soldiers in the U.S. Army
that were actually included within
the table of organization were the
mounted Infantry, which were
later organized into units of
"Dragoons”. Dragoons changed
into "Cavalry” near the start of the
U.S. Civil War.

in the field appears to have been
photographed about right after the
turn of the century thru possibly
early 1920's. Had the photo been
in color, a more definite date could
be determined.

There were a number of
*Farrier” or "Blacksmith" shops
on Fort Clark, during active Army
times. One of these were normal-
ly located to the rear of each large
stables. There was also one for
the Quartermaster yard, to take
care of the work horses and mules.
In addition, there would normally
be a main "Blacksmith" shop on
each post. Blacksmiths could

normally take care of the metal

Kimchi’s main characteristic—a
spicy blend of vegetables, garlic and
red pepper—makes it well-loved
among Koreans, but it is more a
culinary curiosity for Korea’s for-
eign visitors.

Foreigners can get a thorough
introduction to kimchi, Korea’s na-
tional vegetable dish, at the Kimchi
Museum, near the Chung-muro
subway station in downtown Seoul.

“Kimchi’s fame is spreading be-
cause it is nutritious and intrigu-
ing,” Duk-Soo Hur, director of Korea
National Tourism Corporation in
Los Angeles said.

The museum explains the entire
kimchi story. There are history and
preservation rooms, an information
and material room, a buffet res-
taurant and tasting room. Some 50
types of kimchi can be sampled with
15 other traditional foods. The
tasting fee is nominal, about $3.75,

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and there is no admission fee, The
museum is open daily.

Kitchen tools and standard ip.
gredients are displayed with expla-
nations in Korean, English ang
Japanese. Teaching sessions are .
held on Wednesdays and students
experience kimchi preparation,

Traditionally, kimchiis prepared
after the autumn harvest to pre-
serve cabbage and other vegetables
through the winter. There are ag
many kimchi recipes as there are
kitchens in Korea.
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In the 3rd century B.C., the courtiers
of the royal court in China were re-
quired to carry doves in their mouths
in order to sweeten their breath
when addressing the emperor.

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TASP Test Offered

To give some students
one more chance to take the Texas
Academic Skills Program test
before they risk not being allowed
to enroll for more college courses
this spring, the Texas Higker
Education Coordinating Board has
arranged to offer the TASP on
January 5, 1991 at six sites across
the state.

Students can only register -

by phone and for one week
only--512-926-8746 from 8 a.m. to
7 p.m. Wednesday, December 12
through Wednesday, December
19.

"In recent weeks, the
Coordinating Board has received
some calls from students con-
cerned that their failure to take the
TASP Test will result in their.
being blocked from enrolling this
spring in anything but remedial
courses at a state public college or
university, " said Commissioner of
Higher Education Kenneth H.
Ashworth.

"The vast majority of
Texas students have met their
responsibility to take the TASP
Test. We are offering this
additional test date as a service to
give the students who missed the
five TASP Test dates in 1990
another option so that they can
continue their education without
interruption, " he said.

At Southwest Texas
Junior College, students must take
the TASP Test before or during
the semester they will accumulate
15 college-level semester credit
hours. Students who do not pass
the math, writing or reading sec-
tions of the test receive special
help to improve their skills. They
must pass all sections of the test
before they can enroll beyond 60
credit hours.

Dr. Joan Matthews,
Director of Special Projects at the
Coordinating Board, said taking

the TASP Test in January may
involve travel and extra expense

for some students since the test is
only being offered at these loca-
tions: The University of Texas at
El Paso, Texas Tech University in
Lubbock, Collin County Commu-
nity College in Plano, the Univer-
sity of Texas at San Antonio,
Houston Community College, and
the University of Texas-Pan
American in Edinburg.

"Because this test date is
outside the Coordinating Board's
contract with the testing company,
all costs must be covered by a
higher test fee of $65," Matthews
said. “Students may qualify for
first-time TASP Test vouchers to
cover up to $24 of this cost. The

-------

vouchers are available from
campus financial aid offices,” she
said. The TASP Test will be
offered on at least six additional
dates in 1991 at the regular fee of
$24.

