New Drugs Being
Developed For

Parkinson’s Disease

In 1989, the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration (FDA) approved two
drugs which can help people with
Parkinson’s disease, a disorder of
the nervous system that interferes
with the smooth passage of mes-
sages between the nerves and
muscles. The two newly approved
drugs are: Permax (Lilly) and
Eldepryl (Somerset). Permax helps
with the response to Sineriiet, a drug
used by people with Parkinson’s,
and it is thought that Eldepryl may
help to slow the progression of the
disease.

DuPont Pharmaceuticals, which
markets Symmetrel and Sinemet
is awaiting FDA approval for a re-'
fined version of Sinemet (a slowly
released form) which has been
shown in early trials to help pa-
tients whose response to the dru
Zslse.become erratic and unpredjct.

‘This block grant provides Federal
‘funds to Texas to help it support
‘alcohol and drug abuse and mental
‘disorder treatment, rehabilitation,
and prevention services throughout
the State.

instance, the budget for drug abuse
research is $302.8 million, up
from $255.5 million in Fy 1990;
funds for drug abuse prevention
activities in ADAMHA in FY
1991 total $394.4 million, up from
$323.8 million; and the budget for
ADAMHA drug abuse treatment
improvement activities is $631.9
million, up slightly from $619.1
million in FY 1990.

"With the increased
resources the President and the
Congress have provided for this
year, accompanied by an increased
resolve at the federal, state, local
and individual level to reduce and
preveut drug abuse, I believe we
will see genuine progress in
wiping out this terrible problem
that is devastating so many fami-
lies and communities," Dr. mason
commented.

The block grant funding
mechanism was established in
1981 to allow the states and terri-
tories greater flexibility in using
Federal resources to meet
treatment and prevention needs
within each state. States and terri-
tories, in turn, may contract with
community treatment and
prevention programs for direct
provision of-services at the local
level. The Federal Government
retains responsibility for assuring
compliance with legislative re-
quirements in using block grant
funds, and for providing technical
assistance to a state or territory in
implementing its prevention and
treatment activities.

The ADMS block grants
are administered by the Alcohol,
Drug Abuse, and Mental Health
Administration, which is
responsible for carrying out
research to discover and develop
solutions for mental and addictive
disorders, then assisting in the
transfer of the new knowledge into
clinical practice through the states

and other service providers.
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Sen. Judith Zaffirini on
Thursday (Feb.28) won Senate
passage of SB 166, a bill that
prohibits a mandatory polygraph
examination for victims of sexual
assault, aggravated sexual assault,
incest or indecency with a child.
The bill also prohibits a
peace officer from being suspend-
ed, discharged or subjected to any
form of employment discrimina-
tion because of his or her refusal
to take a polygraph exam.

Under current law, vic-
tims of sexual assault, aggravated
sexual assault, incest and indecen-
cy with a child are often required
to take and pass a polygraph test
before a criminal complaint re-
garding the alleged attack is proc-
essed. Victims of other crimes
such as burglary, fraud or theft,
however, often are not required to
take polygraph exams.

Safety reports that 5,331 arrests
for sexual offenses were made in
1989 and 2,804 arrests for sexual
offenses were made in the first six
months of 1990.

"These victims should not
be treated like criminals, especial-
ly at a time when they most need
compassion, understanding and
support,” said Sen. Zaffirini.
"This bill will allow a polygraph
exam to be given, but only after
the victim signs a statement indi-
cating that he or she was informed
that the exam is not required. "

Groups supporting the bill
were the Texas Association
Against Sexual Assault, the Texas
Council on Family Violence,
CLEAT, Texas Civil Liberties
Union, the Texas National
Organization for Women and the
Baytown Women's Center.

Zaffirini , Wins Passage of
_ Immunization Consent Bill

Senate approves ban on mandatory polygraph examination

Sen. Judith Zaffirini on
Thursday (Feb. 28) won Senate
approval of SB 345, a bill that
broadens the category of those
who can give consent for a minor
child to receive immunizations.

Specifically, the bill
would allow a grandparent, adult
brother or sister, adult aunt or
uncle or stepparent to authorize
immunization for a minor child if
the parent, managing conservator
or guardian cannot be contacted
and the authority to‘consent has
not been denied.

SB345 also would allow

consent for immunization to be
given by school personnel author-
ized in writing by the primary
caregiver, a court having
jurisdiction of a suit affecting the
parent-child relationship, or
another caregiver who has written
authorization from the primary
caregiver.

This legislation does not
authorize caregivers to give con-
sent if the primary caregiver has
expressly refused to give consent
for immunization or has withdrawn
authorization in writing.

"It is estimated that
approximately 15,000 to 20,000
children each year are sent home
from clinics because they don't
have proper consent," Sen. Zaffir-
ini said. "This bill will enable
most of these children to receive
the immunizations they need to
combat diseases such as measles,
mumps, rubella, diphtheria and
polio."

Along the Trail

Jedediah Strong Smith

was born in Bainbridge, New

_ York, on January 6, 1799. Smith

. was drawn to the life of adventure

in the New West. His career was

cut short in 1831 when he was

killed by Comanches along the
Cimarron River.

