Even 
now, don’t you feel the old, boyish thrill at the 
sight of a blue-coated, erect figure in the saddle 
at a crowded city crossing? If you do not, you 
are a “grown up”—saddest of labels—and will 
Journey no more to the Never-Never-Never Land

But for us "incurable children," the sight of 
the mounted policeman still catches at those old 
heart-strings.

And if all this for the blue-coated, brass-but­
toned horseman of the parks and boulevards, 
what of that other horseman, the one who rides 
alone with the stretch of endless prairies for his 
beat, with the criminal who holds a life at less 
than naught, his quarry? Surely even your dulled 
imagination, poor, to-be-pitied grown-ups, can 
catch fire faintly from the gleam of his scarlet 
coat.

Change has already come to the mounted. The 
days when a scant 800 men were magistrates, doc­
tors, coroners, ex^tifers. surveyors, mining re­
corders, crown-timber agents, revenue and cus­
toms officers, telegraphers, scouts, riders, drivers, 
boatmen, canoemen, marines and sailors, dog-dri­
vers, mail-carriers, couriers, public-health and ani­
mal-quarantine officers, prairie and forest-fire 
guardians, constables and soldiers fer one-third 
of the British Empirs are passing with every 
new mile of railroad. The border “wolfer,” the 
cattle "rustler.” the whisky trader, the fighting 
Indian, the whole band of swaggering ruffians who 
used to give zest to life in the "Territory” has 
largely passed away, or been crowded northward 
and westward toward the mining camps of Alas­
ka and the Yukon. The reckless daring, the ro­
bust hardihood and picturesqueness of the force 
necessarily have somewhat changed in the de­
velopment of the thoroughly civilized new north­
west. Now the yotng fellows are getting their 
breaking-ln among (he settled districts, while the 
old stagers are stationed to the north and west 
where there is still the “ frontier” on the edge of 
untraversed wilderness.

For the purposes of the new order of things, 
it is a thoroughly qynp«Uent and efficient force, 
as it was in the days of the Territory.

And any story you ever beard of the heir-pre­
sumptive to an English marqulsate patroling a 
500-mile beat along the Arctic circle can be out­
matched on the written records of the force, and 
In the memory of any officer. Fifteen years ago, 
Englishmen of Kipling’s “gentleman ranker" type 
made up fully half of the force, and the other half 
was composed of wild Irishmen with all their 
country’s love of a fight, old plainsmen and Indian 
fighters, the silent, steady-eyed, hard-riding men 
who gather on the frontier where the savage falls 
away before the ragged vanguard of civilization. 
And they have done their work so well that they 
are fast driving away their own excuse for be­
ing. The present northwest is no more what it 
was in 1874 than busy Winnipeg of to-day is the 
old Fort Garry to which the first troop of the 
“mounted" came 40 years ago. They have made 
western Canada what it is out of the lawless “ ter­
ritory"—an almost preposterous undertaking— 
one-quarter of the number of policemen in New 
York to govern a country 250,000 square miles 
larger than the United States!

In short, the mounted police have brought 
British law into western Canada, and firmly es­
tablished it  The homesteader can gd into any 
of the provinces and take out his claim, secure in 
the assurance that he can work bis land undis­
turbed and harvest his crop uninjured. The home­
steader is doing it by thousands, and the Last 
West is vanishing. The frontier—the last fron­
tier of America—is being prosaically plowed by 
the practical man In blue overalls, who doesn't 
carry even a hunting knife, except to cut oft his 
chew of Granger Twist

The Indian has been reduced to his lowest 
terms. When men of the United States were 
building the Union Pacific across the plains, they 
were obliged to employ Uncle Sam’s troops to 
guard the builders. If the ghosts of the dead who 
died violently In that first five-years’ fight for the 
west were to line up along the right of way there 
would be almost enough of them to mark the 
miles.

On a 30-mile ride from the North Saskatche­
wan last fall, I met dozens of teams driven almost 
wholly by Indians and half-breeds. They were 
hauling the long logs that were to be driven 
twenty to thirty feet into the sands of the Sas­
katchewan to carry the false work of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific’s steei bridge.

What a contrast! Instead*of hindering, as was 
Qftce the case, the northern Indians are helping to 
build the railroad. In the construction of the 
new government transcontinental line, the In­
dians are employed wherever they can be used, 
for the road is being rushed with all possible 
speed consistent with good work The Indians 
are ^useful, also, to the pathfinders as guides; 
they know the forests of new Canada; they know 
the mountain fastnesses of the Peace river, and 
they know all the crooks and canyons of the 
Coast Range. In short, the red man of to-day is 
the trusted guide aud faithful servant of the path­
finder. He hunts for the white man still, but quite 
differently from the way he used to hunt for the 
pioneers of old.

