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THE JEW AND THE SYNAGOGUE

Records Seem to 8how That Member 
ship Is by No Means What It 

Should Be.

In 1906 there were, according to the 
census, 1,769 Jewish congregations In 
this country. Each of these may be 
said to have an average membership 
of 450 persons, according to the bul­
letin. In other words, less than 800,- 
000 Jewish men, women and children 
were connected with Jewish congrega­
tions.

But in 1906 it may be conservative­
ly estimated that there were certain­
ly no less than 1,600.000 Jews in this 
country, and that more probably there 
were 2,000,000.

What religious connections had 
these hundreds of thousands of Jews 
who were connected with no congrega­
tion? It would appear that one-half, 
if not more, of the Jews of this coun­
try have been lost hold of by the syna­
gogue.

Now, the figures may not be so 
large as these indicate. There are 
more than 1,769 .Jewish congregations, 
but there are very few more apparent­
ly. A great many orthodox also wor­
ship in the chevras, and these evade 
the observation of the statistical in­
quirer. Nevertheless these figures In­
dicate fairly that the synagogue is 
not holding Jews aa much as it could.

Child Suicides In Russia.
It may not be generally known that 

child suicides, so numerous in Ger­
many. are nearly as common in Rus­
sia. During 1907 some -400 children 
under 16 years of age are said to have 
taken their lives in Russia, nearly all 
of these, as with Germany’s yearly 
600, being pupils at secondary schools. 
And as these secondary schools are 
modeled on those of Germany and 
the courses of study are severer, if 
anything, overstrain must play a con­
siderable part in producing the state 
of mind which leads a child to take 
its life. In some cases the abnormal 
precociousness of the children was ex­
traordinary.

Aaron Bancroft, the father of the 
historian, was a Massachusetts clergy­
man who revolted against the Calvin­
ism of the day.

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RISKED HIS L IF E  TO ESCAPE
MEXICAN EDITOR JUMPED 30 FEET 

TO ESCAPE OFFICERS.

Guerrero Badly Wanted by the Mexican 
Government, Was Located in 

Houston.

Houston, Tex.—Editor Praxedis O. 
Guerrero, publisher of the Punto Rojo 
at Laredo, on the allegation that he 
is a dangerous revolutionist, had an 
exciting adventure in Houston with a 
United States secret service man, and 
escaped capture only by making a 
thrilling leap for liberty from a three- 
story building in the center of the 
city. Detective Lancaster, who fol­
lowed Guerrero all over the country 
and made the arrest, had the satisfac­
tion of a good look at his quarry, and 
that was all. The arrest was made in 
the Louisiana hotel, where Guerrero 
and another Mexican, by the name of 
Agis. a recent arrival from San Anton­
ia, had engaged rooms.

Guerrero is said to be one of the 
leaders of the revolutionary junta lo­
cated in this country, which the Mexi­
can government has asked the United 
States to break up, and which this 
country has been industriously engaged 
in doing ever since President Diaz 
made the request, notwithstanding 
there are many people in the United 
States who sympathize with the revolu­
tionists. He was made to flee from El 
Paso, then from San Antonio, and now 
Houston has become too warm for him.

F. H. Lancaster, formerly deputy 
United States marshal at San Antonio, 
and now a special agent of the secret 
service department of the United 
States government, arrived in Houston 
two days ago to watch some Mexican 
suspects, several of whom were room­
ing at the Louisiana hotel.

Shortly after dawn on Saturday he 
appeared in the corridor of the hotel 
and. meeting Agis. told him he was 
under arrest. The Mexican demanded 
a warrant, and rioue was produced.

Gabino Mm antes and his wife also 
room at the hotel, and with them was 
found Guerrero.

HE adage that republics are

T  ungrateful would seem to 
be completely refuted by 
the manner in which the 
name and fame of George 
Washington have been 
commemorated at the 
American capital. it is 
no exaggeration to say 
that no other hero of any 
age or nation has been 
honored so conspicuously. 

