Bracxettville. is a town about 
1200 population and id the County 
Seat of Kinney Co. The town is 
I I 3.3 feet elevation is above sea 
level and is one** of the most 
healthful places in West Texas. 
The Las Moras Creek rises in 
the edge of the town in a large 
beautiful spring pouring out about 
I 2OOO gallons per minute. The 
water is regarded as the best in 
West Texas.

CHURCHES.
The town supports Baptist, 

Mehtodist, Episcopal, Christian 
and Catholic churches.

SCHOOL FACILITIES.

Brackett School has long betn 
Regarded as one of the best in 
West Texas, being affilated with 
the State University and nlain- 
taining ten grades with an effi­
cient corps ot teachers. The 
term is nine calenJ ir months all 
free. Arrangement* have been 
completed to put up a new 
School building with new 
funiture and we hip* to be in it 
by beginning of next, session. 
The present corps ot teachers is 
Supt . A. H. Horn. graduate ot 
the Cm ate N ir.n tl an I the State 
University ot Ala. Miss Martha

CLIMATE.
The thermometer rarely goes 

over 90 degrees in the summer or 
below 3O degrees in the winter.
The lowest record here is about 
I4 degrees above zero. The 
atmosphere is usually clear and 
bracing;

RAINFALL.
The rainfall is ample for mak­

ing the usual crops being ¿3 1 - 2 ’ 
inches by average of the last 
eighteen years. The following 
table of comparison may be of 
service in showing our rainfall.
We are not in the drv belt as the 
impression is with so many and as 
the table will prove. The record 
of Brackett is kept at Fort Clark 
and furnished by the Govern­
ment. It will be observed from 
this that we gut more rain than 
at Amirillo where there is now 
such a boom and farmers are
rapidly settling. Sin Antonio 
beats us in winter rains but we 
get more in soring an 1 summer 
but in winter get less than that

all seasons, no feeding having to 
be done in winter except o c ­
casionally, In'the valleys green 
grass can be found in the coldest 
winter. Guahilla, pear, sotol 
etc. aij in carrying cattle over. 
The Angoria goat business is on 
the rapid increase and some of 
the best grades of both sheep and 
goats have lately been introduced 
by our progressive ranchmen,some 
attention has been paid to raising 
fine stock, as on the Woodhull 
pasture, where some of the best 
horses in Texas are raised. Mules 
have been raised at verv little ex-•f
pense on the Maraposa Ranch 
and other places. There is a fine 
opening in this Tine. There ,are 
also fine openings for raising 
hogs, especially as alfalfa grows 
well here both by irrigation and 
without it.

Kinney County cannot be ex­
celled for bee culture as we have 
ideal weather and so much brush 
suitable for the business. The 
average output per colony is 
estimated at 125 to 150 lbs. The 
extracted honey bring easily six 
to ten ctnts. It is suggested 
here*that bees and alfalfa be put 
togeather as at Denver Colorado. 
The alfalfa can be allowed to 
bloom if the brush be without 
blossoms. Kinney County ships 
out every year about 200-000 lbs. 
of honey^ andkhe demand is rap­
idly increasing as the reputation 
ot this section spreads.

CROPS.
Kinney couuty has been most­

ly a stock county and very litile 
attention has been paid to agri­
culture. We have mai^Athous- 
and of acres o f  rich level lands 
which will easily bring 50 bushsel 
of corn or a bale of cotton per 
acne a good, season. The land 
is fine for fruits or vegetables 
generally. Alfalfa produces six 
or seven cuttings per year and is
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has assessed for 1005, 2.347 
horses; 20,443 cattle, ¡ 5,670

a decided success; sugar cane 
grows to perfection; sugar beets 
do well. Milo Maize, Cassava 
etc., will no doubt be productive 
crops in the future. Fine well 
water can be gotten in level 

! parts of the county at from 25 to 
60 feet. In the hills in the north­
ern part fine wells may be gotton 
any where at 25o to 5o0 feet. The 
water is almost entirely from 
alkalies in all streams and wells.

