How to Tell Antique Sevres.
False sevres in the bric-a-brac shops 

is offered as genuine by “ reputable 
dealers” in London and Paris as well 
as in New York. It is old, it is true, 
but only as old as the “ Restoration” 
in France, although the marks would 
indicate a much earlier and better pe­
riod. The counterfeits may usually 
be detected by the surface of the gild­
ing. In real it was burnished in lines 
by means of metal nails with round­
ed points, which were set in a piece 
of wood.

The imitations of later date than 
the real have been burnished in a 
similar manner, but with an agate. 
It required considerably more force 
to obtain a bright surface by the an­
cient method than by the use of the 
agate point; hence the burnished 
lines in the genuine ware are per­
ceptibly sunken, while in the counter­
feit were they are flush with the gen­
eral surface of the gilding. There 
are other means of “ spotting” the im­
itations, such as the inexact copying 
of the markings which have served 
since 1753 to denote the date of fabri­
cation, and the use of chrome green, 
which wqs not discovered until 1802; 
but the test of the burnished parts of 
the gilding is the easiest for the ordi 
nary buyer.

HOUSE TOOK UP DEFICIENCY AP- 

PROP RI ATI ON S.

THE CUSTOMLESS ENTRY PORTS
Brundige of Arkansas Cited Custom 

Houses Where No Collections 
Had Been Made.

Washington, Jan. 20.—Reform in the 
matter of making deficiency appropri­
ations occupied the House yesterday, 
and the entire time of the five and 
a half hours session was devoted to 
its discussion, with the exception of 
a short speech for free hides by Mr. 
Perkins of New York.

The urgent deficiency appropria’ ion 
bill was being considered under the 
general debate order, and Mr. Llt- 
tauer of New York, la charge of the 
bill, set the pace by pointing out the 
failure of the legislation of last year 
to curb heads of departments in their 
demands for deficiency supplies. He 
explained the more stringent meas­
ures recommended in the hill, and said 
that several requests for money had 
been refused by the committee.

The one specific illustration of the 
need for reform which was cited was 
the appropriation of $2,615 for a por­
trait of ex-Attorney General Knox, 
which Attorney General Moody had 
paid cut of the contingent fund of 
the Department of Justice, and fer 
which the bill makes provision to re­
imburse.

Under the new limitations this use #
of the contingent fund will not be per­
mitted. This view of the case was 
acquiesced in by Mr. Brundige of Ar- 
n^insas, Mr. Ldving3ton of Georgia 
and Mr.Mr. Fitzgerald of New York, 
all minority members of the Aprrop- 
riations Committee.

Mr. Brundige also favored reducing 
the expenses of collecting the reve­
nues of the Governmnt. He stirred 
up considerable contention cm the 
Democratic side by citing several 
ports of entry where no collections 
were made from one years’ end to the 
other.

ALL OVER TEXAS.

8o all the late unpleasantness over 
the threatened infringement upon the 
rights of the Texas Union by the 
National organization as forced at 
Texarkana has been settled, and all 
those who hare been wasting ener­
gy over this matter can now go ahead 
and devote their strength to better 
ends than worrying over what is only 
a secondary matter at best. It can­
not ever make so very much differ­
ence who are the officers of the Union, 
provided always they are men of good 
horse sense and of reasonable hones­
ty. Tou know that it is equally as 
bad to get tangled up with a man ot 
too great honesty as it is to hitch in 
with one who is too dishonest. That 
matter of being of being too honest is 
like the old saying about making 
good gunpowder. In the o:d days it 
was the custom to make the gunpow­
der at home, and as making it con­
sisted largely of beating it thorough­
ly so as to finely incorporate its com­
ponents, there came about a saying 
that “one should not beat powder too 
much."

At a recent meeting of the lumber 
men ft was decided that they couK 
extort $1.50 a thousand feet more oul 
of the public pocket, and the $1.50 wai 
accordingly added to the wholesale 
price of that commodity.

The almost serious disaster on Jan. 
7, involving three of our battle-ships 
will greatly disturb the American peo­
ple. Five of the more modern battle­
ships of the eight that make up the 
battle-ship squadron of the North At­
lantic fleet (one of the finest in the 
world) were engaged in an ordinary 
or routine maneuver. Working against 
wind and tide the line of battle-ships 
was thrown into confusion by one 
ship running aground, and it required 
the greatest exertion to prevent the 
destruction of the Kearsarge, the 
Kentucky, and the Alabama.

