Salt Is a most wonderful article In 

the household. In washing colored 
goods a little salt in the rinsing water 
will prevent the color from “running.” 
It is important, however, that too 
large a quantity be ant used, as ft 
may rot the goods. A cupful of salt 
to about two even pailfuls of water Is 
the correct proportion. A little salt 
rubbed over earthen pudding dishes 
will effectually clean off rusty spots 
that seem to be burned Into the ware.

A little salt and vinegar will clean 
thoroughly all metal saucepans and 
copper kettles. A copper or brass 
dish must be finished (after using 
salt) with a little sand, soap and 
cloths, so as to leave no signs of the 
salt behind.

An Iron-rust stain on any white 
summer clothes may be completely 
eradicated with a little salt and lemon 
juice, if exposed to the hot sunshine. 
Spread brown paper over the grass 
and lay the material over it, so that 
the lemon and salt do not strike 
through to the grass beneath it. Rinse 
but in water and try a second applica­
tion if the first is not sufficient.

There is no surer way to destroy 
grass and weeds that spring up unin 
vited in walks and gravel paths than 
to sow them with salt and sprinkle 
thoroughly with water.

A cup of nock salt is a delightful 
addition to the bath.

It is said that the eyebrows will be­
come much thicker if a little common 
salt Is rubbed into them.

Salt is not only a good disinfectant 
externally, but it Is often taken In 
cases of poisoning. A handful of salt 
dissolved in water will generally be 
sufficient to Induce the vomiting al­
ways necessary after swallowing a 
poison. It should, of course, be given 
immediately.

Salt is apt to attract dampness; 
therefore put It In a box with a tight 
cover and keep In a dry, warm place. 
—Kansas Farmer.

Handy Ideas 
for the Home

- I believe the majority of farmers’ 
wives do their own sewing. When I 
get ready to sew I cut out several 
articles at a time, then when I find 
time to sew I don’t have to stop to 
cut out. I make stockings for my lit­
tle ones oat of the tops of my old 
ones. I take a new stocking of the 
child’s, place the front edge along a 
folded edge of the large one and pin 
fast, then pull the heel back and pin, 
cut around bottom of foot and up back 
of leg, allowing o f course for seam; 
this gives shape to the stocking, and 
the little ones think they are as good 
as new. For their every-day clothes 
I buy either gray, blue-gray or blue, 
then when I wash I can boil them and 
they come out clear. I hardly ever 
get the darkest blue—the lighter
shades wash much better. I soak the 
clothes over night, then in the morn­
ing fill boiler half full of water, add 
soap and the whitest clothes; the 
water will heat quicker with the 
clothes in it After they boil awhile 
I lift out into the machine and pnt 
others in boiler. Fill the machine 
from reservoir, wash in machine a lit­
tle, wring, then rinse, and hang out 
I wash all the clothes in this way ex­
cept a few that might fade or get 
torn. These I wash by hand. Wash­
ing is hard enough at best and why 
not wash the easiest way possible? 
Once in awhile I sprinkle salt over 
the carpet, then dampen the broom 
and sweep. It would surprise you the 
way It cleans the carpet.—Ella Fry- 
rear In Wallace’s Farmer.

“Just as w* •were beginning to de­
spair, one of the men screamed hyster­
ically and ported to a thin trail of

smoke on the sky line. It was a New 
Zealand liner headed straight for our 
raft. In a couple of hours her doctor 
was giving us a hearty dinner and 
slops and weak brandy and water."

This same man spent another New 
Year’s day off Cape Horn: He sailed 
from Valparaiso in a British “wind­
jammer,” expecting to reach his Scot­
tish home in time to spend his first 
Christmas there for many years. But 
calms delayed her for weeks in the 
South Pacific ocean, and when she got 
off Cape Horn she ran Into a tearing 
gale, which brought her mizzen top­
mast down on deck and ripped out all 
her sails.

LIME A dangerou s  CARGO.

Utmost Precautions Sometimes Un­
availing to Prevent Fire.

Lime is one of the most dangerous 
of all cargoes for a vessel to carry. 
When It catches fire, as it frequently 
does, in spite of the greatest precau­
tions against the admission of water 
into the hold, it is almost Impossible 
to extinguish It. The only method 
that ever avails Is to stop every crack 
with soap, so that no air can reach 
the lime. Sometimes this will stop 
the fire but often these Ares will burn 
for weeks till the vessel sinks be- 
ileath the water a mass of charred 
embers holding together. When a 
vessel with a cargo of lime once 
catches fire It Is sure death to go be­
low. Not long ago a schooner with 
a cargo of this commodity caught fire 
and was sealed up as tightly as pos­
sible. The crew was composed of the 
captain and his two sons. One day 
the latter went to sleep on the deck 
and their father imprudently entered 
his cabin shutting the door behind 
him. When they awakened and found 
their father missing they supposing 
that he had fallen overboard sailed 
the ship for home quite unconscious 
that they were bearing the body of 
their father with them.

Horse Has Long Mane.

18 feet long, and that one is owned by 
Mr. Zillgitt of Inglewood, California.

The past year has meant many 
things to many people.

Tragedy and comedy have played 
hide and seek in the most unexpected 
places.

Wishes 
have not ended in fulfillment even 
when most confidently expected; and 
Fortune, with her usual fickleness, has 
smiled where her presence was hither­
to unknown.

The passing year has brought many 
gifts there was no refusing. On some 
it showered blessings until all the 
world was golden to its favorites, and 
life a happiness so great it crowded 
out all remembrances of griefs that 
were old, or yet to be born. To others 
it has been the graveyard of dead 
hopes, the burying ground of happi­
ness, the final resting place of energy, 
ambition and ideals. To all it has 
brought some experience that forever 
will stand monument-like in our lives 
to mark the birth of new capacities 
within ourselves for good or evil; the 
awakening of some powerful influence 
for weal or woe.

Ill-spent, those 
few short months have banished hope 
frffln many a life, and dimmed many 
an illustrious name. It is the mistake 
of the moment that makes the misery 
of a lifetime, nor can repentance 
brighten it again. Few of us are capa­
ble of planning evil, but many of us 
succumb to the unexpected opportu­
nity.

It takes ages to change the commer­
cial and financial center of the world.

For centuries their lo­
cation was on the Mediterranean sea 
or Ita tributaries.

With the 
growth of the Anglo-Saxon and Ger­
manic races and the development of 
ocean traffic the location shifted to 
northern Europe. Then came Bruges, 
Antwerp, Amsterdam, and finally Lon­
don, where it still remains.
