Muleshoe High School's
Mighty "M" Band members—
who recently won the UIL
sweepstakes, taking three first
place trophies indistrict—may
not be aware that in their
hometogyn is a former member
of thé Famous Uncle Sim Band.

Her name issMargie Moore,
and she moved to Muleshoe
from Happy, TX—the home
of the Uncle Sam Band and the
Happy Cowboys—in 1942
with her parents, the late Bill
and Pearl Moore, when she
was a senior in high school.

She would have graduated
with the MHS class of 1943,
but she went to college at Tech
instead and finished her two
high school credits by corre-
spondence. She earned her
bachelor'sand master'sdegrees
at Texas Tech.

Moore, 69, taught English
in Brownfield, Muleshoe, Post,
Sweetwaterand Lubbock. The
long-time Muleshoe resident
taughtin room210atMatthews
Junior High School in Lub-
bock for 24 years.

Moore, who still has fond
memories of Happy and the

Uncle Sam Band, retired from

teaching 1981 after 35 years.
Moore sponsored the MHS

Class of 1950, whichinstigated
the first powderpuff football
"They were a good
class," shecommented. (Moore
has the pictures to proved that
she herself played in that very

game.

first game.)

Moore, who played the
cymbals in the Uncle Sam
Band, sometimes attempted to
play the accordion while
marching. "It was kind of hard
tocarry. Iplayedatit," she said,
laughing.

According to an article by
Mary Neal Henry last year in
"The Happy News" of the Tulia
Herald, the Uncle Sam Band,
was organized by Doug Forbus,
a teacher and band director in
the Happy Independent School
District from the mid-1930s
until 1940.

"That band led many patri-
otic parades and participated
in numerous other events be-
cause of their red, white and
blue uniforms. They were
much in demand at the begin-
ning of World WarIl," accord-
ing to the October 6, 1994 ar-

It
was the uniforms that got us in
parades everywhere," Moore
said. "We gave concerts," she
remembered, rolling her eyes.

The Uncle Sam Band had
the honor of being the first
band to play in the Hall of State
at the Texas Centennial in Dal-
las in October of 1936.

They played again at the
Tri-State Fair in 1937. Mem-
bership increased as did par-
ticipation.

The band wore the Uncle
Sam Band uniform for the first
time when they played and
marched in the Mother-in-Law
parade in Amarillo on March
5, 1938, according to a write-
up in the 1939 Round-up,

Happy School's yearbook.

Allison wrote that Eleanor
Roosevelt, wife of Franklin D.
Roosevelt, was a special guest
that day. "Band members wit-
nessed the presentation of the
world's largest bouquet of red
roses, which was lifted by a
crane and presented to Mrs.
Roosevelt."

"The Uncle Sam Band en-
joyed the reputation of being
the most colorful band wher-
ever they played," Henry
wrote.

OnJuly 11, 1938, the Uncle
Sam Band led the world's larg-
est band, composed of more
than 2,500 members, when
President Franklin D.
Roosevelt visited Amarillo.

The band played "The Eyes
of Texas" in the key of B flat.

ticle states.

Allison's article says, "The
parade, which ended in Elwood
Park in Amarillo, was drenched
with rain—the first one in the
Panhandle in months. Band
members remember how their
top hats crumbled from the
rainwater.,"

On Aug. 17 of that year, the
band participated in the Will
Rogers Memorial Celebration,
also in Amarillo.

And on Nov. 11, 1938, the
band led the parade that cel-
ebrated the Armistice of the
war in Europe, and another
prize was won, Allison wrote.

U.S. Postmaster James A.
Farley visited Amarilloin May
of 1939.

ENMU receives grant

PORTALES — Eastern
New Mexico University has
received a three-year $343,041
grant to recruit minority
speech-language pathology
(SLP) students and a faculty
member.

Project Lejos: Southeastern
New Mexico Hispanic, Bilin-
gual Distance-Education
Project in Speech-Language
Pathology, funded by the U.S.
Department of Education at
$114,347 per year through May
31, 19998, will pay for tuition,
books and stipend of $2,000-
per year for 10 students to earn
a master's degree in speech-
language pathology at ENMU.
The funds will also pay for the
hiring of a full-time tenure track
professor in speech-language
pathology at Eastern.

"The primary purpose of the
project is to train Hispanic,
bilingual individuals who have
bachelor's degrees in speech-
language pathology to become
fully licensed speech-language
pathologistby earning master's
degrees," says project director
Dr. Robert Rimac.

