Third 
persons can deal with a prop­
erly authorized agent with the

principal.

The law sets up two broad 
classes of agents — sj*ecial and 
general. Most agent? are spe­
cial agents—that is, they have 
specific authority to do only 
certain things. When a person 
is named in a power of attorney 
as a general agent, he is au­
thorized to act in all proper 
cases as if the principal were 
acting in person.

For example: A citizen .-.»1- 
dier leaves home to go to war. 
He needs someone to represent 
h:m. while he is away. He names 
;uch a person—usually a parent.

person specific powers or a 
general power to act in his be­
half.

$150 for burial expenses of an 
eligible veteran. You can get 
necessary application forms at 
any YA office. You must file 
your claim for reimbursement 
within two years after th<- vet­
eran’s burial.

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Veterans Questions 
And Their Answers

Q.—Is a down payment re­
quired for a GI business loan ?

A.—No. Neither the law nor 
recent credit control regulations 
require a down payment for a 
GI business loan. But your 
lender has the right to ask for 
one if he chooses.

Q.—I’m studying engineering 
under the GI Bill. I want to drop 
my math course for the time be­
ing. Am 1 allowed to do so un­
der VA’s post-cut-off date regu­
lations?

A.—Yes. VA’s post-cut-off- 
date r e g u l a t i o n s  apply to 
changes of over-all programs of 
study, anti not to changes of in­
dividual courses within a pro­
gram of study. Therefore, drop- 
ing or adding a course, within 
a  program of study, is permit­
ted.

Q.—I’m drawing a pension, 
and I wonder if I would be eli­
gible for the increased maxi­
mum of $120 a month which 
goes to veterans who need regu­
lar aid and attendance of an­
other person. My doctor ha3 
prescribed rest in bed for a 
couple of months, while I recov­
er from an illness, and I need 
constant aid while I ’m in bed.

A.— You would not be entitled 
to the $120-a-month rate during 
vour temporary confinement to 
bed. The increase is for those 
who are permanently in need of 
regular aid and attendance of 
another person.

Q. — I wear an orthopedic 
brace on my right leg be­
cause of wounds I received 
during World War II. (’an I

get- emergency repairs to my 
brace without prior approval 
from VA?

-You can get emergency re­
pairs to your brace up to $15 
from any commercial brace 
or repair shop without prior 
VA approval if you have the 
new “Prosthetic Service Card 
—Orthopedic Braces.” VA 
Regional Offices are now in 
the process of issuing these 
cards.

Q— I’m eligible for a 1952 div­
idend on my National Serv­
ice Life Insurance. In my 
case, VA is holding the 
money to pay any premiums 
that I miss paying. When 
does this system start?

A—VA can pay your premiums 
out of your dividend money 
only after the anniversary 
date of your policy has 
passed. Be sure to pay your 
own premiums until after 
the anniversary date. Other­
wise you’re taking a chance 
that your policy will lapse,

Q—I am on active duty, and I 
have an NSLI term policy 
which is under waiver. How­
ever, the term period of the 
policy is about to expire. Is 
there any way I can keep 
my insurance protection aft 
er it expires ?

A—Yes. Under the law, your 
term policy wTill be automate 
cally renewed for another 
five-year term. Premiums on 
this new insurance also will 
be waived during the re­
mainder of your service and 
for 120 days afterwards. But 
when you start paying your 
own premiums again, the 
amount will be higher- 
based on your age at the

Veterans Were 
Reminded

Veterans training under the 
GI Bill were reminded today by 
the Veterans Administration of 
steps they must take in order 
to move up from their present 
courses to courses at the next 
higher level,

First, said VA, they must ap­
ply for the advanced training 
either before they complete their 
current course, or within 90 days 
following its completion.

And second, they must go 
ahead with their additional 
training either within 30 days 
after finishing their present 
courses, or on the first day that 
enrollment of students in their 
new course is permitted, which­
ever is later.

The normal summer vacation 
period doesn’t  count as a period 
of interruption for veteran- 
students in colleges and other 
schools organized on a term, 
quarter, or semester basis, A 
veteran, pursuing an under­
graduate course, who applies for 
graduate training in time, need 
not start hjs advanced course 
until the fall semester,

VA said its rules apply to 
nearly all veterans in training 
under the GJ Bill: those dis­
charged on or before July 25. 
1947, who started their courses 
on or before July 25, 1951, cut­
off date, and who have been in 
training since except for cer­
tain reasons beyond their con­
trol.
