Living with Diabetes? Take
Care of Yourself

A diagnosis of diabetes is
for life, but that diagnosis is
easier to live with, thanks to
blood glucose monitoring. The
most important thing to real-
ize is we don’t have a cure for
diabetes but we do have the
means to stay healthy and still
have diabetes. There is no
magic cure.

The American Diabetes As-
sociation ( http://
www.diabetes.org/ ) defines
diabetes as “a disease in which
the body does not produce or
properly use insulin ... (which)
is a hormone that is needed to
convert sugar, starches and
other food into energy needed
for daily life.”

Basically, the association
continued: “Diabetes means
that your blood glucose (sugar)
is too high. Your blood always
has some glucose in it because
the body needs glucose for en-
ergy to keep you going. Too
much glucose in the blood is
not good for your health.”

That’s where monitoring
comes in. Blood glucose
monitors require a tiny amount
of blood and testing strips, but
can give results instantly. Be-
cause we have the ability to
check blood glucose and know
what it is at any time, we can
tell if a treatment plan is work-
ing or it’s not. And that can be
a lifesaver! The better control
you have of your blood glu-
cose, the healthier you will be
even if you have diabetes.

The diabetes association
recommends that blood glu-
cose levels before meals are
between 90 and 130 milli-
grams per deciliter (mg/dL)
and no higher than 180 mg/dL
when taken two hours after
eating. Doctors who special-
ize in diabetes might recom-
mend even lower ranges.

Keeping a careful watch
over blood glucose levels can
reduce or eliminate many of
the expected complications of
diabetes, including burning or
tingling in the feet or problems

with the eyes.

People believe that compli-
cations have to happen, but
they don’t. Because we know
about testing blood glucose,
people with diabetes now have
the ability to avoid complica-
tions unless they happened be-
fore they knew they had dia-
betes. Monitoring is one part
of self-care for people with dia-
betes. The other steps are: eat-
ing the right amount of carbo-
hydrate foods, being physically
active and taking medications
if prescribed.

Determining the right
amount of carbohydrate foods
isn’t always easy. No food is
off limits; you just have to de-
termine the amount of carbo-
hydrate foods you can eat and
balance that with physical ac-
tivity and medicine, if needed.
It’s not an exact science. Two
people with diabetes may eat
the same foods and one may
have high blood glucose and
the other may not. If you have
type 2 diabetes and need help
with your food choices, the
best source of information is a
registered dietitian.

Do We“

af Be well
\ with digbetes_

Physical activities can in-
clude walking for at least 30
minutes a day, doing chair ex-
ercises or water aerobics,
swimming or bicycling. Jog-
ging is not recommend because
of potential damage to the
joints and feet.

Check with your physician
before starting an exercise pro-
gram, especially if it involves
weight lifting or resistance ex-
ercises. That’s because weight
lifting or other resistance ex-
ercises may involve straining
because people have a ten-
dency to hold their breath.

Straining could cause eye and
other problems.

Diabetes is a ‘silent dis-
ease,” because people often
don’t know they have it. Symp-
toms include fatigue, thirst and
frequent urination. Risk fac-
tors include age (although
younger people can and do
have diabetes, risk increases
with age), being overweight,
high blood pressure, a family
history of diabetes, gestational
diabetes during pregnancy, giv-
ing birth to a baby weighing
more than 9 pounds, and physi-
cal inactivity. Also people of
African-American, Latino,
Native American, Asian-
American or Pacific Islander
descent are more at risk for de-
veloping diabetes.

People who are about 40 to

45, especially if they have a-

family history, need to get
tested for diabetes. Diabetes
has no cure - magic or other-
wise. But with self-care and
conscientious monitoring of
blood glucose levels, people
with diabetes can live long,
productive and healthy lives.
For more information on
self-care, contact the Texas
Agrilife Extension Service-
Borden County about Do Well,
Be Well with Diabetes. The
first class series is being of-
fered Monday, April 7 through
Monday, May 5 in conjunction
with Garza County and will be
held from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m.

“To do that, we
have secured the participation
of two nationally respected
cotton marketing executives to
sit down with the PCG Board
to discuss what has been hap-
pening in the market. I believe
that this will be a valuable dis-
cussion that many producers
will be interested in hearing.”

Prior to the PCG Board
meeting the organization will
hold its 51% Annual meting be-
ginning at 8:30 a.m. Congress-
man Randy Neugebauer of
Lubbock highlights this year’s
Annual meeting line-up. Rep.
Neugebauer, a member of the
House Agriculture Committee,

will provide the PCG member-

ship with his thoughts on the
farm bill and discuss key issues
important to the High Plains
agriculture industry.

Joining Rep. Neugebauer
from Washington is PCG’s
keynote speaker Jerry
Hagstrom. Hagstrom, a Wash-
ington, DC-based political and
agricultural analyst, is a Spe-
cial Correspondent for the Na-
tional Journal’s Congress
Daily and will present his
thoughts on the political land-
scape heading into the 2008
presidential election and the
potential impact of these re-
sults on future U.S. agriculture
and trade policy, including the
new farm bill.

PCG’s third featured
speaker is John Miller, founder
of Southwest Agribusiness
Consulting, Inc. in Caldwell,
Texas. Miller will discuss the
outlook for commodity and
energy prices and the market

The Panhandle city of
Adrian is at the midpoint on
Route 66. Itis an

equal amount of miles from
Adrian to either Chicago or
Santa Monica.

The Midpoint Café in
Adrian is a popular stop for
travelers on the

famous highway. On reason
for the popularity is Ugly Crust
Pies.

Jo Ann Harwell was
working part-time at the café
when it was in need

of a pie maker.

“I thought I could do
that,” says Jo Ann. “My grand-
mother left me a

lot of recipes and one of
them is for a great crust. I’ll
just get out

those recipes and start mak-
ing pies. That’s how this got
started.”

She thought she would
just make pies for a short while
until the café

found someone who could
make pies. But her pies have
gone over so well -

she’s been making pies for
ten years.

“The thing just snowballed.
It is a great piecrust recipe and

- I'make

good pies. What canIsay?”

The phrase “Ugly Crust
Pies” has become synonymous
with the restaurant. “My grand-
mother could make a crust that
was absolutely a piece of art.

Mine are definitely not of
that quality. I cannot make
them pretty. I

keep asking myself how my
grandma could make them so
perfect. Every
time I made a pie I would

get this ugly crust.”

One thing in Jo Ann’s de- -

fense: her grandmother made
only a couple of

pies a week. Jo Ann makes
five to ten a day.

“I'm in a hurry and looks
don’t matter as long as the taste
is good.” She makes the basic
pies like chocolate, coconut
(the biggest seller),

pecan and lemon meringue.
She also makes some special
ones.

“I make a chocolate-peanut
butter that is my personal fa-
vorite. I

created it myself. It’s the
one my children request for
birthdays.

It’s the favorite pie in my
family. I also get recipes from
people

that want me to replicate
what their grandmothers or
mothers made. So

I have a caramel pie, an egg
custard pie, and a raisin pie. I
make all

different kinds of pies.”

Jo Ann has a fulltime book-
keeping job in nearby Here-
ford.

“I have two names. I’ve al-
ways referred to myself as the
Queen of Ugly

because I make the ugly
crust pies. And now I have
become the Pie

Fairy. The Pie Fairy goes
into the café at night and makes
these

wonderful pies. Then in the
morning when the help gets
there, all the

pies are done, they’re ready
to eat.”

Jo Ann also makes cobblers.
