Agriculture Commissioner
Asks Federal Agencies to Do
More For Wildfire Victims

AUSTIN - In a letter to the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture, Commissioner Todd
Staples asked for an increase
in assistance for farmers and
ranchers who have suffered
damages due to wildfires.
Since January, the Texas For-
est Service has recorded
nearly one million acres lost
to wildfires.

“Unfortunately, as our
state continues to experience
severe dry and windy condi-
tions, Texas land owners will
be susceptible to wildfire
danger,” Commissioner
Staples said. “The good news
is, there are measures farm-
ers and ranchers can take to
Froactively protect their live-

ihood, and we are working
to identify assistance pro-
grams that will help produc-
ers if they do in fact suffer
losses.”

Commissioner Staples
urged USDA to grant emer-
gency grazing on Conserva-
tion Reserve Program (CRP)
acres in areas impacted by
wildfires and in contiguous
counties, providing the live-
stock producer has suffered
forage loss in the primary
county. The commissioner
also asked for the authoriza-
tion of cost share reimburse-
ments for the installation of
firebreaks on CRP land. Bar-

ren firebreaks are valuable
tools to prevent fire damage.

When preventative mea-
sures are not successful, pro-
ducers can often encounter
high expenses when restoring
their operations after devas-
tation. With this in mind,
Commissioner Staples has
asked USDA to allocate ap-
propriate funding levels to
cover Emergency Conserva-
tion Program (ECP) re-
sources that can assist Texas
livestock producers who suf-
fer damages this year. With-
out timely disaster aid, many
producers face bankruptcy
and the potential loss of their
operations.

Commissioner Staples is
also encouraging farmers and
ranchers to take advantage of
the Texas Department of
Agriculture’s Hay Hotline,
especially now that produc-
ers will not need a hay per-
mit. The commissioner re-
cently requested and was
granted a hay permit waiver
that suspends permitting re-
quirements and legal height
restrictions for round hay
bales. Farmers and ranchers
can use the TDA Hay and
Grazing Hotline to find avail-
able hay for sale or pastures
for lease, in addition to list-
ings of livestock haulers to
move cattle and other live-

stock. Producers can access
the Hay Hotline through
TDA’s Web site, or call TDA
at (800) TELL-TDA.

TDA also offers an Interest
Rate Reduction Program to
farmers and ranchers who
have experienced crop and
livestock losses. Some pro-
ducers might be eligible for
loans of up to $250,000, if the
county in which their propert
is located was declared a fed-
eral disaster area. For more
information on this service,
contact TDA’s Rural Eco-
nomic Development Division
at 512-936-0273 or toll free at
877-428-7848.

Producers can also contact
their local Farm Service
Agency office or county
judge. These offices can per-
form damage assessments to
assist with the disaster decla-
ration process.

We put cars together
in all sorts of bizarre positions
and the 30 or so of us were ly-
ing on the ground, slumped
over mail boxes and fireplugs,

draped over car doors and we
all appeared to be dead. It was
a terrible sight. When a car
screeched to a halt and the
driver came running up, we’d
all come to life and sing “Good
Morning to you. Good morning
to you. We're all in our places
with bright shiny faces and that
is the way to start a new day.”
Some people didn’t think it was
the way to start a new day and
called the cops. When they
came, they just said, “OK, boys,
you’ve had your fun.

We had water gun fights,
sometimes filling the guns with
permanent ink, What a mess!

By the end of my sophomore
year I got serious about studies
and started taking courses that
I thought could stay with me the
rest of my life, I ended up ma-
joring in English and drama.
Baylor was a super experience
for me in every way.

Farm Bill Update

Late last week, the Chairmen
and Ranking Members of the
House and Senate Agriculture
Committees, as well as the Chair-
men of the House Ways and
Means and Senate Finance Com-
mittees, along with House and
Senate leadership met for much of
two days to negotiate outstanding
Farm Bill issues. Top among the
agreements they made is on the
funding offset that will be used to
cover the cost of this Farm Bill.

The leaders of the committees
also reached a mutual understand-
ing on other issues that are pav-
ing the way for possible comple-
tion of the Farm Bill. However,
while they have reached some
agreements, the remainder of the
conferees must approve those as
well.

I do not agree with everything
they hammered out and will be
working with others to try to im-
prove upon some areas. In addi-
tion, several key issues remain
open and will need to be decided
by all members in the conference.

This will be a key week in the
negotiations, and as events hap-
pen, I will be sure to keep you up
to date.

Rising Cost Of Energy And
Food

There is no doubt that Ameri-
cans are facing financial difficul-
ties, struggling with the rising
costs of filling their gas tanks and
kitchen cupboards. There is a di-
rect correlation between the cost
of energy and the cost of food.
Agriculture is a very energy-inten-
sive industry, and when we have
record setting energy costs, it costs
more to produce, process and de-
liver food.

Fertilizer costs, also tied di-
rectly to the price of energy, have
more than doubled during the last
ten years. Diesel fuel has gone up
36 percent in the past two years.
Between the increase in fertilizer
and fuel costs, production costs
have risen up to 25 percent across
Texas in the past two years, ac-
cording to a recent study by Texas
A&M.

An additional reason for the
increase in cost is supply and de-
mand. There is an increasing de-

mand for meat and processed
food in emerging markets such
as China and India. That is why
it is critical to lower energy
prices to increase our production
of food and fiber here in
America.

Unfortunately, I believe that
while the intention is good, too
much confidence has been
placed too quickly on alternative
energy, such as corn ethanol and
biofuels. While these renewable
energy industries and others such
as wind farms have shown tre-
mendous potential, we cannot
afford to ignore the simple fact
that our nation is in desperate
need of an increased domestic
production of oil and traditional
energy sources. Yet, environ-
mental groups refuse to ac-
knowledge this dire need, ignor-
ing the fact that America has
abundant resources of oil, natu-
ral gas and a 200 year supply of
coal. Additionally, America has
state of the art technology to har-
vest these in an environmentally
friendly way.

If we continue down the path
of indifference to our depen-
dence on oil, food and energy
prices will continue to rise to
unaffordable levels. Now is the
time to take action and begin in-
creasing our domestic produc-
tion to protect the American con-

sumer.
