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Back to School News
BCISD Registration Set
for August 2nd-4th

With July winding down, it 
is just a few weeks before the 
start o f the 2010-2011 school 
year at B orden  C ounty 
Schools, where classes resume 
on Monday, August 23rd, 2010.

Borden County I.S.D. jun­
ior high and high school stu­
dents should plan to register for 
the upcoming school year.

BCISD R egistration has 
been set for Monday-Wednes­
day, August 2nd-4th, 2010, in the 
BCISD Library. Students new 
to the district, as well as cur­
rent BJH & BHS students, 
should register on these days.

The following schedule has 
been established, and students 
will be seen on a first-come, 
first-serve basis:

Junior High — Monday, Au­
gust 2nd - 9:00 -  5:00

High School - Tuesday, 
August 3rd -  9:00 -  5:00 

Late Registration -  Wednes­
day, August 4th -  9:00-5:00 (for 
all students unable to register 
on designated day)

Elementary students new to 
the district -  anytime

All students new to Borden 
County I.S.D. will need the 
following items for registra­
tion: Social Security card, birth 
certificate, and shot record.

BJH students (grades 6-8) 
will receive their class sched­
ules and will select their lock­
ers. The process should be 
completed in about 5-10 min­
utes.

BHS students (grades 
9-12) will pick up their class 
schedule and select their lock­
ers. Mr. McMeans will meet 
with all high school students to 
update or create their four-year 
graduation plan during tutori­
als once school is in session.

On a special note, football 
players should arrive early 
enough to finish registration 
prior to their workout time. 
Additionally, all college-bound 
seniors interested in taking the 
first administration (Sept. 11) 
o f the ACT college entrance 
exam should register online 
prior to August 6th. They will 
need to use a credit card to pay 
for the te s t on line at 
www.actstudent.org. The BHS 
school code requested when 
you register is 442-650. The 
test costs $48 with writing 
(suggested) and $33 without 
the writing test. Contact Mr. 
McMeans at the number below 
if computer access is needed to 
register.

A sk  Questions
At a fam ily reunion one 

summer, Alice, an eight-year- 
old, watched while her mother 
Fran prepared a roast for the 
oven. Alice observed Fran trim 
about two inches from each 
end. After Fran had put the 
roast in the oven Alice asked, 
“Mom, why did you cut the 
ends off?”

Fran thought for a moment 
then replied, “That’s what my 
mother always did and so that’s 
how I do it now.” “But what’s 
wrong with the meat at the 
ends?” Alice retorted. “I don’t 
know. I never really gave it 
much thought. Let’s ask your 
grandmother,” Fran responded.

Alice and Fran went outside 
to find Grandma. “Grandma, 
why did you always cut the 
ends o f the roast off?” blurted 
Alice. Grandma laughed and 
answered, “That’s because the 
old oven that I had was too 
small to fit the whole roast.”

Do you understand why you 
do the things you do? Do you 
take a particular approach to 
life because that’s what you?ve 
always done? Do you compre­
hend the reasons for your ac­
tions? Do you continuously 
search for ways to improve 
your life? Everything is open

to change and improvement.
Dr. Jonas Salk, who devel­

oped the polio vaccine, spent 
his childhood asking questions. 
By the late 1940’s, polio was 
killing or disabling more than 
40,000 A m ericans a year. 
Other researchers hadn’t been 
able to develop a vaccine.

Dr. Salk, at a meeting of sci­
entists, questioned the research 
methods being used. He was 
reprim anded, “You should 
know better than to ask a ques­
tion like that!” Had Dr. Salk 
not asked the questions he did, 
he probably wouldn’t have de­
veloped the polio vaccine and 
saved so many lives.

Rod Serling created “The 
Twilight Zone” television se­
ries in 1959. He had been ask­
ing why there were no TV 
shows on important, serious 
topics such as bigotry, the cold 
war and alienation. His col­
leagues thought he was crazy 
w hen he left a $250,000 
movie-studio deal to develop 
his TV show, which addressed 
those themes.

The founder of Avon, David 
Hall McConnell, observed that 
because women at the time 
(late 1800’s) worked primarily 
in the home, they couldn’t get

to the stores often to buy beauty 
supplies. McConnell asked, 
“Why not bring the store to 
them?”

