So we had to figure out 
who was going to play on the 
line as they learned new 
plays. It was tough,” 
Henderson said.

USD A Announces 
Conservation
Reserve Program 
General Sign-Up

WASHINGTON, D.C. -  
July 26, 2010 - Agriculture 
Secretary Tom Vilsack today 
announced that a general sign­
up for the Conservation Re­
serve Program (CRP) will be­
gin on August 2,2010 and con­
tinue through August 27,2010. 
During the sign-up period, 
farmers and ranchers may of­
fer eligible land for CRP’s 
competitive general sign-up at 
their county Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) office. The 
2008 Farm Bill authorized 
USD A to maintain CRP enroll­
ment up to 32 million acres. 
Jim Miller, Agriculture Under 
Secretary for Farm and For­
eign Agriculture Services, 
made the announcement on 
behalf of Secretary Vilsack 
during a conference call with 
reporters.

“A m erica’s farmers and

ranchers play an important role 
in improving our environment, 
and for nearly 25 years, CRP 
has helped this nation build 
sound conservation practices 
that preserve the soil, clean our 
water, and restore habitat for 
wildlife,” said Miller. “Today’s 
announcement will help us cre­
ate a greener and healthier 
America, and I encourage all 
interested farmers and ranch­
ers to contact their local FSA 
office to learn more how to 
take advantage of this oppor­
tunity.”

To help ensure that inter­
ested farmers and ranchers are 
aware of the sign-up period, 
USDA has signed partnership 
agreements with several con­
servation and wildlife organi­
zations, which will play an ac-

tive role in USDA’s 2010 CRP 
outreach efforts. Additionally, 
Secretary Vilsack has recorded 
two public service announce­
ments, which are available to 
the press and public at 
www.fsa.usda.gov/psa.

CRP is a voluntary program 
that assists farmers, ranchers 
and other agricultural produc­
ers to use their environmen­
tally sensitive land for conser­
vation benefits. Producers en­
rolling in CRP plant long-term, 
resource-conserving covers in 
exchange for rental payments, 
cost-share, and technical assis­
tance. CRP protects millions of 
acres o f A m erica’s topsoil 
from erosion and is designed 
to improve the nation’s natu­
ral resources base. Participants 
voluntarily remove environ­
mentally sensitive land from 
agricultural production by en­
tering into long-term contracts 
for 10 to 15 years. In exchange, 
participants receive annual 
rental payments and a payment 
of up to 50 percent of the cost 
of establishing conservation 
practices.

By reducing water runoff 
and sedimentation, CRP also 
protects groundw ater and 
helps improve the condition of 
lakes, rivers, ponds and 
streams. Acreage enrolled in 
the CRP is planted to resource- 
conserving vegetative covers, 
making the program a major 
contributor to wildlife popula­
tion increases in many parts of 
the country. As a result, CRP 
has provided significant op­
portunities for hunting and 
fishing on private lands.

Land currently not enrolled 
in CRP may be offered in this 
sign-up provided all eligibility 
requirements are met. Addi­
tionally, current CRP partici­
pants with contracts expiring 
this fall covering about 4.5

Bug Repellant
When putting bug repellant 

on children, read all directions 
first. Use just enough to cover 
the skin or clothing. DO NOT: 
use over cuts or broken skin; 
apply to eyes, mouth, hands or 
directly on the face; or apply 
under clothing.

In case of Emergency
You can reach your local 

Poison Control Center by call­
ing 1-800-222-1222 from any­
where in the country, or dial 
(806)759-5111 to reach the 
Borden County EMS. Place 
these numbers next to all of 
your telephones and where you 
store hazardous products.

Tips fo r  Preparing Food 
That May Have Been Treated

* Wash and scrub all fruits 
and vegetables under running 
tap water.” You may even 
choose to use a fruit and veg­
etable wash such as Fit.

* After washing, peel fruits 
and vegetables when possible.

* Throw away the outer 
leaves of leafy vegetables like 
lettuce and other greens.

Storing and Disposing o f  
Pesticides

* Store pesticides where 
children and pets cannot reach 
them or in a locked cabinet.

* Store pesticides only in 
the container they came in. 
Never put them in a soft drink 
bottle or any other kind of con­

tainer.
* Follow the directions on 

the label for the correct way to 
dispose of the container.

* Never use an empty pes­
ticide container to store some­
thing else.

Label Savvy
The word CAUTION show 

up on a pesticide label when a 
product is least harmful to 
people. WARNING means a 
product is more poisonous than 
one with CAUTION. DAN­
GER means a product is very 
poisonous or irritating. Use a 
pesticide that has this word on 
its label with extreme care be­
cause it can bum your skin or 
eyes very badly.

Tips for Your Lawn and 
Garden

* Use lawn seed and plants 
that grow well in your area and 
fight disease.

* Decide if you can put up 
with a few weeds or insects.

* Use your muscles, you 
can keep down weeds by hand 
pulling or hoeing.

* Clean up dead leaves and 
debris to get rid of homes for 
pests. •

* Make sure you know 
what the pest or problem is 
before you use a pesticide.

* Use pesticides only 
where the pests are.

* Use the least toxic chemi­
cal you can find for the job.
