The Borden County Coy­
otes made good on their home 
opener for the 2010 season as 
they hosted the young Lubbock 
Harmony Tigers. Harmony, a 
newly established charter 
school and new to the six-man 
scene got a rude awakening at 
the hands of the home town 
Borden County Coyotes. The 
Coyotes won the toss and that 
ju s t was the beginning o f 
things to come.

The Coyote first team of­
fense of QB Miles Valentine,

center Derek Tatum, Guard 
John Hensley, End Quint 
Shafer, and backs Tony Soto 
and Tanner Richey played only 
3 offensive plays. Those three 
plays were very effective as 
they scored on each of these 
plays, as Richey scored on the 
first offensive play from 32 
yards out. Borden County 
scored their 2nd offensive 
touchdown after a defensive 
touchdown by John Hensley as 
he sacked the quarterback, 
caused a fumble, picked up and

rumbled 9 yards for the score. 
Helio Rosales hit the first of 
his 5 extra points to make the 
score 14 to 0.

Moments later, after Aus­
tin Fields forced a fumble that 
was recovered by David 
Rodriguez, he joined the first 
team offense to score on their 
2nd play from 22 yards out to 
push the lead to 22 to 0. An­
other fumble by the Tigers 
gave the Coyotes good field

fense and used a 2 play drive 
to add to the Coyote scoring 
as'Rodriguez got his 2nd touch­
down of the night following 
the blocks of Steven Howard, 
McLayne Hall, Rosales, TJ 
Basquez and Austin Cope and 
Fields to pay dirt from 8 yards 
out. Following a nice punt re­
turn by David Rodriguez, the 
first team offense got one more 
play and Valentine went to the 
air and connected with Quint 
Shafer on a 11 yard scoring 
strike to make the score 36 to 
0 with 5:52 left in the 1st quar­
ter. Rodriguez got the defense 
their 2nd score of the evening 
as the 2nd team defensive unit 
played all but 5 plays in this 
contest, relieving starters, 
Tatum, Valentine, Shafer, 
Richey, Soto, Cope and 
Hensley with Rosales, 
Basquez, Hall, Fields, Howard 
and Rodriguez who inter­
cepted the Tiger pass and gal­
loped 43 yards to pay dirt and 
yet another Rosales extra-point 
made the score 44 to 0 with 
4:05 still remaining the first 
period.

Things quieted for a bit as 
the Tigers hit a nice pass play 
following the only miscue of 
the evening by Borden County 
who fumbled on their next pos­
session. Lubbock Harmony 
moved the ball inside the 1 
yard line, but a nice defensive 
play by Basquez, Hall and 
Rosales stuffed the Tiger run­
ner short of the goal line on 
consecutive plays to end the 
threat. Two plays later, 
Rodriguez added to his career 
evening as he followed a beau­
tiful block by Basquez and 
Rosales to sprint 75 yards for 
his 4th score on the night and a 
commanding 50 to 0 lead. The 
Tigers got inside the 10 again 
on their next possession as they 
surprised the Coyotes with a 
nicely executed play action 
pass got them inside the 10 
yard line. A stinger to one of 
the Coyote defenders forced 
Richey to return at safety for 
one play and he made the best 
of that play as he intercepted 
the Tiger pass in the end zone 
and scampered 80 yards for the 
3rd defensive score on the 
evening.

After another defensive 
stop, following a sack on a 3rd 
down play by Hall forced the 
Tigers to punt, Steven Howard 
got into the act as he scored on 
a nice sweep play with under a 
minute remaining in the half 
from 51 yards out. The final 
Rosales kick gave us the final 
tally of the evening at 64 to 0.