Students who take the test
on January 5 will be given a
receipt to present at spring regis-
tration as proof that they have
taken the TASP Test. They must
follow up and provide their
schools with their official TASP
scores from National Evaluations
Systems, Inc. or risk not receiving
credit for their spring classes.

"Early indications are that
TASP is working well and has
provided much needed academic
support for many students,”
Commissioner Ashworth said. For
more information contact the
TASP office at the Coordinating
Board, at 483-6200.

Southwest Texas Junior
College botany instructor Toney
Keeney was recently nominated for
the 1990-91 Piper Professor
Award which is given annually by
the Minnie Stevens Piper Founda-
tion.

According to Dr. Robert
Aguero, SWTIC Dean of Instruc-
tional Services, Keeney, who was
nominated by a group of his peers,
will be competing with professors
from universities, colleges and
Jjunior colleges throughout the state
for one of ten awards which will
be awarded statewide in early
April 1991. The Piper Award is
given to recognize the teaching
profession rather than for research
or publication endeavors.

"The Piper Award is
considered one of the most
prestigious teaching awards in the
state and it is a honor for soineone
to be nominated by his/her peers,"
Aguero said. "It will be a
tremendous honor to have a Piper
Professor in our ranks if Keeney is
so named. "

A native of San Saba,
Texas, Keeney graduated cum
laude from San Saba High School
and received both his BS and MA
from Sam Houston State Universi-
ty. While working on his masters,
Keeney worked as a lab assistant
in the SHSU biology department.

Keeney has taught at
SWTIC for twenty-three years and
credits his high school biology and
chemistry teacher Charles Cun-
ningham with his decision to
become a teacher.

"Mr. Cunningham is such

an intriguing and challenging

individual and I have tried to pat-
tern my life after his,"” Keeney
said.

A twelve year member of
the Texas Organization of Endan-
gered Species (TOES), Keeney is
very active in conservation meas-
ures. In 1967 when Keeney came
to SWTJC he started a herbarium
which now houses 10,187 mounted
sheets (specimens). Keeney is
responsible for the maintenance
and upkeep of the herbarium and
said he began the project as a way
to be a more knowledgeable about
his profession.

"Since I am a botany
instructor I feel that it is important
that I know about the plants in this

“area because people are going to
ask me questions about them. Our
herbarium is a representative
collection of Southwest Texas
plant species. It began as a one
room office in the Garner Science
building and has expanded each
year," Keeney said.

A twenty-year resident of
Knippa, Keeney and his wife
Carrie are the parents of five
children, Tracey, Stacey, Bracey,
Kayci and Megan.

"] feel this nomination is
for the entire faculty not just for
me. I see myself as a
representative of the entire faculty
because it takes support from my
peers to qualify for this nomina-
tion," concluded Keeney.

Coffee Mugs and Microbugs

The office coffee break: A time to
relax and enjoy a hot, steaming cup
of coffee—and bacteria? Surpris-
ingly, many people don’t realize that
drinking from a reusable coffee mug
instead of a clean, sanitary dispos-
able cup, can be a good way to catch
a cold or other illness.

Factis, most people don’t or can’t

take the time away from work to
_clean coffee mugs properly—they
just give them a quick rinse. To
properly sanitize a mug, it should
be washed thoroughly and then
rinsed for 30 seconds in water of 170
degrees or more. The tap water in
office sinks and rest rooms rarely
gets that hot.

A good detergent should also be
used—something many offices don’t
have on hand. Sink areas in wash-
rooms and office kitchens often
harbor bacteria since so few work-
ers bother to clean up after use.
Over time—due to lack of proper
cleaning—grime, residue and bacte-
ria accumulate on the cup. Also,
office workers often mishandle their
cups, spreading germs from dirty
hands. Cups are frequently used by
more than one person and not
properly cleaned. The result: You
could be exposed to bacteria and
viruses that cause colds and flu and

Celebrate The
Holidays Safely

Christmas, that happiest
and merriest of holidays, deserves
a little extra time for . w safety
precautions.