But during his compara-
tively short life he took part in the
Rocky Mountain Fur Trade in the
early 1820's. Not satisfied he
determined to try to reach Oregon
Territory through California.

Toward the end of the
year 1826 Smith was hired to
guide a party of seventeen men
from the Great Salt Lake to the
San Gabriel Mission in California.

Before reaching the
mountains the party was forced to
camp and all of the party except
Smith and two men stayed at the
camp in the wilderness,, while
Smith and his 2 men returned

across the desert to Great Salt
Lake. (They were the first whxtes
to cross the desert.)

They set out from Great

Salt Lake to rejonn "the party
camped near the mountains. But
Smith and his company was
ambushed by Mohave Indians who
killed ten. The rest made it to
their first camp on the American
River. There they were forced to
stay through a very cold winter in
the Sacramento Valley.

In the spring of 1828 they
headed up the coast toward Ore-
gon, but met up with Indians
again, this time by the Umpquas.
These Indians killed all but three
of the party.

Smith decided to return to
the safer fur trade in Santa Fe. it
wasn't all that safe because in May
1831, Jedediah Strong Smith was
killed by Comanches along the
Cimarron River.

Fort Clark, Texas, Circa
1930's. This scene is viewed from
the lower portion of the photo
being the South part of the main
Post, looking North, with the left
side being the West side and the
right side being the East part.

In the lower Southwest
corner, is the baseball park, with
the bleachers, etc., intact. Just
above this, prior to the grass and
tree area, eight temporary family
quarters would be built due to the
World War II build up. They
were torn down when the Texas
Railway Company purchased Fort
Clark, and in later years, private
homes were built in this location.

Just above this area, is the
exxstmg alleyway which did not

' have a name on the last U.S. -
Army map of the Fort.. Just aboqu

this alleyway, are the Officer's
Row family quarters. The street
in front was Houston Road, now
renamed Colony Row. This street
had the same name, as it ran North
and South in front of the other

Officer's family and B.O.Q.'s.

The two open fields above
the Officer's family quarters, were
the parade and drill fields, which
were converted to a nine hole golf
course by the Brown and Root
Company. In the center of these
two fields, from left to right, were
the Headquarters and Administra-
tion building, a B.0.Q., which
was formally the Officer's Club,
until the new one was built (now
the Las Moras Inn Restaurant and
Bar), the Post Chapel, which is
now the Baptist Church on Ann
St., in Brackettville, and the last
building was the Post theater,
which is now the Town Hall for
Fort Clark Springs. There was no
name for this street on this map.
Just north of this drill/parade field,
across Mchemand Road, from
left to nght is the Officer's Club,

four troop barracks, and buxldmg
74 (hidden in the photograph by
the Post Guard House). Building
74 was the Post Bowling Alley,
and it's use prior to this was as
some type of shop. This buildin

has now been converted to private
apartments. :
Coming down Scales
Ave., (new renamed Fort Clark
Road) to the right side was the
older Barracks Row troop
housing. At the south end of the
troop barracks, was the Fire Sta-
tion (now Kinney county Ambu-
lance Building) and just south of
this was the Post Hospital (now the
Fort Clark Springs Adult Center).

AUSTIN--On Wednesday, Febru-
ary 27, the Senate passed compre-
hensive ethics reform legislation
after five hours of debate on the
Senate floor. Senate Joint Resolu-
tion 8, passed by a vote of 26 to 3,
and Senate Bill 1, passed by a vote
of 28 to 0, were sponsored by
Senator Bob Glasgow of Stephen-
ville.

President Bush's new
budget includes funding to add
new Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service (INS) personnel along
the Texas-Mexico border, U.S.
Sen. Phil Gramm said today.

Specifically, the INS
plans to add a total of 734 agents,
inspectors and investigators
throughout the United States,
many of whom will be assigned to
the U.S.-Mexican border. An
exact number for Texas is not now
available.

Moreover, a new $2.4
million headquarters building for
the INS will be constructed in
Laredo.

INS, which currently has
128 agents stationed in Laredo and
plans to expand to 170 officers,
has outgrown its present headquar-
ter's building which was designed
to accommodate 50 agents.

Late last year, the senator
noted, the U.S. Customs Service
announced it was assigning 200
additional inspectors to the Texas-
Mexico border. "I'm encouraged
with the commitment of additional
resources to help ease the long

_ bridges," Gramm said.

The President's budget
request will now be sent to the
House and Senate budget commit-
tees. Gramm is a member of the
Senate Budget Committee.

The Senator said the
budget also contains funding for a
number of other programs impor-
tant to Texas, including $534
million for continued construction
of the giant Superconducting Super
Collider in Ellis County.

Also, the President is

up the Rio Grande River by build-
ing a joint U.S.-Mexico water
treatment system at Nuevo Laredo
and $860,000 for badly needed
erosion control work along the
Gulf Intracoastal Waterway at
Sargent Beach in Matagorda
County.