And this arrangement, whereby the same man 

could arrest yon and then try you himself, and 
finally put you lj prison and be your keeper, was 
an ideal arrang<*nent in the days when Justice 
was a Justice of the saddle, and all the more de­
sirable for being \ summary. Although there are 
regular civil counts in the southern portion of 
Canada now, in the far north the duties of the 
mounted policeman are still as varied as those of 
Gilbert and Sullivan's Pooh-Bah. Primarily he 
keeps order. After that, he does everything that 
ought to be done, and that it Isn’t any one else’s 
duty to do. And when some one else leaves his 
duty undone, the mounted policeman takes it up 
and finishes it  When the mail-carrier, who cov­
ers the North Country on dog sledges, reaches the 
most northern limit of his route, the mounted po­
liceman takes over the bags, and goes 500 miles 
farther north with them. Not long ago a letter 
came to my hands from the Lefflngwell polar ex­
pedition, in which the writer stated that he would 
take five dogs and a companion and travel 300 
miles over the Ice to mall the letter. When the 
letter reached its destination, the envelope bore 
the stamp of the Royal Northwest Mounted Po­
lice, who evidently hadireceived it at one of their 
posts in the arctic, andrihen had carried it by dog- 
train from the ice fields to railway connection.

It is all in the day’s work to them. They will 
undertake anything, from minding the baby to 
hanging a man, with -equal placidity, and put it 
through without fiickla^ an eyelash. They have 
done their part to demonstrate that the one 
thing on this earth logger than the equator is the 
arm of English Justice  ̂ Less than three years 
ago a mounted policeman tracked a Yukon mur­
derer over 6,000 miles, caught up with him in 
Mexico, brought him back by way of Jamaica 
and Halifax, avoiding United States soil to pre­
vent extradition complications, and hanged him 
within sight of the scene of his crime. "

There has never been a lynching in Canada. Put 
that down to the credit of the mounted police, who 
administered justice so successfully that there 
was never any temptation for the work to be ta­
ken up by private enterprise. There was never 
any parallel for the experience of Bismarck, North 
Dakota, where it is said the first 24 graves were 
those of men who had died by violence. Toward 
the Indians, the mounted police maintained a tra­
dition of stern vigilance which prevented anything 
like the costly Indian wars which the United 
States waged up to a few years ago. There was 
never in the history of Canada a train robbery 
such as still feature the headlines of United 
States newspapers from time to time. The des­
perado of every type had a healthy respect for 
the mounted policeman and preferred to conduct 
his little enterprises south of the border.

Canadians are particularly fond of telling the 
newly arrived American about the troop of Amer­
ican cavalry—a whole troop, mind you—who ten­
derly escorted a band of “bad Indians” bent on 
crossing the border, to the Canadian boundary 
line. They were met by a single mounted police­
man.

"A re  you ready for  these Indians?”  asked the
A m erican officer.

“Yes, sir," responded the policeman.
“They're a bad lot. Where is your escort sta­

tioned ?”
The trooper smiled faintly under his mustache. 

“Why, Scott’s having his horse shod, and l guess 
Murray’s over getting a drink. They’ll be along in 
a minute."

And when presently Scott and Murray came 
placidly on the scene, that troop of cavalry sat on 
their horses and watched the band of Indians they 
had so carefully guarded, depart over the yellow 
prairie under the charge of three men.

The American officer watched them dwindle to 
a dot across the level. Then his feelings found 
speech. “Well. I’m damned!" he said. And the 
troop rode away.

Again, old Pie-a-pot and several hundred of his 
tribe were making serious trouble along the rail­
road then under construction, and the mounted po­
lice promptly rode out to the Indian village with an 
order for the tribe to break camp and take the trail 
to the north, away from the line. »

When the policeman explained the order to him, 
Pie-a-pot laughed and turned away. The other In­
dians jeered and discharged their guns in the air. 
The two policemen sat still.

“ I will give you Just 15 minutes to comply with 
the order,” said the sergeant quietly.

When the 15 minutes were up, he dismounted, 
walked over to the chief’s tepee, and with calm de­
liberation kicked out the key-pole of the lodge, 
bringing the whole structure down—poles, war bon­
nets, drying skins, kettles and all—in a miscellane­
ous heap.