The monuments, statues and other me­
morials whereby the first president has 
been given homage at the American 
seat of government are designed pri­
marily, of course, to honor the indi­
vidual for his whole notable career. 
At the same time tbe versatility of the

capitol, but latterly it has been re­
moved to the Smithsonian institution. 
The figure of Washington, scantily ar­
rayed, In the toga of a Roman senator, 
is represented In a sitting posture. 
The lett hand clasps a short sword 
and the right hand points toward 
heaven. On tl\e granite pedestal Is 
inscribed the famous tribute of Gen. 
Henry Lee: “ First In War, First In 
Peace, and First in the Hearts of His 
Countrymen."

The hiBtory of this statue dates from 
the year 1852 when congress author­
ized the president to employ the sculp­
tor Greenougb to execute a full length 
statue. The figure, which weighs fully 
21 tons, was chiseled In Florence, 
Italy, and tbe problem of bringing it 
safely to America proved a most per­
plexing one. Commodore Hull was 
sent with a man-of-war to get the work 
of art, hut he found that it would be 
necessary to rip up the ship’s decks 
in order to place the cumbersome bur­
den in the hold, and he objected to 
doing this. Finally, a merchant vessel 
had to be chartered for the task and 
partially reconstructed. The statue 
was first placed in the rotunda of the 
capitol, but Iat6r was placed on the 
plaza. The figure, which cost Uncle 
Sam more than $42,000, has always 
been the object of more or less criti­
cism because of the lack of drapery.

their character, call to mind, respec­
tively, his invaluable services as a cit­
izen, as a soldier and as a states­
man.

Ranking first, not only among the 
tributes to the new world liberator, 
but also In all probability, among all 
personal memorials throughout the 
world is the great Washington Na­
tional monument—that imposing shaft 
of white marble rising on the banks 
of the Potomac river to bespeak the 
gratitude of the whole American 
people. This monument, which is the 
highest masonry structure In the 
world, and doubly impressive in its 
simplicity, is an obelisk and has a 
height of 555 feet. The foundation 
is 36 feet deep and the walls of the 
colossal structure are 15 feet in thick­
ness at the bottom, gradually tapering 
to a thickness of 18 inches at the top 
jn the huge pile are stones contrib­
uted by 40 different states of the union 
and 16 American cities, as well as 
beautifully carved blocks of marble 
from Italy. Egypt, Greece, Switzer­
land, Japan, China, Siam, Brazil and 
other nations which took opportunity 
to pay tribute to the greatest patriot 
of all time.

Gen. Washington was yet living 
when there first originated the plan 
for providing this supreme testimonial 
to his military and political services. 
As early as 1783 the congress of the 
United States resolved to erect a mar­
ble monument to the nation’s idol, and 
it is said that Washington himself se­
lected a site the spot where the monu­
ment now stands. The project was re­
vived from time to time after the 
death of Washington, but it was not 
until 1833 that practical steps were 
taken to carry out the undertaking. 
Funds were raised by popular sub­
scription, and in 1848 the corner stone 
of the towering struetdre was laid 
with due ceremony. In 1855 the funds 
which bad been contributed were ex­
hausted, the shaft having st that time 
attained a height of 152 reet. Work 
ceased and the project was at a stand­
still for more than s score of years, 
or until 1878, when tbe national legis­
lature appropriated money to com­
plete the masonry masterpiece The 
completed monument, which repre­
sents an expenditure of more than 
(1,300,000, was dedicated a quarter of 
i century ago. on February 21, 1885.

One of thr most famous of the me- 
norials and one which has had a most 
emarkable history Is Horatio Green- 
uigh’s heroic statue in marble of 
ieorge Washington. This statue for

AN EXCELLENT REMEDY.

| E O R O E WASHING- 
ton’s horns and tomb 
at Mount Vernon have 
become a Mecca for 
continual pilgrimages 
by the people of a 
grateful nation, to say 
nothing of the fre­
quent visits of dis­
tinguished foreigners; 

but, oaaiy enough, the birthplace of 
the Father of His Country, located 
some miles nearer the mouth of the 
Potomac, is neglected and to a con­
siderable extent unknown. Fortu­
nately a movement has been recent- 
ly inaugurated to restore and pre­
serve Wakefield plantation, where 
Washington was born and where he 
spent bis boyhood. This project Is 
coincident with the plan for the res­
toration of Stratford, the birthplace of 
Robert E. Lee.