1 It is in sufficient quantities in 
wells to irrigate with.

FORT CLARK.
Fort Clark is in sight of Brack­

ett and is a fine milatary post of 
eight troops of cavalry with o f ­
ficers and military band stationed 
here. Money has been appro­
priated by congress to rebuild 
the Post. The freight shipped 
in to this Post is enormous among 
the items being 45,000 lbs. daily 
from Spofford in wagons at pre­
sent. The Fort consumes annu­
ally about 2000 tons of hay for 
the -cavalry and work horses. 
The yearly contract for wood is 
three thousand cords contract 
price ranging from $4,50 to $5, 
50 per cord. Other items such 
as brand, oats, pork etc.,  are in 
like proportion. We suggest as 
splendid openings a poultry farm 
to supply the town and Fort with 
eggs, chickens and turkeys. Also 
a hog farm to furnish pork and 
lard. An alfalfa farm in con­
nection would work well. , ‘

The land will - produce wheat 
and oats as well as they do across 
the Rio Grande in Mexico within 
a few miles of us. About fifteen 
or twenty new farms are opening 
now for next years crop and 
many people are drilting in to 
buy lands. Good rich level lands 
can be gotton farm S3-5o to $10. 
00 per acre.

WATER.
In this respect our County is 

well favored, having the West, 
Nueces River, Las Moras Creek, 
Pinto Creek, Mud Creek and

Sycamore, and running streams 
soaked with water so that one 
can get good well water.

Since the aboye was written an 
impetus has been given to the 
Angora goat business by the im­
portation into Kinney Co. by E. 
L. Witte & Son of about 45o0 
angoras of high grade the nanniys 
worth on an average about $5.oc. 
But the most important fact is 
the importation from Africa of a 
very fine Angora Billie costing 
about S17OO which will be used 
in grading up the already fine 
flock.

ONIONS.
Some successful experiments 

have also been made in onion 
culture and this year we have 
about 35 acres in cultivation, 22 
by Judge R. Stratton, i2 by 
Martin Bros, and one by G. 
Ditzel. We can raise onions as 
well here as in any part ot Tex­
as.

INCREASED RAINFALL.
It is the general impression 

that the rainfall in West Texas 
is on the increase, some thinking 
it due to the rapid increase of 
trees and shrubbery over the 
country and other attribute it to 
the increased smoke from chim­
neys of a great population. No 
doubt both causes operate ..to 
increase the rainfall.

Government statistics shows 
that the general average for the 
last seven years is 27.5 inches an 
increase aboye the general aver­
age of Abilene by several inches.

COTTON.
We read in the late papers of 

the shipment of 20,000 bales of 
cotton from Abilene which shows 
an annual average rainfall of 24 
inches, five thousand bales from1 
Hondo which certainly has no 
more rain than our county. 
What’s the reason Kinney county 
with its immense area of black 
mesquito land and with rainfall

Discussions of this and other mat­
ters of business connected with the 
in  ion and its work brought President 
E. A. Calvin of tho Texas, or older, or­
ganization, and President O. P. Pyle 
of Mineoia, elocted by the newer or­
ganization at Texarkana, together in 
conference at headquarters here.

Among the matters discussed were 
the affairs of the Farmers’ Union 
Publishing Company of Dallas, an en­
terprise lately begun in this city and 
declared to have the best of pros­
pects.

Meanwhile, Dallas is to remain' as 
headquarters of the original organi­
zation and Mineoia the headquarters 
of the National Organization formed 
at Texarkana. Both will continue to 
work and the effort of the leaders will 
be to make the work entirely harmo­
nious and cooperative.

“ This will mean the greater growth 
of our organization,” declared Presi­
dent Calvin. “ If we work together 
we can accomplish more than we have 
been able to do as yet. Our general 
organizer, for instance, has almost as 
much as he can attend to in Texas 
and the demands from the other states 
have to be met in the best way we 
can.”

“Our boys made a mistake in ever 
coming to treat with the Texas com­
mittee,” said President Pyle. “ As a 
state committee, it had no power to 
grant the very things we asked. We 
ought to have gone right to work in 
the discharge of the duties to which 
we were elected. That is what we 
propose to do now. x

“The National constitution is to be 
submitted to the locals and it may be 
that the two organizations will work 
together in this. It will likely be let 
to the August meeting to determine 
between the two organizations claim­
ing to be National. It is agreed that 
after that time there must be but one.”

ÍHE STRONGHOLD OF THE BEES

Ey FRANK LILLIE POLLOCK.
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rO*S» T was discovered by Lee 
w  Stevens one July nfter- 
I O noon, when lie was fishing 

*  *  in Nelson’s Creek, which
flows through the moun­

tains of West Virginia into the Poto­
mac. From the western side of the 
creek the mountain rose in a gray 
fissured bluff, fully sixty feet in height. 
A dead black-guui tree growing at the 
margin of the water reached half-way 
up the face o f the bluff, and round the 
top of this tree Lee observed n great 
flight of bees. The tree, it appeared, 
was a “ bee-tree.”