As It was, the Kearsarge was run 
aground to prevent a collision with 
the stranded Kentucky, and the Ala­
bama, the third ship in line, crashed 
into the Kentucky. All the vessels 
except the Kentucky were able to pro­
ceed to Hampton roads, but the squad­
ron was crippled as badly in getting

Three “Catskin” Earls.
Lord Derby is one of the so-called 

■“catskin earls.” There are three of 
them In the English peerage—namely, 
Lords Derby, Shrewsbury and Hunt­
ington—and they owe this designation 
to the fact that their earldoms were 
in existence prior to the sumptuary 
order issued at the beginning of the 
seventeenth century to the effect that 
ermine should be used instead of the 
catskins that had been employed until

in the nobility. The designation of 
-‘catskin earl” is, therefore, a title of 
honor, since it indicates the extreme 
antiquity of the peerage in question. 
The present Lord Derby spent several 
years in Canada as governor general 
of the Dominion.

A FARMERS’ PARCELS POST.
The postmaster general in his last 

report "kow tows” to the express com­
panies in that part of the document 
treating o f ‘ the parcels post. In sub­
stance he says that the mails can not 
compete in this matter for short haul 
shipments with express companies 
now in operation. To begin with let­
ter postal rates were based on the 
distance or zone plan, but in 1863 this 
was abolished and instead of paying 
three cents for carrying a letter less 
than 3,000 miles and ten cents for 
greater distances, the uniform 3 cent 
rate was made for all distances. Later 
it was reduced to two centss.

It should be borne In mind that 
this lji a farmers’ proposition—that 
the parcels post means as much to 
the dweller in the country as rural 
mail delivery does. The rural post 
wagon would deliver at the farmers’ 
door under this system parcels up to 
200 pounds hi weight and within the 
dimensions of a sugar barrel.

It seems clear that the navigators 
were not at fault. It Is officially re­
ported that the vessels were proceed­
ing in the regulation formation, fol­
lowing the flagship in line at a dis­
tance of 1,200 feet. But if the dis­
tance interval is not great enough to 
permit a battle-ship to maneuver in 
safety, why should it have been main­
tained in this case or in any other?

The sinking of the battle-ship Vic­
toria by the battle-ship Camperdown, 
June 22, 1893, aroused the Britsh 
naval department to the folly of fol­
lowing literally routine or standing 
orders under all circumstances. The 
British Mediterranean fleet was ma­
neuvering off Tripoli. The Victoria, 
the flagship of Vice Admiral Tryon, 
was leading one column of the fleet, 
and the Camperdown, the flagship of 
Rear Admiral Markham, was leading 
the other.

The order was for the columns, at 
a signal, to reverse sailing direction, 
turn inward, each ship to follow its 
leader at a distance of 3,600 feet. In 
making the turn the ram of the Cam­
perdown struck the Victoria at an 
angle of eighty degrees on the star­
board bow, about twenty feet forward 
of the turret, and the Victoria went 
down with Vice Admiral Tryon and 
430 officers and men.

The court martial that investigat­
ed the disaster held that the maneu­
ver was dangerous and expressed re­
gret that Rear Adlmiral Markham 
had not disobeyed the order the car­
rying out of which seemed to him cer­
tain to result disastrously.

The Camperdown episode resulted 
in several important changes in Brit­
ish naval routine. It is possible that 
the recent “ mix-up” In our battleship 
squadron may result in changes In 
our own naval

Baron Nordenskjold Ha« Traveled 
Through Unknown Country.

Unbeaten tracks through the lauds 
of the Indians have been trod by Baron 
Erland Nordenskjold, who traveled 
for eighteen months in the Andes, 
along the various tributaries of the 
Amazon in practically unknown dis­
tricts -He visited in all three tribes, 
Gie Yamiecas, u7e G^yayas thg 
Atsapnacas who, until a couple of 
years ago lived like people of the 
stone Age. The last two still retain 
their customs in large measure. No 
white man had ever before visited 
the Atsapnacas. The explorers 
marched through the territory of a 
fourth tribe and were constantly 
watched by the people who would 
have no dealings with the strangers. 
The Quiches and Aymaras living 
around Lake Titicaca at an altitude 
of 12,000 feet and in the fells of the 
Andes, offer an interesting study for 
the ethnologist, since they have re­
tained many customs unaltered or 
but slightly modified since the days 
of the ancient Incas.