Students do not have to live
in Portales and may take classes
in the summer and evenings at
instructional television sites in
Clovis, Hobbs, Roswell and
Ruidoso.

According to Dr. Rimac,
who submitted the grant and is
director of the ENMU com-
municative disorders program,
"The project addresses three
critical, chronic shortages in
New Mexico as well as the
nation: a shortage of SLPs in
public schools; a shortage of
Hispanic and bilingual SLPs,
especially relative to the
numbers of Hispanic and bi-

lingual students with commu-
nicative disorders; and a
shortage of openings in
graduate programs in speech-
language pathology."

The grant was acooperative
effort with the Alliance 2000
Project and Project Success at
the University of New Mexico,
which assists people with
writing grant requests. Dr.

Jeronimo Dominguez, dean of

Continuing Educationat UNM,
is Dr. Rimac's grant mentor.
"There are 120 openings in
the New Mexico public schools
for speech-language patholo-
gist,” Dr. Rimac noted. "In

southeastern New Mexico,
there is a 29 percent vacancy
rate in filling these positions.
We hope that this project will
help fill some of these vacan-
cies."

‘itedays. As ayoungster, Iloved
July fourth because school was
.out and there were usually
fireworks to watch. Summer

+ Customershavetheright
to fast, accurate service.
Someone told me the three
most important words in
business are "good, fast and
cheap." I'm not sure I agree
with cheap, but I like good and
fast. Fast, accurate service
means giving customers ex-
actly what they expect as
quickly asis humanly possible.

+ Customers havetheright
to assume that all employees
are well trained and capable.
People representthe businesses
they work for. Research shows
that every year businesses lose
as much as 30 percent of their
potential sales because of poor
customer service. Training can
help your employees learn to
deliver the service customers
expect.

+ Customers havetheright
to fair and courteous treat-
ment. Courtesy is becoming

rare, and fair is often forgotten
inthe passion of getting ahead.
However, customers tend to
have memories like elephants.
They return to businesses
where employees treat them
well.

+ Customers havetheright
to assume that wrongs will
be make right. We all make
mistakes. However, customers
are certainly correct in ex-
pecting businesses to fix any
mistakes. Particularly, if the
business created the problem
in the first place.

+ Customers havetheright
totell toexpect (and get) truth
and integrity. Of course, this
is common sense and good
business practice. However,
truth isn't as common as it
should be, and integrity is more
of a buzzword than an every
day business practice.

+ Customers havetheright
to expect flexible payment
terms. We are a society of
credit consumers. Most suc-
cessful businesses realized
early in the gave that they could
attract more consumers if they
offered to sell on credit. Now
customers feel it is their right.

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Dryland farming explalned by AG-CARES

- LUBBOCK — Dryland
fhrmmg got you down? Cheer
up. Researchers have come up
with better dryland farming
téchniques that may prove to
increase profitability.

. Dr. Eduardo Segarra, an
associate professor of agricul-
ture economics with the Texas
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion here, has been studying
dryland farming techniques for
the past even years on both
irrigated and dryland produc-
tion systems.

"Because of the significance
and importance of irrigated
agriculture, alot of studies were
conducted first on the irrigated
cropping systems," Segarra
said.

"We started looking at dif-
ferent dryland systems to see
which ones had been doing the
best," said Segarra.

Segarra took data from
Lubbock, and established sys-
tems, such as the minimum
tillageand conservationtillage
systems that help conserve the
soil.

"We harvested the water
fromthe rainfall, and used other
practices to see which systems
had been doing the best,"
Segarra said. "We found out
that some of the systems that
seem to be doing well are the
rotational systems. Anexample
of one that was doing really
well was a rotation between
wheat and cotton," he said.

In the first four or five years,

research was conducted at
Lubbock, Wellman and Half-
way. Then the Agricultural
Complex for Advanced Re-
search and Extension Systems, .,
(AG-CARES) at Lamesa was
started. AG-CARES is a 160-
acre farm on which research is
conducted with full scale fields
rather than small research plots.

In that time a majority of the
possible alternative farming
systems were eliminated.

"There were some of the
systems that were doing well,
and we had to make a transi-
tion because we were looking
at them on an experimental
level," said Segarra. The next
step was to see if what worked
on a small plot level would
work on a large farm.