Asking questions enables 
you to determine whether you 
are on the right course or if cor­
rections are needed. Questions 
allow you to decide why, when, 
where and how. Without this 
inform ation it’s difficult to 
have a direction, purpose and 
focus.

Life is cause and effect, ac­
tion and reaction. Questions 
enable you to identify  the 
causes. For different results 
you must take different actions. 
There are no shortcuts. You 
don’t want to blindly stumble 
through life feeling as if  you 
have no control. Questioning 
forces you to open your eyes 
and develop an awareness of 
why you are where you are.

When it involves you, ask 
others why things are done a 
certain way. Some people may 
get offended if  you question 
why. If  they do, it’s their prob­
lem, not yours. Those who are 
secure and confident in what 
they do don’t get offended or 
develop an attitude when ques-

‘Safety F irst’Applies to Older 
Adults Too

Putting “safety first” isn’t 
just kid stuff. Older adults need 
to keep personal safety firmly 
in mind too. In fact, according 
to statistics from the National 
Institute on Aging, every year 
about 2 million older adults 
become victims o f crimes. O f­
ten these crimes are robbery, 
property theft or burglary; 
physical attacks and even ne­
glect or abuse by friends, rela­
tives or caretakers.

By using a little common 
sense and awareness, older 
people can prevent some o f 
these crimes from happening in 
the first place. Following this 
advice from NIA:

At home:
* Keep doors locked even 

when you are home. Before 
you leave the house, make sure 
all doors and windows are 
locked and secured.

* When someone comes to 
your door, look through the 
peephole or safe window to see 
who it is BEFORE opening the 
door. Don’t open the door to 
strangers. Ask his or her name, 
and reason for knocking at 
your door; if for any reason you 
are uncom fortable, D O N ’T 
open the door.

* Install locks, doors and 
windows that are strong and 
difficult to break. If  you wish, 
investigate alarm systems. Ask 
the local police department to 
send an officer to your home 
to help you determine what, if 
any, changes can be made to 
make your home more secure.

* Engrave an identification 
number (NOT your Social Se­
curity number, but perhaps 
your driver’s license number) 
on valuable property. Make a 
list of costly items, including 
jewelry and electronic equip­
ment, and take pictures of these 
items. Store the list and pho­
tos in a safety deposit box or 
other safe place.

Away from  home:
* Be aware o f your sur­

roundings at all times. Walk 
with a friend. Stay away from 
areas where crimes might oc­
cur, such as dark alleys or park­
ing lots.

* Have monthly checks, 
such as Social Security or pen­
sion, directly deposited into 
your bank account. If  you visit 
the bank often, vary the times 
and days of the week when you 
go-

* Don’t carry a lot of cash. 
Instead o f carrying a purse, 
place the least am ount o f 
money, credit cards, etc., in an 
inside pocket. I f  you are 
robbed, don’t try to fight for 
your money.

* Dress plainly and sim­
ply. Leave expensive clothing 
or accessories -  including furs 
and jewelry -  in a safe place.

Protecting money andprop­
erty:

* Don’t believe it if  some­
one tells you he or she is a bank 
official and would like you to 
take some money out of your 
account to test a teller. Banks 
don’t operate this way.

* Don’t believe deals that 
sound “too good to be true.” If 
the deal involves a lot o f your 
money up front and “guaran­
teed” success, turn it down. 
When in doubt about any com­
pany or “deal,” check with the 
local Better Business Bureau.

* Don’t give credit card ac­
count numbers or bank account 
numbers to salespeople who 
have called ypu on the phone, 
or who are asking for contri­
butions. Con artists don’t need 
your credit card to run up 
charges on your account -  all 
they need is your card or ac­
count number.

* Don’t believe claims of 
quick fixes or miracle cures. 
For accurate medical informa­
tion, go to licensed medical 
professionals.

E lder abuse
Elder abuse -  neglect or 

mistreatment of older adults -  
can happen anywhere, and be- 
caused by anybody, including 
loved ones. This kind o f abuse 
is too serious to handle alone, 
Warren said. For help, look in 
the telephone book or ask di­
rectory assistance for Adult 
Protective Services programs; 
talk to a clergy person, doctor 
or lawyer; or call the Area