With this final total, Borden 
County improved to 2-0 on the 
season with their 3 1st consecu­
tive victory. Leading the way 
statistically for the Coyotes 
was Rodriguez with 105 yards 
on 3 carries and 3 scores and 1 
tackle, a fumble recovery, a 
pass broken up and an intercep­
tion for a score. Miles Valen­
tine had 1 tackle and was 1 of 
1 for 11 yards and a score. 
Austin Cope had 7 tackles, a 
fumble recovery and a pass 
broken up. Quint Shafer had 1 
tackle and a reception for 11 
yards and a score. TJ Basquez 
had 11 tackles and a huge hit 
at the goal line. McLayne Hall 
had 8 tackles a sack and a pres­
sure. John Hensley had 3 tack­
les a sack, a caused fumble a 
recovery and a score. Tanner 
Richey had a carry for 32 yards 
and a score and an interception 
for a score. Tony Soto had a 
carry for 14 yards and 3 tack­
les. Austin Fields had 4 tack­
les including a crushing tackle 
for a caused fumble. Derek 
Tatum had a tackle. Helio 
Rosales was 5 of 7 on extra 
points and had 9 tackles. 
Steven Howard had 6 tackles 
a caused fumble and a pass 
break up and had 5 carries for 
57 yards and a score.

The Coyotes will next host 
the Wellman-Union Wildcats 
here Friday at 7:30. Thank you 
again for all of your support.

Country Competes 
in Indian Run

The Borden County cross 
country season began Saturday 
at Gaines County Park. The 
Indian Run was hosted by 
Seminole High School and di­
vided into six races,'four of 
which Coyote runners partici­
pated. The junior high girls 
and boys as well as the high 
school girls ran 1.5 miles, and 
the high school boys ran 2.5.

Tye Basquez who finished 
2nd place with a time of 11:16 
led the junior high Lady Coy­
ote runners. Tatum Richey 
came in 19th, logging a time of 
12:28, and Clair Shafer was 
close behind in 24th place with 
a time of 12:41. Cheyenne 
Tucker (13:21), Kylee Dean 
(14:58), K yrsten Rebeles 
(15:39), Lexi Cheatham 
(16:42), and Holly Bradbury 
(20:01) also ran for the Lady 
Coyotes and finished 38th, 64*, 
68 , 71st, and 78th respectively.

Sean Tucker led the junior 
high Coyote runners by com­
pleting the course in 11:46 and 
placing 28lh. Rickey Torres 
(12:41), Thomas Harrison 
(13:19), Kelby Miller (14:21), 
Rhaedan Bland (14:30), and 
Nathan Souder (17:13) also 
ran for the Coyotes and fin­
ished 34th, 38th, 45th, 47th, and 
50th respectively.

Hanna Forbes (10:47) and 
Taylor Gass (10:48) chal­

lenged each other for 6th and 
7th finishes ip the varsity girls 
division. Taylor Richey was 
the next Lady Coyote to cross 
the finish line. She completed 
the course in 52nd place with a 
time of 12:55. Kylie Voss ran 
a 14:14 and finished 61st.

David Rodriguez ran the 2.5 
mile course in 16:42 and en­
tered the finish chute in 22nd 
place. Austin Fields (17:43) 
and Luke Burkett were not far 
behind (17:44) in 36th and 38th 
places. Michael Froman fin­
ished in 41st with a time of 
17:56. Collin Telchik (19:04) 
and Tristen Benavidez (21:12) 
finished 49th and 58th respec­
tively.

Prepare Now to Keep Your 
Family Safe in a Disaster

Although disasters kill hun­
dreds and injure thousands of 
people each year in the United 
States, local residents can help 
keep themselves and their 
families safe in emergencies by 
taking a few steps to become 
prepared now. September is 
National Preparedness Month, 
which is part of an annual ef­
fort to help communities in 
every state become better pre­
pared for disasters. To help citi­
zens become disaster-ready, 
Texas AgriLife Extension Ser­
vice, the Texas Department of 
State Health Services, the U.S. 
Department of Homeland Se­
curity and the American Red 
Cross are offering information 
on the steps each person should 
take before a disaster occurs.