We, at Rio Grande Elec-
tric Co-op hope you will consider
this checklist of safety precautions
this holiday season.

1 Carefully check old strings of
lights. If sockets and connections
are damaged or cords frayed,
throw them away.

2. When you buy new strings of
lights, check for the Underwriters
Laboratory (UL) label. These
may cost a little more than those
not approved but the additional
cost is good safety insurance.

3. Before stringing lights on the
tree, be sure there is a bulb in
every socket and every bulb is the
right size. Place bulbs on the tree
so that they don't touch foliage,
paper or cotton. Use only fire-
proof decorations,

4. If an evergreen tree is used,
saw off the bottom of its trunk and
place it in water. Stand the tree in
a bucket of water for several days
before bringing it into the house.
Place it in a tree stand that has a
water receptacle when ready to put
it in the house. Check the water
level periodically. Dry evergreens
burn easily. When needles begin
to fall, it's time to take the tree
down.

5. Place the tree away from heat-
ing units or fireplace so it won't
dry out quickly.

6. Distonnect lights from wall

outlets/when not in use or when l

family is away. .

7. Warn children to keep hands
away from light strings, indoors
and out. Replace burned out bulbs
and leave no sockets empty to
invite small fingers.

8. On metallic trees, use spot or
flood lights, not strings of lights in
direct contact.

9. If you plan to purchase an
artificial tree, choose a flame
retardant one. Choose trees with
build-in electrical systems with the
UL label.

10. Chose miniature bulbs or cool-
to-the-touch standard bulbs labeled
suitable for vinyl trees.

11. If lights dim when tree is
lighted, disconnect other electrical
equipment on the same circuit
while tree lights are on.

Some more precautions to*use are:

Check your Christmas
lights, including plugs, outlets and
extension cords.

Never leave your
Christmas tree lights burning when
you are not at home. It is a good
idea to cut off all Christmas lights
(inside and out) before retiring for
the night.

Use decorative candles
sensibly and cautiously. Never
leave candles burning when you
are not at home.

Remember young children
and pets might want to taste the

mistletoe and poinsettias - be
careful where you place plants.

Help children to properly
operate electronic toys. Make sure
they are safe before leaving the
child alone with and electronic toy.

Place your Christmas tree
away from heat sources such as
chimneys, water heaters, radiators,
portable heaters, etc.

Never overload circuits.

Store packages away from
stairways and walkways (if a fire
did break out, they could block
your exit).

Buy and operate blinking
or twinkling Christmas lights.
They use less energy than the ones
that stay on all the time.

The most important light-
ing tip is to use as few lights as
possible, especially with outdoor
decorative lights that are often
higher wattage than indoor lights.
Consider trimming only the front
of your house with lights rather
than outlining the entire house and

driveway this year. _

Beginning with bills
mailed today, residential customers
will see a credit on their bills
ranging from $9.53 to $10.11.
This range includes $8.72 in credit
for Southwestern Bell service, and
a credit for all applicable federal,
state and local fees and taxes.
This will appear on the "Other
Charges for Southwestern Bell"
page of customers' monthly tele-
phone bill.

Depending upon the type
of service and rate structure,
business customers will receive
credits ranging from $2.91 per
access line to more than $40 per
access line in some instances.

However, most business
customers (those with single-line,
flat-rate service) will see a credit
in the range of $9.80 to $10.38 per
access line. These amounts also
include the credit for federal, state
and local fees and taxes.

Customers should receive
their credits on bills received in
December or early January.

New Switch for Brackett & Spofford

Brackettville and Spofford
will receive the latest in telephone
digital switching as part of an
agreement approved by the Texas
Public Utility Commission and
Southwestern Bell Telephone.

Southwestern Bell
Telephone will install the switch as
part of an accelerated program
which will help boost the Texas
economy and provide customer
benefits worth more than $1.2
billion over the next four years.

A timetable for installing
the two communities' new equip-
ment as well as 194 other switches
statewide over the next four years
is no yet available, according to
Karen O'Neill, external affairs
manager for Southwestern Bell.