Ple-a-pot did some deep and rapid thinking. A 
gesture to his young men would have sent a hun­
dred bullets into each of the quiet, unruffled men 
who were systematically going through the camp, 
kicking out the key-pole of each tepee. But the In­
dians of the northwest had learned that sooner or 
later justice was done by the mounted AAlice, 
Pie-a-pot never made that, gesture. 
and in sullen silence the camp co lle c t] its scram­
bled effects and turned their ponies’ heads north.

Not so fortunate was the attempt of Sergt. Cole- 
brook to arrest a fugitive Cree Indian named Al­
mighty Voice.

Almighty Voice had stolen a steer, and Sergt 
Colebrook, with a half-breed companion, rode across 
the prairie to arrest him. The policeman in­
structed the half-breed to tell the Indian that they 
had come to arrest him, and that he must go with 
them. The Cree replied: ‘Tell him that if he ad­
vances I will kill him.”

Instantly the half-breed covered the Indian with 
his rifle, but Colebrook promptly ordered him to de­
sist, for Almighty Voice must be taken alive. Then 
he rode deliberately forward upon the muzzle of 
the Cree’s rifle, and, sooner than submit to the 
shame of arrest. Almighty Voice fired. A year la­
ter, however, the Indian was surrounded in a pit 
where he had taken refuge. The police brought up 
their field guns and shelled the pit, killing Almighty 
Voice and thus avenging Sergt Colebrook’s death. 
The outcome of this Incident served to prevent s» 
rlous trouble with the Indians, who were all in a 
more or less sulky and unsettled mood at the time.

How greatly the Indians have come to respect the 
just and impartial administration of the law by the 
mounted police was shown when one of Mecasto’s 
band escaped from the guardroom at Macleod after 
having been tried by the police on a charge of theft 
and convicted. When he returned to Mecasto’s 
camp, the chief who had attended the trial at which 
the fugitive was convicted had been so deeply im­
pressed by the impartial nature of the proceedings 
and by the fair administration of justice that he 
promptly delivered him up again at the fort gate to 
the officer in command.

Perhaps the greatest achievement which the po­
lice ever undertook was accomplished when they 
persuaded Sitting Bull and his band or between 
five and six thousand hostile Sioux to return and 
surrender to the United States authorities when 
they had taken refuge in Canada after the memor­
able massacre of Gen. Custer and his-command. 
Commissioners from the United States had visited 
Sitting Bull and had negotiated with the chief for 
his return and surrender, to no avail. The police, 
however, by Infinite tact and diplomacy, and be­
cause in their previous transactions they had won 
the confidence of the Indians of the northwest, at 
length succeeded in inducing Sitting Bull and his 
hostile braves to return peaceably to the United 
States, an exploit of which any body of men might 
be proud.

When the Boer war broke out, England called for 
the mounted police to help her there. One-third of 
them, practically the pick of the force, went out 
Very few of them ever came back. Many were of­
fered commissions, and some accepted. Wherever 
there is trouble, there the mounted police are the 
answer to the problem, as thdy have been in west­
ern Canada for 30 years, from the time of the Riel 
rebellion up to to-day.

The stpry of the mounted has its shadows. Men 
grew tired of the loneliness and deserted at times; 
men who had lost all—love, hope, ambition—quietly 
went away into the wilderness and blew out their 
brains. The life was unsettling; men could not 
leave it and take up clerical work or farming, be­
cause adventurers are not built that way.

But, shadows and all, the story of the Canadian 
mounted police is one of the most gorgeous tales 
since the days of the Spanish Main. And the spir­
it of the force is best embodied in that message 
found scrawled on the orders of a policeman who 
perished in a blizzard while making his way with 
dispatches to a distant post. In his last moments 
with numbed hand he had written: "Lost, horse 
dead. Ant trying to push ahead. Have done my 
best.”

EXTRACTS ~ ALL ' TH E JUICE

Effective Fruit Press, Californian’s 
Invention, Has Much to Rec­

ommend It.

A most effective fruit press and 
stalner is that designed by a Califor­
nia mai£ It is easy and rapid of op­
eration. and gets every drop of juice 
from the fruits or berries that are 
used. The press consists of a circular 
rim with detachable legs. When the 
legs are adjusted it makes a tripod. 
A perforated conical shell fits into the 
rim of the tripod, the bottom of the

cone clearing the table sufficiently to 
admit of a dish beneath it  The fruit 
or berries are poured Into ,the shell 
ana a conical cap that just fits Inside 
ths shell is pressed down through the 
contents. The Juice that is thus 
squeevd out of the fruit drips through 
t i perforations of the shell into the 
dish below, and a few twists of the 
cap suffice to drain the stuff as dry as 

can be gotten. The cap is hollow 
ca* b^ fflled with sâ id or water 

or some weighting substance if de­
sired. so that its own weight will 
cause it to settle and do the work.