The opportunities for a memorial 
shrine to the military leader of the 
confederacy are, however, somewhat 
superior to those at Wakefield, for 
whereas the ancestral home of the 
Lees is yet standing in a fair state 
of preservation there are no rem­
nants of the old buildings at Wake­
field save some tumble-down log 
structures of uncertain origin which 
are reputed to have once served as 

quarters, but which are now 
utilized as corn cribs.

The old manor house in which 
George Washington opened his eyes 
upoji the world was burned in the 

HKSx century, but the brick chimney, 
within the arch of which four people 
oould sit. and the cornerstone with a 
portion of the foundation were saved. 
Shortly before the civil war the his­
toric farm passed into the hands of a 
family which at the outset showed

some appreciation for its associations. A suc­
ceeding generation, however, demolished the 
chimney and the remnants of the walls in order 
to secure the bricks.

A marble slab, bearing an inscription giving 
the date of Washington's birth and other infor­
mation. which had been set into the great arch 
of the fireplace above mentioned was removed to 
the old family burying ground, but in placing it 
beneath two ancient fig-trees, planted by the

mother of Washington, 
it was broken and its 
fragments lie there to­
day, moss-grown and 
vine-covered. Later on 
picnic parties landed 
on the sandy beach 
and made such a prac­
tice of carrying away 
the bricks as souvenirs 
that John W. Wilson, 
the owner of the farm, 
took Bteps to prevent 
f u r t h e r  trespassing. 
Ohly a few of the old 
bricks, together with 
the cornerstones, are 
now left. These bricks, 
by the way, were 
brought over from Eng­
land aearly two centu­

ries ago. serving as ballast for the vessels, which 
also brought all the woodwork and other fur­
nishings. The broad portico of the old house 
faced the Potomac, which is here miles in width, 
and In the estimation of many persons the view 
at this point surpasses that at either Arlington 
or Mount Vernon.

In the year 1895 the national government 
erected at Wakefield a miniature copy of the 
Washington national monument with the inscrlp-
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tlon “ Washington's Birthplace,” and 
in small letters at the base the words: 
“ Erected by the United States. A. D. 
1895.” Latterly plans have been pro­
jected for rebuilding the old mansion, 
placing in a conspicuous portion of 
the structure the few bricks remain­
ing from the old house and using the 
original cornerstone.

In the old family burying ground 
at Wakefield there has recently been 
put in place a granite slab In memory 
of Auguitine Washington, father of 
George Washington. This stone was 
provided by the Society of the'Colo­
nial Dames of America. In this grave­
yard. also, is a marble slab bearing 
an inscriptijfc that indicates that It 
was placed in Its present position In 
1729.

Probably the principal reason for 
the neglect of Wakefield by the tour­

ist throng that visits Mount Vernon is found in 
the isolation of Washington’s birthplace. In con­
junction with the erection of the governmental 
monument at Wakefield a substantial pier was 
built extending some distance out into the Poto­
mac. but this pier is now in shoal water and 
none of the larger steamers plying on the Poto­
mac can reach it. In consequence the only avail­
able means of reaching Wakefield is to take pas­
sage on one of the steamers bound for Colonial 
Beach, the leading summer resort of the lower 
Potomac, and upon arrival at the beach to either 
charter a launch for the trip to Wakefield or else 
reach the same goal by a considerable drive over 
roMs that are none too good. Even this time- 
consuming method of making a pilgrimage to 
Wakefield is impracticable in winter.

Washington is the mightiest name of the 
earth—long since mightiest in moral reformation. 
On that name a eulogy is expected. It cannot 
be. To add brightness to the sun or glory to the 
name of Washington is alike impossible. Let 
none attempt it. In solemn awe pronounce the 
name and in Its naked, deathless splendor leave 
it shining on.—Abraham Lincoln.

HE foregoing verse is from one of the 
old birthday songs in honor of George 
Washington. These songs were sung 
even during the lifetime of the first 
president. For Washington was alone 
among Americans in having his birth­
day regularly and publicly celebrated 

•during his lifetime.
The honor of having originated the public ob­

servance of February 22 is one of which the town 
of Alexandria. Va.. is jealously proud. Alexandria 
was Washington’s county town. He attended 
church there; he voted and paid taxes there; 
his physician lived there; he bought of its trades­
men. contributed to Its charities, was head of ita 
Masonic lodge, organized its fire brigade.