Lee watched the insects with inter­
est, for he was himself a bee-keeper. 
In partnership with Fred Armstrong, 
who lived on the adjoining farm, he 
was operating an apiary, which had 
grown from six to twenty colonies, 
and had already produced a pleasant 
little bank account.

Lee saw that the nest of bees was 
not in the tree. It was in the bluff 
itself, which was brushed by tbe dead 
branches. But as he could not see the 
actual entering place, he took off Ids 
coat and began to climb the tree.

He liad to go to the very top, but he 
saw what he wanted. The stronghold 
o f the bees was in a fissure o f the 
rock, with an entrance not four inches 
in diameter. Below it a projecting 
ledge made, as It were, a door-step 
about a foot wide, and this shelf was 
covered with bees, alighting or crawl­
ing about.

It was evidently a very active and 
populous colony: it might well contain 
hundreds of pounds of honey and wax. 
But before Lee conld make further ob­
servations he was stung on the wrist, 
and slid hurriedly to the ground.

The next day he brought Armstrong 
to look at the place. The smallness of 
the entrance was awkward, for they 
could neither get at the bees nor take 
out the combs without breaking them. 
But the rock was so cracked that It 
looked as if a piece might be pried off 
to enlarge tbe opening, which, I.oe 
thought, could easily be reached from 
tbe top of the tree.

Three days later the boys returned 
to the bluff, equipped with a small, 
sharp iron bar, an ax, and defensive 
armor of gauze veils and cotton gloves 
rcaehii’ T to tr? c”  : as well as a 
bee-in;o'.:rr lo.ided v, itI: a poicc.t mix­
ture of gre'u tobacco leaves and hick­
ory bark. They did not intend to get 
the honey on this visit. After enlarg­
ing the entrance, it would be better to 
allow tbe insects a day or two to grow 
quiet.

Fred agreed* to undertake the work 
aloft, and he put on his gloves and 
veil, put the bar in his pocket, and 
lighted the smoker, which he slung 
around his neck.

pork), provisions, produce (poultry, 
batter and eggs), soaps, glnes, oils, 
bones, fertilizers, feathers, casings, 
hides, wools, pelts and other by-prod­
ucts derived from cattle, sheep, hogs 
and poultry.

Margin of Profit.
The industry is operated on a mar­

gin of less than 2 cents to each dol­
lar of sales. Swift & Co. do not sell 
at retail. Their entire output is sold 
at wholesale to many thousands of 
dealers in various parts of the world. 
There ere hundreds o f local slaughter­
ers throughout the United States, 
who buy their live stock in competi­
tion with the packer doing an inter­
state and international business. Like­
wise the packer must sell in compe­
tition with the local slaughterers. 
There are no secret processes in the 
industry, no complicated and expen­
sive factories, and as live stock can 
be purchased in almost every hamlet 
and city, and the preparation of 
meats is simple in the extreme, local 
slaughtering will long remain a fac­
tor In the production of fresh meats 
and provisions.

Purchasing Live 8tock.
The principal live stock centers are 

Chicago, Kansas City, Omaha, SL

the largest market, there are about 
two hundred and fifty buyers, repre­
senting packers, local slaughterers In 
various cities and exporters. Of this 
number, less than a score are employ­
ed by Swift 4b Company.

Tho farmer ships his live stock to 
Chicago, consigns them to a commis­
sion firm at the Union Stock Yards, 
who sees that they are unloaded and 
put in pens. Then the buyers inspect 
them, make Jthelr offers to the com­
mission dealer, who accepts or rejects 
as his judgment dictates. All buying 
must be finished at 3 o ’clock each day, 
and the buyer must pay spot cash. 
If the commission man has no satis­
factory offers, he can hold his stock 
over to the next day.

Wholesale Distributing Houses.
A wholesale distributing house is a 

giant refrigerator, but Instead of 
shelves there are trolley rails, from 
which are suspended hooks to hang 
the carcasses. Some o f the houses 
cost as much as a hundred thousand 
dollars to build and equip. As a rule 
they are of pressed brick, the insides 
being lined—floor, walls and ceiling— 
with highly polished hardwood. The 
floors are covered daily with fresh 
sawdust, and all are kept spotlessly 
clean. There are over three hundred 
of these wholesale houses in various 
cities o f the United 8tates, and the 
public is always welcome to visit 
them.

Packing Plants.

The total number of persons em­

ployed in all the Swift packing plants 
and branch houses aggregate over 
26,000 persons.

tor governor of New York twice, 
meeting defeat both times.

After eight 
years on the supreme court bench 
he retired to orivate practice. He 
probably will best be remembered 
for the part he took in the anti-rent 
crusades in Delaware and contigu­
ous counties.