"This is where the AG-
CARES facility came in, and
now we do have some of thesé
sytems that were developed
back thenonalarge scale down
in Lamesa to see if their per-
formance is what we thought it
world be," Segarra said. "They
have proven to be good."

There is a problem, and it
stems from the policy point of
view, he noted.

"In the U.S., given the way
the crop commodity programs
are structured, there is very

little if any flexibility on base
acreage," said Segarra. Base
acreage relates to the maxi-
mum number of acres a farmer
can dedicate to one crop. The
farmer can only receive defi-
ciency payments on his base
acreage.

Farmers receive govern-
ment subsidies if certain rules
are followed. Deficiency pay-
ments are provided by the
government to supplement a
farmer'sincome obtained from
cotton and other crops.

In the case of cotton, defi-
ciency paymentsdepend on the

five-yearmovingaverage yield
of cotton coming out of the
field. If for one of those five
years a farmer produces wheat
instead of cotton, then he must
average in a zero on his five-
year cotton average.

"The level of support a
farmerreceives goesdown,and
that is the reason some of these
systems have not been adopted
yet," Segarra explained.

"In the long run, because
we are looking at possible
elimination of the farm pro-
gram as we know them, we
know farmers will be looking

foralternative waysto produce
some of these crops that will
give them a profit," Segarra
continued.

Segarra and the team of re-
searchers working on these
issues have found. that some
new ways of producing cotton
are not only as good, but have
proven to be more profitable
than some of the practices used
today.

"In many cases, the current
farming practices out there do
not rank even at the middle in
effectiveness,” Segarra com-
mented.

Money collected from can-
isters, coin boards, acrylic
candy boxes and other collec-
tion devices is more than a
mere drop in the bucket for
some charities.

Contributed coins can add
up to millions of donated dol-
lars; however, in some cases,
farless than that actually goes
to the charity itself.

The bulk of the funds end
up going to the owner of the
collection devices. By now,
virtually everyone has seen
collection devices bearing
charities' names or logos.

They are popping up at all
types of businesses through the
South Plains. One advantage
for charities which use coin
collection devices, aside from

raising money, is an increase
in public awareness of the
charity's work.

The containers are a form of
free advertisement. Your BBB
asks donors to use their heads
as well as their hearts when
they give. Some collection de-
vices are not charities at all.
Call your Better Business Bu-
reau at (806) 763-0459 or (800)
687-7890 before you give.

If you are having money
problems and are tempted to
answer an ad offering to re-
move bad credit from your file,
the Better Business Bureau
advises caution.

They promise to fix your
report for exorbitant fees, but
the fact is, negative informa-
tion that is accurate cannot be
removed.

A consumer can go directly
to the credit reporting agency
to request inaccurate informa-
tion be corrected and there is
no charge.

The creditrepaircompanies
sometimes take advantage of
consumers' lack of knowledge
of the law by offering to pro-
vide services that consumers
can usually do on their own.

Consumers should be sus-
picious if the company asks for
money in advance; if you are
told that accurate information
will be changed or erased; if
you are told that only the credit
repair company canremoveold
orinaccurate information.. Call
the Better Business Bureau at
(806) 763-0459 or (800) 687-
7890 and check them out first.

Legion. They were known the
"Famous High School Band,"
Henry noted.

The band attended the foot-
ball Cotton Bowl Classic in
Dallas on Jan. 2, 1939, and it
was considered to be one of the
most colorful of the 58 bands.

Bill Moore was president of
the Businessmen's Club in
Happy, which was instrumen-
tal in providing opportunities
for the Uncle Sam Band to
perform.

Margie Moore said that her
father, an avid band booster,
had made a previous arrange-
ment with the parade marshal:

"We waited inthe alley, and
when he motioned, we pulled
out in front of the big Tech
Band and led the Cotton Bowl
Parade. They were a little bit
shocked, I think," Moore said
with a twinkle in her eye.

The first Uncle Sam Band
had black and gold (Happy's

school colors) capes and hats
as their uniforms.

The Uncle Sam red, white
and blue uniforms were made
by people from Happy. Henry
wrote in the 1994 article that
the uniform of R.B. Gist, Jr.
has been preserved and dis-
played in a glass case in the
foyer of the Vivian Wesley
Auditorium in Happy.

Moore's father helped start
the Chamber of Commerce and
Agriculture and the Little
League in Muleshoe. He was a
Lion's Club member and
worked in a grain elevator in
Muleshoe and owned a farmin
Parmer County.