Being disaster-prepared is 
more than just knowing what 
to do in case of a tornado or a 
fire. It also involves:

• Developing and practicing 
an emergency plan for your 
family

• Preparing 72-hour disaster 
supplies kits for your home, of-

fice and car
• U nderstanding your 

community’s warning systems 
and evacuation routes

• Knowing whom to contact 
in your community for more in­
formation

• Getting involved in local 
preparedness efforts

Disasters most often are un­
predictable, and they can be 
devastating. But the more you 
prepare, the better you will 
know exactly what to do and 
where to go and the more likely 
that you and your family will 
be safe.

Baptist University’s archives 
got a boost on Wednesday with 
a donation of several photos 
and other memorabilia from 
the family of former president 
Dr. J.W. “Bill” Marshall.

M arshall’s niece and 
nephew, Phillip Marshall of 
Gail and Rosemary Rogers of 
Hemphill, visited the campus 
to deliver some items they 
found in going through their 
parents’ mementos. Their fa­
ther, Norville Marshall, was a 
brother of Bill Marshall, and 
they recalled several occasions 
where they got to visit with 
their “Uncle Bill” and hear of 
his travels and experiences.

Along with six boxes of 
books, the donation included 
several photos of Marshall as 
a young man and about the 
time o f his presidency at 
Wayland, as well as his daugh­
ter, Ann Lynn Marshall, in por­
traits taken as a child. Other 
photos depicted a family re­
union in 1973, just four years 
before Marshall died of cancer, 
and one of five of the Marshall 
sons with their father. A revival 
program from the Cox City 
Baptist Church in Kansas, dat­
ing back to the 1920s when 
M arshall was a student at 
Southwestern Seminary in Fort 
Worth heralded him as the 
singer while brother Floyd 
preached, which the family 
noted was a common occur­
rence.

Rogers also donated a let­
ter from Uncle Bill written to 
her on stationery of the Foreign 
Mission Board of the Southern 
Baptist Convention, for which 
Marshall served as the first 
personnel secretary, on the oc­
casion of her birth. The family 
also presented copies of maga­
zine articles about Marshall’s 
travels and work in Brazil, 
where he completed documen­
tary filming on tribes in the 
Amazon for National Geo­
graphic. An old Kodak camera 
was also among the mementos, 
a gift from Marshall to his 
brother Norville.

Marshall served the univer­

sity as president from 1947-53 
and was known for his vast 
experiences before and after 
his tenure. While at Wayland, 
he made headlines by enacting 
a ban on smoking on campus, 
considered quite controversial 
as it occurred years before the 
surgeon general announced a 
warning o f the dangers o f 
smoking.

But M arshall’s biggest 
claim to fame in Wayland his­
tory was his decision to allow 
four African American teach­
ers from the area admission in 
the summer of 1951 in order 
to fulfill continuing education 
requirements for their certifi­
cation. Until that time, most 
schools had rem ained 
staunchly segregated out of 
long-time habit.

The board’s decision to al­
low the students’ enrollment 
made Wayland the first four- 
year, liberal arts college in the 
former confederate states to 
voluntarily integrate. The de­
cision also opened the flood­
gates for mail on the subject, 
with some praising Marshall 
for the integration and others 
rabidly dismissing it as the be­
ginning of the school’s demise. 
Marshall was also responsible 
for opening Wayland’s doors to 
many international students.

“He literally brought people 
to Wayland from countries 
around the world,” said Phillip 
M arshall, whose daughter 
Leslie attended Wayland, 
graduating in 1995.

Marshall remembered his 
uncle from various visits as a 
young boy and said he never 
really talked much about his 
diverse experiences while with 
family, preferring to focus on 
their lives since he rarely got 
to visit. He recalls his uncle -  
who always drove, a convert­
ible -  bringing ear phones on 
visits that he’d use to listen to 
tapes while sleeping to make 
the most of his time.

Rogers said when Bill 
Marshall did make visits to her 
home, he usually arrived late 
and night and her m other 
would wake her to move to the