Telephone customers all
across the state were the big
winners today, " said O'Neill.
"With this bold, decisive action,
the PUC has not only approved
more than $1.2 billion customer
benefits, it has moved to put Texas
at the forefront of telecommunica-
tions in the U.S."

"The negotiated settle-
ment was a product of months of
intense discussion among the PUC
staff, Southwestern Bell and 23
separate intervening groups, " said
O'Neill. "This is an example of a
broad base of diverse interests

joining with the PUC and
Southwestern Bell Telephone with
a common goal to improve the
telecommunication infrastructure

of Texas."

The settlement includes
the largest rate reductions and
most ambitious modernization of
the telecommunication network in
Texas history.

Consumers will see the
customer credits and rate reduc-
tions starting shortly, according to
O'Neill. "And we will begin work
immediately on the network
modernization program.”

Other highlights of the
agreement include:

* A four-year cap on basic local
telephone service rates.

* A one-time refund of approxi-
mately $8.75 for residence and
$10 per access line for business
customers.

* Reductions in Southwestern
Bell's long distance, WATS and
800 Service rates.

* Reduced access charges to long
distance companies in Texas.
These savings will flow through to
customers.

* A four-year, accelerated pro-
gram to bring digital technology to
196 communities now served by
older, less versatile equipment.

* Eliminate party-line service and
mileage charges for more than
300,000 rural customers residing
outside "local calling areas.” The
upgraded service will not increase
customers' monthly bills.

* Expanded optional toll-free call-
ing to 32 cities around Austin,
Dallas, Fort Worth, Houston and

San Antonio.

* Touch-tone rate reductions of 60
percent for residences and 33
percent for business customers at
the end of four years.

* Residential service connection
charge reductions from $60. to
$38.35.

* A Lifeline program for eligible
low-income customers.

"The telecommunications
industry has changed dramatically
since the Bell System was broken
up, and our system of regulation
has to keep pace with those
changes, " said O'Neill. "This
settlement is worth roughly $1.2
billion is direct customer benefits
over a four-year period."

"The agreement provides
an incentive to
telecommunication network that

should attract new businesses and '

jobs to Texas without increasing
telecommunication costs to the
Texas ratepayers, " said O'Neill.
O'Neill said Southwestern
Bell will be allowed to earn 12.06
percent return on investment
(ROI). Half of all earnings from
12.06 percent to 14.5 percent ROI
will be returned to customers.

Earnings above 14.5 percent ROI

will be returned to customers in
full.
According to O'Neill, a

California have adopted similar
progressive regulatory approaches

"Now
Texas can join other states in
trying to attract the burgeoning
number of companies which use
advanced information networks. "
"What's really exciting is
the chance to bring the most
advanced communication technol-
ogy to parts of Texas where, with-
out an incentive, the present rate

of growth would not justify this .

provement effort that integrates
peer evaluation in the stat's per-
formance-based accreditation
process. "

"The 1990-91 school
year,” the Agency's deputy
commissioner continues, "marks
the first time that school board
members will participate in the
TSII program. Previously, partic-
ipants included only
superintendents, central office
administrators, and secondary and
elementary principals,” he ex-
plains. "The addition of school
board members to the program is
the next logical step as we contin-
ue to provide participating school
districts and their administrators
and opportunity to make a signifi-
cant contribution to the improve-
ment of education throughout the
state. This involvement of school
board members is aimed at
producing educational
effectiveness, systematic account-
ability, and fiscal responsibility. "

The TSII training was
conducted in Austin this past
summer for school administrators
in July and for school board
members in  September.
Participants were divided into
groups based on their experience
in the program. All administrators
received intensive two-day training
in effective schools research,
school improvement strategies,
management techniques, and
current educational legislative
changes. Beginning participants
also received initial training in the
program to prepare them to be
supplementary members of accred-
itation teams. Returning adminis-
trators received additional, com-
prehensive training aimed at in-
creasing their responsibilities as
supplementary accreditation team
members.

School board members
received training on characteristics
of effective schools, affective
governance operations of school
districts and the accreditation
process.