NEW IDEA IN TUNICS.

There is no end In the making of 
tunics, and a considerable amount of 
ingenuity is being expended upon the 
Invention of new ways to arrange 
these graceful overdresses. Scarfs 
that are wide and long, made from 
mousseline or other soft materials, are 
treated as shown in the -Illustration, 
and are, Indeed, beautiful.

Good Law That Should Be Enforced.
Anti-spitting ordinances, laws and 

regulations in more than five-eighths 
of the cities and towns of the country 
are not enforced as they should be, 
alleges the National Association for 
the Study of Tuberculosis in a recent 
report. While most of the larger cities 
of the United States have such laws 
on their books, in ¿he great majority 
of cases they are ignored or over­
looked. The report covers in detail 
the enforcement of the anti-spitting 
ordinances in 80 of the largest cities 
in the country. During the year 1909 
in these 80 cities, 3,421 arrests were 
made for violation of the laws regard­
ing spitting in public places. Over 
2,900 convictions were secured and 
$4,100.87 was collected in fines.

Origin of “Caucus.”

who has very strong reasons for de­
siring that it become a law.

In the Senate Thursday Senator Bai­
ley called up and passed the bill to 
authorize the Aransas Pass Terminal 
Company to construct a bridge across 
the Morrison and Cummins channel. 
A similar bill is pending in the house. 
The bill has the approval of the ohief 
of engineers.

Representative Adamson of Georgia, 
ranking minority member of the house 
committee on interstate commerce, 
speaking in the house Thursday on the 
substitute railroad bill presented 
day by Mr. Mann of Illinois, chairman 
of the committee, declared that the 
purposeof the majority of the commit­
tee in introducing the report, with 
quotations from the president’s mes­
sage advocating the commerce court, 
was in order to command the solid 
co-operation of all the “ regulars,” in­
surgents and near insurgents” of the 
republican party.

The senate Wednesday voted to rec­
ognize the right of the shipper in pro­
tecting his interests whenever they are 
involved in a contest over an order 
by the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion.

DOMESTIC.

With again lowering of tempera­
ture approximating 30 degrees and 
rainfall varying from traces or precip­
itation to heavy, downpour for several 
hours, the northern, central, near 
western and northwestern portions of 
Texas Friday, experienced a change 
in weather from the balmy days that 
had preceded. Practically the same 
conditions prevailed in Southern Okla­
homa, and in Northern Oklahoma the 
cold wave is of wide extent-

Quite a sensation was created when 
the news of the killing of two negro 
men at Amboy, near Ausburn, Ga., 
Friday. Warrants1 were sworn out by 
two negro women, charging five promi­
nent white men in that section of the 
county with lynching. The negroes 
who were killed were Albert Royal 
and Charley Jackson. The verdict of 
the coroner’s jury was delivered, seal­
ed, and nothing is known of their ac­
tion.

In a brief United States Senator Le­
roy Percy of Jackson, Miss., Friday 
demanded that the question of the 
validity of his election be submitted 
to a vote of the people of l^ssissippi 
and challenged his leading ̂ bponent 
in the recent senatorial primary, form­
er Governor James K. Vardaman, to 
enter a primary election to be held 
during the month of November of this 
year.

Little Progress Has Been Made 
with Any Measure But 

Budget Bills.

ATTITUDE OF THE DEMOCRATS

They Probably Will Support Legisla­
tion Sanctioned by the People— Re­

publicans Suspicious Because 
Opponents Urge Nomination 

of Roosevelt.

FOREIGN.

Report on Panama canal record the 
total amofcnt of material excavated in 
the central division during the month 
of March was 1,894,574 cubic yards, 
of which 711,909 were classified as 
earth and 1,282,666 rock. Of this 
amount 1,945,976 cubic yards were re­
moved by steam shovels, 18,315 by 
hand and scrapers and 30,285 by con­
tracts. The highest record was made 
by Shovel No. 213, which wcmked 26 
days in Culebra, excavating 70,290 cub­
ic yards of soft rock. This is also the 
highest monthly record made since the 
work began.