Washington and Alexandria either contradict 
the theory that a prophet is not appreciated at 
home or they are an exception to prove the rule 
Right after the close of the revolution Alexandria 
began to celebrate the birthday of her hero.

perhaps the old town had acquired the habit, 
for the birthnight balls In honor of King George 
had been the climax of social functions under the 
old regime. At any rate never was allegiance 
more ardently transferred and the new birthnight 
balls became even more elaborate than the old.

Alexandria ^having set the fashion, other 
places took up the custom. In 1784 the French 
officers who had' served under Washington cele­
brated February 21 in Paris; that la to say. It 
was not then February 22. but. according to the 
reckoning of that day. February 11.

While he was president the birthday was al­
ways celebrated at the city which was the capi­
tal for the time being. At night there were gala 
performances at the theaters and a ball which 
the president and bis wife attended.

It Is recorded that one of these balls in Phlla- 
delrbta was enlivened by the fact that many of 
tbe voung ladies wore twined among their curls 
bandeaux embroidered with the words. "Lona live

the President!” On these occasions the presi­
dent and Mrs. Washington were conducted to a 
sofa placed under a canopy. The president did 
not stay there much, but moved about among the 
other guesjs with the dignified courtesy which 
always marked him in society.

On his birthday in 1797 he and Mrs. Washing­
ton were in Philadelphia. The ships In the har­
bor were dressed with flags and the houses were 
decorated. Every half hour the church bells rang.

Government officials and foreign diplomats 
called to congratulate him. The ball at night was 
in the amphitheater, specially floored and deco­
rated. There were about 500 guests and accord­
ing to an eye witness “every countenance be­
spoke pleasure and approbation; even Democrats 
forgot for a moment their enmity.”

The next year, 1798, Washington attended the 
celebration given by his friends and neighbors 
at Alexandria and some accounts declare that it 
was the last time he did so. He was at Mount 
Vernon in 1799 on his birthday, it being the occa­
sion of one of the greatest festivities in the his­
tory of the mansion, the marriage of Nelly Cus- 
tis. The ceremony was performed at early 
candlelight In the banquet room and was attend­
ed by the gentlefolk from all the country around.

In spite of the wedding, however. Washington 
seems to have slipped away for a look in on the 
doings at Alexandria; for there Is an account of 
that celebration In an old copy of the Alexandria 
Gazette In which his presence is mentioned. The 
great event of that particular day was a sort of 
sham attack on the town by three companies of 
local Infantry. They were embarked on the 
armed schooners Neptune, Trial and Mercury and 
succeeded in making two landings, but after “a 
heavy and continuous street fighting" were finally 
compelled to surrender

The general had arrived soon after the affair 
began and when the evolutions were closed he 
"presented his highest respects to all the parties 
engaged In them.” Apparently betng due for the 
wedding eight miles distant, he did not remain 
for any of the dinners which followed and at 
which so extreme a number of toasts were drunk 
that one trembles at the thought of how the 
youthful soldiers acquitted themselves at the ball 
In the evening.

That was the last of his birthdays which 
Washington ‘himself lived to celebrate, but his 
home town faithfully continued the custom. 
G. W. P. Custls. the grandson of Mrs. Washing­
ton. spoke at the public dinner in 1849 and aald 
it was Ihe sixtieth celebration of February 22 
which be had attended in Alexandria. The ac­
count of that dinner, by the way, says that “the

sumptuous provision was enjoyed with much 
hilarity, tempered, however, with moderation.”

Besides the birthnight balls there was another 
feature of the early celebrations in Alexandria 
which was peculiar to that town. Washington 
had founded an orphan asylum there and when 
on bis birthday there would be a meeting, with 
an orator, in one of the churches, the orphans 
were conspicuously present and came in for a 
special piece of oration. The account of the 
meeting In 1840 says that after the oration a col­
lection was taken up for the benefit of the asy­
lum.

The Alexandria celebrations were often ad­
dressed by G. W. P. Custls. In 1811 Richard B 
Lee was the orator. Some idea of newspaper 
methods of that day may be had from the fact 
that although the celebration that time was men­
tioned in the Gazette of February 23, it was not 
until February 25 that a real account appeared

During the civil war the celebration of the 
birthday ceased. Alexandria was ardently south­
ern in Its sympathies and was. moreover, too 
much in the track of war to take notice of even 
Ita own pet anniversary. It was not until 1870 
that it began a feeble revival of the old festival. 
That time there was merely a presentation of a 
stand of colors to the cadets of St. John’s acad­
emy by the young ladies of Mount Vernon Insti­
tute.