Senor Calvo, minister to the United 
states from Costa Rica, received a 
cablegram Friday from San Jose, stat­
ing that an earthquake shock had been 
felt in all parts of the republic. Slight 
damage was reported from various sec­
tions, but there was not a fatality.

Colonel Roosevelt was received at 
the Austrian capital Friday in a man­
ner almost similar to that accorded 
a reigning sovereign. The punctili­
ous Austrian court, the most ceremon­
ious of those of Europe, had arranged 
the program and it let nothing un­
done which could emphasize the un- 
precendented honor that was being 
paid the visiting American.

H. Clay Pierce, founder o f the Wa­
ters Pierce Oil Company, and his son, 
C. A. Pierce, president of that cor­
poration. arrived Friday in the City of 
Mexico, in a special car for the pur­
pose of looking over their interests in 
that republic.

The report that the pope has elimi­
nated the names of American candi­
dates from the list of candidates for 
the cardinalate has, upon investiga­
tion, been found to be erroneous.

The general commonwealth elections 
in Melbourne, Australia, Wednesday 
resulted In the complete defeat of Al­
fred Deakin’s fusion government by 
the labor party, which gained eigh­
teen seats.

A persistent rumor is current in Par­
is that W. K. Vanderbilt has been in­
jured in an automobile accident. Some 
of the reports have it that the accident 
occurred at Maisson Lafitte or Poissy.

Washington.—If congress wishes to 
go before the country with a record 
of full accomplishment for the ses­
sion it will be necessary for it to do 
a good deal of work within the next 
six or eight weeks. The house and 
senate have been in session since the 
first Monday in December and if the 
appropriation bills be eliminated, the 
number of measures which are well 
forward on the road to passage are 
comparatively few.

It has been shown by the history of 
nearly all congresses that when the 
senators and the representatives 
make up thsir minds to go to work, 
and do it, they manage to get through 
with a good deal of legislation in 
short order. The postal savings bank 
bill has passed the senate, but the 
house has not yet given it considera­
tion except in committee. The inter­
state commerce bill was introduced 
into the senate and into the house at 
virtually the same moment, and the 
two bills were identical. The house 
has made many changes in the meas- 
urue. The senate also has made 
changes, but they are not in many 
respects like those whichewere made 
in the house.

No Conservation Bills Passed.
No conservation measures have yet 

passed congress. President Taft has 
been urging that at least -two compre­
hensive bills shall be passed to save 
the country’s natural resources. Near­
ly every day President Taft im­
presses upon members of congress 
who call on nim personally the neces­
sity for legislation along conservation 
lines, and it is apparent that he hopes 
his desires will be heeded. It will 
take some time, however, to pass the 
conservation bill, for It appears that 
there is to be considerable debate 
upon them before they can be enact­
ed into law.

No one yet knows definitely what 
fate awaits the administration’s de­
sires with reference to what is called 
anti-injunction legislation. Statehood 
and Alaska matters are still in abey­
ance, and while to a considerable ex­
tent all these matters have been fully 
considered in committee and to some 
extent considered in debate, there is 
no telling just how long it will take 
either to pass them or to deny them 
passage.

It is getting late In the season and 
a great many of the members of con­
gress, both Democrats and Republi­
cans, are anxious to get back into 
their districts to fix up their fences 
for the coming congressional cam­
paign. Of course it will be to the 
advantage of the Republicans if they 
can go before the country and say, 
“As a party we have passed much of 
the progressive legislation which the 
platform sanctioned and which the 
president asked for.”

Attitude of Democrats.
It can be said without any partisan 

spirit at all that it seems likely the 
Democrats will be willing to aid the 
Republicans in the passage of some 
of the legislation now before con­
gress, although the Democrats may 
offer amendments to some of the 
pending bills.

It is apparent from what the Demo­
crats say that they realize the coun­
try has demanded some of the legisla­
tion which the president has asked 
congress to pass. The Democrats 
contend, however, that the Republi­
cans will not put it through in the 
form that the people wish, and there­
fore the minority party will go on 
record as in favor of amending the 
present bills to some marked degree 
The Democrats, however, apparently 
do not care to go before the country 
in the light of having blocked such of 
the Republican legislation as appar­
ently has been sanctioned by the 
country. So it is that the members 
of both parties may get together and 
put through considerable legislation 
between now and the date of adjourn­
ment, and it is evident that it must 
be put through quickly or that con­
gress will be obliged to sit until 
Washington sweJters in its usual sum­
mer heat.