In 1872 the cadets paraded and there was a 
birthnight ball once more. In 1876 a real celebra­
tion was arranged, to which “thousands of strang­
ers” came and upon which occasion “the houses 
that were mourning at Lee’s death"—Robert E. 
Lee—“ all displayed the American flag.” Many 
houses displayed pictures of Lee and Washington 
side by side. But there was no birthnight hall, 
and on the platform of the speaker’s stand there 
waa a vacant chair placed to honor the memory 
of G. W. P. Custls. “the old man eloquent."

Since 1876 the celebrations have been rather 
Irregular in the town which originated them. But 
of late years a society has been formed which 
arranges and carries out an elaborate programme 
every alternate year. Whereas the orphans used 
to be a center of birthday attention, the Interest 
Is divided now between the firemen and the sol­
diers.

Last year there were detachments of federal 
troops and of United States sailors In addition to 
the District militia. Washington has a perma­
nent claim to pose as Alexandria’s “ favorite son” 
and these biennial affairs are the biggest things 
of their sort In the country. February 22 la tha 
Alexandrian's glorious Fourth.

Spokane, Wash.—Of all the roman­
tic stories told of gold discoveries in 
California, not one Is more remarkable 
than that of which Oliver Martin and a 
companion named Fowler had been 
prospecting for gold to no purpose. 
Worn out by hardships and half dead 
from starvation, they were on the 
point of abandoning the quest in de­
spair when fate administered her last 
crushing blow.

They were overtaken by a terrible 
storm, in which Fowler was drowned. 
Martin, weak though he was, set to 
work to dig his fallen comrade’s grave 
at the foot of a tree, and had dug 
down barely two feet when his spade 
struck a hard, unyielding substance, 
which, to his amazement and delight, 
proved to be an enormous nugget, the 
largest ever found on the American 
continent. The “Oliver Martin chunk,'* 
as it came to be known the world 
over, weighed 151 pounds six ounces, 
realized $3C,000 and was the nucleus of 
a fortune of a million dollars which 
Martin accumulated in later years.

It is impossible to read far in the 
story of mining without being amazed 
at the large part luck has played in 
it. There Is scarcely a gold field in 
the world some of the chief treasures 
of which have not been revealed by 
a trivial accident. The famous Pll- 
barra field In West Australia might 
still bold Its riches In concealment If 
It had not been for such an accident. 
A boy one day picke£ up a stone to 
hurl at a crow and was so struck by 
its weight that. Instead of throwing it, 
be examined it and found It covered 
with yellow specks, which, even to 
his Inexperienced eye, suggested gold. 
He took the stone home, his father 
submitted it to a miner and thus was 
discovered the clew to the hidden 
treasure sof Pllbarra.

Among the thousands who flocked 
to the Victorian gold fields In the 
early 60s were two Cornish miners, 
John Deason and Richard Oates, 
who staked out a claim near the vil­
lage of Mollaque. They set' to work 
with vigor,, confident that within a 
few months they would be able to 
retire to their native Cornwall rich 
men, but their expectations were 
doomed to cruel disappointment. Not 
only months, but many ye&rq, passed

In his excite­
ment at the discovery he ran to fetch 
his master. The rock was unearthed 
and proved to be a nugget of two 
hundredweight, from which 160 pounds 
of pure gold was extracted.

Interest in the anti-tuberculosis cam­

paign now being waged throughout the 
United States is evidenced by the fact 
that in the year 1909 163 new anti-tu­
berculosis associations were formed, 
133 tuberculosis sanatoria and hospit­
als were established, and 91 tubercu­
losis dispensaries were opened. Com­
pared with previous years, this is the 
best record thus far made in the fight 
against consumption in this country.

During the year 1909, 43 more asso­
ciations for the prevention of tubercu­
losis were formed than during the pre­
vious 12 months, and 62 more hospitals 
and sanatoria were established. On 
January 1, 1910, there were in the Uni­
ted States 394 anti-tuberculosis associ­
ations, 386 hospitals and tuberculosis 
sanatoria and 265 special tuberculosis 
dispensaries.