Roosevelt Still Silent.
It seems to be certain that the 

silence of Theodore Roosevelt is 
not to be broken until he reaches 
this country, and the fact that 
the colonel seems to prefer to keep 
his own counsel is affecting Repub­
licans and Democrats in Washington 
in different ways. The Democrats see 
in it a strong possibility that the for­
mer president eventually may make 
up his mind that at the “call of the 
country" he will feel it imperative to 
answer “here” in the year 1912.

The so-called regular Republicans in 
congress still pin their faith to the 
belief that when Mr. Roosevelt finally 
speaks it will be to voice an indorse­
ment of the Taft administration as 
far as it has gone, and to voice as 
well an intimation that if things go 
on as they are going the colonel may 
itcide lo become an editorial prop

or Mr. Taft’s further presidential am­
bitions.

The insurgent Republicans do not 
know exactly bow to take the colo­
nel’s silence. Mr. Roosevelt was met 
by a number of men who had with 
them the insurgent’s tale to tell, 
while there were present only one or 
two at the meeting with the colonel 
to enlighten him as to the administra­
tion’s side of legislative progress in 
the United States. Of course, Mr. 
Roosevelt found a letter from Senator 
Root at the Khartum postoffice, and 
this probably gave him the most elab­
orate account of American doings from 
the administration’s point of view.

Some Conflicting Sentiments.
A good many members of the in­

surgent faction in the lower house of 
congress are members of what has 
been called the “ Back from Elba 
club,” although it is hardly necessary 
to say that this club has really no 
actual existence as an organization.

One of the curious things that have 
come out of the Roosevelt silence is the 
recent outspeaking of some of the Dem­
ocrats who for reasons of their own 
seem to want to impress it upon the 
Republicans that Mr. Roosevelt is the 
only man with whom the latter can 
hope to win the election in 1912. It is 
entirely probable that. Inasmuch as 
tlys Is advice from their "friend the 
enemy,” tbe Republicans will be a lit- ; 
tie shy of accepting it at its face 
value.

In a speech delivered in the house 
recently Representative Palmer of 
Pennsylvania spoke of Theodore. 
Roosevelt as “ the first insurgent of 
them all." This was intended by the 
Democratic member to let the insur­
gents understand that he and presu­
mably others of his party believed that 
Mr. Roosevelt was the chief apostle of 
the movement which had resulted in 
the taking away of some of the power 
from Speaker Cannon, and in other 
movements in which the insurgents 
are or were engaged.

Suspicious of the Democrats.
A Democratic member of the house 

committee on agriculture recently told 
a group of Republicans that if Mr. 
Roosevelt should run again for the 
presidency he could carry Georgia 
and North Carolina and would come 
pretty close to carrying South Caro­
lina.

Other Democrats have been telling 
the Republicans in cloakroom and in 
corridor, and occasionally on the floor 
of the house, that the majority party’s 
one man in whom their hope for suc­
cess can be placed is Theodore Roose­
velt. In fact, the Republicans have 
had this dinned into their ears by the 
Democrats so long that even those who 
were inclined at the first to believe 
that their Democratic advisers were 
telling the truth are now asking them­
selves what, motive the Democrats 
have in view.

If the Democrats Control?
Republicans in congress are spec­

ulating a good while in advance, 
it is true, as to what the Dem­
ocrats will do if they secure control of 
the lower house in the Sixty-second 
congress. The Democrats themselves 
are consulting privately as to what 
will be best for them to do if they 
come into a partial possession of the 
legislative fat of the land.

There is practically no chance that 
the senate of the United States can 
become Democratic before the year 
1913, when a new administration also 
will take hold of the reins of power. 
Therefore if the present minority 
party should become the majority in 
the house in 1911 it could not hope 
to secure the passage of much legis­
lation that would receive the sanction 
of the senate and the president

Some of the Democrats say that the 
best thing that their party can do if 
it succeeds in getting control of the 
house is to start straight at the w-ork 
of formulating and passing an out-and- 
out downward revision tariff measure, 
then to Bend it over to the senate to 
be killed. The militant Democrats 
say enthusiastically that this is the 
only way to impress on the country 
that they they are true to their old 
standards and that they believe the 
way to decrease the price of living is 
to attack high prices through the high 
tariff. Some of the prominent minor­
ity members believe that if on com­
ing Into power in the house the Demo­
crats pass a tariff bill that the coun­
try, seeing that they, have the courage 
of their convictions.^and having come 
to the belief that the tariff is too 
high, will see to it fhat a Democratic 
senate is returned and that a Demo­
cratic president is elected to succeed i 
William H. Taft.

Ideas of the Leaders.
There are other Democrats, how­

ever, who contend that if a tariff bill 
is introduced into the house in the 
day of party success, that of course 
it cannot become the law of the land 
because of a Republican senate, and 
that it will be something worse than 
wasted effort.

Moreover, there are some of the 
leading Democrats who say It was 
shown during the Payne-Aldrich bill 
discussed that many of the minority 
party members were not in full sym­
pathy with the Democratic low-tariff 
position, and that if the# Democrats 
in the Sixty-second congress try to 
put a customs measure of their own 
through, dissensions in their ranks are 
bound to be shown and that the ef­
fect will be bad.

The Republicans in the house are 
sure that if the Democrats follow the 
advice of their party and actually un­
dertake to pass a tariff bill in the 
Sixty-second congress on succeeding 
to the control of the house, they will 
frighten the business interests of the 
country and the working men to such 
„n extent that the Sixty-third congress 
will be certain to be Republican, and 
that the chances of the election of a 
Republican president will be increases 
largely.

FAMINE CAUSEO RIOTS
ALL FOREIGN BUILDINGS IN 

CHANG SHA DESTROYED.

GOVERNOR AND SON KILLED
Thousands of Foreign Drilled Soldiers 

Join Rioters—Many Mis­
sions Destroyed.

Chang Sha, China.—All the foreign 
owned buildings in Chang Sha have 
been destroyed by fire with the excep­
tion of the British consulate. All the 
buildings rented by foreigners have 
been looted. The Chinese officials on 
Thursday issued a proclamation that 
they were unable to protect the lives 
and property of foreigners and there­
upon all foreigners made haste to leave 
the city. So far as known no foreign 
resident lost his life.

The governor of Hu Nan province, 
Wou Tchung Siu, and his son were 
killed and several other government 
officials fled. Even yet a section of 
the city is in flames. Six thousand 
foreign drilled soldiers are stationed 
here and a few of these protected the 
governor's house for a time, but soon 
all joined the rioters.

The riots began on April 13, when 
the famine sufferers looted the rice 
shops. A captain of police was wound­
ed while trying to restore order, but 
thousands—crowded around him and 
he was obliged to flee to the Ya- 
men. The rioters followed and be- 
seiged the place all night.

The following day the disturbances 
became anti-foreign this being a strong 
anti-foreign province. The China in­
land mission and the Norwegian and 
the Catholic missions were destroyed 
on April 16.

The missionaries attached to the 
American Episcopalian Missionary Al­
liance, the United Evangelical church 
and the Wesleyan and Yale missions, 
numbering forty-one in all, took re­
fuge in boats. They left all their 
effects. The destruction of all for­
eign property, including the Japanese 
consulate and the British warehouses 
followed-

The fate of the Standard Oil Com­
pany’s newly erected tanks is un­
known.

The British consul detained two 
steamers for the refugees, who include 
miltary Japanese. Owing, however, 
to the shortage of provisions and the 
hopelessness of the situation, it was 
decided to start for Hankow.

The government buildings were de­
stroyed the same day, the troops join­
ing the rioters, numbering not less 
than 24,600. Gendarmes attached to a 
mission in Chang Sha when the 
troubles began, fled from the city, and 
it is reported that three of them, 
while proceeding to Hankow in a junk 
without lights, were run down by tae 
British gunboat Thistle and drowned. 
Another report say the men drowned 
were Americans, but there is no con­
firmation.

The chief cause of the rioting was 
the scarcity aud high price of rice, 
for a long time there has been an an­
ti-foreign propaganda carried on and 
conditions were such that any oppor­
tunity that arose supplied the cause 
of demonstrating the anti-foreign sen­
timent in a graphic manner. ‘ Accord­
ing to one report, the governor of 
Hu Nan committed suicide after noti­
fying the Chinese government that he 
was responsible for the trouble. Lat­
est advices regarding the situation are 
far from encouraging.

NEW S FROM

Good Crops Moving.
Angelita, Tex.—Beans and new po­

tatoes are moving pretty rapidly. Some 
sunny weather will help the farmer. 
The recent good rains have done won­
ders for the country.

Heavy Truck Shipment*.
San Benito, Tex.—The truck ship­

ping season has been a record-break­
ing one. About a hundred and fifteen 
cars of cabbage and several cars of 
onions have already gone forward, to­
gether with Innumerable shipments of 
these and other fancy vegetables by 
express. The price of cabbage at pres­
ent is exceptionally good and the farm­
ers here are making good money. The 
cotton crop is in O K condition, about 
5.000 or C.000 acres up and growing 
well, and from appearances this ar- j 
tide should also make the farmers j 
some money.

al's department approved for registra­
tion the following bonds: City of Pal­
estine fire station bonds, $18,000, ten- 
forties at 5 per cent.

Saturday placed guards on all the 
roads leading into the city, and over 
one thousand pounds of stolen onions 
wore recovered from laborers return­
ing to the city after their day’s work

Bronham. Tex.—Carmine is prepar­

ing to establish a creamery and a 
meeting with this object in view was 
held at that place.

In a fire at Yoakum, Texas, Thurs­
day, ten buildings, valued at $75,000, 
were totally destroyed.

The selection of Dalhart as the meet­
ing place for the Panhandle stock- 
men's convention in 1911 seems as­
sured.

The big levee on the B. T. Childress 
farm on Bachelor Creek, southwest of 
Terrell, has been completed. This 
levee reclaims several hundred acres 
of bottom land subject to overflow. 
Several months’ time was required to 
perform the work, with a large force 
of men and teams.

A. B. Hines, a fanner living two 
miles north of Westbrook, Tex., has an 
old hen that has adopted a lot of kit­
tens and thinks she is the real mother. 
Mr. Hines’ children found the old hen 
In the barn hovering four of a lot of 
six kittens which she had taken away 
from the cat.

At a meeting of the Taylor Board of 
Trade Wednesday afternoon 44-was d e ­
cided to discard the proposition made 
by a gentleman from San Antonio to 
establish a creamery at Taylor and to 
organize a local company with all home 
capital stock to build, equip and oper­
ate a creamery there.

Capt. E. J. Shelton and wife of High, 
near Paris, enjoys the distinction of 
being the oldest married couple in 
Lamar County. On the 19th of next 
month they will have been married 64 
years Capt. Shelton was a famous bear 
hunter in his younger days and killed 
all of his bears within a few miles 
of Paris.

From the Navy Department at 
Washington Lieut. A. L. Andrews of 
the naval recruiting party at Dallas 
has received instructions to prepare 
for a naval exhibit at the State Fair 
of Texas, at Dallas, if the proposition 
is favorably received by the State Fair 
Association. Already the association 
has expressed its readiness to have 
such a show.

A Mt. Pleasant baker is exhibiting 
and giving out some samples of cake 
made from cotton seed meal flour. All 
of those who ate the hot cakes pro­
nounced it to be of an excellent flavor, 
equally as good as cake made from 
wheat flour. The baker says that 
there is already a demand created for 
cotton seed meal flour and that he in­
tends to use it extensively in his pas­
try cooking. It has a dark color and 
somewhat heavier than wheat flour 
bread.

President Brumby of the Texas 
State Board of Health, believes that 
every city and town in Texas should 
take steps to improve its sanitary con­
ditions. He says that there is not a 
single city or town that has the sew­
erage system that it should have, that 
complaints often reach his department 
about the inferior sewer system, and 
that it is time that the people of Texas 
pick up in a sanitary way. It was in 
connection with this matter that he an­
nounced his desire to retain a sanitary 
engineer who, as a state employe, 
would assist every city and town In 
this state In establishing an efficient 
sewerage system and thus save them 
the expense of hiring a sanitary en­
gineer themselves.

As the result of a premature explo­
sion on the Santa Fe cut-off, near Cole­
man, Sunday, eight workmen are dead 
and several missing.

Dallas County Commissioners’ Court 
has ordered that from the funds now 
on hand in the general fund there be 
transferred to the district road and 
bridge fund No. 1 $4,000, to the gen­
eral road and bridge fund No. 1 $4,000, 
to district road aud bridge fund No.
2 $6,000, to general road and bridge 
fund No. 2 $2,000, to district road and 
bridge fund No. 3 $6,000, to general 
road and bridge fund No. 3 $2,000.

A force of fourteen men under Chief 
Engineer F. B. Truax began a survey 
of the new Gainesville. Oklahoma and 
Western Railroad, which is to be built 
from Gainesville to Decatur and then 
to Bridgeport. Construction work will 
begin as soon as the surveying has 
been completed.

The Catholics bought an entire block 
In Wichita Falls and announced that 
they would at once commence the erec­
tion of a $160,000 boys’ college.

The steamer Baltic arrived in New- 
York with 6,799 bales of cotton from 
Liverpool.

Ten 
thousand bales arrived last week, and 
50.000 in all have been engaged for 
shipment. *
